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However, if this yearýs report off the
Collective Measures Committee is compared with the
second and third reportsq it will, I think, be obvious
at once that'thi years report is nothing more tha'n
a convenient sunmmary off the highlights - and I would
say in general the least controversial, highlights -
off previous Committee reports and Assembly resolutions
on this subject. These previaus reports and resolutions
number a great many pages comprisïng literally hundreds
off complex technical suggestions concerning procedures
and lines off action which inight be ffolîowed ini case
off emergency, together with a g.reat many recommendatiolS
concerning collective measures off a political, economice
financial and military nature. Twa years ago, when'
the Assembly noted this substantial compilation oft
materialq it recominended to member states that they
continue and intensify their efforts in the field of
United~ Nations collective measures, At the same time
the Assembly directed the Collective leasures Committee
to pursue such studies as it May deem desirable to
strengthen the capability off the UJnited Nations to
maînta-in peace, taki.ng îtlt account the various
Assembly resolutions since the Uniting for Peace
resolution off 195O. At the same tinie the Assembly
directed the Collective Measures Committee to report
ta the SecuritY Council and the Generai Assembly not
later than the ninth session,

In the intervening twa Years the Collective
Measures Cominittee has met oflly three times, in Augustof t' hs year, ta p'repare and approve its~ present
re.port. As the éeventh âession off the Assembly
re>cogniz>ed when it directed the Collective Measures
Committee ta report to the Ninth rather than theFighth Session, most off the eXploratory and preparatorl
wai'k in this ffield had been done by the end off 1952.Since then the danger has been that thîs earlîer and
thorougtJ worki oight be iost sight off and forgotten,.As I see it, ouzr present object is ta lifft from themass of United Nations material on thi>s subjeet theessential ffeatures off United Nations collective
