The Prire Minister of Pakisten and Begum Lizquat Ali Khen, who
are abt present visiting the United States, will arrive in Ottawa from
Boston on Tuesday, Mey 30, and will spend the following two days in the
czpital, They will leave on the morning of Fridey, June 2, for Niagara

after spending the night and the morning of Saturday, June 3, at
Niegara Falls, will proceed to Buffalo Airport that afternoon and thence,
in &« Canzdi=an aircraft, to New York City.:
