By. their plan, the advertiser signs
an agreément or pledge not to use or
permit the use of any fraudulent or
misleading statement in any adver-
tisement, and guarantees the truth of
all statements made. ' Working on this
basis, they have in their own town
lined up 70 per cent. of the advertisers
since - March, when the scheme was
started.

The Minneapolic Advertising Forum,
Mac. Martin, president, which also
takes an active interest in the reform
of advertising methods, has adopted a
different plan. They have established
a ‘“Bureau of Fair Competition,” in
charge - of a "salaried secretary, to
which any person is entitled to apply
and have the bona fides of any desir-
ed advertisement investigated in the
same manner as'a credit rating agency
would do it. This “vigilance work,”
as it 'is called,” has been instrumental
in lining up 66 per cent. of the Min-
neapolis . advertisers, who co-operate
in the movement, .

The Fort Worth Club has also been
carrying on the truth propaganda, and
it is'likely that. they will have sugges-
tions to submit - when the matter
comes up for discussion.

HILLCREST, Alb “Iupe 9y ol
Two days after the e\plo‘sio'n which
killed nearly 200 miners, the “white
man’s camp,” as Hillerest collieries
is termed, is beginning to breath-
more freecly, and at the same time to
realize fully the extent of the calam-
ity. Taking stock of the catas-
trophe, the little town finds itself
with several scores of widows and
hundreds of ' fatherless children.
There is scarcely a home that is not
affected by. the calamity, while the
mining camps in close proximity to
Hillerest count among the dead some
of their numbers.

The stories of the survivors now
that the tensity of the situation is
relieved, are related more coherently.

Quick-Witted Manager.

But for the reversing of the  fan
supplying fresh air to the depths be-
low perhaps some of the 44 who were
saved would not have been gotten out
alive. In this General Manager
Brown of the Hillcrest collieries was
the hero of the hour. Realizing the
perilous position of the inmates- of
the mine when the explosion occur-
red, it was his first thought that
survivors would make their escape
by means of the slope to mine No. 2.

We
had perhaps not sufficiently regarded
this point of view dn congratulating
Hon.  Adam Beck on an election by
acelamation in® London. The local
sentiment would perhaps have main-
tained the decision originally made,

We do not thi;lk that Mr. Rowell is
to be condemned for carrying out a
consistent policy in his campaign, and
insisting on a verdict from every con-
stituency.

This,
of course, is absurd. The government
was well aware of Mr. Rowell’s inten-
tions. and in dissolving the legislature
practically chose the issue. It 4is a
‘weak argument therefore, even among
abusive arguments, to denounce Mr.
Rowell for doing what he said he
'would do, and what everyone expected
him to:do. At the same time to say
in election time that any argument is
unjust or unfair is to go considerably
ahead of the veriod. We are still in that
wstate of civilization where all is con-
sidered fair in love and war, and poli-
tics partakes of both these elements,
love of office, and war on the other
party, Just where the people come in,
the people themselves are so rarely

- conoerned to know that the parties
are about justified in ignoring that
issue.

What the outcome will be is going to
be determined largely on local issues.
‘We have already said that Mr. Rowell
is liable to lose as many Liberal votes
on the bar issue as he gains from the
Conservative party. He may draw
from the independent or froin the usu-
ally apathetic vote on the new issue,
but so also may the government eandi-
dates.

DIRECT LEGISLATION.
The Manitoba Liberals have a plank
in their platform calling for “direct
legislation” or, as it is more commonly

known, the “initiative and referendum.”

Under the direct legislation plan of

government a certain percentage of
the peopl®e may by petition propose
any messure to the legislature, and the
legislature is then required to submit

the bill for adoption by the people. It
discharges the government of the day

from a great deal of responsibility and

gives an opportunity to test publNc
sentiment upon a number of questions
which both political parties may have
agreed between themselves to avoid.

At the Saskatchewan general elec-
tions of 1912 Premier Scott and the
than leader of the opposition, Mr.
Haultain, were pledged to bring about
direct legislation. Mr. Scott was re-
turned to power, but proceeded to im-
DPlement his promise in a somewhat
curious manner., He had a bill passed
establishing the initiative and referen-
dum, but the same was not, to come into
effect until ratified by a plebiscite in
which a certain percentage of the
electors ghould participate. The ‘pleb-
iscite was fisally held, but the total
vote polled was not sufficient to bring
the law into effect, and the Scott gov-
ernment thought itself absolved from
doing anything more to carry out its
promise.

