Advertisers Come In.

By. their plan, the advertiser signs
an agreément or pledge not to use or
permit the use of any fraudulent or
misleading statement in any adver-
tisement, and guarantees the truth of
all statements made. ' Working on this
basis, they have in their own town
lined up 70 per cent. of the advertisers
since - March, when the scheme was
started.

The Minneapolic Advertising Forum,
Mac. Martin, president, which also
takes an active interest in the reform
of advertising methods, has adopted a
different plan. They have established
a ‘“Bureau of Fair Competition,” in
charge - of a "salaried secretary, to
which any person is entitled to apply
and have the bona fides of any desir-
ed advertisement investigated in the
same manner as'a credit rating agency
would do it. This “vigilance work,”
as it 'is called,” has been instrumental
in lining up 66 per cent. of the Min-
neapolis . advertisers, who co-operate
in the movement, .

The Fort Worth Club has also been
carrying on the truth propaganda, and
it is'likely that. they will have sugges-
tions to submit - when the matter
comes up for discussion.

HILLCREST, Alb “Iupe 9y ol
Two days after the e\plo‘sio'n which
killed nearly 200 miners, the “white
man’s camp,” as Hillerest collieries
is termed, is beginning to breath-
more freecly, and at the same time to
realize fully the extent of the calam-
ity. Taking stock of the catas-
trophe, the little town finds itself
with several scores of widows and
hundreds of ' fatherless children.
There is scarcely a home that is not
affected by. the calamity, while the
mining camps in close proximity to
Hillerest count among the dead some
of their numbers.

The stories of the survivors now
that the tensity of the situation is
relieved, are related more coherently.

Quick-Witted Manager.

But for the reversing of the  fan
supplying fresh air to the depths be-
low perhaps some of the 44 who were
saved would not have been gotten out
alive.

We
had perhaps not sufficiently regarded
this point of view dn congratulating
Hon.  Adam Beck on an election by
acelamation in® London. The local
sentiment would perhaps have main-

The government
was well aware of Mr. Rowell’s inten-
tions. and in dissolving the legislature
practically chose the issue. It 4is a
‘weak argument therefore, even among
abusive arguments, to denounce Mr.
Rowell for doing what he said he
'would do, and what everyone expected
him to:do. At the same time to say
in election time that any argument is
unjust or unfair is to go considerably
ahead of the veriod. We are still in that
wstate of civilization where all is con-
sidered fair in love and war, and poli-
tics partakes of both these elements,
love of office, and war on the other
party, Just where the people come in,
the people themselves are so rarely

- conoerned to know that the parties
are about justified in ignoring that
issue.

What the outcome will be is going to
be determined largely on local issues.

DIRECT LEGISLATION.
The Manitoba Liberals have a plank
in their platform calling for “direct
legislation” or, as it is more commonly

known, the “initiative and referendum.”

Under the direct legislation plan of

government a certain percentage of
the peopl®e may by petition propose
any messure to the legislature, and the
legislature is then required to submit

the bill for adoption by the people. It
discharges the government of the day

from a great deal of responsibility and

gives an opportunity to test publNc
sentiment upon a number of questions
which both political parties may have
agreed between themselves to avoid.

At the Saskatchewan general elec-
tions of 1912 Premier Scott and the
than leader of the opposition, Mr.
Haultain, were pledged to bring about
direct legislation. Mr. Scott was re-
turned to power, but proceeded to im-
DPlement his promise in a somewhat
curious manner., He had a bill passed
establishing the initiative and referen-
dum, but the same was not, to come into
effect until ratified by a plebiscite in
which a certain percentage of the
electors ghould participate. The ‘pleb-
iscite was fisally held, but the total
vote polled was not sufficient to bring
the law into effect, and the Scott gov-
ernment thought itself absolved from
doing anything more to carry out its
promise.

The small vote cast at the plebis-
cite in Saskatchewan was partly due
to the fact that just on the eve of the
voting an opinion was handed o{xt by
the minister’ of justice at Ottawa,
strongly suggesting that the proposed
act was ultra vires. No doubt there
were other ‘causes at work, but
the smalli vote gave support to
the argument that aside from party
politics there was such apathy among
the people respecting public affadrs,
that anything like direct legislation
was not feasible,

Sir R. P. Roblin long ago came out flat—
footed against the initiative and re-
ferendum, which therefore becomes a
party issue for the first time in Cana-
da. The.issue may not prove to be
an important one at the general elec-
Tions to bz held on July 10th, but it
may attract a certain number of voters
who desire to see the people partici-
pate more directly in the government
of the country thru direct legislation,
direct nominations, and the “recall”
of members of parliament.
