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would have been impossible to male a
distinction between anthracite and bitu-
minous coal without giving justground of'
complaint to Great Britain, which wil
certainly keep a vigilant oye over our
proceedings. The salt duty is precisely
the same as that in the United States, but
salt for the fisheries is free as it was before.
We may have omitted noticing some arti-
cles on the fi-ce list on which duties have
been imposed, but if so they cannot be of
mnuch importance.

If it be admitted that it w-as expedient
or necessary to place duties on the articles
in the free list to wllich reference has been
made, it seems only fuir te the manufac-
turers to increase the duties ou the per-
fectly manufactured article im which such
articles as we have noticed are used as
material, or in the case of coal as an aux-
iliary. The revenue duty being 20 per
cent., protection bas been gven im speci-
flied cases by duties varying from 25 to
35 per cent. Ili the highest class is fui-
niture,which is placed precisely at the
saine rate as that.imposed in ic United
States. This duty vill be in all probabili-
ty prohibitory, but it is hardly probable
that prices can be raised on a description
of manufacture in which there is se much
comnpetitionin every locality. The duties
on cottons and woollens are mucli of the
same character. A combined specific and
ad valorem duty is placed on such articles
as are actually manufactured in Canada,
and which have been exposed chiefly to
the competition of the United States.
The duties average froin 25 te 30 per cent.
ad valorein. All iron and steel manufac-
tures are placed at high rates of duty,
that is 25 te 30 per cent., owing te the
imposition of duties on the materials
formerly admitted free. Complaints bave
been made, and not witbout plausibility,
that in some cases adequate protection
lias not been given te Canadian industies,
as the duties on naterials will place the
manufacturer in a worse position tlian
wben they had them duty free, with -the
incidental protection of the revenue duty
Of 17àper cent., now raised te 20 per cent.
The Finance Mnister will, we have no
doubt, listen te ail well-founded con-
plaints of this nature, and, if satisfiecl that
they are just, will make the necessary al.
terations. Great care næst be talcen not
te discriminate against Great Britain. WVe
pointed out in ou, last niumber that the
remission of the duty on sugar packages
should be extended to the United ing.
dom,

TREATY WITir FRANCE.,
We read with no little surprise an air-

Licle in Le Journal de Québec criticising
sone remarks of ours on the French tarifl.
We are charged with holding sentiments
extrenely hostile te France, the proof off
which charge is, that we criticised letters
vritten under a ouim deplnie, the object

of whici was te advocate Caiadian inde-
peidence as the only ieans of obtainiiii
justice from France. The writer et those
lettoms affirined that I in six mîonths froi
"ithe day of Canîadianî imdependence ouir
" Miniister of Foreign .Aifairs will have
" opened every frontiter to the importation]

o of our goods on the torms of the nost
favored nation." *We took somie pains te

prove that the reiedy w-as iI oui own
hands, and it is for this thiat the Journal
de Quiî1bec lias taki us to task. Judging
froi the tone of his reiiarks, we slionll
infer that lie did not in the least compre-
liend the gist of our argument. He con-
siders it singular that we shouîld claim for
Canada, which lias invariably acted
towards France wi th the utinost liberality,
the right te be placed on the footing of
the nost favored nation, witliout puichas.
ing thut right by reducing oi- duties on
French wiiies, whici are imposed for
revenue purposes alone. Ii o-der te en-
liglten our ignorance, the rather self-sutf-
ficient editor of Le Joiria£l gives us a lec-
turc on commercial treaties. He assures
us that all tariffs have for tleir exclusive
object the protection of national indus-
tries, that protection is the policy of the
United States, Germany, and even Can-
ada, and tlat it is puerile te reproach
'France with its protective stariff. 'lie
writer proceeds te aflirmi tlat France does
not impose differential duties, and tliat no
other nation complains of its tariff. Our
answer is very simple. We have made
no complaint w-hatever of the Protection-
ist claracter of the French tariff We
have complained that Canada was nlot
placed by France on the footing of the miost
favoi-ed nation, in other words, on the
footing of Greut Britain, and, we fully be-
lieve, of the United States. Le Journal
is vlolly ignorant of the subject whiich lie
discusses. France, we admit, lias a general
tariff, but it lias commercial treaties with
various nations contaiing whbat is known
as " the most favored nation clause," and
it was ovig te this clause beinîg embodied
lu the treaty with Great Britaim that
British ships were admitted te registry in
France, in virtue of a treaty vith scome
other power (we believe Austria), by
which ships were admitted at a lower duty
than under the general tariff. W'e nay
not be under the influence of the same
prejudièe in faver of France as theîour

