THE TARIFE.

1t would have been something marvel-
lous it M. Tilley, with all the oulside
assistance thiat he was able to procuve,
together with.that of his eolleagues, had
heen able_to produce a tarfl’ that would
‘wive wniversal  salisfrelion.  Inereased
‘laxes are never accoptable to the general
publie, and it was absolutely necessary

that upwards of £2,000,000 should be

obtained {rom the customs in addition to
the old tarift.  We have read with care
the very able speceh in which My, Tilloy's
predecessor eriticized his financial stafé-
ment. It cwmmot be denied {hat Mr.
Tilley and those with whom he acted, priov
to the change of Administration, assined
the Provineial debls, a measure which, if
they could have forescen events, they
would probably have al least postponed.
But after ally the burthen thrown on

Dominion revenues has been taken oll
those of the Provinees, and the mass of
_ the peaple are much in the same position.

‘When these ‘debts were assumed it was

not. contemplated that the Pacifie Rail-
way would be so serious a charge on the
revenue, nor could it have been reasonably
apprehended that so severe a commereial
‘depression would- have fallen on the
whole world. A “good deal of Mr. Cart-
wright's speech was devoted {o acriticism
on Mr. Tilley's budget of 1873, and to a
defance of his own poliey, topics into
which we de not propose to enter, at all
eveuts al present. The lavifl’ is the
question af the moment, aud M. Curl-
wright's eriticisis on it are ol course
deserving of respectiul attention. 'I'hat
tarift hasbeen visited with severe censure
not only by the regalar opposition, which
fonght the free trade battle faivly al the
hustings, bnt likewise by leading organs
of publiec opinion in Great Pritain and in
the United = States. Moveover, among
those who may be looked on as general
supporters of the fiseal poliey of the (oy-
crmmnent, there are many who take ex-
ception to the details on one umuml or
another.

We have alveady stated it asonr opinion
that the taritt propesed hy the Govern-
ment mnst be held to be “strietly in
accordance with the pledges, wliich they
gave to the constitnencies - during the
eampaign which preceded the. general
election, © We. do not pretend to have
read all the eampaign speeches of the
Premier, but we have noticed n very
severe attack on him in the Globe, based
on a telegram sent to Mr, Boyd of St
John, N.B,, in July lagt.” Tt must be baine
in mind that this telegram was in veply
io one {rom Mr, Royd, informing him that
the Government press stated it to be his
intention lo raise the tarifi' genervally to
35 por cents This statemoent was based
on a speech said to have Leen delivered
at Strathroy.  Sie Jobn Macdonald stated
in reply: “It is an abswrd falsehood ;
“neither at London nor elsewhere have |
“ gone heyond my motion in Purlinment,
“and hace necer proposed an iiereuse bl
Sonly i readiustiment of tarifl’’  Now the
motion in Parliament was  framed in
general terms, and was complained of as
non-conmunibinly indeed it was repeatedly
alleged by theiropponents that it was not
the intention of the tiovernment to make
any maferial change "in the farift,  Kjpr

‘We gather from Mr, Tilley's’ speech
that he estimates the increased revenue
from plreing unenumerated articles st 20
per cent. instead ol 174 at #750,000, which
is . considerable portion ol the dehcnb
Now, even the most extreme free {raders
ean hardly object to this proposition,
which mang of their nimber expected
that Mr. Cartwright wounld have himself
proposed. Considering the decreuse in
the price of goads since the time when the
tarit"was 15 per cent., it must be amdmitted
that .the consumers of the gnods com-
prised in- the unenumerated list will not
pay higher taxes on them than they did
in 1874, Having dealt with that branch
of the guestion, the next subject that
would  naturally engage considerution
would be the free list. [ must be admitied
thalno artiele should be allowed to remain
on that list excepi on very special groumls,
I'he policy herefofore has bheen to admit
free of duty, orat a very low duty, sever-
al artieles not strietly raw material, bt
which are nsed extensively by our manu-
fueturers. Among these are pig iron and
biarsy rods, rails and other articles coming
under the general head of ivon, pig cop-
pm' lead; steel in ingots, tin in blocks,
zine, .\c.._ All these articfes were either
on the free list or admitled at s nominal
duty, and when revenue became necessary
it. was found impossible to leave them so.
They have .wcnulnwlv heen subjected to
a duty of &nmolhm" lilke 10 per cent. ad
valorem. It is searcely necessary (o re-
mark that on.all’ these articles the dnties
in the United States arve at least. double or
treble those proposed. The other dutisble

