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Einas Mikkelsen Tells of His
 Plans and Hopes in Expedition
Which Will Go Thru the North-
western Country to the Polar
Regions. '

. London, Nov. '20.—Plans have been
formulated by a young
'Mikkelsen; - for - what promises to. be
an interesting expedition to the Arctic

of the Polar Ocean which lies immedi-
ately to the west of the group of great
islands ‘known  as the Farry Archipe-
lago, morth of the northern coast of
Canada. Mr, Mikkelsen is at present
in Lonidon, whither he has come to con-
sult with the Royal Geographical So-
ciety. "

He took part in the first Ziegler expe-

and. before visiting Franz Josef Land
had experience of Arctic exploration
‘under Lieut, Amdrup of the Danish
Royal Navy, on his second expedition tol
the Kast Greenland coast in 1900, and
on the boat excursion that year, when
they ‘explored ‘and ma] a Isng
stretch of the coast, covering some two
degrees of latitude southwards from
near the entrance to Scoresby Sound.
After the Baldwin expedition his work
lay for a time in Icelandic waters, The
Ther was sent by the Danish govern-
ment to those waters. in fulfilment of
the -part assigned to Denmark by the
international council for the scientific
investigation of the sea, in connection
with the fisheries. - :

“My proposed expedition,” said Mr.
Mikkelsen, in an interview, ‘“does not
aim at the pole either directly or indi-
rectly. Of course, I cannot 1ix preciss
Hmits to the fleld of work, but I do
not expect it will extend farther north
than ‘about the 76th parallel, ‘It is in
the hope of making geozgraphical dis-
coveries that I am undertaking the ex-
pedition. A -glance at  the map will
ghow that the moest westerly islands of
thé Parry  Archipelago—Banks Land
and Prince Patrick Island—extend t5
about the 1256th meridian west of Green-
wich, To the west of these islands, that
is, north of the mouth of the Mackenzie
River and of the northern shores of
Alaska, lies an entirely unexplored re-

on,

“These northern shores of the No:th
American continent comprise one of the
most tightl yice-bound’ coasts in the
wolld. The American whalers that come
up from San Francisco in the summer,
tl}!t'u the: Bering Strait. scarccly ever
get out of sight of land. Even when
a st wind blows off the shore the
ice only driftg back a few miles. This
state of things is unfavorable to the
supposition that the cpen ocean lles
behind—an expanse of ocean, it would
perhaps be more ‘accurate to say, un-
broken by land. My belief. in fact, is
that there is land awaiting dizcovery in
this section of the Polar Ocean. Col-
linson and McClure, on their expeditions
half a century ago, kept close to the
coast. It is my object to see what lies
\away from the coast, and tol try to. lo-
cafe the land which I believe to exist
there,

“Of course, it is a theory on which I
am- working—a, theory which, .in. my
opinion, is justified by the known facts.
The expedition I am now organizing is
designed to put the theory to the test.
But, as a matter of fact, there is onz
record of what is supposed to have been
the observation of land. In the seven-
ties ‘of last century an American wheal-

distance north in a fog, and when the
fog cleared he thought he saw land in
the distance. 'This’was north of Harri-
son Bay on' the Algskan eoast. :

e .Has Two Companions, Sy g
“Two companions will join me in the
expedition. One of these is Mr. Leffing-
well, a -young American’ geologist,
whose acquaintan¢e I made on the
Baldwin expedition, and the o;he'é is
Mr. Ditlevsen, a fellow-countryman” of
mine,  who is an artist and naturalist,
and who, like myself,  accompanied
Lieutenart Amdrup to the East Green-
land coast in 1900. The three of us
propose to start from ‘Canada in the
spring of next year. And here iet-me
say that tho I am hoping to explore a

