Lawyers Argue&‘ the. Points

Yesterday.
JUDGMENT 1§~ RESERVED.

On December 4 Commissioner Fairchild
Will Give His Decision

A3 to Whether Mrs. Stérnaman Shall Be
Brought to Canada to Staud Trial for
Murder or Not— The Accused Woman
Appeared More Nervous Than on Former
Days—Her Two Children in Court—The
Arguments of the Lawyers.

Buffalo, Nov. 24.—The usual number
of spectators and interested persons
were present in the Fe_deml Court this
morning to hear the summing up of
the Sternaman case by Lawyer Thayer
for the defence and Lawyer C. J.
Thomas for the Canadian Government.
Immediately after the arrival of Mrs.
Sternaman, Lawyer Thayer said he did
not propose to descend to the trial be-
fore a jury. He agreed that not a
single fact had been shown by the pro-
secution that Mrs) Sternaman was in
the slightest way guilty of poisoning
either of her husbands. He quoted
from the Federal reporter in regard to
the evidence which is necessary be-
fore a persomr can be extradited. He
also quoted from Chief Justice Mar-
shall’s rulings in reference to the cele-
brated case of Aaron Burr. Lawyer
Thayer said that the evidence pointed
all in one way, and that was to the
innocence of Mrs. Sternaman. He
then referred to the case in general,
and showed the fidelity of Mrs. Sterna-
man to her first husband, Mr. Chipman,
and spoke of the loving qualities of
both husband and wife. He then re-
ferred to the entrance into the family
of George H. Sternaman, as a boarder,
by the request of Mr. Chipman. At
the mention of her first husband’s name
Mrs. Sternaman broke into sobs.

THE INSURANCE PHASE.
Lawyer Thayer asked the prosecution
if $215 insurance would instigate & wo-
man to murder her husband, who Lad
lived with his wife without a quarrel
for ten years, and paid her $2.76 every
day.

Muskoka and the other huge tracts of
territory under his jurisdiction. This
year’'s kill of deer had been only about
half that of former years. =~ Whereas
last season something like 500 deer had
been brought down by the Muskoka
Navigation Co.’s steamers only 207
been shipped this year by that same,
route.
Mr. Willmott has, however, had un-
der his notice several cases of infrac-
tions of the game laws. For killizg
deer out of season Albert Cullen and
Norman McKenzie of Muskoka Town-
ship, Muskoka, were each fined $20 and
costs, and Willilam Dalton of Halton
was taxed $26 and costs for a similar
offence. y

The morning session was greatly de-
layed on account of a misunderstand-
ing on the part of the United States
Marshal as to when the defendant
was to be brought into court.  The
time for the session to begin was 10
o’clock, but it .was nearly 11 o'clock
before Mrs. Sternaman appeared and
Attorney Thayer began to sum. up for
the defence. He made a long argu-
ment. “It is necessary, under our law,
that those wishing extradition
in all cases, under the treaty of extra-
dition, should not only be com-
petent, but full and satisfactory,
sufficient to warrant a conviction In
the judgment of the magistrate.”

At 1215 o’clock a recess was taken
until 2.30 p.m., when Mr. Thayer con-
tinued his summing up.

After thoroughly going ‘bver the en-
tire situation, dealing with the loving
relations between the defendant afid
her two husbands, he read a letter
written by Mrs. Elizabeth Sternaman,
mother of the deceased George H. Bter-
naman, showing, as he declared, the
miserly nature of the ‘old woman’ in
demanding from the helpless defen-
dant money for the board of hér own
son during his {llness, and also money
for his brothers, who, the mother
claimed, had put themselves out by
running errands for the deceased. Is
it any wonder that Mrs, Sternaman
did not tell this mother-in-law how
much insurance she was to get, know-
\ng the penurious nature of this ac-
guse'r of innocence?”’ asked Mr. Thay-
.

He closed by saying: “They have not
only failed to prove the defendant’s
connection with Sternaman’'s death,
but have failed to prove that it was
caused by arsenic poisoning, owing to
the shattered testimony of Undertaker
Snyder, who don’t know whether he
embalmed the body or not.”

MR, THOMAS' REPLY.
