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IffBlaster Tariff Keeps Travelers free, Hav- 
lag Mere Tfcsa Twe Mli of Clothes.

London, Sept. 62.—London tailors have 
been hit hard by the Dingiey tariff. 
Travelers find that the hundred dollar 
limit leaves room only for two cheap 
suits. Many orders have been counter^ 
ma tided since the new tariff same into 
operation, and the tailors are in despair 
at the loss of so much American trade. 
Some big houses have been accustomed 
in the past to send travelers with sam­
ples to take orders in America, but thil 
business has now been killed.

It is the smaller London tailors who 
utter complaints about the Dingiey tar­
iff. and who are devising all sorts of 
schemes to evade its provisions.

Every American going back with light 
luggage is being implored to carry 
clothes for friends to the hundred dol­
lar limit. One guest at the Hotel Cecil 
has distributed in this way $500 worth 
of clothes among half a dozen friends. 
Another scheme is to bring in cnougn 
cloth for a suit in the guise of a trav­
eling rug. The London Tailors’ Asso­
ciation will debate the Dingiey..bill at 
their next meeting.

Some Americans, before leaving, are 
giving away clothes bought, early in the 
season. Enquiries are being made on 
every hand as to the enforcement of the 
Dingiey law. ladies being especially in­
terested about gloves.

Ancle-Egyptian Expedition Halted.

no further advance will be made at 
present, by the Anglo-Egyptinn expedi­
tion up the Nile.

We 
let the Americans come over and take 
our pulp wood to supply their own mills. 
We give the Americans control of our 
water power, and enable them to‘delay 
and prevent the erection of paper mills 
on our side of the river. We Canadians 
arc infernal idiots. The Americans have 
practical possession of the Klondike. 
They own the, water power of Niagara 
Falls. They have as much right to our 
timber limits as we ourselves have. 
They come over here and carry off our 
saw logs, our pulp wood, without let 
or hindrance.
Laurier give them the whele country at 
once and spare us this prolonged and 
consuming humiliation ?

That the people of the United States 
stand in need of our white pine is prov­
ed conclusively by the fact that they 
come over into Canada, buy our timber 
limits and carry out our saw’.ogs. It is 
the settled policy of the United States 

3.49 to purchase nothing in a foreign land 
that they can procure or manufacture in 
their own country. They will not per­
mit Camada to supply them with a single 
article which they themselves possess in 
sufficient abundance for their own use. 
If the United States possessed all the 
•White pine necessary to supply the wants 
of its people it would never allow Cana­
dian sarwlogs to enter -the country free 
of duty. The fact that saw-logo are ad­
mitted dirty free proves, as we have al­
ready said, that our neghbore are un­
able to supply their own domestic re- 

The United States, in 
short, is depending upon Canada for a 
certain proportion of its lumlber supply. 
It follows, as a matter of course, that if 
we refuse to sell them oilr sawlogs they 
ov.nst buy our manufactured lumber. 
This statement appears to us almost 
axiomatic I! the United States could 
do without our logs, depend upon it 
there would be a $2 duty on them. 

Canada’s policy, under the cirarn- 
. stances, admits of no ambiguity. If we 

are going to let (them have our timber 
to supplement thdr deficiency, we should 
cvmpe! them to buy it as manufactured 
tomber, not as «rwlogs. Hitherto nei­
ther .the Dominion mar Provincial Gov­
ernment has taken any steps to ship 
the export of saw logs. The day before 
3 cl tenia y the Ontario Government me Je 
a half-hearted move to proteat the in­
terests of Canada in this matter.

They decided, not that the United 
States should not have cur sawlogs, hut 
that these logs must be cut by Cana­
dian workmen, which is a humiliating 
admission for Canada to make, that 
hitherto our workmen have not even had 
the work connected With the manufac­
ture of the sawlogs. Considering the 
Government’s lack of backbone to take 
any action whatever in this matter for 
years back, we are surprised at their 
present wonderful display of nerve. 
They must have been dosing the Pre­
mier with Dr. Sequard’s elixir to fill 
him up with Dutch courage. Otherwise 
it would be hard to conceive of a Cana­
dian Liberal statesman making a. direct

The Grain Standards Board met this 
morning. M. McLaughlin of Toronto 
raised the old question of mixing in­
ferior grades with No. 1 at Fort Wil­
liam. Last year the Board asked the 

^Government for prohibition of mixing, 
or at least to appoint a commission to 
enquire into the method. No response 
or reply had the Government made, so 
he thought the Board should so fix the 
standards as to make mixing impossible.

