Rumors Are Rife.

Mr. Burns’ denial adds force to this
theory, and it is generally admitted
at the City Hal! that a full and search-
ing enquiry must be made to find cut
whether Mr. Burns hss committed
an offence against the Election Act, or
whether he is the innocent victim of
a falsified poll book. The situation at
the City Hall does not end with the
allegations that have been made
agninst ex-Ald. William Burns. The
sudden collapse of the inspection pro-
cged'mgs yesterday morning have
given rise to a large number of rumors
which in effect charge that there was
an understanding between the two
parties for the suppression of all facts
in connection with the inspection and
recount. . It Is argued that the pro-
ceedings lunstituted by Mr. Slattery
were conducted in a half-
hf::lrtm‘] way-. Mr. Slattery in-
sists that he developed all the facts
which were necessary to his rase
and that there was no element of saw-
off in the conditions which brought the
Inspection to an abrupt conclueion yes-
terday morning.

Charges of Plugging.

It is being charged, on the other
hand. that plugging and personation
took place in certain polling divisiens
of Ward 4 where Controller Richard-
son polled an abnormal majority. In
polling sub-division No. 9 in Ward 4,
Controller Richardsén polled a vote far
in excess of his strength in other divi=
sions in that ward, and from this it is
argued that there must have beeon
irregularities in this polling division
conducted by Samuel Thompson, secre=
tary of the Ward 4 Liberal-Conserva=
tive Association. Mr. Thompson de-
nieg most emphatically that he was a
party to any plugging or p=rsonation
in his polling sub-division, and again
we have a clash of testimony against
testimony, the word of the individual
being opposed to the strong suspicions
contalned in the election returns,

Must Be an Investigation.

Tt is freely admitted that the suspi-
cions awakened by the rvevelations of
the poll=book, insofar as ex-Ald. Wil
liam Burns is concerned, and the ex=
traordinary character of the vote in
poiling division No. 9 of Ward 4 can
be cleared away only by a close and
thoro scrutinf\of the ballots. There is
no middle way Yor the amelioration of
the situation, whijch to-day is giving the
citizens of Torohto so much concern.

I was known to the officials in evary
precinet {n which I voted, and in every
case was handed the ballots to which
I was entitled. The deputy returning
officers addressed me, saying: ‘I sup~
pose you voted for the board in your
own division, Mr. Controller,” or words
to that effect.

“I first went to the William-street
booth and voted for controllers, alder-
men and the sanitarium bylaw.

“Then’ I went to the Yorksstreet
school, where T was given ballots for
aldermen’ and the bylaw, There were
a number of scrutineers there, al] of

whom knew me, After going into the
voters' compartment the poll clerk
called to me that I was not entitled to
vote on the bylaw, as I was voting on
leasehold property. I had overlookad
this myself, but as I had not yet mark-
ed the ballot 1 returned it to the offi=
cer, The poll book there shows that
1 voted for the board alone and not
for aldermen.

ERUDTE HRAN CORSON
O VLS OF THE KNG

“Greatest Living Authority on Brown-
ing" Talks of Lord
Tennyson's Poems.

A most picturéesque figure and one
‘of great importance in ‘the world of
illterature has just comle befoge the To-
ironto public. Hiram Corson, professor
of English literature at Cornell Uni-
versity since 1870, the author of’'a
score of volumes, faid by Dr. Gold-
win Smith to be the greatest living
authority on Browning, is delivering

a course. of lectures for the Conserva-

tory School of Expression with interpre-
tative readinges from the
lish poets.

| Dr. Corson’s subject in the Round
Table Hall yesterday morning wus
| very appropriately “The Idylls of the
{ Kink.,” “I will say something about the
{Idylls,” Dr. Comson began with a
characteristic simplicity. It was such

a talk as one reads-about, and hears
Dr.

once or twice in a life-time, Cor-

'son, in the course of an hour, ran over
{the great nineteenth century epic, and
{with wonderful conciseness touched on
{every essential point of the poem with
| perfectly adequate amplitude.

