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ARREST FOR PERJURY IN PETERBORO

COUNSEL ARGUE ON LEARY CHARGES|

Robt. Sheppard Taken Into
Custody on Charge Pre-
ferred by Two of Con-

" servatives Named in
His Evidence.

LEARY TAKES THE STAND
WITH EMPHATIC DENIALS

PETERBORQ, Oct. 1—(Special.)—At
six o'clock to-night a seénsation w
eprung in connection with the West
Petertoro trial, when Robert H. Shep-
pard was arrested for perjury at the
instance of James Kendry, John G. M.
Wilson and Willlam Arthur Brundette.
The warrant was signed by D. W. Dum-
vie, pol.ce magistrate, and charges
Sheppard with stating wilfully and
corruptly upon his eath and substance
and in fact that he had been engaged
or employed by Kendry, Wilson or
Brundette to go into Liberal commit-
tee rooms on election day under false
prelences. ; .

D. O'Connell, barnister, secured Shep-
pard’s reiease. on trail. The amount
wasg fixed at $500 on his own recogniz-
ancg and his sureties for $250 each. In
the/ lavter R, R. Hall gave his personal
marked cheque for $6500. Sheppard will
appear on Saturday morning.

After the argument this afternoon
their lordships agreed to deliver judg-
ment in the Leary charge at the open-
irig of court on Saturday morming:

Argument Begun.

Early this afternaon E. A, DuVernei,
K.C., began to address the court in
support of the so-called heavy bribery
charges. It was never foreseen, he
said, that the moment the particulars
wele filed that men would go all over
the - country procuring declarations.
When the witnesses wete positive they
never received money they were not
bothered. It was only the doubtful ones
that they nalled.

“We all know the difficulty there is,”
continued Mr. DuVernet, “in election

]/ miles north of Lake Timiskaming, in Quebec, not far from the boundary,
he found a big deposit of mineral, and samples of ore showed cobalt. :
McQuat died two years {ater,
ed until last spring, when a member of the house of commons ran across
his report in the archives and sessional papers of 1873. As a result, a
syndicate was formed, and a prospecting party sent north this summer to
locate the lost mine. The party succeeded in getting on the surface good
values in silver and cobalt bloom on the claim. *

BIRL'S PITIFUL DEATH
TRYING TO HIDE SHAME

Susan Clark, From Toronto, Dies
in St - Catharines Following an
Operation—Inquest Opened.

8T. CATHARINES, Oct. 1.--(Special.}
—An. inquest was begun to-night into
the death of Susan Clark. aged 18, of
Napanee, who died last night at the
hospitai.

Only two witnesses were ‘examined
cutside of the doctors, who performed
the postmortem, and altho it is be-
lieved a criminal operation was per-
formed, yet the memories of Mr. and
Mrs. Harry Willford, with whom the
deceased stopped while in the city,
were so uncertain-in regard to names
and dates thaf adjournment was made
for three weeks. The assistanc? of the
attorney-generai's department at To-
ronto will be asked for. ?

Mrs. ‘Wiliford testitied to having first
met the Clark . girl at Centre Island,
Toronto, ayear ago, when Susan work-
od s 4 domestic for Mrs, Mesad. Sfe
also stateéd that the deceased has a
«ister Fiorence ' in Toronto. = Witaess
heard nothing furtheér from: the girl
until two weeks age, when she receiv-
ed word from Susan that gshe was com-
ing to pay her a’ vigit. Several days
later she arrived from Toronto.

After Susan had cenfided her inten-
tion of procuring an abortion, Mrs.
Willford said she trie dto dissuade the
girl andu only went to the Falls with
her last Friday to keep her from com-=
mitting suiside, as #he had threatened
to do.

Mrs. Willfcrd admits, however, g0-
ing to a street door of a doctor's office
at Niagara Falls, N.Y. Susie went in
for five mirutes, came. out and said
it was all over. Finally, the name
of Dr. MeBrien came out.

