THE BRITISH PARLIAMENT.
Yesterday the mother of parliaments
resumed under circumstances which
tax the leadership of Mr. Balfour 1o
an unusual degree- The conditiong he
has to face are not in effect different

from those which existed during the

last ‘session, but they have been ag-
gravated and sharpened by various con-
currént causes. Not the least of these
is the prevalent belief that. thys parlia=
ment—the fifteenth of Queen Victoria
and the first of King Edward—is mori-
bund, and if not closed by an adverse
division, will be dissolved by the pre-
mier himself after its next prorogation.

The time-honored ceremonial with
which it is opened often decricd
nowadays as an anachronism discordant
avith the spirit of a more democriatic
age. Yet the complaint rarely comes
from within parliament itself, and even
those who enter its charmed porml;
filled with iconoclastic zeal, invariably
yield before very long to the perva-
sive influence of its history and. tradi-
tions. In such matters Britain is the
most conservative of nations and knows
no distiiction of party. The vary mul-
tiplicity of unwritten yet rigid rules
based on hereditary custom, irritaling
and humiliating as they inevitably are
to the parliamentary novice and slow-
ly and painfully as they are mastered,
ultimately produce a profound sense of
satisfaction, and the man whoe most
loudly denounces them in the day of
his -callow ignordnce, becomes their
most ardent supporter when habit de-
velops into second nature. They demar-
cate him from the outside world and
give to the house of commons those
peculiar gualities which render it not
only a legislative assembly but the best
_¢lub in the country.,

for purposes of = self-aggrandisement,
and with the unchanging and unchange=
able determination to crown h's career
by writing his name on the roll of Bri:
tish premiers. -
: There can be no doubt that at the pre-
sent moment he is thoroly convinced
the cause of fiscal reform would be
best served by an early dissolution, His
.most recent speeches have contained
broad hints to that effect, and an inci-
dent which took place at the close of
‘his address at Gainsborough confirms
the construction placed upon his own
words. Mr, Doughty, one of the speak-
ers at that meeting, Is reported to have
said that he understood it was Mr.

¢hamberlaﬁn's desire that the general ed

election should"take place within- six
weeks. Far from expressing any dis-
agreement with this statement, Mr.
Chamberlain nodded an affirmative ap-
proval.

Mr. Chamberlain has repeatedly de=

Mr. Gladstone and a Great Big D.

Lnd{ Currie, in an amusing article, enti-
tled, Are Remarkable People Remarkable!
Looking?’ tells the following story in the
Uctober number of the “Nineteenth Cent-
ury a'xud After,” to illustrate Mr. Glad-
stone's sensitiveness to unfmportant de-
tail: A lady of her acquaintance was *‘sit-
ing next to Mr. Gladstone at a Loudon din-
ner party, having for a neighbor upon her
other s.de the late Lord Granville.

Lord Granville, turning to the butler, who
was hovering hard by, inquired whether
Mr. Gladstone was correct in his surmise,
when, lo! that functionsry made answer
that the chef was unquestionably a French-
wan, Upon hearing this Mr, Gladstone's
{mpressive coumtenanee ‘hiumediateld be-
trayed the greatest annoyance, le was 80
evidently perturbed at bhaving been pub-

butler perceived dt, and haviug gathered
some idea of the subject under discussion,
as everybody bad spoken in a loud voice
for the benefit of lLord GrauvilleS he de-
termined to_set mnatters to rights it pos-
sible. Leaving the ro% for a while, he

qualities of corn this season was much
superior to the previous two years- A
large independent packing house plant
is under c¢onstruction at Chicago, an-
other large one js under way at Kansag
City.

No' more -trustworthy index to the
prosperity - of the farming com-
munity in  providing  for the
consumptive demands of the 'Bri-
tish people can be found, than in the
carefully compiled returns ‘issued by
the board of trade, under government
officials. Live cattle to the number of
401,249 last year were credited to the
United States, against 301,757 in 1903;
this large increase is ‘equil to 33 per
cent.; the money value last year
amounted to £7,160,062. Canada last
year was credited with 146,599, against
190,815 in 1903; the boney value last
year amounted to £2,547,453. Many
Canadian cattle are shipped from Unit-
ed states ports to Britain and are
tabulated from the Uniteq States. A
considerable number of United States
cattle leave by way of Montreal and
St.John and are reckoned as Canadians.
In the interchange Canada loses some
thousands of ‘cattle in the classifica-
tion. The sheep and lambs from the
United States last year reached up !0
294,804; the previous year was 171,336,
showing a great increase. Canada is
apportioned 77,835 against 83,291 in 1903;
the same remarks apply as above men-
tioned in cattle, one outside firm in On-
tario shipping in the fall over 10,500
sheep ‘and lambs via Buffalo. The
United States supplied chilled beef to
the amount of 2,395,836 cwts., a decrease
of 300,000 cwts., evidently the protracted
tie-up of the' big packérs causing the
_decrease. Argentina supplied chilled
and frozen beef to the amount of 1,675,
271 cwts., an increase of 520,000 cwts.
more than compensating the decrease
from the United States. Australasia
supplied of frozen beef 268,648 cwts., an
increase of 31,000 cwts. Other countries
only supplied 27,567 cwts., a serious
drop from 75,989 the previous year, This
shrinkage is accounted for thru ihe
. Russia exports falling off, on account

