subscribed in Canada. It was represent-
ed to purchasers that all the money less
about 10 per cent for orgamnizing expenses
would bé expended in enlarging the com-
pany’s business, extending it through the
United States. It is eaid that the venm-
fure would have been successful if this
programme had been carried ouf, but
Macaulay had other plans. He got a set
of directors who voted to him three-
quarters of the stock as a bonus, and the
money went into his pocket. |

William  E. Clark, charged with an at-
tempt to commit rape, indecent “assault
and common assault, will in all probability

The case for the defense opened thie
morning and J. B. M. Baxter, counsel for
the defense, outlined in a clear and force-
ful menner that he would prove an alibi
in' the Tuttle and Vaughan cases. The

Robert E. Baxter, sworn, stated .that
he resided on Adelaide,street. The wit-
ness stated he remembered the day that
Grace Tuttle was assaulted.

A little more than an hour
after he had left the field he learmed of
the assault., Messrs. Morgan, Watters,
McKenny, Buckley and George ‘Williams
were working for him.

impossible for him to have committed the
offence. You will notice: through the
evidence of Miss Vaughan and Miss Thut-
tle that they spoke of his mustache being
lighter than ‘his hair that, as you perceive,
is incorrect. On the Sunday in question he
will tell you exactly how he spent his
time as told by Sergeant Caples. The
prisoner will tell you all. In connection
with that he will prove that he never at-
tempted to evade the police. I will show
all his actions on the day the Tuttle girl
was ialleged to have been assaulted, and I
will also prove that on the Friday inter-
vening between the Tuttle and Train as-
saults that the prisoner had worked hard”
* Here a copy of the Evening- Times was
offered in evidence by Mr. Baxter to ghow
that the city schools closed on June 22.

Ralph Hazlett, sworn, said he was a
carpenter for the C. P. R. He belonged
to the bridge and building department.

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Saw no Conflict of Duty

Toronto, Oct. 4>The varlous transac-
tions in land by the Great West Land
Company were further probed by the in-
surance commission this morning. An in-
vestigation of the stock book of the com-
pany, the production of which had been
strenuously resisted by Hou. George E.
Foster, disclosed the fact that Mr. Foster
and fis colleagues—Lt. Col. McGillivray,
and Matthew Wilson, had an interest in
& second  purchase of 8,640 acres, which
was bought from Pope and Fowler to
make up a shortage in the acreage turn-
ed over under the original option for 200,
000 acres, The interest of the men named,
who were also directors in the ' Union
Trust and Great West Land Company was
not hitherto apparent from the fact that
they took their profits on the transaction
in shares in the company. ¢

It appears that the 8,640 acres were part
of a block of lands which had previously
been rejected as unsuitable. It also trans-
pired that when turning over the lands
they .selected under their option, Pope
and Fowler retained 6,878 acres of select-
ed. lands which they, apparently, still Te-
tain, .

Mr. Zoster stated, in the box, that he
supposed the Great West Land Company
were getting all the lands seiected under
the option. Pope and Fowler had been
refunded the payment they had made to
the C. P. R. on the lands selected and
the company had paid the C. P. R. the

* | various amounts due subsequently on the

landg selécted. ;

Stock in Great West Land Company
had been alloted on a basis of purchase of
200,000. acres, but any. overpayment would
be rectified in the final adjustment of ‘ac-
counts. g :

After luncheon, Mr. Shepley continued
the examination of Mr. Foster in refer-
ence to re-assignment of bonus stock held
by, Dr. Oronhyatekha for the benefit .of
the I. O. F., and Union Trust Company.
Bpeaking of his evidence of a previous
day regarding his conception of condition
under which Oronhyatekha was given the
stock originally, Mr. Foster edid he desir-
ed to modify it. He believed the stock
was to be used in some way to promote
the interests of the Great West Land
Company, or if it were not so used to go
back to the original owners, from whom
it went to Oronhyatekha without con-
sideration.

Mr. Foster read a motice which he said
was . prepared by the solicitor . of the
Unioh Trust Company, calling a meeting
at which a mation o surrender the stogk
was ‘confirmed.” THere was neither in the
notice calling-the meeting or in agree-
ments  themselves any indication to the
shareholder who approved of the trans-
action that the officers of the company
were getting bonus stock. Neither was
there anything that showed the share-
holders they were giving away bonus
stock for nothing. Mr. Foster also testi-
fied that as managing director of the
Union Trust Company he had been au-
thorized to accept an offer which, as vice-
president’ of the KEastern, and Western
Land Company, he had made to sell lands
in the west at an advance of fifty cents
per acre on the price paid for them.

