On Monday last the two Houses of Con-
gress assembled, and thereupon the President
submitted his first Annual Message. It was
received in Boston and distribated % the se.
veral Printing offices on ‘Monday evening at
6 o'clotk. We have received the Bostan
Daily Adverfser of Tuesday, containing the
Message, and submit the following digesl by
the Editor of thdt paper :

* The President, in alludirg to the duties
which devolve upan the Executive, gives his

This panorama is founded entirely upon the glo-
rious Bunyan's iimitabie work, and a'l readers of
his world-known pages, will readily see the difficul-
ties in portraying the stirring scenes which he has
deecribed. As in the printed pages, the trials and
troubles, vicissitudes and temptations of the Chris-
tian are sv depicted in allegorical, though eamly
undersivod language, as to impress themselves
most forcibly upon the understanding and hearts of
all; m sull strunger language does this breathing
picture appeai to the beholder.  Not only through
the understanding is man touched, but through the
eye is found a nearer portal to the heart. T'he dark-
ness of the canvass, peopled with Lorrid forms and
shadows of wvisible things, fills the soul with terror
and disgust, and witnessing the dread(nl blackness
of the typified sin, man feels as if he would be en-
abled, in its real presence, disguised in whatever
alluring form, to discover ite treacherous image,
and that he would, fortified by the strength of good
intention, be enabled to say to the lempter, Avauut,
get thee behind me Satan.

On the other side, the pleasures which arise from
well-doing are as strongly impressed upon the mind.

TrRRIBLE TorNaD0.—The following acconnt
of the occurrence ef another of those devastating
tornadoes which frequently visit the valley of the
Mississippi, 18 given in a telegraphic deepatch,
dated at Louisville on Saturday the 30th ult.:

¢ Ohe of the most appalling and destructive tor-
nodoes which has been experienced in the Mis-
misgippi veiley for several years, occurred about 2
o'clock this afternoon.

Two of the large and
sp'endid telegiaph masts beldnging to the St. Lou-
is end New Orleans Telegraph Co., were cracked,
shivered, and brought to the ground with%ag much
ease as though they had been pipe stemsi The
steawnboat Buranac, Number Two, which had just
rounded the wharf. had her upper works completely
blown off, and besides several persons on boa:d
who were severely injured, it is probable that some
were drowned. The wharf boat was likewise blown
from her moorings and almost irreparably injured.
