REPORTED BOMBING

London, Aug. 80—The Times de-
scribed President Wilson’s reply to the
Pope as the answer of ‘a practieal states-
man to a peace dream of the Vatican,
and may be of other courts as well, and
suggests that it possibly will: discourage
similar proposals in the future. :

While wholly endorsing the: substance
of the reply, the Times renews the ex-
ception it previously had taken to the
president’s distinction between the Ger-
man people and the German rulers. It
says the distinction is sound theoretical-
ly, but that up to the present it has
proved quite negligible in practice.

“It is true,” says the' Times, “that
they (the German people) did not choose
the war, because the Bismarckian con-
stitution gave them no voice in the mat-
ter. But they accepted it with enthus-
iasm and have sup it throghout,
while their press have exulted in its
worst atrocities.”

The Daily Teelgraph says:—

“The reply is precisely such a docu-
ment as we know we could expect from
the strong minded, clear sighted leader
of democracy secure in the knowledge
that the great natlon and its limitless
resources are at his back on the clear
cut issue of right and wrong.”

Paris, Aug. 80—Only an eighty word
summary of President Wilson’s reply
to Pope Benedict had reached Paris this
morning, and consequently the news-
papers withhold extensive comment. The
Petit Parisien, however, says:—“As far
as it is posible to judge from the indi-
cations received, President Wilson does
not discuss the Pope’s sugggstions in

‘themselves. His reply is a re-editing

of the thesis familiar to those who have
read his message, that so long as Ger-
man imperial institutions are not modi-
fied, so long as the demoeratic spirit

‘has not penetrated beyond the Rhine,

so long as absolutism, based on oligarchy,
persists, so long the nations cannot have
confidence in Germany’s word.

FIRST OF STANDARDIZED

More Russian Troops

Desert The Trenches

Petrograd Says Measures Taken to Re-

store Positions—German Failures on

West—Austri ans

Beaten

Petrograd, Aug. 80—A large propor-
tion of two Russian regiments in the
Fokshani region on the Roumanian
front left-their trenches and retived yes-
terday, says today’s war office state-
ment. The dispersal of one of the regi-
ments followed and measures have been:
taken, it is said, to restore the positions
affected in the battle now in progress.

Paris, Aug. 80—The number of artil-
Jerymen employed in ‘the recent opera-
tions in the Verdun region was greater
than the number of infantrymen put in-
to battle Hne. This surprising fact is
explained by the Verdun correspondent
of the Temps as being due to the dif-
ficulty of the gunners’ tasks in addition
to the immense number of cannon.
Heavy shells had to be carried to the
guns for hours at a stretch by men who
were compelled to wear masks, which
vendered breathing difficult and ob-

structed their vision.

The correspondent adds that the ob-
ject of the artllery now is less directed
to destroying enemy guns than to fore-
ing the German gunners to suspend ser-
Vice and seek shelter. For this purpose,
he says, gas shell are employed largely.

GERMANS LOSE TO
FRENCH ON TWO
PARTS OF LINE. -
Paris, Aug. 80—German attacks on the

Verdun front last night were repulsed
completely. The war office announces

that the French penetrated German pos-
itions in the Champagne, taking prison-
ers and a machine gun. The statement
follows:

“There was pronounced activity by
the artillery in the region of Braye en
Laonnois and in the sector of Craonnc.
An attack by the enemy on our small
posts south of Chevreux was rc; ulsed.

In the Champagne, east of Deton, we
succeeded, without sustaining any loss-
es, in a detailed action in the coursc eof
whieh our troops penetrated the enemy
line and brought back eleven prisoners
and a machine gun. Two German at-
tacks in the same region were repuised
after spirited fighting.

“There was active artiliery fighting on
both banks of the Meuse (Verdun front),
German attempts north of Caurieres
wood and against our small posts north
of Vaux Les Palameix met with a com-
plete check.”

Stifl Stormy

London, Aug. 30—The enemy artillery
was active during the night in the Nieu-
port sector, says today’s war office state-
ment. The weather was stormy and wet.

Italian Stccess

Rome, Aug. 30—Austrian counter-at-
tacks in force were made yesterday
against the new Italian positions on the
front. above Gorizia. Everywhere the
Austrians were driven back and at some
points the Italians made further gains.
The announcement follows: “On the
Bainsizza Plateau and east of Gorizia the
enémy attempted by counter-attacking
in force to retake positions recently cap-
tured. He was driven back everywhere.
Our lines were held firmly and advanced
at some points, We captured 560 pris-
oners.”

