“Not far from LaBasse, at Givenchy and Guinchy, the enemy delivered

. five attacks against the British line, After having made some slight progress the
Germans were repulsed and left on the field numerous dead and sixty prisoners,
including two officers, This attack was accompanied by endeavors at diversion
at several points on our front. Between the road from Bethume to Labasse and
Aix Noulette, a detachment of the enemy which endeavored to come out from its
trenches was at once stopped by the fire of our infantry and of our_ artillery.
On the rest of the front, between the Lys and the Oise yesterday saw artillery
duels, ‘

“To the west of Craonne the enemy delivered two successive attacks each
of great violence. The first was repulsed, but the second penetrated our
trenches, By an energetic counter attack, however, our troops succeeded in re-
gaining almost all of the ground fost by them. At this point the fighting is still
going on around that part of the trench which is occupied by the Germans.

. “In Champagne the artillery of the enemy has showed less activity than
on preceding days, while our batteries delivered an effective fire against the Ger-
man positions. In the Argonne, in the vicinity of St. Hubert, we checked with
our artillery fire an attempt on the part of the Germans to deliver an attack.

“In Alsace the enemy was active in the employ of his mine throwers
against our positions at Hartmann-Weilerkropf., At this point yesterday saw
no fresh fighting, The Germans yesterday bombarded Thann, Lanbach, and
Sennheim.” i ;

Important Judgment by Mr. Justice

McKeown in Matter of Mill
Accident

Mr, Justice McKeoﬁn has delivered
an important judgment in the case of
Angus Robichaud vs. Messrs. Moore &
White, dismissing Mr. Robichaud’s peti-
tion. P

The case arose out of ~an accident
waich occurred in Moore & White’s mill
at Pleasant Point, on November 25 last.
Robichaud was working at a saw, split-
ting headings for barrels. The guage
on the table became loose and Robichaud
attempted to tighten the nut without
stopping the saw. S
It came out in the eyidence that right
where the petitioner stéod at his work,
a rope came up through tae floor for the
purpose of stopping the saw should any-
thing go wrong.. The petitioner admit-
ted the rope was there, and what it was
there for, but did not pull it to stop the
saw before he attampted to adjust the
guage. The saw was traveling within an
inch of the gauge at tae rate of 2,700
revolutions a minute.

There were two methods of procedure
open to the petitioner, a safe one, which
he knew was safe, by pulling off the
saw; and an, extremely hazardous one,
which he. knew “was hazardous, by at-
tempting to adjust the gauge with the
saw revolving at tae rate of 2,700 re-
volutions a minute.

Robichaud had his choice, and the
court held that haying chosen the un-
safe way, knowing it to be unsafe, and
at the same time knowing that there was
an absolutely safe way, he must abide
by the consequences.

‘Not Be Repaired

The R&yal Mail Steam Paclet Liner
Chignecto, Captain C. Adams, arrived in
port this morning from Bermuda and
the West Indies. She had an excellent
passage, making the run from Bermuda
in seventy-two hours, despité strong
southerly winds. She had on board 108
passengers, twelve first, five second and
eighty-six third class. The major por-
tion of these were sailors of the British
cruiser Charybdis, and a few military
men enroute to England to join the col-

ors.

The Charybdis is damaged at Bermuda
having arrived there about.a week ago
from New York. While enroute to that
port she was in collision with a freight
steamer, the Bayano, which was carrying
a cargo of hay, oats and feed stuffs to a
port in Italy. The collision took place
one dark night about ten o’clock when
the cruiser was about ten miles from
Sandy Hook. It is said that the freighter

was going along at considerable speed

when she crashed into the Charybdis’

‘| bow carrying away part of it and caus-

ing considerable damage to the bow of
the cruiser.’ Fortunately the water com-
partments were closed and she did not
founder.

The freighter signalled for the cruises
to stand by but then suddenly started
off. She was later beached near New
York, having sustained serious injuries
as a result of the collision. The Charyb-
dis continued to Bermuda, and despite
her battered condition drrived - safely.
During the passage the weather was
rough and at times the men feared for
the worst. Upon arrival at Bermuda the
naval authorities decided not to repair
the cruiser at the present time because
she is only a small displacement and a
third class ship.

She was built in 1898, has a displace-
ment of 4,860 tons, carried 812 of a crew
and was capable of steaming 19.5 knots
an hour. The remainder of the crew are
still at Bermuda. Those who arrived
here will proceed to England, and there
be assigned to another cruiser.

