tgg Dealer Gets Into Trouble for
Selling Frozen Product to Bak-
eries

Philadelphia, Aug. 11—As the result of
an experiment upon a guinea pig that died
after being inoculated with frozen eggs,
J. Buschel, a large dealer of this city, is
under arrest on a warrant obtained by the
state dairy and food department on a
charge of selling eggs unfit for food pur-
poses.

Harry Cassidy, special agent of the dairy
and food department alleges that- Bushel
sells frozen eggs that have been removed
from the shells and in a solid body are
disposed of to bakeries, which thaw out
the product. The samples seized were ex-
amined by bacteriologists. They inoculat-
ed the guinea pig with the frozen eggs and
it died within twelve hours. Two other
dealers were also held for a heanng, for
selling eggs unfit for food.

- SIGHTS OF NEW
YORK BY NIGHT

Witnesses Pistol Fight by Gang,

a Murder and Pohce Station
Tragedy

New York, Aug. 10—The Duke De Mont-
pensier, uncle of the’ King of Portugal,
and brother of the French pretender,
went out to see the sights of New York
by night and saw them.

The Duke’s pilot was leading him toward
Hell’'s Kitchen, where it was promised he
would sawvor favors he had never tasted,
but it was not necessary to go so far. Half
a mile south of the notorious kitchen a
full-blown ‘gang fight sprang into exist-
ence, just in time for the Duke to see
as much of it as he cared to view from
the ghelter 6f a protecting doorway. When
the smoke of thirty revolver shots cleared
away, one man lay writhing on the pave-
ment, and another limped to the nearest
corner and fell. Uncertain figures could
be seen hurrying off with the less seri-
ously wounded.

It was all vastly interesting, and when
the police arrived—too late 'to make more
than two arrests—the Duke voted to stay
till the party broke up. So he. and his
guide went to the nearest police station,

| whither the two prisoners and the wound-

ed were first taken,

Preparations for an ante-mortem state-
ment were just beginning, when the more
gravely wounded of the two stood up
and cursed the police. “I'll tell yer nuth-
ing,” he swore, and then fell dead,
struck with convulsions.

The Duke shuddered. He had hardly
begun to recover his composure, when the
dead man’s brother walked into the sta-
tion house and seeing the Duke beside
the body, mistook him for a prisoner um
der arrest.

White with pasaxon he leaped for his
throat, screaming, “You did thl&-—~ you.
I'll get you for it.”

Policemen caught his arms before he
could strike a blow or close with the
Duke, but the noble Bourbon was visibly
shaken and called abruptly for a cab.
Shortly after he left for his hotel, quite
content for one night with what he had
seen of the sights of the largest civilized
city of the new world.

BOY SCOUTS

All who realize how great are the teip-
tations which surround boys in our cit-
jes, and how little is really done to direct
their energies in healthful channels, will
hope that the boy scout movement may
take root in Canada. Sir Baden-Powell
has left the army to promote this move-
ment, and is now in Canada. An exchange
says:—

“The boy scout movement has spread

throughout the whale of the British
Empire. Many foreign countries have also
adopted it, amongst others being, France,
Germany, Russia and the United States.
In the Empire the organigation is being
actively pushed abead in South  Africa.
Canada, Anstralis, New Zealand, Malta,
Gibraltar, Guernsey, Jersey, India, Ber-
muda, Singapore, Sierre Leone, and New-
foundland. In Canada there are no less
than 19 committees organized, and in Tor
onto they have alrcady registered 36 troops
containing about 1,500 scouts, all fully uni-
formed.”
. Arrangements have been made to start
@ number of troops in Montreal, and a
scout-masters’ training corps is being form-
ed.  Sir Baden-Powell brought with him
to Canada a party of boy-scouts, and in
an interview in Quebec he said:—