The small vote cast at the plebis-
cite in Saskatchewan was partly due
to the fact that just on the eve of the
voting an opinion was handed o{xt by
the minister’ of justice at Ottawa,
strongly suggesting that the proposed
act was ultra vires. No doubt there
were other ‘causes at work, but
the smalli vote gave support to
the argument that aside from party
politics there was such apathy among
the people respecting public affadrs,
that anything like direct legislation
was not feasible,

Sir R. P. Roblin long ago came out flat—
footed against the initiative and re-
ferendum, which therefore becomes a
party issue for the first time in Cana-
da. The.issue may not prove to be
an important one at the general elec-
Tions to bz held on July 10th, but it
may attract a certain number of voters
who desire to see the people partici-
pate more directly in the government
of the country thru direct legislation,
direct nominations, and the “recall”
of members of parliament.

" BADLY CRITICIZED
bounty Finance Commuttee 1s

- Dissatisfied With
Results.

REPORT HOTLY RESENTED

Geo. S. Henry Claims That
Lack of Money 1s the
Trouble.

The report of the finance committee
to the county council on Saturday last

was subjected to very severe criticism |-

by the members of the highway com-
mission who were present.

"Altho the report recommended $13,-
000 for-road maintenance a clause was
added stating that the committee was
of the opinion that the large expendi-
ture was unwarranted -and that the
condition of ihe highways did not show
results in keeping with‘ the expendi-
iure..

W. H. Pugsley was very bitter in
h's denunciation of the clauge, and
sald that it showed that the financé

tention to the matter. It inferred that
1he meney had not been used for the
maintenance pof the roads but had been
misapproriated by the members of .the
commission.

If they did not want to grant the
money for the roads let them strike it
out ,but their action in adding ‘their
opinion seemed to hiin to. be uncalled-
for and very unfair.

Reeve Wallace of Woodbridge did
not complain so much of the amount of
ihe expenditure as of the delay in oil-
ing the roads earlier in the season. All
ihe roads in the county had been at-
tended to but the village which he re-
presented, and he considered he had a
grievance with the commission. The
people of Woodbridge were willing to
pay ‘their share of the maintenance,
but they objected to the treatment they
bad received. .He did not care what
the cost was so long as the work was
done at a proper time,

Work Hampered.

G. 8. Henry/told the colineil in very
plain languagé that it had always ham-
pered the work of the commission' by
asking to keep down expenses. “Do
the members of the council think that
ihe commission can oil and maintain
these roads without money?”’ he asked.
“There is mot a man in this council
‘who has studied the matter at all but
knows that the money allowed the
commission is not sufficient to main-
tain 'the roads.” The amount levied
in 1913 was entirely inadequate, and
the reason we did not oil the roads
sooner was because the county wants
us to keep down expenses.”

Tn the matter of delay in oiling the
Woodbridge roads E. A. James, high-
way engineer, explained that it was
impossible to attend to all the thoro-
fares in one week, and if they did so
it would require seven oilers at a cods
of $5,600.

J. G. Cornell said the committee
thought the money being spent was too
much. The members of the commis-
sion had no reason to feel annoyed as
apparently they did. As the represen-
tatives of the ratepayers it was their
duty to know where the money went
to and they had a proper right to cri-
ticisé. the amount of maintenance,
There was no doubt but that there
was room for improvement in the ex-
penditure.

It was agreed to strike out the clause
and insert that the earlier oiling of
the roads would materially reduce the
cost of maintenance.

The council levied the county taxes
for general purposes at the rate of
181 on the dollar and assessed the
towns and villages as follows:

ery plants in pots for house garden
planting. While these become im-
practicable for the marketman  they
are cheap enough to admit of their

. use in the private garden and’ these

should be used by all who have had
little success .with ordinary plants or
when very late planting is practiced.