nrl, whoî0 seenis (0ne to believe in the
possibility of an1y wroI dt oidni1g nii thc part
of that nat iii but on tie other hand ve
w-oild not t reat France differently frow
any other nation . Canada lias never i i -

posed discriiiiînating duties agiinst
Vriance, and w ne mîaintain tlat if any such
dities arc iiiposed on lier productions,
she shoull promptly retaliate by refusing
to aidmit Frencli mianifactures on the foot-
ing of the most favoed nation. The saie
principle -e woil i aidopt towards aiy
other nation.

We have not failed to notice tlalt the
Journal comuplains tliat. France lias a jnst
cause eo' complainît against Canada. lie
chàt-ges the Canadian overinment of 18 03
vith violating a stipulation mnaîl with the

Consuil-Gen-eral of France. This, we ad-
mit, is a serious charge, but it should be
formulated with miore prectision. 1863 was,
ifwe are not imistakenî, the year when the
Administration of the late Mr. J. Sanîfield
Macdonald was ii power, and there w-as a
reconstruction of the Cabinet carly in
May. Some gentlemen now living were
in both Administrations, viz.: Chiet Jus-
tice Dorion,Mr. Macdeugall and Mr. llow-
land, while several others were in tle new
Cabinet, Mr. Hfolton having ben Iinspec-
tor-General. We feel assured that a
satisfactory explanation of the serions
charge made by the Joumnal could b
given, but it ought to be moe precisely
formulated.

THE UNITED STATES PRESS ON 'l'HE
TARIFF.

It is not a little amuising te read tule
coimîents ot oui cousins across fLie border
on ftle fiscal policy of the Canadian Gov-
erniient. We. have scarcely read ene of
those comnents tlat does not betray the
ignorance of the wiriter. The Boston Ad-
vertiser labors under the delusion that one
seale ot duties is imposed on goods froin
European countries and a bigher scale on
goods froi the United States, and this by
way of revenge. This idea has arisen froin
a total misconception of a passage in Mr
Tilley's speech. It by no means follows
that because the tariff will affect imports
from the United States more than those
from England that it is discriniinating.
For instance, thiere is a high duty placed
on cabinet ware and furniture, and it
happens that the imports of thiese articles
are ahînost exelusively from the United
States, but ievertheless the duty would
be precisely the same if imported froin
England. Again, cotton goods are ii-
poited fioni Eniglail te the United States
at duties ranginig from 45 te 60 per cent.
The very same kind of goods would pay
20 per cent. in Canada, but other qualities
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of cotton goods defined, sucli as sheetings,
drills, ducks,bleacled and unbleached cot-
tons, are subjected te a cuty of J cent. per
square yard and 15 per cent. ad valoren,
the United States duty being 5W cents and
10 per cent. Now these goods are mniufac-
tured in Canada, and are not largely lii-
ported from England. All that Mir. Tilley
ieant by his speech was tlat the Cauadian
mlanufacturers suffered more from the comr-
petition with the United States than wýith
Enland, but lie did *not propose discrini-
inating duties except in cases in which.
the United States las already discrixmin-
ated against Canada, suchi as ten, coflee
and other articles imported fron places
lying eastward of the Cape of Good Hope.
'i'lie New York HIer'ald imagines tlat the
object of the tariff is te obtain a new re-
ciprocity treaty, and advises that the
United States should mseet us in a friendly
spirit. Ve Io not imagine that there are
niany in Canada who expect that any
sclexue of reciprocity cann be devised that
wsill satisfy both pairties. At all events iL
is for the United States te state wlat they
expect, and they mnay be assured that tliey
will receive a prompt reply. The Boston
Post has a great deal te learn as te the
powers of the self-governing colonies of
the British Empire. HO considers oui
tariff schemo " equivalent te a tireat of
independence," and is surprised tlat any
dependency should dream of protecting
its own industries." Canada, too, is said
te be l in a pitiftil condition " and "a
lamentable situation," but if this is the
consequence of ou' very moderate tarliff,
wliat iust be the condition of the United
States with dtiies of60 per ccin t. On a great
variety of goods on whicli ours are 20. It
is refresjiging te sind the Boston l'ost se
horrified at I the unique conglomerate of
specific and at valoreml duties," as if sucs
conglomeration was quite a new: idIa
whbichs lad never occuirred te a citizen of
the Union. But ive are told tlat, accou-
ing te the schxense, tlere is an average in-
crease of froin 17 te 35 per cent. Nowr the
increase is really from 5 te 15 per cent.,
instead of what the Boston lost asserts
it to be.