-articles  formerly on the free list me

agricultural products, coal and salt, It
camot be denied that wide differences of
opinion.prevail as to the wisdom of the
government poliey regarding these duties,
and the question is complicited by the
controversy bhetwéen the Burmers and
millers as to the wheat and llour daties.
When these duties were imposed in 1870,
4 cents n bushel was the citty on wheat

and 25 cents a bairel on flond, whereas the
present. proposal ‘iz° 13 or 10 cents on
wheat and' 50 cenls on flour. The former
is unquestionably too high.in proportion
to the latter, but it is said that the sup-
porters of the Government from Ontario
are urgent for ils imposition. 1t would
h.udl\ have been possible for the Govern.
ment_to. have avoided placing a duty on
conl, and the: [)l'Ob‘lbllll\' is that they had
to resnst a strong pressure to make it 75

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would have been impbssible to make a
distinction between anthracite and bitu-

minous coal without giving just ground of

complaint to Great Britain, which will
certainly keep a vigilant eye over our
proceedings.  The salt duty is precisely
the same as that in the United States, but
salt for the fisheries is free as it wasbefore.
‘We may have omitted noticing some arti-
cles on the free list on which duties have
been imposed,but if so they cannot be of
much importance.
+If it be admitted that it was expedient
or necessary to place duties on thearticles
in the freelist to whichreference has been
made, it seems only fair to the manufac-
turers to increase the duties on the per-

fectly manufactured article in'which such’

articles as we have noticed are used as
material, or in the case of coal as an aux-
iliary.” The revenue duty being 20 per
cent., protection has been given in speci-
fied cases by duties varying from 25 to
35 per cent. In the highest class is fur-
niture, which is placed precisely at the
same. rate as that imposed in the United
States. This duty will be in all probabili-
ty prohibitory, but it is hardly probable
that prices can Le raised on a description
of manufacture in which there is so much
competition in every locality. = The duties
i on cottons and woollens are much of the
. snme character. - A combined specific and
ad valorem duty is placed on such articles
as are actually manufactured: in Canada,
and which have been exposed chiefly to
the competition of the United States.
The duties average from 25 to 30 per cent.
ad valorem. All iron and steel manufac-

tures arve placed at high rates of duty, -

that is 25 to 30 per cent,, owing to the
imposition of duties on the materials
formerly admitted free. Complaints have
been made, and not without plausibility,
that in some cases adequate protection
has not been given to Canadian industries,
as.the duties on materials will place the
manufacturer in a worse position than
» when they had them duty free, with-the
incidental protection of the revenue duty
of 174 per cent., now raised to 20 per cent.
* The Finance Minister will, we. have no
doubt, listen to all well-founded com-
plaints of this nature, and, if satisfied that
they are just, will make the necessary al-
terations. Great care must be taken not
to disecriminate against Great Britain. We
pointed out in our last number that the
remission of the duty on sugar'packaiges
should be "extended to tho United King-
dom,

TREA’I‘Y WITIT FRANCE.
We read with no little surprise an ar-

ticle in Le Journal de Québec cutlcmnm

some remarks of ours on the French tarifl.

We are charged with holding sentiments,

extremely hostile to France, the 'proof of
which charge is, that we criticised letters
written undcx a nom de plume, the object
of which was to advocate Canadian inde-
pendence as the only means of obtaining
Justice from France.  The writer of those
letters affirmed that ¢ in six months from
“the day of Canadinn independence our
“ Minister of Foreign Atairs will have
“ opened every frontier to the importation
“of our goods on the térms of the most
“ favored nation.”” We took some pains to
prove that the remedy was in our own
hands, and it is for this that the Journal
de Québee has taken us to task. Judging
from the tone of his remarks, we should
infer that he did not in the least compre-
hend the gist of our argument. Ile con-
siders it singular that we should claim for
Canada, which has  invariably acted
towards France with the utmost liberality,
the right to be placed on the footing of
the most favored nation, without purchas.
ing that right by reducing our duties on
French wines, which are imposed for
revenue purposes alone, In'order to en-
lighten our ignorance, the rather self-suf-
ficient editor of Le Journal gives us a lec-
ture on commercial treaties. He assures
us that all tariffs have for their exclusive
object the protection of national indus-
tries, that protection is. the policy of the
United States, Germany, and even Can-
ada, and that it is puerile to reproach
TFrance with ils: protective ,tariff. The
writer proceeds to aflirm that France does
not impose differential duties, and that no

other nation complains of its tariff, Our

answer is very simple. We have made
no complaint whatever of the Protection-
ist character of the French tarifl. We
have complained that Canada was not
placed by France on the footing of the most
favored nation, in other words, on the
footing of Great Britain, and, we fully be-
lieve, of the United States. ZLe Journal
is wholly ignorant of the subject which he