|section of the Polar Ocean, my plans

do not contemplate the exclusive use
of a ship for the pwrpose of the expe-
dition, tho, of course, we shall be glad
to make use of the services of such
ships as frequent the coast. which will
be .our base of operations. Early in
May we hope to reach the upper waters
of the Athabaska River by way of
Edmonton, and we' shall then follow
that stream and the Slave and Mac-
kenzie Rivers down to the north:rn
coast of the Dominion. This will be a
long journey, occupying two months,
go‘that it will be some time in July be-
fore we reach the mouth of the Mac-
kenzie River. In this neighborhood we
shall remain until the close of August,
when I hope there will arrive a whaler
from San Francisco with stores and
provisions, which will have - been
brought north especially for-the use of
the expedition. Geological and zoolo-
gical investigations and study of the
native Esquimaux—their customs, man-
ners, superstitions and other charac-
teristics—will profitably occupy the
time of waiting, and will get us well
int6 harness for the work that lies
ahead.

“Our winter quarters will not be at
the mouth of the Mackenzie, From
there the whaler which has brought
our stores will carry us a little way
along the coast eastwards to Cape Bath-
urst. Here there is a station of the

Financial Considerations.

I shall
make a start, if necessary, with the
funds at present at my disposal, but
the expedition will in that case have
to be much more hurried than I should
like it to be.

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LICENSE STAFF CHANGES,

In his -statement to the press in dn-
fence of the government's action in
dismissing the three license inspectors
for ‘the City of Toronto, Hon. 3. P
Whitney takes the proper ground that
the license commissioners are not re
sponsible for the action of the inspec-
tors, and that the government is net
bound to lay before the commissioners
the reasons which prompted ‘he
change. To do this, he claims, would
not be responsible government.

Thers can be no ddéubt that Messrs.
Flavelle, ‘Davidson and Murray wer2
justified in resigning if they felt that
they could not work in harmony with
the new inspectors, but .why they
should feel that they - ought to have
been consulted in the appointment of
these inspectors is something that- is
beyond the comprehension of a great
many people. Shortly after the Whit-
ney government came  into power it
was announced that there would be
practically a clean sweep of license in-
spectors.  Mr. Hanng in the legislatufe
stated that it would be advisable to
have men holding those positions in
whom the governmernt had confidence,
and who might be expected to work in
harmony with the license department
under the new regime. Changes were
made all over the province without a
word of protest, as Mr. Whitney vro-
perly pointsout, There was reason, how-
ever, to delay the dizmissal of the thre2
Toronto inspectors. It was even exX-
pected that with regard to the chief
license ihspectorate thers might be no
change. Mr.' Whitney's statement on
this point, is {hat “they ' found. the
change was necessary in thé public-ins
terest, and they made the L’zhang'e,f'
IThe government is not hound to reta'n
the services of any official, if in tha
interestg of the public a change: is
thought desirable, even tho an an-
nouncement had previously been masie
that the official would not be let go.

+ If we were to couquer environment we
must take a theosophical attitude, he urg-
ed, There was a great deal that com-
mended the modernized and western
equivalents of orlental doctrines to the
earnest and sincere investigation of think-
ing people all over the world. Ome theo
sophical tenet deserved to'be placed in the
bighest rank. It was that everything came
for our good. People talked of the “‘sweet
Vye and bye.” Mut why not make .the
gesent life so cheeriul that there would
still more cheerfulness and brightness
i< nthe future? The scheme of the new
thought was to take people out of un-
wholesome notlon that this was a* miser-
able world,
" “Look at the old obstacle and call it an
portunity,” was his advice, Take every
difficulty and every seeming disappoint-
ment as a means of future triumph.