R. J. Walker, a pioneer prospector, 

has just reached’town with a story of 
the discovery of another new gold 
It 1res south of Ttiche station, 135 miles 
west ocf Port Arthur, and is «-.rid to con­
tain rich quartz and placer deposits.

The leads oeçur iu a series of moun­
tainous ridges, which intersect the coun­
try, and the alluvial gold is found in th«* 
gullies -between the hills.

He considers that the stuff 
will average 5 cents per pan, whch, at 
the rate of 50 pans per diem, means a 
daily wage of $2.50.

Editor Work! : Your article in Moo- 

day’s paper in regard to fruit and the 
way it is packed megts my views ex­
actly, and. I think, the views of many 
other housekeepers. I do not so much 
care for a basket of cheap peaches as 
.as I do for a*basket of good peaches, 
and I would sooner pay $1 for one bas­
ket of sound, ripe, well-flavored peaches, 
every one sound -and eatable, than to 
get ten baskets for $1 of indifferent 
•fruit. The fruit, growers must put up 
their fruit so that it will be reliable, 
and they must take a lesson, as you 
say, from the California packers. There 
is no use in sending Ontario fruit to 
Winnipeg and other places, liable to 
spoil on the way, because inferior stuff 
has been packed up in the baskets. 
Some kind of inspection seems to me 
to be in the interests of fruit growers 
as well as consumers, and I would sug­
gest that the fruit growers meet and 
take up the matter seriously, and try 
to induce the Ontario Government to 
aid them in improving the market. I 
also believe that the growers of fruit 
have some kind ot » grievance against 
the commission mer-, but just what that 
is I am unable to state. But let rae 
fruit-growers start in to cure the trouble 
and they will reap the benefit.

farmer and cattle dealer of York Township, 
the prisoner, who is accused uy Shields vi 
stealing a number of tattle. AP^A1<I?5r,ts 
tslilelda statement, on June JO, loi», vnns- 
tle owed him on a chattel^mortgage
on some goods which Christie sold. Seeing 
that his chances of getting his money were 
somewhat slender, shields arranged with 
Christie that he should work out hts In­
debtedness by pasturing and herding 
Shields' 25 head of cattle. The 2o beasts 
were handed over, and Christie s brother 
drove them to the farm. From that date 
trouble began. Christie claimed that only 
12-4 were delivered, one being lost between 
Toronto and Brampton, and never found. 
Shields accepted the explanation, and com­
municated with (’bristle from time to time. 
The latter told him the cattle were doing 
well, and said on one occasion that he 
could sell two cows for $22 each. Shields 
told him to take It. He forbade him to 
trade a vow for some hogs, but allowed him 
to place some cf the cows with neighbors who 
would take charge of them for their milk, 
lu December Shields advertised his eattle 
for sale, and went to Christie's place for 

ii, but instead of 24 beasts he could 
only find 10. Vii * * ,, .Shields demanded an explanation, and 
Christie Informed him that he had sold 
eight animals to Robert Charlton for $100 
and was to get $20 that day. Shietds went 
to Chariton nnd got $40 in two payments, 
but found that he had got ten beasts, not 
eight, five of which he had traded for a 
good colt. He gave a note for the balance, 
of which $.38 Is still due. Then Shields 
started out to look after hla other four ani­
mals, tindiug three starving on the farm 
of a man named Biggs. He got two, and 
one died. Altogether, he recovered four 
cows, accepted Charlton's payment for ten, 
and apparently lost the remainder. Chris­
tie gave this memorandum: “Traded two 
heifers for a cow and mare: sold cow for 
$5 and traded mare for buggy ; exchanged 
three cows for springer and $10: exchanged 
springer and f*’0 to boot for mare: sold 
mare and cow for colt; exchanged one cow 
for bull, nnd sold bull for $13: sold ten 
cattle for Charlton, five cattle left.”

Christie's defence Is that he was given 
authority to dispose of the animals to the 
best advantage, and had done so.