““No one of Lord Tennyson’s works en-
courages the search for a hidden mean-
ing as this. It has great poetic merits

{apart from this meaning.” *“The :'rin-
lcess” has ingeniously been shown to
]be allegorical thruout. But Tenny-
leon is too great a poet and artist to
make too much of alegory. We must
accept the Idylls as shadowing the wurs
of the soul, and Arthur, not as a King,

but as a conscience among the warring.,

senses. < But even in the mew idyHs
the allegory never has an explicitness
inconsistent ‘with high art. The three
Queens upon whom smile down the ruys
“flame-color, wvert, and azure,’” repre-
sent charity or love, hope and faith.
The all:subtilizing intellect was seen
in Merlin, with his knowledge, and
“knowledge does not save us,”” remurk-
ed Dr. Corson; the Lady of the Lake
symboled the church militant, and
medieval, and the brand Excalibur was
“1he sword of the spirit, which is the
word of God.” Dr. Corson had ;oad
much of the allegory in the original

Idylls, and Tennyson had merely
brought into greater distinctness and
definiteness the meaning he found.

There is a su-btle,.thril!ing
quality in his firm resonant voice,which
at once soothes and stirs, and the aiffi-
cult repetition of.%. he King Re‘xgn"
at the close of each stanza was lifted
from monotony into an echoing affirm-
ation of the soul's devotion.

Of Geraint and Enid he spoke il-
luminatingly. Emid completed Ger-
aint’s manhood, “as the perfect man-
hood always encloses the undertone of
womanhood,” * “miliabriety as dis-
tiniguished from femineity.”

“The Holy Grail’” reveals the man
Tennyson very distinetly. The eff2ct
of law, every nobly comntrolled energy,
delights 'his imagination. Dr. Corson
read with touching pathos Dagonet's
farewell, and gave “Guinevere” - full
consideration. ‘It surpasses all the
others, both in respect of . gengpal
merits, and especialy in dramatic ef-
i fect.
| Dr. Corson’s comments on the last
{of the idylls, first writter, the Morte
| D’Arthur, were of the loftiest spiritual
significance. Tennyson'’s early genius
had been trained in the scepticism of
his age. “In Memorian might be caled
the poem of scepticism, sublimated al-
most into faith, but not quite.” The
great battle in the west was the final
conflict all had to face. No spiritual
battle shal lever wholly die. The vi-
sions of those who fought in the war
with Modred were expressive of the
clairvoyance immediately preceding
the separation of soul and body, when
the dying person basses into a super-
sensuous state of which the Hindus
in their philosophy call Samadhi.
Tennyson had experiences of this kind
during his life, and the 95th section
of “In Memorian” was an instance of
it.

Captain Brundige, in accordance
with the létter of instruction from the
Engineex-m-cmet sailed from Victoria
on 2"th June, 1879, for the northemn
coast of British Columbia, "arrived off
the mouth of the Skeena on the 13th
July, and proceeded at once to make’
careful “examination of the several
harbors and ‘coast line of the northern
portion of the province, with the seyeral
approaches from the sea, embracing a
thorough examination of the Dixon En-
trance to the north of ‘Queen Char~
lotte's Islands, and also the approach
from the Pabific -Southward of this
group.

I would rather run thru Dixon
Entrance to Port Simpson on a dark
night, as it is, than the North Channel
thru the Mull of Cantire and its cur-
rents, or St. George’s Channel from
the ‘Tuskar Light to the Mull of Gal-
way, with all the lights and fog signals,
and I fail to see on what grounds the
Naval officers, founded the views set
forth in their report, mamely, “That
Rose Spit would aelways be a large
element of danger in using this chan-
nel.”

The  Spit in question is well dunned
but, of course, a8 with the beach or
rocks on anv shore, is mot the proper
position for any vessel. No ship-mas-
ter who knows his duty would run his
vessel on the shoal water\a.t the Spit,

when there exists a channel twenty-
four miles wide, free from shoals or
other dangers, in which the tide is
regular ebb ‘and - flow.