Last Wedneaday, Dr. Chapman was
called in by -Mr. willford, and on
Thursday the girl's case became 80 ser-
jous that she was removed te the hos-
pital, where she died before midnight
of septic peritounitis, refusing herseif to
aivulge to Dr. Chapman the name of the
doctor who perfcrmed the abortion, but
admitting that one bad taken placs
after medicine she had taken in To-
ronto tby “whole glasfuls” had fail-
ed.
The crown authoritiesfﬁre anxious to
lccate a young couple who accom-
panied the Clark girl to St. Catharines
from Toronto, and whe stopped at the
International Hotel here, according to
Harry Willford's evidence. The couple,
he says, were married here the mext
day by Rev. Manley Benson, and ac-
companied his wife and the Clark girl
to Niagara Falls and there disappear-
ed. Wiliforl speaks of the couple as
“Mr. and Mrs. Culture.” They belong

to Toronto.

LUMBER YARDAT MIDLAND
AGAIN PREY FOR FLAMES

13,000,000 Feet Destroyed in
Manley Chew's Yards, But
Mills Are Saved,

v/

MIDLAND, Oct. 1.—(Special.)—Fire,
which broke out about 10,30 this morn-
ing in a pile of lumber in Manley

Chew’s big yards at Dollartown, just

outeide the Midland limits, burned over
12 acres of yards and caused a losg
of about $250,000, fairly well covered hy
insurance. About 13 million feet of
lumber was destroyed.

Several employes of the mill saw the
blaze when it was small, but it got
ahead of them. A spark irom the
burner is supposed to haye started it.
The town fire engine, the mill pump,
supplying two 24rch hose lines, and
three tugs acting ¢s fire boats were
employved in fighting the flames, the
hundred mill employes and scores of
citizens assisting. Thru their efforts
the mill was saved. i .

The principal losers are: Manley
Chew, about $30,000, to lumber, docks,
traneit, etc., insurance $7500; Turner
l.umber Co., Cochrane & Munns of
Sudbury, E. B. Foss Co. of Bay City,
Mfich., and the Salvage Lamber Co.

Less than two weeks ago the lumber
yards of Chew Bros., Midland, were
fireswept, with loss of about %200,000.

TRANSVAAL COPIES LABOR ACT

OTTAWA, Oect. 1.—(Special.)—Hon,
iMackenzie King is in receipt of a let-
ter from Jacob De Villiers, minister
of mines and attorney-general of the
Transvaal, in whjch it is stated that
legislation modeled c¢n practically iden-
tical linés with the Industrial Digputes
Investigation Act cof Canada has been
unanimously passed by the Transvaal
parliament at its last session,

It has been his practice to take
lengthy walks in the evening. The de-
ceased was well known in a business
way, and was always prominent in
trade organizations.

IMERICHS CUp

Sir Thomas Lipton Coming to
America This Month, But
His - Terms *Seem
Prohibitive.

NEW YORK, Oct. 1.—Joseph Garret-
son, managing editor of The Cin
Times-Star, who was among the pas-
sengers to arrive on ‘the
‘Mauretania, brought word, fromy Sir
Thomas Lipton that he .would sail for
New York on Oct. 9, to make a tour of
the country and to issue a challenge
to the New York Yacht Club.

Referring to his plans, -Sir Thomas
has said: “I will race for the cup if I
am permitted to do so on even terms.
But I will not engage to sail a marine
freak across the ocean to comppete
against a skimming dish. When the
Shamrock crossed the ocean she came
within an ace of sinking with all hands,
and I shall never ask anaother man to
subject his life to such useless risks.”

Sir Thomas further said that he hop-
ed the New York Yacht Club would
permit a race under conditions ne
would suggest. If they did mot, he
felt that there was but one thing laft
to do, mamely, to leave a sum in his
will with directions to his-executors to
build a vacht to ¢ompete for the Am-
enica’s Cup whenever the New York
yachting organization would sanction a
contest under fair conditions,

Mr. Garretson added that Sir Thomas
i$ represemting the yachting spirit of
England in ‘his ambition for another
challenge. f -

His Majesty Interested.