_of the war. Australasia again leads in
supplies of frozen mutton, the total for
1904, being! 1,789,907, a large decrease of
425,000 cwts. in one year. Argentina fol-
lows with 1,422,397 cwts., a decrease of
63, cwts-  Holland sent over  the
amount of 265,702 cwts, an increase of
8000 cwts,, while other countries drop=
ped from 56,628 in 1903 to only 16,776
cwts. in 1904, another instance of the
effect of the war upon shipments from
Russia. The United States ranks first
in turnishieg‘ quantities of bacon for
the British!markets; last year the
. amount was 2,806,108 cwts., ,.a decrease
of 87,000 cwts., followed by the persever-

ing Danes to the amount of 1,723,884

cwts., an increase of 227,000 cwts, Can-

ada follows with 829,883 cwts,, showiag
the capital increase of 164000 cwts.;
again other countries exhibit a drop
from 102,131 to 92,436 cwts. The money
value was £12,832,142 against £13,619,-
140 in 1903; this information to the farm-
ers will enable them to realize the posi=
tion of the pork packers. Hamg came
chiefly from the United States.

Skim Milk for Fowls.

Skim milk is a farm product whose
food value is not fully appreciated. It
is not generally realized.that milk loses
little-in actual food value by skimming,
It-is true that most of the fat is re-
moved in the cream. but the most valu-
able food constituénts—i. e, the nitro-
gerious substaricés—are -left behind in
the ‘skim milk. Skim milk not only
contains much nutritivé material, but
this material 'i8“in a form which, as
a rule, is easlly digested. It is not only
healthful, nutritious 'food for man, but
it may be fed to calves, pigs and chick-
ens with excellent results. Its composi-
tion is such that it may be substituted
for part of the grain food, especially
corn, of these animals ‘with benefit and
profit. {

The Indiana Station has recently
made some interesting experiments on
the use of skim milk for young chick-
ens. Two uniform lots ( 4 to 6 weeks
old) of 10 chickens each (5 Plymouth
Rocks and 5 Houdans) weére fed from
July 11-to Sept. 5 under identical.con-
ditions, except that one lot received in
addition to the food given the other,
all the skim milk they would drink.
Both lots were given all they would
eat of a mixed food consisting of two
parts crushed corn. one part bran and
one part ground oats. They were fed
three timés a day, except on Sundays,
when an increased amount of food was
given at the morning and evening meal.
Both lots were also given all they
would consume of cracked bone, cab-
bage, lettuce and water, of which. no
record was kept. :

It was found that the lot receiving
skim milk made a more rapid and sat-
isfactory gain than the lot which did
not receive skim milk. Milk-fed chick-
éns made an average weekly gain of
4.46 ounces; those receiving no milk
2.62 ounces- The most rapid increase in
weight occurred at those periods. when
the largest amounts of skim milk were
consumed. The skim milk is consider-
ed especially valuable as a food for
young chickens during the hot, dry
weather and becomes of less import-
ance as the chickens grow older and
the weather becomes cooler.
| The vessels in which the skim milk!
is fleq should be scalded frequently to
keep them clean and wholesome.

Of course, he is entitled to a great deal
of credit if the animal is of a fair type,
decently broken, sound and of good con-
formation; but, at the same time, if he
is short of education and in the rough,
the chances of hig bringing his real
worth are somewhat slim. Breeders,
theh, as well as dealers, should bear in
mind that the more ship-shape the ani-
mal the better the price.

Fine horses are in increased demand
ip all large cities, There is, in fact, a
seeming mania for quaiity in every
Species of horse. Nop longer are mer
chants satisfied to have between the
shafts any kind of a creature that will
draw. They demand briskness anhd
smartness. At the same time the big
department stores, coal dealers, trans-
pertation companies, express corpora~
tions, milk, butcher and grocery deliv-
ery services are demanding more horses,
The brewers, 'too, are insisting upon a
better class of draught animals,.and are
taking more than they ever did. ‘Wih
the norma] expansion of business this
kind of thing must continue, and, there-
fore, breeders should be encouraged,not
alone to breed better, but al
more. In.ghort, taking the present and
future prospects into account, over-
breeding, if care be taken in the selec~
tion of both sire and dam, appears an
impossibility. ' In Teronto alone in the
last four weeks no fewer than 1470
horses have changed hands. When it
is stated that the same report of active
business comes from every horse-deal-
ing centre it is not difficult to appreci-
ate the fact that, while.the export busi-
r.ess in horses is dull, the home demand
is more than equal to the supply, not-
withstanding that prices on the whole
show a conservative tendency.

" Burns & Sheppard are undou‘btedly,

rushing things at The Repository. Last
week the biggest sale that had ever
taken place on the premises had to be
reported, but yesterday even mor2
horses were disposed of, as well as a
varijety of stable paraphernalia. Prices
were undoubtedly good, and for sound,
fresh, young heavy ‘draughters and
chunks can fairly be quoted at an aver-
age of $8 or $10 in advance.

Sheep will often suffer for a long time
from exposure to a single severe cold
rain: the wool and skin sometimes re-

In nearly al] cases farms that are
targely seeded down to grass and stpck-
ed with sheep are growing richer zon-
stantly.

When growing sheep for both wool
and mutton, be careful and not cull out
the good mutton too closely Yor |the
butcher.