Mr. Foster could not see that there was
any conflict between the interests of the
vendor and purchaser, both of whom he
fully represented.

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" FLOATING EXHIBITIONS

\ The plan of sending out a floating exhi-
bition to various ports of the world 'for
'the purpose of stimulating trade is evident-
growing in popularity. England, France,
Germany, the United States and Japan
have all adopted the plan. The following
lrvery interesting account of the enterprise
lappears in the Bulletin of the French
hamber of Commerce in Montreal:
“It is with great satisfaction that we
- jhave heard of the organization of a French
commercial cruiser to be sent around the
orlid, which cannot help but be of great
ssistance in extending mational com-
. “In the past thene have been several ex-

periments of this kind made by certain
European companies ,which have been pro-
ductive of most excellent results. Thus
the steamer Gottrop fitted out by the Ex-
port Bank and the Central Geographical
Society of Benlin left Hamburg the
3rd of February, 1886, loaded with merchan-
dise and arms. It made its first landing
at Lisbon, where it is said that in fif-
teen days it transacted a million frames’
wonth of business. Then it procezded {o Mo-
rocco, visited Mogador and cruised towards
the Orienf. At Constantinople in parti-
cular, the Gottrop was visited by crowds
of people. The experiment, made by the
Gottrop must have been a decided success,
for a short time afterwards the Swedes
outfitted the Vanadia, a ship much larger
than the Gottrop and which followed near-
ly the same itinerary.

“The Geographical Society of Berlin, as
a vesult of its expeniments, has undertaken
the creation of a commercial fleet to be
composed of ten vessels,

“The United States, not to be behind
hand, has onganized the ‘Export. Shipping
Company of New Yiork, which has recent-
ly undertaken a floating gxposition of Am-
erican products, which will leave New
York ito undertake a voyage around the
world. = This voyage will last fifteen
months, during which time seventy-five
ports belonging to forty-six different coun-
tries will be visited. A first-class steam-
er will visit Europe, Asia, Australia, South
America, Central America and the West
Indies.

“England also has outfitted the steamer
Cambroman of the Dominion line for a
voyage of twelve months around the world,
principally in the British possessions, The
vental for:space for exhibition purposes
will be £3 or 75 francs per square foot.
The firms desirous of sending a special re-
presentative to accompany amd care for
their exhibit will pay £250 or 6,750 francs
for the entire voyage.

“At the time of writing, we learn that
Japan' is about to imitate England in this
matter and is actively engaged in outfitting
a cruiser to proceed in the same lines.”

FOR HIGHER EDUCATION
The effort to establish a school for
higher commercial studies in connection
with Laval University, Mnotreal, to
which reference has already been made
in this paper, is taking practical shape.
A delegation from the Firench Chamber of
Commerce called upon the authorities of
the Umiversity on Tuesday and urged the
establishment of a special commercial
faculty. In weply the vice-rector, saye the
Witness report, stid that the views ex-
pressed by the delegation were entirely
in accordance with a long cherished idea
of Laval. He suggested the immediate
formation of a special committée of seven
or eight members, with instructions and
power to apply for incomporation for the
new faculty. The mew echool, while in-
timately comnected with Laval, should, he
thought, have its own distinct organiza-
tion, and the university would furnish the
necessary premises for the first few years,
and grant all the privileges enjoyed by the
other faculties, It was stated by anothet
speaker that the mew school would re-
quire a etaff of fifteen professors, and
should have a minimum revenue of $10,-
000. Resolutions were adopted along the
lines suggested, and the federal and Que-
bec governments will be asked to gramt
aid.

J.B.MORAN
FOR GOVERNOR

Boston, Oct. 4—A new era for the
Massachusetts Democracy was inaugurat-
ed today in the state convention of that
party when after a turbulent and curious
struggle over endorsing William Jennings
Bryan and William R. Hearst, John B.
Moran, District ~Attorney for Suffolk
county, who was already the nominee of
the prohibition party and the Indepen-
dence League, was nominated for gover-
nor by acclamation. Save in one possible
particular Moran dominated the conven-
tion absolutely and completely, and the
so-called Radical wing of the, party, of
which he is the sponsor and the active
leader, was strikingly and indisputably in
control. The possible exception to un-
doubted dominance was in the endorse-
ment of Bryan for Democratic nomination

Fred Williams, chief of Moran’s political
staff, proposed his/ endorsement at the
last moment, another of Moran’s lieuten-
ants denounced the move as treachery,
and intimated that if Moran’s wishes were
known, they would be in favor not of
Bryan, but of Hearst. The convention had
previously lauded in its platform the Dem-
ocracy of both Bryan and Hearst, though
the approval of Hearst was not carried
withont a wild and tumultuous protest.