Fredericton, Aug. 30—Hon. Dr. Smith,
minister of lands and mines, is here on
departmental business, having recently
returned from the northern part of the
province where he picked up consider-
able information-which will be of great
value in the administration of this de-
partment. He visited the new Kedgwick
settlement and found the crops looking
remarkably well and the.people appar-
ently prosperous. He saw splendid nay
and oats growing on new land from
which the stumps had not been removed.
He was pleased at the vigorous manner
in which the new settlers are taking hold
of this work.

Accompanied by Max Mowatt, Hon.
Dr. Smith made the trip on the Upsal-
quitch river. The party caught some
salmon, the doctor having the good for-
tune to kill one weighing thirty pounds.

Legion For Petain

For Verdun Success

Verdun, Aug. 30—President Poincare
personally presented today to General
Petain ,the French commander-in-chief,
the Grand Cross of the Legion of Hon-
or awarded to him several days ago for
the recent successes here. The presenta-
tion was made in the Place d’Armes.

In his presentation address the presi-

dent said:
“Our enemies try in vain to disfigure

If a rancher quadruples the number of |
his foxes and leaves the capital nomin-|
ally as before he has really reduced it
one-fourth of what it was. The most
sanguine hope is that a pair of good
foxes capitalized at $5,000 might be
made to earn a dividend, but that is
the outside figure and it will probably |
have to come much below that. It
costs $125 a year to feed and keep each |
fox in a good sized ranch.

FRST AROOSTODK
POTATOES BRING 2

Average of 50 te 100 Barrels to
the Acre Expected

The farmers in Aroosiook county, Me,
are now hard at work digging potatoes.
Fairly good reports have been received
at the Bangor & Aroostook railroad
offices, and it is said that the crop is
averaging well up between fifty and 100
barrels to the acre. They sold for $2
a barrel in Houlton on Tuesday. This
makes a fairly good report for the Cob-
blers, which are always the first pota-
toes to be dug, the Green Mountains
coming a little later.

Several of the farmers report frequent
instances of rust, but it is not known
how prevalent this may be. Until it is
found out just what portion of the
crop has been injured by the too fre-
quent rains, which were prevalent in
the spring, and which held back many
of the farmers in their planting, it carg
pot be estimated what price potatoels
may finally bring in Houlton and Cari~
bou. :

It is thought that the labor question
is being solved, for the government is
to allow men to cross the Canadian line
and assist the farmers in the picking.
Besides this aid the boys who are work-
ing on the farms in Aroostook county
are to remain during the entire picking
season, and are to be allowed to make
up whatever school work is lost by so
doing. In some localities, however, labor
is to be rather scarce, but the farmers
are to solve the problem for themselves.
They have agreed to band together to
help one another during the picking
season. Several of them will work on
their neighbor’s farms until that neigh-
bor's picking is done, and then the one
first aided is to take his turn in assisting
those who still have picking to do.

All crops in and .about Aroostook
county are said to be in a most flourish-
ing condition. Besides the extra space
given to potatoes, many extra acres have
been sown to wheat and corn. It is
said that the corn and wheat are doing

‘remarkably well, and that a good crop

of both is expected.

Glaring Evidence of Unfairness by
Government—Sir Wilfrid, Invit-
ed to Name Half of Central
Appeal Tribural, Consults Fol-

lowers—Courtenay Bay

Ottawa, Aug. 20—1It is said there werc
some frank expressions of opinion in the
Conseryative caucus today.

Sir Robert recounted to the caucus his
efforts to form a.coalition or union gov-
ernment, noting that the -reply of ' the
western: Liberals had been a demand for
his own stepping out in favor of some
other leader, with Sir George Foster
mentioned as the t possibility. Then,
in concluding, Sir Robert declared his
willingness to retire in favor of S8ir
George if it would help matters. Sir
George Foster promptly gave the key
note to the caucus by declaring ' that
there could‘ be no thought of his sup-
planting Sir Robert, to whose patience,
devotion and judgment he paid a glow-
ing tribute. Just what happened after
that is mot told in the official statement,
but it is announced that the windup was
a unanimotis decision “amidst a scene of
great enthusiasm,” to nail Sir Robert to
the masthead.

"In regard to the Dominion Franchise
Act there was a general exchange . of
views but no decision was reached al-
though the preponderance of opinion is
said to have been in favor of the im-
mediate introduction of a drestic act cut-
ting out 'the votes of all citizens of alien
enemy birth. The final decision, how-
ever, was left to the government.

that arbitration should be final.

The debate continues under the twen-
ty minute closure tomorrow.

Sir Robert Borden repeated in the

This, he said, was going
on despite the fact that the government
had expropriated half a mile of property
of Wellington street, including a large
number of buildings suitable for office
purposes.