Paris, Jan, 26G—Great astonishment
wis recently caused, says the Temps,
at a military centre near Paris by the
arrival of 100 war-worn French and Bel-
gian soldiers under the leadership of Ser-
geant Laurent, all along registered as
kiled or prisoners after the Battle of
Charieroi.

Enquiries elicited the information that -
the party had just returned, via Eng-

}and and Holland, from the
where since the middle of August they
had successfully maintained a guerilla
warfare, with sudden attacks on German
despatch bearers and even small parties
of troops. These exploits were followed
by a rapid retirement into the depths of
tl;g forest. .

They obtained cartridges from tae
battlefields and provisions from the
friendly villagers, and embarrassed the
Germans so much that the general com-
manding in the Givet region issued pro-
~lamations promising all safe conduct to
the French lines. Sergeant Laurent re-
plied by placards, saying that an attack
was planned on a certain German post
»n a certain given date.

Finally lack of ammunition and rigor-
nus measures adopted by the Germans
toward the friendly natives caused Laur-
ant to decide on the return to France,
which was managed with difficulty. He
has received a military medal and a lieu-
tenant’s commission. His companions
have also been promoted.

The officer’s statement declares that
from the time he was captired at La
Bassee, on December 17, until he reached
Crefeld, he was submitted to “continual
abuse and revilement,” that his great
coat was taken from him and that he,
like those who made the trip with him,
arrived at their destination after being
“starved and confined for three days
and nights.” ‘

A large part of the journey, he said,
was made in a closed car used for the
transportation’ of horses, filled  with
filth and«with so little ventilation that
it was almost asphyxiating. Fifty-two
men and five officers, he asserts, were
submitted to these conditions for thirty
hours with no food. .

According to the major, the Britisa
prisoners were treated much less con-
siderately than the French and in one
case, *he states, the English were given
only the scant remnants of the provis-
ions_after the French had finished. One
British officer, the report declared, was
spat upon by a German officer. i

According to report, one prisoner, an
Irisaman, told a story of having been
called to a gathering of his compatriots
and told by the commandant that the
Emperor knew of the downtrodden con-
dition of Ireland and that the Irish were
therefore to be transported to & better
camp and given better treament and
food than the English received. The sol-
dier said the Irish soldiers refused to
accept this offer and remained wita the
English.

In concluding his statement, the ma-
jor characterizes German transportation
conditions as “brutal in the éxtreme,”
and adds that ‘“evidence collected at
Crefeld by officers there shows that of-
ficers and men have been killed after
capture.”

The dead-lock along the eastern and
western battle fronts continues. While
the Russians are giving tae Germans
cause for uneasiness by their new move-
ment near the Prussian frontier, the
Austrians have brought up reinforce-
ments to check if possible the Russian
invasion of Hungary. In the western

ostheatre of war today’s cables tell of
some brilliant work by British artillery,
and severe fighting continues in Alsace.
The British press expresses great satis-
faction with the note of Secretary Bryan
of the United States on tae subject of
contraband, and the purchase of sup-
plies by belligerents in the American
market. Sweden, on the other hand, is
reported to be somewhat restless over |
the British contraband policy, and some
Swedish papers suggest reprisals. Any
such action on the part of Sweden
would, however, be very ill advised, The
attitude of the Balkan countries is still
the subject of speculation, but it is noted
that the Italian, Greek and Bulgarian
ministers were callers at the British for-
eign office yesterday. Russia is report-
ed to have sent reinforcements and war
supplies to the Serbian army. Berlin in-
sists that a British cruiser was sunk in
Sunday’s naval battle, but this has been
denied - from ILondon. The German
chancellor, according to a ‘more extended
report of his interview with the Associ-
ated Press, charges Britain with perfidy
and brutality, and he endeavors to con-
vey the impression that the Germans are
an ill used people fighting for their lives.

“Germany was bvn_t on assassinating |
her neighbor and plundering her treas- |
ury, and we know why she wanted to |
do it quickly, but her fear of Russia, |
whom &he had defied, does not make aer
crime any the less.

“That dash of the German navy upon
the coast of England was like an out-
burst’ of uncontrollable hatred and thirst
for destruction. It indlicates a reversal
to the spirit of primitive savagery, which
the whole world may well stand in dread
of. The destruction of a warship is
legitimate warfare, but tae murder of
women and children in unfortified towns
is the debauchery of war.