“Five of those boys there can take a
hand at twenty-five different handicrafts.
Primarily, I am here to arouse Canadian
enthusiasm to a higher pitch than ever
in the movement. It is Empirelike now
in its significance. Even foreign countries
are following suit. And I have had in-
vitations from them, but I prefer to ex-
plain and demonstrate to the colonies first
my ideas. My training will amplify the
school training. It teaches gelf-control,
the beauty of discipline, and the wnobility
of work; allied to the moral side, is the
veeful everyday side. The scout boys are
tanght to sew, to carve, to shoot, to do
all things which the hands are intended
to do. We go further than the schools.
They leave in many cases boys who are
unable to do anything for themselves, ex-
cept -act as messengers. This training
enables them to enter good, useful occupa-
tions. I intend to consecrate myself to
this eause, which is getting beyond all
bounds in its importance. But one point
1 wish vou to emphasize: The technical

side of the movement, allied to the moral
side, iz supreme. Of I do not
object to our boys entering the army,
but T wish to teach them above all things

Canadians are thinking and saying has be-
come a subject of very general interest in
the mother land.

It is clear, however, that the-British
press and people overestimate the ability
and character of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. They
appear to rega{‘d him as an imperial states-
man, whose movements and whose words
possess some significance. They do mot
know what the St. John Standard thinks
of him and his friends. The Standard to-
day says:— :

“From the very outset of his tour in the
west, Sir Wilfrid and his attendant quid-
nunecs have not ceased to drum the Liber-
al party, to claim credit for the works of
the Almighty and generally to perform
such “barnumesque stunts” (with all due
apologies to Le Soleil for the plagiarism),
as might reasonably have been expected
from a company of strolling players, who
excite as much’/ of pity as they do of
mirth.”

When the editor of the London Times
and Standard and other great journals
read this and realize how greatly they
have been deceived in Sir Wilfrid, it
would not be surprising if they went into
hiding for a few months. Or perhaps they
would be ¢onstrained to recast their opin-
jons on the subject of tory vindictiveness
in Canada.

BRIFAIN AND GERMANY

The recent statement by Mr. Asquith
that Great Britain is: etill prepared to
negotiate with Germany for the restriction
of armaments has been favorably com-
mented on by the German press. Looking
back upon it now, there does not seem to
have been much real ground for the war-
scare of some months ago. While the
present mnaval programme of both coun-
tries will doubtless be carried out, there
appears to be a growing sentiment among
the people of both countries for such an
understanding as will put an end to what
now seems a threatening rivalry. The
Berlin Tageblatt, a prominent and influ-
ential German newspaper, 8ays:—

“German public opinion is desirous of an
agreement with Great Britain. We place
the fact before the German and British
governments. It is their business to secure
a hearing for the people’s voice and
desire.”

This is plain speaking, and it is not con-
fined to one newspaper. Britain and Ger-
many bave not been enemies in the past—
why should not their friendly relations
continue? If we may judge from expres-
sions in the press the German people de-
sire peace, and that is certainly the desire
of the people of Great Britain.

And now there are rumors of another
transcontinental railway with British cap-
italists interested. No doubt there will
be another, but the need is not urgent at
present.

FINE FIRING BY :
THE DREADNOUGHT

King George Sees Vesselsat W o
—Rough Weather Work at Five
Mile Range

Torbay, Eng., Aug. 9—It is to the cred-
it of British seamanship that no disaster
occurred to the fleet in the manoeuvres
just completed. Shrouded in thick fog
outside Torbay the reality of the danger
to which the ships were exposed can be
understood from the fact that in some
cases collision mats were got out. The
King Edward VII. lost one anchor and
part of her cable, which she succeeded ini
recovering. There were also several nar-
row escapes of vessels ramming each other.
The greater part of the fleet was obliged
to spend the night at anchor outside the
bay, and most of the cadets who had
come from Dartmouth to assist at the man
oeuvres were obliged to stay on the ships
to which they had been assigned.

In the morning there was no trace of
fog, and in radiant sunshine the Dread-
nought, with the king on board, steamed
out to sea at 10 o'clock, accompanied by
the Bellerophon and followed by the Vie-
toria and Albert. The object which His
Majesty, who was accompanied by the
Prince of Wales, had in view was to see
the skill acquired by the gunners of the
Dreadnought in firing. For /this purpose
a target had been towed out by the Iris,
and two cruisers, the mark ship and the
umpire ship, went out with her.