The plants must be strong and . free
from disease at the .time of setting. If

plants or if they are not large enough
purehase at least a part-of the requir-

" ed number to make the various suc-

cessive plantings. Do not permit the
.purchasing of plants to stand.in the

. way of making each planting at the

proper season. More care must be
taken in plant purchasing. Be sure
the plants are grown from the best of
seed and are of the choicest Varieties.
Puy from the -grower so that the
plantg can be '‘planted an hour or so
\after being taken from the ground in-
stead of lying in wet moss in stores.
Setting Out the Plants

No stock when set should be smaller
than an ordinary lead pencil, If they
have had a third of their tops cut
back once or-twice while in the seed-
bed and have beeéen ‘properly thinned
and grown in rich soill, such plants are
readily made possible. In removing
the plants from the bed, dig them ra-
ther than pull them, so as to preserve
as many of the roothairs as possible.
As the plants are dug, shake off the
earth and shorten in the tap root, if
the plants have not been transplanted,
s0 the main root will not be more than
four inches in length. If the tops are
very tall cut them back one-half or if
of ordinary size, remove but one-third
of the top Keep the plants covered

used -far - initial ' spring plantin
there will be no need of the turtheg
application: of manure at planting
time, but when: there is doubt.as to
the mneeded ,quantity, work goodly
quantity of the very finest rotted ex-
crement into the land before the
plants are set:

Plew or spade the manure well into
the soil. After turning the soil har-
row it as many times as is necessary
to thoroly pulverize the upper strata,
If the soil is loose it ought to be rolled
to firm it and to form a better bed
for the plants. When the plants are
set 'in loose soil many are liable to
succumb during the dry summer

weather or make but a slow growth.
Celery is partial to nitrogen and pote
ash, and it is well to sow twenty or
twenty-five bushels of finely ground
wood ashes per acre over the bed and
harrow it in or use 200 or 800 pounds
of muriate of potash per acre to sup-
plement the manure. ’"To make sure
the plants do not lack nitrogen &ppli-
cations of nitrate of soda should be
made about the growing crop. Soon
after the plants start into growth ap-
ply 100 - pounds of nitrate per acre
along the rows and cultivate it in.
Then, three weeks later, apply a like
amount and If a third application
seems wise use it three or four weeks
after the second dose

~Growing the COIory Crop

If the soil s comparatively dry at
planting time, as is liable to /be the
case during the summer, the plants
must be watered as soon as they are
planted. Celery demands plenty of

moisture and whenever possible irri-
gation sheuld be practiced, 8o much
more can be raised under irrigation
that it will pay to go to considerable
trouble and expense in providing a
means of artificilal watering, Not only
will the yield of celery be doubled or
tripled thru the systematic applica-
tion of water, but its marketable value
will be correspondingly increased. Ir-
rigation is seaslly practiced in celery
culture. While the plants are small
the water ¢can be run thru shallow
furrows between the rows, and after
the process of handling, or the draw-
ing of earth up to.the plants bexim.

NOVA SCOTIA KNGS

South African Dealers Report
on/Quality of Canqdiqn

Fruit.

Reporting from South Africa to the
department of trade and - commerce,
Trade Commissioner W, J. Egan, sta-
tioned at Cape Town, writes as fol-
lows in regard to Canadian apples
shipped to that market last fall,

Opinion among the various dealers
varies in regard to Canadian apples
received in South Africa last - year.
Durban dealers report grading and
packing of Nova Scotia apples to be
all right in every particular, They
complain, however, that Nova Sco-
tian Kings and Wagners on the whole
were a great disappointment, as they
were poof in colot and in keeping
gualities, The Ontario frult, ‘'such as
Ben Davis, ‘Kings, Russets, and Spys,
left nothing to be desired.

Port Elizabeth dealers were well sat-
isfled with consignments to them, but
state that they did not "receive all
that had been 'arranged for, one déal-
er claiming thas, tho he booked space
early in May, he failed to secure ac-
commedation for ‘his second shipment.

The apples, which. arrived at Cape
Town, were in véry good condition,
but were not graded in all cases
as they should have been for export.
The difference in grading of the ap-
ples received in Cape Town and other
ports’ must be attributed to the fact
that almost all the apples shipped
to this port.are purchased by local
dealers who .visit Canada annually,
while the fruit to otheér parts is con-