The New York Connercial Biulletin,
having strong free-trade proclivities, can-
not be expected to approve of the pro-
tectionist character of the tariff, but lie
does not do justice te Mr. Tilley inx de-
scribing the measure as retaliator",y. l'lhe
Buiîlletin, shoulld bear in mind tlat in.
creased duties wvere absolutely necessary,
owing principally, te the grettt fall in thxe
price of goods, wyhichi necessarily operates
to reduce an ad valorem tariff. The lead-
ing object of the Finance Minister was to,
raise two and a quarter millions of revenue

to colpensate for tihe loss caused by the
reduiced values of our imports. The Bul-
lefin warns tis that the citizens of the
Union are uot given te negotiate uiider a
threat, the lneaning of whlich is that we
ire to go on for another ten years with
our comnmercial relations as they have
been. We will present a case to the Butl-
letin by way of illustration. Coal is an,
article that every onle in Canada would
wislh to be free of dut-y. Canada bas col-
lieries in Nova Scotia,l in the neighborhood
of the North Easteri States of the Union,
which would be 1her natural market, while
on the other hand the consurners in Ont-
ario and Quebec could obtain their coal
more advantageously from Pennîsylvania
and Ohio.

but we presnbe that thre difficulty lies in
the constitution, whilch places peculiar
obstaacles in the w'ay of negotiationîs witl
foreign pow'ers. It is hardly possible te
negotiate a treaty of any-kind w'ith sucli
a body as the Senate of the United States,
and yet ail negotiations vith the Govern-
ment of thre cotmtrv conducted wiithî the
confidential advisers o the> Executive
ma11Y be perfectly fruîitless. It is net flair
under the cixcumstances for the JJuîlletin
te comiplain that Canada, after lier over-
tuires being r'ejected, fiesb et the treaty of
Washington, and again in 1874, slould re.
new its' application for a coxnrnercial
treaty. It lias gone te all reasonable

lengths when it-lihas signified its perfect
readiness to negotiate, anl it is certainly'
not for tVhe.United States to complain if
it iposes duties inuch lower in alnost
every case thlîanî those ta -vlich it is suîb.

TORONTO AND ITS SALVAGE COR T S

The Fire and Water Comittee of
Toronto have lately passed a resolution to
the efrect that., unless the fire insurance
oflices agr-ee te subscribe for the mainte.
nance of that city's salvage corps, the sane
will be disbanded within the period of two
months. This ivould be somewliat severe
upon the companies, for not only làve the
latter fixeil tleir rates of premium upon
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the understanding that certain means are
provided for the protection against fire
(including the corps in question), but
several of them formerly gave a donation
lo'ards the purchase of. the steam fire
engines, of wlicli at one tiMine the towin
possessed foui, but flic saine commnittee.
not very long ago either sold or gave away
two of said steamers, concluding, we«pre-
suime, that such were quite superfluous in
a city w'hose water vorks were capable of
such wonderful performances as were ex-
hibited on the 22nd October last. Thus
iot only is Toronto reduced ta two steai-
ers-one of whicl w'e understand is utter-
ly useless, but Mie lire companies may well
have doubts w'hetiei, if they were to pay
f'or the salvage corps, the coinittee al-
lidcd ta might nat senti it after the on-
gines ta G uelph or sonie otier city.