- discusses. France, we admit, has a general

taviff, but it has commercial treaties with
various nations containing what-is known
as “ the most favored nation clause,’” and
it was owing to this clause being embodied
in the" treaty with -Great Britain that

British ships were admitted to registry in’

France, in virtue of a treaty with some
‘other power (we believe Austria), by
which ships were admitted at a lower duty
than under the general tariff. 'We may
not be under the influence'of the same
prejudice in favor of France a8 the Jour:

nal, who seems unable to believe in the
possibility of any wrong doing on thé part
of that nation, but on the other hand: we
would not trent France differently from
any other nation: Canada has never im-
posed diseriminating duties  against
France, and we maintain that if any such
duties are imposed on her productions,
she should promptly retaliate by refusing
to admit French manufactures on the foot-
ing of the most favored nation.  The same
principle we woul ! adopt  towards any
other nation.

We have not friled to notice that the
Journal complains that France has a just
cause of complaint against Canada. e
chargeés the Canadian Government of 1863
with violating a stipulation made with the

Consul-CGieneral of France. This, we ad-

mit, is a serious charge, but it should be
formulated with more precision. 1863 was,
if we are not-mistaken, the ycar when the
Administration of the late Mr, J. Sanfield
Macdonald was in power, and there was a
reconstruction. of ‘the Cabinet early in
May. Some gentlemen now living were
in' both Administrations, viz.: Chiel Jas-
tice Dorion, Mr. Macdougall and Mr. How-
land, while several others were in the new
Cabinet, Mr, Holton having béen Inspec-
tor-General. “We " feel assured that a
satisfactory - explanation of the serious
charge :made by the Jowrial could be

given, but it ought to be more precmely .

formulated.

THE UNITED STATES PRESS ON THE

TARIFY. -

Tt is not a little amusing Lo read the -

comments of our cousins across the border
on the fiscal policy of the Canadian Gov-
ernment. We. have scarcely re’ad one of
those comments that does not betray the

ignorance of the writer. The Boston Ad-

vertliser labors under the delusion that one

scale of duties is imposed on goods from™

European countries and a higher seale on
goods from the United States, and this by
way of revenge. This idea has arisen from
a total misconception-of a passage in My,
Tilley's speech. 1t by no means follows
that because the tarifl’ will affect imports
from the United States more than.those
from England that it is discriminating,
Tor instance, there is a high duty placed
on cabinet: ware and furniture,. and it

happens that the imports of thesearticles

are almost exelusively from the United-

States, but nevertheless the duty would
be precisely the same if imported from = ;

England. . Again, cotton goads . are, im-
ported fr om ]]ngkmd to the United States
at duties umrvmg from 45 to 60 per.cent.

The very same kind of goods: would pay-

20 per cent. in Cmmda, but olher quu]mes

.

e e et
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“of cotton goods defined, such as sheetings;
drills, ducks;bleached and unbleached cot-
tons, ave subjected to a duty of 1 cent. per
square yard and 15 per cent. ad valorem,
the United States duty being 5] cents and
10 per cent. Now these goods are manufac-
tured in Canada, and are not largely im-
ported from England.  All that Mr. Tilley
meant by his speech was that the Canadian
manufacturers suffered more from the com-
petition with the United States than with
England, but he did not propose discrim-
inating duties except in cases in which
the United States has already diserimin-
ated against Canada, such as ten, coffee
and other articles imported from places
lying eastward of the Cape ol Good Hope.
The New York Herald imagines: that the
object of the tariff is to obtain a new re-
ciprocity treaty, and advises that the
United States should meet us in a {riendly
spirit. We do not imagine that there are
many ‘in Canada who expect that any
scheme of reciprocity can be devised that
will satisfy both parties. At all events it
is for the United States to state what they
expect,and they may be assured that they
will receive a prompt reply. The Boston
Post has a great deal to learn as to the
powers of the sell-governing colonies of
the British Empire. e considers our
tarifl scheme ‘“ equivalent to a threat of
independence,” and is surprised that any
dependency should dream of ¢ protecting
its own industries.” Canada, too, is said
to be “ina pititul condition” and “a
lamentable situation,”” but if this is the
consequence of our very moderate tariff
what must be the condition of the United
States with duties of 60 per cent.on a great
variety of goods on which ours are 20. Tt
is refreshing to find the BDoston Post so
horrified at ¢ the unique conglomerate of
specific and ad valorem duties,” as if such
conglomeration was quite o new idea
which had never occurred to a citizen of
the Union. But we ave told that, accord-
ing to the scheme, there is an average in-
crease of from 17 to 35 per cent. Now the
increase is really from 5 to 15 per cent.,