The suc 1 man handles his circum-
stances as they are; he did not let his
circumstances handle him. “The trials of
life are not punishments,” %said Mr, Col-
ville. ““We are in a world that is-.a work-
shop, a school ,and a laboratory and no one
comes in this world as a punishment for sin
or as a reward for virtue.

certain that Mr. Hastings was a failh-
ful and efficient inspector. It his to
be remembered that upon the chang=
of government Mr, Hastings wa3 at-
rectly confirmed in his office ‘as chief
inspector by Mr. Hanna, and it is im-
possible to avoid the conclusion that
the . provincial secretary has been
brougnt to his knees by the club of th_e
patronage committee and the intimi-
dation of the liquor interest. There
hag been complaint from Conservative
workers, Conservative members and
even from Conservative minisiers of
the crown that “our friends,” that is,
Conservative hotelkeepers, could not
obtain any special consideration from
the license board and that the law
was as rigidly enforced against Coacer
vativeg as against Liberais. The pa-
tronage committee and Cunservative
memberg were therefore unable to use
contro] of the liquor law and its en-
forcement 4s a party asset, and found
it impossible to exerc.se the authority
of party in the distribution and trans-
fer of licenses. The Lcens: board and
its officials rashly assumed that Mr.
Whitney and Mr. Hanna were in ear-
nest when they told the province that
they would give a faithrul and non-
partisan enforcement of the law, and
they have endeavored to give effect
the policy which the Conservative
leaders proclaimed in opposition and
when they took office. * * * x
In this policy the board was faitn-
fully supported by its officers, and for
this and in order to conciliate the
spoils hunters they were qmmissed and
the resigration of the board, which in
all its acts and decisiong has been una-
nimous, was made inevitable.

BATILE N §T. PETERSBURG
COSSACKS ATTAGK SOLDIERS

s

Early- Morning Bombardment at
School of Electricity—Mutineers
Scored Heavily.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 29-—Autocracy
early this morning began its death
struggle with revolution by hurling
such regiments as remained loyal to it
against the army of patriots entrenched
in buildings connected with one of its
favorite institutions. The attack de-
veloped into a battle that showed not
only the preparedness of the jnsur-
gents, but their determination to with-

stand tyranny at all points and to
shoot down their own comrades if
those comrades .remained the lack>ys
of the bureaucrats, Six regiments of
Cossacks and other guards were em-
ployed in the assault on the mutinous
soldiers. The mutineers held severil

CASTORIA
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buiidings belonging’ to thé Military
School of Electricity and were well
provided, with ammunition and sup-
plies. They made a stubborn resisi-
ance, and had not a detachment of
them commanded by & rcvolutionary
officer lacking experience adequate to
such daring work made an fll-advised
sortle, it is believed_they would have
maintained their entite position until
reinforced by revolutionists from other
points. As it was the survivors of the
detachment making the sortle, ag well
ag several score of niutineers driven
from another building by the concen-
trated fire of five or six Cossack horse
batteries were captured. They were
rushed to the fortresg of St. Peter und
St. Paul, and the gaards of that strong:
hold were augmented by several sOt-
nias of Cossack cavalry.

The attack on the School of Electrl-
city Buildings betrayed the govern-
ment's desperation. - Among the sol-
diers entrenched there were hundreds
from the school itself. It has bsen
known for‘a week;'past that much of
the revolutionary ymevement spread
thru the army emanate ,dthence, and,
that the government-was' taking meas-
ureg to weaken the usefulness of the
detail to the revolutionists by gcatter-
ing the goldiers of the school the length
and breadth of the empire, that be:ny
the unwise policy pursued by the bu-
reaucrats since .the beginning of the
army disaffection. No cne ‘supposed
the government would so far expose its
fear as to make a physical attack on
soldiers wearing its uniform and still
ostensibly loya] to the czar.

The attack this morning proved the
error of that belief. :

Mutineers Alert.

Inspired, it is believed, by Count
Witte, the war department last night
privately massed all trustworthy regi-
ments of the local garrisory at a point
within a half mile of the schoe!, and
shortly before midnight moved its
troops against the mutineers. It va:
assumed the army insurgents would be
unprepared for & night attack, ani
that the whole force could be capturcd

‘and shot down with comparative ease.