Ships coming from the south and
west can make Cape St. James fn
Safety, just as ships make Cape Clear
on entering St. George's or Bristol
Channel.

They will have & good landmark
free from all danger, and & “beautiful
strait to sall up in good soundings, 25,
40 and 70 fathoms. As they safl up they
can enter 'Ogden, Eddy or Brown's
Passages, either of whioch is supetior
to San Juan, having very little current
and no fog, the currents being the reg-
ular ebb and flow.

I believe-if this coast was properly
surveyed, soundings would be.found 0
the west of Queen Charlotte’s Isiands
to guide the mariner in approaching the
land, as I see the Naval officers of the
United States report finding a bank to
the west of Prince of Wales’ Island,
Atlaska, on which they caught some fine
codfish- This bank is just to the north
of Graham Island, and I "have mo
doubt that it extends south.

This whole coast requires to be sur-
veyed and re-chartered, as none of the
charts are correct. It would not be
much expense, with the present infor=
mation, to have them corrected. 1 feel
certain ‘the Queen Charlotte’s Islands
are placed some miles too far east, as
I have taken several lunar observa:
tions, and find from ten to twelve miles
out in the different places. The jati-
tude of Cape St. James is correct, as
is also Port Simpson.

CLIMATE.'
Y was rwreliably informed at Port

| Bssington that the months of June, July

and August are the finest; that in Sep-

‘tember, October and November there I8

a cousiderable amount of raim, cloudy
and strong winds, but with very little
fog, ®imilar to the northwest coast of
Ireland.

During December, January and Feb~
ruary, strong gales, cold and frost, rain
and snow, the latter falling sometimes
to a depth of two feet, but does not re-
main long on the ground. It is unusual
for the thermometer to fall below zero.

March, April and May comprise the
principal rainy season at Port Essing=
ton, but, strange to say, the climate
varies very much, for ten to fifteen
miles off it is quité different.

1 again visited the Skeena during the
latter part of December, and found
large 'quantities of ice drifting up and
down the river. Ships could not remain
at Port Essington during the months of
December, January, February. and
March, and well into April. The north
channel of the S8keena is blocked full of
ice nearly all winter, but it seldom
reaches down as far as Kennedy Island.
Port Fleming is free from ice;

1 also visited Essington during the
month of February for several days,
and found large quantities of ice in and
around it, The snow-fall here has been
about 6 feet on the level. I measured
the snow at several places and found
3 feet at Port Fleming, and 11-2 feet
at Inverness,

I herewith enclose weather table.
It is to be regretted that the winter I
have passed here has not been nearer
an average ueason,,' as the record of it
may decelve many.

This has been the most severe winter
ever known here., The severity of the
weather has, according to the opinions
of residents of 20 years’ standing, never
been equalled.

The average winter here is moist,
and just as free from fog as this one
has been, with nmﬂ\ and southeast
winds. Ten degren of frost is con,
sidered very low temperature. So en-
tirely were-the residents unprepared
for such unprecedented weather, that
all the vegetables have been frozen, as
none of the cellars were constructed
to guard against a temperature with
the thermometer at zero.

The snow-fall, (at Port Simpson),

.although not very great, has continued

on the ground longer than known be-
fore.

Mr. Hall of the Hudson Bay Com-
pany, for instance, records the budding
of trees at Port S8impson on the 10th
February, 1878, and at that time flow-
ers were in bloom in his garden.

The extremely severe weather of the
present winter has been by no means

THE SNOW-FALL AT PORT SIMP-
SON during this winter did not exceed
28 inches altogether, and from informa-
tion gathered respecting other winters
the average MAXIMUM I8 NOT
GRBATER THAN 18 INCHES, and
it mever reinains more than a day or
two.

The mean temperature of the water
in the harbor was 34 deég. during De-
cember, January and February; it never
fell to freezing point thruout these
months.

During all this seven months the