“More than that,” said Mr. Garret-
son, “King Edward himself is deeply
interested in yachting agd has been
working to restore to Cowes its pre-
mier position as a yachting centre, just
as the kaiser is working to make Kiel
pre-eminent. His renewed efforts have
the support of King Edward and the
aristocratic circles in England and will
give him the countenance which it is
said they have so far withheld.”

It is evident here that if the New
York Yacht Club should accept a chal-
lenge from Sir Thomas on the condi-
tions he names, it would be a -direct
violation of the deed of gift by which

L. Schuyler gave the America’s
Cup to the club. The terms of that
agreement provide that all challenges
must come from authorized yacht
clubs emd that the challenging yacht
must oross the ocean on her own bot-
tom and under sail, .

This provision, Sir Thomas told Mr.
Garretson, protects the cup from ever
being taken from the club. It allows
the defender to be designed along the
Mines of speed ornly, Wwhile the chal-
lenger must be a seaworthy craft, fit
to cross the ocean under her own sail,
and when she arrives here must com-
pete with a racing freak which could
not hold together 24 hours in mid-
Atlantic. - The defenders of recent
years have been racing machines, with
8 g spread of canvas and depending
upon tonsiof lead on their keels to keep
them wupright in the water.

Interest Will Die.

“It should be understood that the
English yachtsmen are with Lipton in
his demand that the race should be
fair. If Lipton is kept out of the race,
it is doubtful if ®ny other yachtsmna
will ever challenge for the cup,” Mr.
Garretgon concluded.

NEWMARKET, Oct. l.—-—(Special.)—-—,
The greatest exhibition in the hlstor!;’;
'of the Newmarket Fair, with an- at-
tendance smaller than for many years
was the experience of the directors of |
this old and worthy institution hel‘e'
to-day. i
The morning broke dark and forbid-!
ding and the directors up to nearly t»he;
noon hour were in despair as to the!
outcome, but a partial clearing of the
weather at that time assisted some-|
what to relieve the situation. Probahbly
Jess than 2000 people were on the
grounds, but never in the history of
North York has the show of horses,
cattle, dairy products, fine arts, horti-
cultural exhibits, ladies’ work and, in
short, every department been so well
represented. Secretary Keith reported
the entries as more than 500 ahead ot
last year, and a trip thru all the build-
ings abundantly confirmed the state-
ment. It was a great show and the
only regret was that the elements were
not in accord with the directors.
‘A big feature of this year’s fair would
have been the races, which had attract-
ed no less than forty of the best locdl
and provincial horses, and all of which
with the exception of the farmers’ race
were, owing to the heavy track, in-—
definitely postponed.

A good brisk trade is moving in
general hardware and the demand for
builders’ supplies continues brisk., There
is a big western demand for all lines of
goods and heavy shipments are being
rushed forward by lake and rail freights.
The enquiry for metals is brisk and
pricées are firm. The wholesale clothing
trade reports a good fall business with
indications, of an excellent winter trade.
Manufacturing and -wrolesale jewelersy
stdte their business to be steadily in-
creasing and that they expect a heavy
trade between now and Christmas. Coun-
try trade is more active.. Receipts of pro-
duce are large and collections good. Grain
shipments thru this port contmmue heavy.

Toronto reports say all business is moy-
ing briskly and prospects for the future
continue of the most c¢heerful description.
Fall trade in both the country and the
city is opening out nicly and an excellent
volume of retail business is reported from
all irections. As a natural result collec-
tions are now satisfactory. Good sorting
orders in seasonable lines are now com-
ing forward and as tailers were not
lavish with advance orders it is generally
expectéd trade in this connection will
continue good. Local factories are gen-
erally 'very busy.