Hon. J. D. Reid, in reply, said, that
about 18 months ago when he was acting
minister of public works he had taken
this matter up with Mr. Hunter, the
deputy minister, who had made a report
showing the number of buildings suitable
for office purposes. Practically all of
these buildings are now occupied by
government employes. There had been,
he said, a remarkable ‘increase in the
space. required for public offices since the
war.- He promised to make a detailed
statement at a later date.

A cleaner, better, and’
more sanitary city than we have now,
if that is possible,” was the ideal put
forward by ome Rotarian.

A miinister offered the suggestion that
in such times as the present the best
thing that a city can have is intense loy-
alty which will hold all to the practice.
of economies, denials, benevolence, and
sacrifices which can never be published.
. One man offered nothing concrete but
said that every citizen should inform
himself about the problems and difficul-
ties confronting the city and officials and
then apply himself toward removing the
difficulties.

One Rotarian declared that his eijy
nceded more co-operation between tife
consumer and the retailer, as compeli-
tion had produced excessive service
which ought to be reduced for economy’s
sake.

A professional man, on the other hand,
said that the city needed more service
on the part of the merchants. Replying
to the criticism that transient merchants
and mail order houses were doing busi-
ness in town, he said that this could not
be so if the local merchants rendered the
same kind of service.

“Let all business be done on a cash
basis saving at least 25 per cent. for
all,” was the terse recommendation of
one merchant. Amen!

One of the best things that could hap-
pen to the city, it was suggested, is bet-
ter paved streets, because the holes and
bad pavements caused more wear and
tear on vehitles than a reasonable tax
to keep the streets in shape. The rem-
edy is a tax to have the work done.
Other business men said that the city
needed more hospital room, better
schools more factories, a real city 'mar-
ket, fewer knockers and more boosting.

Good Boxers Of
- Olden Days

Cases in Which They Failed as
Victory Seemed Near — Some
Famous Bouts -

(By Jack Skelly.)
How frequently have we all seen a
clever game boxer almost in the grasp
of victory, in some period of a close,

hard-contested combat. ‘Then by some
masterly effort on the part of his op-
ponent, his bright prospects have been
rather suddenly “shot to pieces” and he
has been either knocked out or defeated
decisively in the end of the bout.
Many very aggressive fighters often
appear like mvinners in the first few
rounds, so long as they can keep up a
fast, clipping pace. . But. ‘when their

steam and “fire begins to die away, the|

other fellow who has probably coolly and
wisely reserved his strength, comes to
the front.

I have noticed that many of the young,
modern boxers start slashing away wild-
ly from the clang of the first gong. They
keep bombarding away in the most ter-
rific manner, until they are almost ex-
hausted. If their antagonist happens to
be a clever, brainy fellow, he coolly waits
until the slagher has pumped himself
out and then starts in to do some skilful
execution. :

How often do we hear the admirers of
certain boxers say after a bout: “He al-
most won the fifth or sixth round. Why,
he had the other chap going sure, but in
the next round or so he went to the
bad” In a real finish fight the tide may
turn in favor of one man or the other
many times. *“Almost wins” doesn’t
eount. It is the real winner who carries
off honors and the coin. I always be-
lieve, however, in giving great credit to a
ringster who puts up a game, scientjfic
battle, evén though he is defeated. " In
fact, I have seen mills where the beaten
man really deserged more consideration
than the victor, who was lucky enough
to land a haymaker at the right or
psycological moment. But the cheers,
crowds and laurels always go with the
victor. They usually forgot the defeat-
ed man, no matter how cleverly and gal-
lantly he fought.

Boxers Who Almost Won,

When John E: Sullivan fought “Pro-
fessor” John M. Laflin, at Madison
Square Garden, on Nov. 10, 1888, the imn-
mense crowd went wild when Laflin had
Sullivan up against the ropes in the sec-
ond round, pounding the big champion
in the most desperate manner. “He’s got
him! He’s got him, sure! Sullivan is
licked!” shouted hundreds of excited
“fans” around the ringside. But in the
next round John L. dashed at his larger
opponent like a mad bull and beat him to
the floor, battered and bleeding. That
settled the “Professor.” He had enough,
and the referee, of course, declared Sul-
livaa the winner.

How often have old “fans” imagined
that game Jack Dempsey was beaten in
some of his long fights. When the Non-
pareil fought Johnny Reagan, Jack’s
friends even ‘thought Reagan had him
beaten in the early rounds. Dempscy
had a wonderful habit of pretending to
be weak and all in, just to draw an op-
ponent’s fire. He played that trick on
Reagan, who rushed in to finish Jack,
but he soon found he had struck a hor-
net’s nest, for the gallant, old Nonpar-
eil loved to have a fellow come to him.
In the mill Dempsey took his time and