“Let me add that in the present crisis
this country should be very forbearing
with the course of Great Britain on the

high seas. England has everything at
stake, and she is fighting our battles_for
us. ' We have notaing at stake but the
big profits of some of our monopolies—
our oil kings and copper kings and we
know that, by hook or crook, they will
manage to survive.”

Good Government Organiz-
ation Established In

Lancaster

A. ANDERSON PRESIDENT

W. E. Foster and A. F. Bentley,
County Candidates, Given Rous-
ing Reception—Shuffle Cannot

* Save Goverament, is Verdict

Undaunted by the elements which

raged without, between sixty and seventy ;

citizens of Lancaster met in the Tem-
perance hall, Fairville, last evening, and
successfully organized a Good Govern-
ment Association, with Amador Ander-
son as chairman and a strong executive.
The gathering heard addresses by Walter
E. Foster and A. F. Bentley, the candi-
dates in the county for the local opposi-
tion party, and U. J. Sweeney, and
throughout a very enthusiastic spirit was
manifested.

The issue most clearly presented
by the speakers was the fact that the
Clarke government, as constituted, could
not escape the misdeeds of the Flemming
government, and Mr. Bentley appeared
to express the situation aptly when he
said: “Flemming is not big enough a
scapegoat to escape in the wilderness
with the sins of his government.” Mr.
Foster made a very clear exposition of
the shortcomings of the government, from
a business standpoint, and both candi-
dates were very heartily cheered at the
close of the meeting.

Mr. Anderson took the chair at the
opening of the meeting, and- stated the
purpose of the gathering was the or-
ganization of a Good Government Asso-
ciation. After such revelations as had
been made at the Dugal investigation the
necessity for this could not be ques-
tioned.

Calls for nomination of a chairman for
such organization brought nominations
for Mr. Anderson and James McMurray.
A good-natured contest ensued, in which
Harry H. Tippets took the chair and
Joseph Dwyer, Joseph O’Brien and Al-
bert Waring acted as scrutineers. The
result was Anderscn, 28; McMurray, 26.
Mr. Anderson was declared elected.

Patrick Gleeson was elected vice-presi-
dent, and Harry H. Tippets secretary.

Election of executive members re-
sulted in the following districts:

Beaconsfield—James McMurray, Geo.
Maxwell, W. A, McKee and Captain
Hayes. - ¢

Fairville—Glendon Allan, John Collins,
Albert Waring, John McKinnon, Joseph

Milford—Joseph Dwyer, Thomas Con-
way, John Long, Edward Long, William
Evans and John Robichaud.

Lorneville—James Rovinson, Nathan-
iel McGuire and Frank McGuire.

James McMurray made a manly speech
in which he thanked those who had voted
for him and asked their support on be-
half of Mr. Anderson, with whom he
would work in harmony for the cause of
good government. Things were looking
good with so much interest shown on
such a night.

Messrs. Foster and Bentley entered
the hall while the election was in pro=-
gress, and were [ﬁven a hearty reception.
In introducing the candidates, Mr. An-
derson expressed appreciation of the
honor paid him, and sketched out the
work to be dope. New Brunswick had
become a laughing stock in the eyes of
the world as a result of the actions of
the Flemming government, and no web
of fiction ever woven could compare with
the reality as it existed at Fredericton.

Mr. Foster, in beginning, referred to
the changes time brings to the fighting
front of the parties and nowhere was
this better illustrated than in Lancaster.
He expected younger men to come for-
ward to fill the places of the men called
away.

In accepting the nomination at the re-
cent convention he had done so on con-

DEFINITE FU.ES REGARDING
MARRIAGE AND THE FUNDS

UNCLE SAM HAS HIS
EYE ON ANOTHER
INTER-OCEANIC CANAL

Secretary Bryan Says an Outlay of
$4,500,000 Would Obtain Conces-
sion from Nicaragua and Costa Rica

Washington, Jan, 25—Suggesting that
it was not unlikely that the United
States some day would build another
inter-oceanic waterway to supplement
the Panama canal, Secretary Bryan to-
night explained that he regarded it as a
wise precaution for the American gov-
ernment to negotiate treaties with Nica-
ragua and Costa Rica, giving this coun-
try an option of a canal route across
that section of Central America. He
also spoke of the importance of a naval
base in the Bay of Fonseca, and an-
nounced that the state department was
prepared to treat for this with Hon-
duras, Salvador and Nicaragua.