Some Recent Statements Are
Denied—Orchard Census Being
Taken

Toronto, Aug. 11—Statements that ap-
ple growing in Ontario is on the decrease!
and that this year’s crop is a disappoint-
ment are denied by the Provincial Depart-
ment of Agriculiure. The report that
Professor Crow, of the Ontario Agricul-
tural College had expressed such an opin-
jon at the shippers’ convention at Niagara
Falls, N. Y., is untrue, and the professor
states that outside of Nova Scotia the
apple output of Canada this year will drop
30 per cent., is.also another assertion
made at the Niagara Falls convention
which awaits proof.

Tor the last three years the provincial
department of agriculture has been tak-
ing a census of the apple districts of On-
which are the counties along Lake
Ontario, and the reports of the enumera-
tors show that planting is on the increase.
T. B. Revett, of the department, has just
concluded taking a census of the apple
orchards of Murray township, in Nor-
thumberland county. He found an area
in orchards that is steadily increasing,
and the prospects of the crop were most
encouraging. Nurserymen all report an
increased demand for apple trees. The
acreage along the lake shore has doubled
in the last ten years.

As for Nova Scotia, its superiority over
Ontario in apple growing is not substan-
tiated by the figures. In the Annapolis
valley the output last year was 750,000
barrels. For the last seven years the out-

CONVICTS TO CLIMB

The home secretary proposes to adopt a
new syastem to overcome, as fgg/as pos-
sible, the tendencies to recidivism, as the
lapsing of discharged convicts is technically
called. He will establish a_central agency
or association, to which all convicts on dis-
charge shall be compelled to go. This
agency will have its office expenses and
the cost of aiding ex-cuavicts provided for
out of the public funds.

There are five existing societies that now
concern themselves in the welfare of dis-
charged prisoners. These societies are to
have represgnfatives on the central agency.

The ex-conviet must proceed in accord-
ance with the arrangement; made for him,
either by the central agency or by which-
ever of these societies to which his case
is assigned by the agency. f he fails to
obey instructions, or escapes from the sur-
ceillance of the society, an immediate re-
Pill be sent to the central office. The
ce will then be duly informed, and may
be expected to take such action as is con-
sidered necessary under the Prevention of
Crimes Act.

Mix sugar, cornstarch and
salt together and moisten with a little
water. Turn into milk, stirring till thick
and smooth.

The man who is responsible for much of
the present spick and span condition of
things and the excellent system prevailing
in the work of renovating, ete., is Super-
intendent William Taylor who has acted
in his present capacity in a dozen or more
exhibitions in St. John. All the inside
painting has been done by the exhibition
workmen under the direction of Mr. Tay-
lor. To see that work is going on in all
the buildings and all over the grounds is
no small task.

The driving ring in the grounds is being
enlarged so that it will be one of the finest
and best.

The new annex is 150 by 60. It is a fine
building and greatly adds to the space fo:r
exhibitors. In the basement are the dairy
department and agricultural department,
formerly in the agricultural hall. On the
first floor is the space for exhibitors for
whom there is no room in the main bml('l-
ing. On the upper floor is the women’s
department, art exhibit, etc.

The drill shed, which is also in the hands
of the carpenters and painters, is to ba
used for the exhibits of the provincial gov-
ernment and board of trade. The carriages,
formerly shown there, are to be seen with
the automobiles in the agriculaural ball.
The building used previously for the poul-
try has gone through the process of trans-
formation and is to be used for high bred
horses. There are forty-two stalls. "It is
well adapted for this purpose. The poul-
try are to be found under the huge new
grand stand and in their new fine commo-
dious quarters there will be more than 100
extra coops.

The new stand is an imposing one with
seating capacity for 1,800. It is so situated
that a fine view of the grounds is had.

person to another.

It is a maxim that “the king can do
po wrong,” and, under the laws, he
be held personally. respon-|
sible for any crime or “tort” that he
chose to commit at any time. At auy
rate, we are assured by high consii-
tutional authorties that the law should
actually and literally be so construed, gnd
that the statutes hold that any injury
Blis Majesty might inflict upon a subject