The cry foi ecaony and retrencmiieit
we believe has brouglit about the resolu.
tion we are discussing, but iwe would
remind the City Council of Toronto tfiat
ilere is such a tlîing as being " penny
iise and pound foolishî," and it N'as only
the'. othci day, duiniig the lato severe
weather, that a lire occurred in the freight
sheds ai' the Northerii Railway Company
wlîici mîîight have been a very serions aile
had it notbean for the very salvage corps
in question, wlio extinguisled the flames
for a trilling damage, wlere the fire bri-
gade were utteirly powerless froim the faet
Chat every hydralnt within reacli vas
frozen !

It is weoll known that in the large townis
in England, and nany if not ail the cities

i i the United States, ic salvage corps
are kept up' by the insurance offices, VIte
argument being that such corps are for
the benefit of the lire conipanies, not of
the public, for the simple reason that, if
ane of the latter bc fully indemnified by
his policy, it is a matter of indiflerence ta
him wlietler the loss bc total or only
partial, but the conipany on the otlier
hand loses less if there be a salvige. But
if the companies maintain a-salvage corps,
it is only just Chat they should conltrol
and govon the.saime sinice it is their on
property, which ive do lot thinik is w'hiat
is intended by the present action of the
Toronto Fire and Water Committee.

Hlowever that may be, it is a matter of
very sinall manient, the plain matter at
issue being simply that the Board of Fire
Underiwriters arranged tieirrates of pre-
iniuns calculating upon certaii means of
protection being afforded by the city
anthorities against fic, and, if such protac-
tion be witlîchi'awn', one of two results îmust
inievitably follonv, namely, cither an iii-
créase of rates or a; decrease iii the indem.
pity offi'ed by the coinipailes ta th,

public. We, of course, are taking it for
grantied tLhat Toronto underwriters under-
stand their own business, althougli, from
what iwe have licard, there are iiany in
the said city wh'lo consider rates exorbi-
tantly ligl, and the lire appliances out of
all proportion ta what necessity denands ;
in olhersi words that the said objectors aie
much more competent insurance manl-
agers than the underwriters themselves.
This is an error of whieli the public lias
been guilty very often, and beer obliged
ta aclnowlecge in "lashes" if not in
"l sackclotih' at Clicago, Boston and otler
places. We cannot but regret the action
receintly taken by the Toronto Fire and
Water Committec, for should their thîrcat
be carried out, and the rates of prenhiii
are not increased, it is palpable that if
îiisuiance i sold below' its cost, the coin-
panlies, and consequently the public, must
sutfer as surely as when any oLher braich
of comuîeice is upon an unsound basis.
In either case the moncy, wlietler for in-
creased rates or decreased iisdeinity,
must eventually cmie out of the pockets
of the public, and therefore we mîust con-
deinm whîsat is clearly a false economy.

Wc have alrendy alluded ta the nuch-
boasted of water supply in Toronto, and
should the-what ie hionestly believe-
alieady inefilcient appliances for lire pro-
tection be decreased, we fear that the
lesson ta be learned will be taughît by the
sane destroyer wlich has laid loiw so many
fair cities on this continent, ruining thou-
sands, and blottiug out at one fell sweep
the accumulations of years of industry and
thrift. iln the interests of the public no
less than the insurance compailes, iwe
inust iecord our protest against a policy
liable ta produce such terrible resuits.

LAW OF INSURANICE IN PROVINCE
OF QUEBEC.

Wea uinderstand there is a case nowv be-
fore the Supreme Court which is likely ta
piove of considerable interest ta Insur-
ance Companies. The Corporation have
been assessing the several companiies

County, Illinois, have begun the use of a new
labor-saving machine whiich, if successful, muîst
contribute largely towards reducing the price
of coal. It is known as the iron mal; and it
certainly wouild require ta be possessed of an
iron constitution to do all the work expected of
it, and iron muscles ta withstand the blows tlat
are likely to be levelled at it by the miners, who
arc anxiously awaiting the resilts of the expe-
riment before deciding wvbether it is ta be
looked upon as a friend or a foc.