.instead of what the Boston I’ost asserts

it to be. o
The New York Commercial Bulletin,

having strong free-trade proclivities, ean- .

not be expected to approve of the pro-
tectionist character of the tariff, but he
does not do justice to Mr. Tilley in de-
seribing the measure as retuliatory. The
Bulletin should bear in mind that in.

‘creased duties were absolutely necessary;

owing principally to the great fall in the
‘price of goods, which necessarily operates
to reduce an ad valorem tarift. - The lead-

ing object of the Finance Minister was to

raise two and a guarter millions of revenue

to compensate for the loss cnusedvby the

reduced values of our imports. . The Bul-
letin warns us that the citizens of the
Union are not given to negotiate under a
threat; the meaning of which: is that we

arc to go on for another ten years with

our commercial relations as they have
been. We will .present a case to the Bul-
letin by way of illustration. Coal is an
article that every one in Canada would
wish to be free of duty. - Canada has col-
lieries in Nova Scotia, in the neighborhood
of the North BEastern States of the Union,
which would be her natural market, while
on the other hand the consumers in Ont-
ario and Quebec could obtain their coal
more advantageously from Pennsylvania
and Ohio, The United States persists in
imposing a duty of 75 cents n ton on coal,
thereby excluding Canadian coal, while
Canada has for years admitted United
States coal duty free. Aggrieved by this
treatment, against which Canada has re-
monstrated for years, she has at length
imposed a duty of 50 cents on coal, and ab
once there is a eory of retaliation, threat-
ening, &e., &e.  We wish the Bulletin
would have the candor to deal with this
specific case, and we promise him that we
can give him several other nuts to crack
that he ‘will find just as diflicult. The
Bulletin further charges that the present
Government “ have not made any advan-
ces towards bringing about reciprocity.”
This from an United States commercial
journal fully cognizant of the scheme
submitted after protracted negotiations
in 1874, and which, after having been ap-
parently sanctioned by our Govelnmcnt,
was- summarily rejected by the Senate !
We sincerely trust that no Canadian
Statesman. will ‘ever again “expose his
couniry to the humiliation of Legging for
a treaty of commerce with such a Giovern-
ment as the United States. ITad the
Governmentof the United States declared
frankly, when applied to, that negatiation
on the subject would be fruitless, no feel-
Jing of irritation would have been caused,

but we presume that the difficulty lies! in
the const\tntxon, which - places peculiar

obstacles in the way of ne"otmtlom with
foreign powers. It is hardly possible to

negotiate a treaty of any-kind with sach -

a body as the Senate of the United States,

and yet all negotiations with the Govern-
ment of the country conducted with the
confidential advisers of the Executive
may be perfectly fruitless. It is not fair
under the circumstances for the Bulletin
to complain that Canada, alter her over-
tures being réjected, first at the treéaty of
Washington, and again in 1874, should re-

new “its application for a commercial’

treaty.” Tt has gone to all reasonable

lengths when it_has signified ifs. perfect
readiness to. negotinte, and it is certainly
not.for the United States to complain if
it imposes duties much 10\\ er in almost

every case than those o Which it is sub-
jected.

THE RANK STATEMENTS.