But the mutineers must have sug-
pected such intention on the »art of
their superiors, for hardly had the
first battalion of ‘Cossacks debouched
on the school grounds when it was
challenged by several sentries. A :sat-

isfatcory answer not being forthcoming !

shots were fired apd in a few minutes
the soldiers of the school fully dress-
ed and bearing arms, poured out of the
building ang formed on the defansive.
One who seemed a sub-lieutenant ir-
quired the reason of the Sossacks’ pre-
sence at such an hour.
wered with a volley, followed bty the
clank and gallop of horse batteries
wheeling into position. An answ:ring
fire came from the mutineers, wko
withdrew slowly to the shelter of the
buildings. firing as they retired. A
furious fusilade from a foot guard
regiment supporting thé Cossacks,
drove the last of the revolutionists
into their temporary barracks, but
they replied with a steady fire from the
windows of all the buildings. Shelter-
ed as they were, the mutineers mowed
down their assailants by dozens. and
the advance line of the government
forces, unable to ‘stand the terrible
punishment, retreated te the rhelter
of a low wall fromting the school.

Bombarded for 20 Minutes.

The Cossack batteries trainad their
guns on the buildings and the bem-
bardment lasted twenty minutes, with-
out apparent result, tho there could be
little doubt that the artillery wvas rak-
ing the defences of the school trocps
with fearful effect.
mutineers maintained their fire, the at-
tacking regiments, tho protected i
part by the wall, suffering BEVr:rely: A
flanking movement by five battalions

to a position whence they directed
such a terrific rifle fire against one of
the buildings that it became untenable.
It was in that momewnt that a l'arge
detail of the mutineers occupying an
adjacent structure made the ‘ortie to
the relief of their comrades. Four of
the Pavlovsky battalions cut off the
party, and, aided by Cossack avairy,
surrounded it. The mutineers ‘ought
bravely, until half the number sur-
rounded by the government scldiers
were slain, and those left standing
were too weak to aveold capture. The
feature of the battle. however, enabled
most of the mutineers in the othe®
sbuildings to escape, and the whole
number taken to the fortress was only
a minor part of the detachment at-
tacked. It is believed that. when news
of the fight spreads to other parts of
the army, the general military revelt
long feared by the bureaucrats will
break forth .

The attack is regarded as perhaps
the most foolhardy step the govein-
ment could have taken ih this stage
of the revelutionary mevement.

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| New York Sun Gives *Our Northern

Neighbor” Some Flattering
Mention.

New York Sun: The department of
trade.and commerce of Canada has re-
cently issued its report for the fiscal
year ended June 30, 1905. In view of
our trade rélations with the Dominion,
some of the statistics submitted are
both important and significant.

Canada, with a population of only
about. 8,000,000, imported last year mer=
chandise of a value of $261,608,000. Thig
is only a little legs than one-quarter of
the imports of the United States, with
its fourteen times greater population.
It is true that the balance of trade
was against the Dominion, but . the
goodg were bought and the country
was abundantly able to buy them.
Purchases from the United States re
peresent 60.58 per cent. of the total,
This is a showing which leaves no
room for serious complaint on our side
of the line, altho there remains the
very important question whether a
closer economic union would not be to
our great advantage and to the advan-
tage of our neighbor as well.

Of the $152,431,626 worth of American
merchandise which entereq Canada
last year about 5i per ¢ent. was duti-
able and about 48 per cent. was duty
free. Compared with the preceding
year, the increase in dutiable merchan-
dise was $1,250,000, while the increase
in free goods was a little more than
$8,000,000. Whilé our sales thus show
an inerease of more than $9,000,000, or
about 6.5 per cent for the year, Can-
ada’s purchases from Great Britun,
280.828,585, are $1,400,000 below those of
904

In thé last decade Canadian imports
have increased 128 per cent., a showin
which compareg every favorably witg
our own increase of about 53 per cent.
during the same time. Within that
time Dominion imports from Great
Britain have been practically doubied,
while those from the Uniteq States
have very nearly trebled in value, mn
spite of the British preferential and
the cold shoulder which we have pre-
sented to Canada’s now terminated
advanceg and desires for a closer trade
connection with us. This fact furnisheg
a superficial argument for those who

4 see no reason for disturbing a situation

in which we are so distinctly the bene-
ficlaries. ' As Canada grows, it is prob-
gble that our business with her will
show increase, But if the present re-
lation is maintained, it may be assum-
ed that the next decade will show no
such ' increase ag that of the ]ast.