“Any great enterprise like the Panama
canal,” said Br. Bryon, “involves uncer-
tainties. For a long time the route,
across Nicaragua was regarded as the|
favored route. As a matter of business,
it is wise to provide against contingen-
cies. Anybody who is interested in so
large an enterprise as our canal at Pan-
ama can afford to pay a small amount
for this additional route.”

The secretary explained at length the
purpose of the pending treaty with Nica-
ragua ,which, in its original form, awak-
ened a protest from Costa Rica, as well
as Honduras and Salvador. He ex-
pressed the opinion that these protests
had arisen from a misunderstanding of
the purposes of the United States, and
thought the situation had now been clari-
fied by the announced purpose of the
American government to treat liberally
with Honduras and Salvador for their
rights in the Bay of Fonseca, and with
Costa Rica separately for her portion of
the River San Juan, which forms a part
of one of the suggested routes.

As a result of these treaties, the
United States, by the payment of $3,000,-
000 to Nicaragua, and about half that
amount to Costa Rica, would obtain an
option on any canal route across these
two countries,

 Side Show Sidelights

Diverting Chronicles of Circus Life

By FRANCIS METCALFE

THE BLONDINED ELEPHANT AND ITS ANAILINE RIVAL

A delegation from the National As-
sociation of Press Agents which was
holding its annual meeting in the in-
terests of the Furtherance of Truth
and the Elevation of the Show Busl-
nees had left the meeting place in
New York, and after inspecting the
various moral and entertaining per-
formances at Coney Island was gath-
ered about one of the white-topped
tables near the big tower. The prince
among them, known as “The Colonel,”
master of a picturesque vocabulary,
inventor of superiatives in the Eng-

' Msh Ianguage and champion of ve-
racity, pointed laughingly toward the
arena, where the proprietor of the
trained animal exhibition was instruot-
ing & nmew barker how to make the
most out of a trick of one of the ele-
phants which was being used for
ballyhoo purposes in fromt of the en-
trance to his show.

“Iisten to him, gentlemen, and you
will be convinced that he is eligible to
membership in our truth-loving fra-
ternity,” he remarked admiringly.
The ungainly pachyderm was standing
on its hind legs, trumpeting through
its upraised trunk a protest against
the prodding of the sharp goad which
was forcing it to walk backward in
that absurd position. The voice of the
proprietor, who was using & mega-
phone, came to them distinctly as he
invited the people to look at ‘“‘one of
the greatest triumphs of the animal
trainer’s art; something which has
never been exhibited in any country—
an elephant walking upon its hind
legs, backward!”

The speech caught and held the at-
tention of the ocrowd, and when the
elephant was allowed to rejoin its
companions and the three great beasts
entered the building in single file,
Tom grasping Roger's tail in his trunk
and Alice following suit with the cau-
dal appendage of Tom, a goodly num-
ber stepped up to the ticket booth and
paid their entrance money.

“Bach show tried to outdo the other
at every point; advertising, number of
performers, length of the street pa-
rade, menagerie coliection and every-
thing which money could buy. They
started In to see which could get the
largest herd of elephants, each adver-
tising the largest herd in captivity,
and that competition raised the price
of elephants all over the worid and
denuded every small zoologioal park
in Burope, while it pretty neerly
bankrupted the shows to feed them.

In addition to tae presentation and con-
eideration of reports and the election of
officers the members discussed methods
of raising funds to carry on the work,
this question being especially important
in view of the loss of the civic grant.

The report of the president and secre-
tary, covering the year’s operations, first
$0ld of the object of the association, and
continued:

The work of the Information Bureau
for 1914 was carried along on the same
lines ag formerly. Thougn there was a
falling off in the number of tourists—
due early in the season to the cold wea-
ther and later to financial conditions—
we found that we had many more famil-
fes renting furnished camps, cottages,
etc, and remaining in the province for
the entire summer.

Provincial Trip
December 3 to December 19 was de-
voted by the secretary to a partial tour
of the province. Much information was
gained and some good hunting views.
As the Canadian Government Railway
were kind enough to offer free transpor-
tation to Amherst to tae Boom-the-
Maritime-Provinces Convention, the sec-

herself of the opportunity.
On December 22 a trip was made to
Fredericton. Steamship officials, hotel
rietors and government officials
were interviewed. The secretary attend-
ed a meeting of the Guides’ Association
with the idea of meeting as many of the
?n!des as possible and interesting them
n co-operating with the work of the
burean by sending in full information
as to taeir territory, rates, etc., and any-
thing they might have as to good hunt-
Ing scenes in New Brunswick likely ti
interest sportsmen.