-A special meeting of the Montreal Board
of Trade <ras ield last Wednesday to consider
the question of 'isolvency. legislation and
other matters. Mr. J. P. Cleghornl proposed a
resoliition deprecating the imposition of duty
as proposed by the Government, upon inland
freights and charges on goods, describing this
course as, vexations and troublesoie alike to

both importera and shippers, vbich was passed
b ya large majority.

- The Hlochelaga Cotton Mills Company are
about ta add a wing to the building, and pur-
pose entering upon the manufacture of bleached
sheetingzs, drills, etc. The enterprise is highily
successfiil, and realized profits aniointing to
$90,000 last year, equialing about 33 per cent.
Mr. Whitehead, the manager, was presented with
the sum of $2,000 at the enid of tue year, in
addition ta bis salary.

Maic 2t, four-
teen horses, costing $1,312, anud len do, costing
$580. March 22. twienty horses, costing$l,451,-
50 ; twelve do, cesting $1,030, and twelve do,
costing S794.50. larch 24, inteen horses,
costing $1,884, and thirteen horses, costing
$1,121.

LUutin.-Tho Tiier TradesT ournal of 15t
March says :--Ve have no imlirovenent to re-
cord in the past fortnight's traie. At the public
sales sellers have agatin beguii ta: iress goods
on te market, and as a consequence large
quantities of unreserved goods figuired ut te
recent Baltic sales. If this may be taken as a
signi of the timtes, it augurs badly for the first
open-water goods thlat wvill comei to market ¡ if
li tlie neantirne the trade is to he stuîffed with
ail descriptions, the appetite for Iresh stock will

e proportionately lessened. One thing in tc
shiîppers' faveur at present is the low rates of
fretght rulinîg; if it were not for. this. there
would bave to be a still greater reduction on
the first cost. We do not expect.that the pre-

sent freiglhts will continue, but white there are
sa nany ships with nothirg flir iltem to do, tno
itiprovenent ca be expected. We fuar elia
toite of our remarks this Utime ls nat very clier-
ing. But can wre bring forward ta moreimpres.
sire fauct than thit of pitch pine planks fetching
tat lte publie sale of ite 5th inst. no more than
£8, which at titis timue last year wrere thought
very loir at £11? The freiglit and charges ait
these goods couîld not be much less titan £0;
when they rame under tie hammer, probably
108. more ; what remîains for the importer ta-
wards his lirst cost cati easily be reckoned.
These goods have to he put in sheds, and stand
ut proportionately highter rental ; and the tsamte
may be said of almost every oder descri ati
of tniitiufaictired timber. At the sale on ed-
nesday last a leavy parcel ut balk timber was
throwi on lie market for unreserved sale, and
excited a lot of coipeition; tue values tere
comparatively good, but still exhibit a loss o
the imported price.

Orts.-There bas been some little excitement
in this lino in consequence of the determination
of te Government ta impose 20 per cent. uponîî
Seal nad Fish Oils fromn Newfoîundlanl. There
lias been verylittle movetment in Oils, however,
and prices .continue unclanged and nominal,
exrcep LinseedOils whiech are firmeron accout
of advainice in taril'. Considerauble shipmîents
caie into the market in anticipation of this,
and the price will not be very much affected
for soie little lime. ln smaili lots, however,
higher tprices are asked. iaval Store tire dull
and unchanged. Paints in fair demand.

Pnovisioxs-Bîuter.-Tiere are no nrew fea-
titres in thei market, the dlragging tradte still
continues, and, except for local traie, there has
been little stock chanîging hiands. Strictiv filin
finds .ready purchasers, but ithe buîlk of ite
stock offerig is medita, and entirely
neglected.

Cheese.--The market continues reak anuit
utnsatisfactory. Less confidence, in a continu-
ance of present prices lias been shown this
week, and Englisi shippers are indisposed to
accept stock t any extent, even on consignt-
menit.