The bank returns show a considerable
increasc in Government‘deposits but a de.
crease in the public deposits and circu-
lation. The requirements. of merchants
for the means of paying duties owing to
the new tariftt coming into force have
been considerable, and will tell move in
the next statement. The overdue notes

TORONTO AND ITS SALVAGE COR TS

The Tire and Water Committee of
Toronto have lately passed a resolution to
the effect that, unless the fire insurance
offices agree to subscribe for the mainte-
nanee of that city’s salvage corps, the snme
will be disbanded within the period of two
months. . This would be somewhat severe
upon the companies, for not only have the

latter. fixed their rates of premium upon
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the understanding that certain means are
provided for the protection against five
(including. the corps in question), but
several of them formerly gave a donation
towards the purchase of the steam fire
engines, of which at one time the town
possessed four, but the same committee.
not very long ago either sold or gave away
‘two of said steamers, concluding, wepre-
sume, that such were quite superiluous in

_a city whose water works were capable of
such wonderful performances as were ex-
hibited on the 22nd October last. Thus
not only is Toronto reduced to two steam-
ers—one of which we understand is utter-
ly useless, but the fire companies may well
have doubts whether, if they were to pay
for the salvage corps, the commitiee ul-
luded to might not send it after the en-
gines to Guelph or some other city.

The cry for economy and retrenchment
we believe has brought about the resolu.
tion we are . discussing, but we would
remind the  City Council of Toronto that
there is such a thing as being “ penny
wise and pound foolish,' and it was only
the. other day, during the late severe
weather, that a fire occurred in the Ireight
sheds of the Northern Railway Company
which might havebeen o very serious one
had it not been for the very salvage corps
in question, who extingunished the {lames
for a trifling damage, where the fire bri-

“gade weve utterly powerless from the fact
that every hydrvant within reach was
frozen!

1t is well known that in the large towns
in England, and many if not all the cities

in the United States, the salvage corps .
are kept up’ by the insurance oflices, the :

argument being. that such corps are for
the benefit of the fire companies, not of
the public, for the'simple reason that, if
one of the latter be fully indemnified by
his policy, it is a matter of indifference to
him whether the loss be total or- only
partial, but the company on the other
hand loses less if there be o salvage. But
if the companies maintain a'salvage corps,
it is only just that they should control
and govern the same since it is their own
property, which we do not think. is what
is intended by the present action of the
Toronto Fire and Water Committee. " -
However that may be, it is a matter of
very smiall moment, the plain matter at
iséue being simply that the Board of Fire
Underwmter arranged their.rates of pre-
minms calcuhtm" upon cerlain means of
.protection being aftorded by . the ecity
authorities against five, and, if such protac-
tion bé withdrawn, one of two results must
inevitably follow, namely, either an in-
crease of rates or a decrease in the indem-

pity offered” by the companjes {0 the

“should eqver .l

public. We, of course, are taking it for
granted that Toronto underwriters under-
stand their own business, although, from
what we have heard, there are many in
the said city who consider rates exorbi-
tantly high, and the fire appliances out of
all proportion to what necessity demands ;
in other words that the said objectors are
much more competent insurance man-
agers than the underwriters themsclves.
This is an’ error of which the public has
been guilty very often, and beewr obliged
to acknowledge in “ashes” if not in
“sackeloth ’” at Chicago, Boston and other
places. We cannob but regreb the action
recently tuken by the Toronto Fire and
Water Committee, for should their threat
be curried out, and the rates of premium
are not increased, it is palpable that if
insurance ic sold below its cost, the com-
panies, and consequently the public, must
sufter as surely as when any other branch
of commerce is upon an unsound basis.
In either case the money, whether for in-
creased rates or decreased indemnity,
must eventually come out of the pockets
of the publie, and therefore we must con-
demn what is elearly a fulse economy.
We have already alluded to the much-
boasted of water supply in Toronto, and
should the-—what we honestly. believe—
already ineflicient appliances for five pro-
tection be decreased, we fear .that the
lesson to be learned will be taught by the
same destroyer which has laid low so many
fair cities on this continent, ruining thou-
sands, and blotting out at one fell sweep
the accumulations of years of industry and
thrift. In the interests of the public no
less than the insurance compaiies, we
must record our protest against a policy

liable to produce such terrible'resulbs.

and defendants bave had to stand aside forlaw
students to try their hands, and gradually bar-
rvisters have. crept in, until now no man is
safe to carry on a suit, without a lawyer; and
the quirks - and uibbles appear to be more re-
sorted to than in the Upper Courts. Had these
Courts bhave had their jurisdiction extended, as
was proposed during the last session of the
Ontario Legislature, the small cases would
have been driven entively away, and it is now a
question whether counsel fees should be allow-
ed or counsellors exciuded.