Canadian séntiment wag clearly and
accurately expressed at a recent ban-
‘quet given in Toronto to the National
Association of Agricultural Implement
and Vehicle Makers of the Unitaed
States, and those who think that Can-
ada will continue her past and present
rate ‘of increase in American imports
may read with advantage the speeches
made on that occasion by leading Ca-
nadian manufacturers. In the last two
or three years particularly Canada has
been taking Jleaves out of our book
with amazing rapldity, and a large
number of American. eoncerns; ag,Well
as new Canadian 'onter;glaes mnﬂ,;v
‘busily supplying from anadian mills
and factories merchandise which has
hitherto helped to swell the volume of
American exports,

ers at that banquet expressed it, Can-
ada is getting tired of selling $8 worth
of her products to England and of using
$2 of that to pay Uncle Sam for pur-
chases made from him, while giving
England the other dollar for purchases
made there., Canada proposes to dev-
elop her own resources, stand on her
own feet and keep more of ¥.er monay
at home. Those who think she cannot
do this ‘“have another think coming.”
She is expanding her trade with the
tropics, and a good deal of merchan=-
dise formerly bought from us is now
more than likely to reach her via Hall
fax and St. Lawrence River, instead of
thru American ports and American
merchants.

Canada has been a good customer
for steel rails, locomotives, and other
railway equipment. She is now sup-
plying herself with Montreal-made loco-
motives, steel rails made in Sydney and
Sault Ste. Marie, and home-made cars.
With a largely-increased demand for
agricultural implements in her rapidly
growing Northwest, our sales in that
lthe have fallen from $4,000,000 in 1903
to $1,900,000 last year. This-is due to
an increasing domestic supply. The
same condition appears in a consider-
able number of lines, and .there is
every reason to believe that the number
of those will increase and that the
condition will grow worse—for us.
Keeping in mind the fact that the Can-
adian market and Canadian purchasing
power were greater last year than ever
before, there is significance in our re-
duced sales of such merchandise as
bicycles, drugs, sugar, jewelry, hats,
hardware and molasses, All ‘of these
are on the dutiable list, and the falling
off indicates either local manufacture
or direct supply in such lines as rugs,
sugar and molasses.

At the Toronto banquet to*which we
have referred one of the speakers said:
“After taking a lesson from the United
States for twenty years Canadians say
courteously to thelr cousins: ‘We will
not open a market of 6,000,000 to your
80,000,000 if you will not open your mar-
ket of 80,000,000 to our 6,000,000."” And
the Canadians are now big enough to
back that up.

Firms whose tenders are
submitted received $20 apiece on the
job, being K.J. Allison, J. B. Reeves,

son, W. J. Maguire, Purdy & Mansell,
Fiddes & Hogarth, W. Mashinter & Co.,
Maxwell & Johnson, JohnRitchie & Co.,
Fred Armstrong, Baxter, Willlams Co.,
Geo.

Reeves said the association was anx-
fous for him to come back in the fold,
but he had refused.

State Hospital for Incipient Pul:

monary Tuberculosis in the Adiron-

dacks have issued their completed
statistics for the first year, which is
as follows: There were admitted

207 patients, more than half of

whom were incipients. There were

no deaths. Of the 105 patients dis-
charged, fifty-two were apparently
recovered. Twenty-six arrested cases
are reported. Sixteen improved,
while eleven left without any im-
provement. The treatment consists
mainly of outdoor air, wholesome
food and rest. Patients have three
full meals and two or three lun-
cheons a day, and go of the roj
gained an average of 10.57 pounds
each., This is certainly most en-
couraging and shows that incipient
consumptives at least can be cured.