Literature

A revised edition of 50.000 of the
provincial booklet was issued, consisting
of sixty pages and containing a map of
New Brunswick, new illustrations, re-
vised hotel list with rates, and otaer fea-
tures, making a very attractive book-
let.

City Guide

In June a 6,000 revised edition of the

The Guides also took
on and set up a splendid peeled log
cabin. This was well decorated with
fine specimens of moose and deer heads,
etc. This cabin formed a background
for the secretary’s section of the booth.
The guides had an exhibit of live silver
fox, red fox, mink, and four pairs of
beaver. This exhibit attracted much at-
tention. The newspapers gave thic sec-

tion special mention and all attending
the exhibition seemed eager to locate our
booth.

The secretary and guides were inter-
viewed by press representatives. The sec-
retary called upon many of the tourist
bureaus bota in Boston and New York.

WAR TAXATION [§ CANADA

Ottawa, Jan. 25—Financial measures
to meet the large decrease in revenue of
the present fiscal year, and to provide for
the necessary expenditures of the coming
fiscal year, will be the main business pre-
sented by the government to parliament,
when it assembles next week.

According to present indications the
deficit for the present fiscal year will be
nearly $60,000,000, exclusive of the war
expenditures which are met by loans
from Great Britain.

The finance minister is confronted
with the problem of devising for the
coming year the raising of new revenues
to the extent of at least $15,000,000 by
new taxation. The balance of the
amount which has to be raised to meet
outlays for capital expenditure, both on
the war and on the continuation of
necessary public works, will be met by
borrowing either in the United States
or in Great Britain.

To meet the ordinary cost of adminis-
tration the amount required from new
taxation will be about $15,000,000. While
the character of the new taxation will,
of course, not be officially disclosed until
Hon, W. T. White presents his budget
statement, there is good reason to believe
that it will take three forms; first, in-
creased tariff taxation on a considerable
list of imports; second, increased excise
taxes, and third, direct taxation in the
nature of stamp taxes on legal and bank-
ing documents, on letters patent for fed-
eral incorporations,on federally-chartered
institutions, and also possibly on the
manufacture and sale of all proprietary
medicines.

FISHERIES,

A falling off of $40,480 in the market
value of the fisheries in St. John and
Charlotte counties for the year ending
March 81, 1914 is noted in the annual
report of the marine and fisheries de-
partment at Ottawa. The value of the
fish marketed during 1913-14 was S$l.-
572,119. According to the report there
is $1,923,574 invested in the fishing in-
dustry in this district, and advance of
approximately $65,000 during 1913-14.
There are 3,767 men employed at the
work, a decrease of 143 persons from
previous years. This, the report says, is
due to fewer persons being employed in
fish-houses, canneries, etc., on shore.

“Ah, but did you see Jimmy Barry
and Caspar Leon?” G

That was a fight. Among all the bat-
tles that I have watched, among all the
men 1 have ever seen fight that was the
greatest, the cleanest and the most
sportsmanlike fight I ever have seen. -Of
all the fighters I ever have seen Jimmy
Barry was the greatest, the cleanest and
the most wonderful.

THE SCHOOL BOARD
AND THE EST.MATES

A member of the school board said to
The Times this morning that he did not
see how the board could possibility make
any reduction in its estimates, which
had already been cut to the limit. There
was much needed work for which the
board had hoped to be able to provide,
but in compliance with the demand for
economy, it had cut and reduced to such
an extent that it brought the total esti-
mates, a fraction lower than those of last
year. To cut out another $10,000 would
be to starve the schools and injure the
whole community.

“If,” he said, “the commissioners had
done what the school board did, and
what they were really requested to do,
neither the school board nor the various
organizations, whose grants have been
wiped out, would have suffered. What
the commissioners have done is to take
from the school board and from those
other organizations funds, which should
not have been touched at all, to provide
for their own over-expenditure.”

In his view the citizens could not do
otherwise than strongly condemn this
course, because it was the poor pcople'
who really suffered.

“Primarily, however,” said the school
board member, “I do not lay the blame
at the door of the commissioners, but at
the door of the Citizens’ Committee
which, having been instrumental in over-
throwing the old plan of city govern-
ment, failed utterly to do its duty there-
after.”