GOVERNMENT MAY CLAIM ITS OWN

JHas Suficient Belonging to Plumb-
ers to Cover the Overcharge.

Hon. J. J. Foy let a little light into
the mystery of where the money went
to that was supposed to have been paid
to the secretary of the Plumbers’ As-
sociation on the contract for the new
school of science building by an ex-
planation that the account between the
contractors and the government had
not been adjusted yet.

Arranging the Coal Supply.

Sydney, Nov. ' 29.—(Special)—G. H.
Duggan of the Dominion Coal Co. left
by early train to-day for Montreal to
consult with President Ress and other
officials of the company over business
matters.

The agreement entered into with the
Dominion Iron & Steel Co. some years
ago for supplying coal to the latter
has been the subject of negotiation be-
tween Messrs. Duggan, Plummer and
Jones for some weeks.

It is understood that some modifica-
tions have been made in the agreement,
and that it will be finally and satis-
factorily adjusted at the conference be-
tween Mr. Plummer and the officials
of the coal company in Montreal this
week.

Drastic. Regulations. Proposed in Re-
“port of Interstate Commission for
~ Submission to Congress.

“Washington, Nov." 29,—The senate
committee on interstate commerce to-
day received a copy of the rate bi.l pre-
pared by the interstate commerce com-
mission, to be submitted to congress for
amendment to the interstate commerce
law. The bill proposes to materially
amend the present law and defines the
word transportation, as used, so as (0
include all instrumentalities employed
by the carrier, including elevators, ter-
minals, cars, whether owned by the car-
rier or other parties, for refrigerations
ventilation or other purposes, and re-
quires the carrier to furnish such trans-
portation upon reasonable request of
the shippers, publishing the totalcharg-
es for such transportation as now re-
quired by law.- -

It makes the true or joint rate where
goods are shipped from one part of the
.United States to another thru a foreign
country subject to the control of the in-
terstate commerce law and enforces this
provision by making. the merchandise
thru the foreign country from one port
in thHe United States and delivered in
the United States subject to the cuscom
duties at the frontier, unless the thru
rate is filed with the interstate com-
merce commission and published as re-
quired by law.

The commission thru inspectors is au-
thorized to examine the accounts of in-
“terstate railroads.” The bill forbids the
keeping of any other books of account
except those prescribed by the com-
mission and requires roads to make
many reports. g

Can Fix Rates.

It gives the commission the power
where rates andpractices of railways
are complained of by individuals or
corporations as unjust or unreasonable
discriminating, to determine upon full
hearing what a just and reasonable
rate or practice is.and in discharging
this duty the commission is given the
power to fix a maximum rate; to fix a
differential and to prescribe both maxi-
mum and minimum rates, to enforce thz
same when that may be neccessary’ to
prevent discrimination forbidden by the
bill, but not otherwise to change the
classification of any article.

Power is given to establish thru
routes and joint rates and to fix the
terms and conditions under which
routes shall be operated, if the carriers
fail or refuse to agree upon the same.
Where the owner of the property trans-
ported renders any service in connection
with the transportation or furnishes
any instrumentality used, the commis-
sion may, upon complaint, demand what
is reasonable charge to be paid by
carriers for such.

Courts Can Collect.

It provides for the collection in the
courts of overcharges found due by the
commission and the penalties for the
failure of the carriers to observe final
orders of the commission.

Fina] orders of the commission shall
take effect within 30 days of the time
they are served on the carrier and, un-
less vacated by the courts, will remain
effective for the space of one year.

In case the carriers complained of ob-
ject to putting orders of the commission
into effect, their right to have the same
reviewed in the circuit court of the
United States is provided for and an
elaborate formi of procedure is outlined.

I¢ the carrier does not comply with
the final order of the commission, or if
any of the officers or agents knowingly
fail or neglect to obey the same, they
shall forfeit to the United States $5000
for each offence.

Bach violation shall be deemegq a s€p-
arate offenag;and a continuance of the
violation each day shall be deemed a
separate offence.

'TIS A PICTURESQUE ROUTE.

James Bay Railway via Don Valley
should Please Tourists,

Construction work on the James Bay
Railway is being prosecuted with the
greatest vigor, and the long-continuerl
spell of fine weather is being utilized
to theé utmest with the hope of com-
pleting the grading in the very near
future. Up the Don Valley, ‘or between
the city limits and Thorncliffe Farm,
hundreds of laborers are engaged in
grading and bridge work, with the re-
sult: that grading is well advanced.
Workmen are now engaged in building
a, bridge over the Don immediately to
the north of the residence of R. L.
Patterson. While the work of construc-
tion has in a measure been delayed
thru injunctions, this difficulty has
now been practically overcome, and
the progress of the work will be large-
ly gauged by weather conditions.

“The James Bay Railway,” said ,Mr:
Tait to The World yesterday, “is now
practically located as far as Sudbury.
From Parry Sound south some 32 mi'es
track-laying is completed; and azain
at Beaverton as far south as Mt. Al-
bert. Between Beaverton and the Don
Valley the road presents no specii] en-
gineering features. By the James Bay
road the distance from Toronto 10
Parry Sound is about 149 miles. 'The
{ line, 'where completed from Parry
Sound, is just south of Washago, on
the west side of the Muskoka Lakes.
Between Parry Sound and Beaverton:
the country, while not especially suit-
able for farming, is eminently adaptel
for dairying and range cattle.

Regarding the scenery down the Don
Valley Mr. Tait was enthusiastic. Vis-
itorg will be ushered into the city thru
one of the most picturesque and scenic
routes on the continent. The beauties
of the route must be seen to be thoroly
appreciated. Taken altogether, the
work: is making most satisfactory pro-
gress,

In the course of an
editoria! vn combines, The Globe of
*;ov. 24 said: “But under a protective
tariff the pig firms ' in = c mbination
crowd out the little ones by arranzing
for the shutting off of their supplie:.
This can easily be accomplished by the
aid of tariff restriction, but it is im-
possible without it.” H. W. Macrosty,
who has ‘made a thoro study of com-
bines in the United Kingdom, states
that the big firms in combinition in
that country do exactly what the
Globe says is impossible without ,ro-
tection.

But it is not necessary to go to Finz-
land for examples of how combines
can cut off supplies and dictate to con-
trade system
Several years ago, when Canada had
absolute free trade in wi.e rods, all tne
consumers of steel rods in the Domin-
Pendep of CL
John, N.B., were forced to sign long-
term agreements not to buy steel rods
except from the United States = teel
Trust, which not only arranged to cut
off their supplies of raw materials, but
threatened to crush them out of exist-
ence by underselling their finished pro-
ducts unless they yielded. The . cou-
sumers Of steel” rods were absolutcly
prohibited’ from buying in BEnglanl.
James Pender of St. Johm, N.B., who
held out.agajnst the trust, would have
soon been forced to yield but for he
fact that parliament enacted the dump-
ing clause; a purely protectionist meas-
ure. In all the wola’s history of tariff
legislation there never was enacted a
measure whosge gim was more unquali-
fiedly protective than the dumping
clause, and it would never have beea
thought of but for the fact that under
a system of absolute free trade in stesl
rods the United States Steel Trust took
the Canadian consumers by the throat.
If Canada had had a high protective
tariff on all manufactures of steel, the
United Stateg Steel Trust would never
have dictated terms to the Canadian
consumers of steel rods. If the Cana-
Gian ‘tariff on all kinds of manufac-
tures were abolished or reduced, Ca-
nadian manufacturerg would be ab-
solutely at the mercy of United Stales
combines, ‘'which would dictate where
they must buy their raw materials and
the prices at which they must gell their
finished products. - While the dumping
clause is a purely protectionist meas-
ure, and has made it less easy for the
United States manufacturers to dictate
terms to Canadians; it is a ‘poor sub-
stitute for a stable protective tariff.
