INSTALL SLUG DETECTORS '
' TO FOIL SUBWAY CHEATERS

New -York, Sept. 286—No longer will
the Interborough find pounds of iron
schaps, brass hat checks, pfennings and
hammered-out pennies in a day’s turn-
stile receipts, as the company ‘fs install-
ing a device known as a bull’e-eye slug
detector on the automatic turnstiles
throughout its system.

Bince the inception of the automatic
turnstiles the company has been try-
ing to combat thé problem which arose
when misplaced genius discovered that
a nickel wasn’t the only thing that would
gmwde an open sesame to the train plat-
orm. The new device has been de-
:ﬁribed by engineers of the Transit Com-

ission as a pocket or box in the turn-
stile containing an electric light with a
bull’s-eye lens in front, so that a vastly
magnified image of the nickel—or the
junk—is projected through the glass and
is readily visible several feet away. It
will thus be easy for the station agent
or an Inspector to detect a cheater.

SMYRNA.

s (Toronto Star.)

i The fate of Smyrna is of supreme in-
jterest to the Christian world, for
Smyrna has been from the dawn of the
Christian era the great stronghold of
Christianity in what is now known as
Asia Minor. In the Revelation of St.
John, the church established in that
.city is more highly commended than
.any other of the ‘“seven churches of
{Asia,” and is promised “the crown of
life.” It has, in fact, been the crown of
Christian life in that portion of the east,
and the centre from which missionary
endeavor has radiated. The Turks have
known it for centurles as “Giaour
Ismir,” infidel Smyrna. :

It is one of the historle communities
of Asia Minor, its origin lost in the
mists of antiquity. A thousand years
before Christ, it was a great Grecian
city. For three or four hundred years it
disappeared as a city and existed merely
as a collection of scattered villages.
Then, refounded about 300 B. C, it
blossomed forth once more into great-
ness, and has ever since continued as one
of the leading centres of the east. On an
arm of the sea, enjoying the advantage
of a magnificent harbor, it benefited also
i by its location at the head of one of the
|main trade routes inland. In modern
i times it has maintained its reputation as
a trading and merchandising port, doing
its largest business with Great Britain.
Its population has been about half tha
of Toronto. 3

But the quick-sprung cities of Canada
lack the tich historic interest which per-
tains to such ancient centres of popula<
tion as Smyrna or Damascus, dating
back, as they do, beyond the dawn of
history. To such cities, no vicissitude
! of war is entirely new. There are said
to have been 120,000 vietims of the latest
outrages at Smyrna. But in 1402, when
the city was ¢aptured by Tamerlane, the
Oriental conqueror, nearly all the inhab-
itants were put to the sword.

If a 110 vqlt electric bulb is connected across a 110 volt line it will glow
at normal brilliancy and the filament will have a fairly long life. If the same
\ bulb s connected across a siy volt storage battery there will be no glow, which
Jindicates that the current is too feeble to heat the filament to incandescence. i

If the filament of a vacuum tube which glows brightly on six volts is con~
nected across the 110 volt line it is melted instantly by the excessive current

$ Such mistakes as these may be avoided by an understanding of one of the

most elementary electrical laws known as “Ohm’s Law,” which may be expressed
in a number of ways, all of which mean the same. 'The most cojpmon form is
to say that the current which flows through a resistance connected to a cur-
rent source is equal to the voltage of the line divided by the resistance in ohms

=of the device or circuit.

In other words: :

e If the current in amperes is represented by “I,” the resistance in ohm by
R” and the voltage by “E)” the law is represented by the expression “I equals
E,” or I equals E qivided by R. In the example mentioned in the first para-
graph, if the electric bulb draws % an ampere on 110 volts the resistance may
be found by substituting the two known values in the expression to find the
third or unknown value. Thus “I or Ysequals 110 or E. divided by R” or, in
other words, whit number divided into 110 gives %?

In the case of the audion tube on six volts, it is found that the current con-
.sumption is usually about one ampere (as 'may be determined by an ammeter
reading). Substituting these two values in the above expression or Ohm’s Law
to find the resistance of the audion fillament the expression becomes “I or 1
equals 6 or E divided by R,” which gives a value of six ohms for the filament
resistance, '

If the audion tube, the filament of which we have found to have a resist-
ance of only six ohms were connected across the 110 volt line, the current drawn
would be equal to 110 divided by 6, or about 18 amperes. If the filament is
heated to incandescence by the normal current of one ampere it is obvious that
a current of 18 emperes would melt the filament instantaneously.

It is apparent from the above that many expensive experiments may be
avoided by an application of Ohm’s Law, which will always give the desired
result without uselessly destroying any apparatus.

There are other forms or ways of expressing the law which are sometimes
more convenient to use in a particular application of the formula. Any of the
following may be used: = ;

I equals E R; R equals EI or E equals I x R.

In using the law the expression is_usally used which contains the unknown
quantity as the left-hand member of the equation. Two of the three quantities
must always be known in order to find the dnknown or third quantity.

Chances getting out this year very poor.
Ice conditions unusually bad.”

This would indicate that the Teddy
Bear had not reached Wrangel within
the stipulated time because of the bad
ice conditions and that even.if Captain
I}crnard succeeded in joining the Craw-
ford.party it might not be possible to
bring them out this year. It is expected

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BEATEN VETERAN
TELLS OWN STORY

ened to Receive Testimony
of John B. Martin — Pro-
tests Term of “Nut.”

New York, Sept. 28— Appearing as a
voluntary witness before the committee
which had been making an official investi-
gation into conditions at United States
Veterans’ Hospital 81, John B, Martin,
an overseas veteran, formerly a patient
there, testified that he had been beaten
by four attendants at the institution unti!
he fainted. He said that he had been
drinking some, but was not intoxicated,
although he admitted it took six police-
men to get him into G ward (where the
violently insane are confined). ‘

The committee, which consists of Dr.
Guy D. Ireland, and C. H. Jewett for
the Veterans’ Bureau, and Martin W.
Littleton representing the public, had
announced last Monday it would hold no
more. hearings, Martin, however; heard
that his casc had been presented during
the inquiry by another former patient,
Jeremiah Woods, and he asked that he
be allowed to tell his story. The com-
mittee agreed and Martin appeared be-
fore it yesterday in the office of Mr. Lit-
tleton at 149|Broadway.

First of all he said that he wanted to
refute a statement made by Woods that
“Martin is a nut if there ever was
one.” He had seen eighteen months’
service in France, he said, six months of
which he had been under fire. On one
occasion, he had.been hurled a score of:
feet through the explosion of a high
explosive shell. This had left him in a
highly nervous condition, he said, and
although he received an excellent dis-
charge from the army, he found it neces-
sary to apply for compensation and
treatment. He is the sole support of his
mother, he said.

Martin testified that at Hospital 81
his compensation had been cut to $22 a
month, and this had made him despon-
dent, 1

“T never used liquor before,” he said,

The hospital réecord of his case put
in evidence before the committee on last
Monday showed that Martin had gone
out on pass on Aug. 6 and returned in-
toxicated, It is alleged he attempted
to assault a doctor, and had to be car-
ried over to G ward by six policemen:

An
affidavit by the ward nurse affirmed
that while Martin had undoubtedly been
badly beaten, it had happened before he
was brought into the hospital. There
had been no 'brutality used by any at-

Martin said that he had come In that
night “with a few drinks under my
belt,” but “plenty able to taxe care of
myself.” :

“Jerry Woods and I,” he said, “were
lying out on the grass in front of the
main building when a doctor came up.
I don’t know the doctor’s mame, but I
can identify him, He asked us roughly
what we were doing there, and then or-
dered us back to our work. I got mad
and was going to paste him, but Woods
held niy arms.”

At this point, Martin said, a couple

up and tried to help the doctor get the
two patients back. They were finally
joined by four others. Finally he was
overpowered and strapped in a strait-
Jjacket,

The nurse, he asserted was present all
the time, but she couldn’t prevent the
attendants, after he was confined, from
hitting and kicking him, One man would
hold him up, he said, and the others
would punch him. Finally they let him
fall over on a bed and began to’kick
him. This continued until he /became
unconscious.

Martin said he lay-in a stupor caused
by the beating he got, for about four
and a half hours. Next morning, he
was so sore and stiff that he was unable
to stand erect.

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FOR CHEAP LIGHT
AND POWER

Campaign for Citizens’ Rights
Going With a Swing —
Feeling Strong for a New
Mayor.

(Contributed by Hardware Clerks’ As-
sociation.)

Now that the papers for the recall of
Mayor McLellan have been filed, the
citizens generally feel that the cam-
| paign for power at cost has again come
to life, after an apparent lull during
which time the upholders of municinal
distribution were securing the necessary
signatures. One of the outstanding fea-
tures during the canvass for signatures
was the practically unanimous feeling of
opposition to the mayor’s recommenda-
tion of the acceotance of the Bod-.
offer. In fact this proposition wes treat-
ed as a thing of the past, and it was also
made very clear to the canvassers that
the recall of the present mayor was very
necessary. (It is to be expected that the
friends of the power company, and the
opponents to light and power at cost will
fall back to the old arguments used in
Ontario municipalities at the time when
those communities were in the same posi-
tlon as St. John is today. One of the
most surprising and astounding situa-
tions that has arisen in St. John’s fight
for cheap light and power is the attitude
of Mayor McLellan, who has apparently
gone back altogether on his pre-election
campaign speeches. This attitude is dif-
ficult to understand, and brought forth
many, pointed comments from signers of

Sign Address to Municipal-
ity on Sewerage Question.

In favor of the Parish of Simonds
Water and Sewerage Act one merchant
of  East St. John has abtained signatures
to a petition for a plebiscite on the ques-
tion, called for by. the act.'

Feeling that there was some need for
organization, J. A. Sheehan, took up the
matter and started around on last Satur-
day with a petitlon for a plebiscite. Dur-
ing the week he interviewed 121 tax-
payers and property owners and with the
result that 103 signed the petition, four
expressed theme}ves as anxious to com-
bine with the city and fourteen favored
no change on the ground that an in-
crease in taxes would probably follow.

The act would vest in a board to be
appointed by the county council the
power to lay any sewers that might be
thought necessary in the Parish of
Simonds.+ The only line at the present
time is the main line to the Municipal
Home. The reason for the petition to
the council to hold the necessary ple'bis-
cite is that if it is adopted work might
be started as soon as possible in order
that the side streets be served.

Petrograd Folk Look for Re-
turn' of Capital to Their
City. e

Petrograd, Aug. 830—( Associated Press,
by Mail)—Hope that some day the cap-
ital of Russia will be transferred back
to petrograd is buoying up the spirits of

that Peter the Great built to serve .as
the center of Russia’ power. .

No official . word, not even a semi-
official hint, has been given that the
Bolshevik régime will return. the capital
here from Moscow, but many Petrogard
people base their hopes that this will
océur on the fact that Petrograd was
built for government purposes and is far
more fitted to house government offices
than residents say the government in-
evitably must return to the cify that
offers it .comfortable quarters and im-
mediate proximity, by land and sea, to
Western Europe. While the fear of at-
tack exists, these same features of Petro-
grad’s location make it a dangerous site
for a capital. Finland is too close, and
the Finnish Gulf and the Nova offer
anchorage for foreign warships.

Shrewd citizens are now buying up
Petrograd’s property and holding it
against the day when the now almost
depoptilated city shall again be the
crowded capital. |

Thc Petrogard port has shown great
activity ihis summer, but most of the
factory chimneys of the city and suburbs
are still smokeless, and the streets, as
compared with busy Moscow, seem like
those of a country village.

A few pedestrains; an automobile or
two; now and then a slow moving horse-
drawn truck, and the scattering of cabs
in the great broad avenues laid out by
Peter the Great to make Petrograd
magnificent, seem lost in the city’s
spaciousness.

Great government buildings that bor-
der the plazas and squares are now oc-
cupied by small bureaus of the main
ministries at Moscow. Huge palaces are
empty, occupied. only by caretakers, or
transferred into museums, open but a few
hours each week and even then visited
only by sightseeing tours, and now and
then a little group of art students.
Many shops are open, selling mostly
second handed furniture and costly

" The recall of Mayor H. R. McLellan,
on account of his stand in connection
with hydro, was brought to a definite
head this morning, when a petition sign-
ed by more than 1,500 electors was filed
in the office of H. E. Wardroper, common
clerk of the city.

the Supreme Court of Ontario in Os-
i goode Hall and has just made public its
:report thereon. = More efficient and co-
'ordinated administration of justice in
{this legal institution will result if the
commission’s views are adopted by the
government, the report states. An in-
staff is not necessary, but some
larger salaries will have to be paid.
With a view to a return to simpler
IJustice and the discouragement of liti-
gation, where “the result is uncertain
.until the last judge has given his last
|guess “at law,” the commission recom-

‘mends the appointment of an arbitrator, |
whom differences |

recourse to actions in the courts.

Regarding this the commission says:

“We spend on Ontario hundreds of
thousands of dollars yearly in salaries
for our judges and in maintaining our
courts, but are we receiving satisfac-
tory returns from our investment? Is
not the way to justice too often a long
and costly way, and is not justice jtself
too often lost to view in a maze of pre-
cedents which renders everything uncer-
tain except expense? Is mnot procedure
too often hedged around with artificial
formalities which hinder the business-
like disposal of cases? Cannot our differ-
ences, when they arise, be settled in a
simpler way? We have able and high-
minded judges, but under the present
system can our judges give us their best
and most efficient service?

“We believe that the people would
welcome a return to simpler justice and
we recommend the appointment of an
arbitrator, or as he might be more ap-
propriately called, & conciliator, to
whom parties. between whom differences
have arisen, may submit their disputes
without bringing an action in the courts.
The meeting of this officer and the par-
ties to the dispute and their counsel, if
any, around a table, would result in the
prompt settlement of many a case which
is now carried from court to court at

“The practice that Mr. Cameron has
been following,” the report says, “would
not have been tolerated in the case of
judges, and is equally bad in the case
of the master-in-chambers. Appropriate
action in the matter should be taken by
the attorney-general.”

The entire abolition of official referee
is recommended by the Royal commis-
sion, which states that there is only one
official referee by special appointment,
J. A. McAndrew, K. C.,, who has inti-
mated his concurrence with the commis-
sion’s recommendation. “No remunera-
tion, except in the form of a salary,
should be receivable by an officer or
clerk of the court for any services per-
formed “by him,” the report states, and
adds: “The payment of official referces

by fees is unsatisfactory, objectionable

and dangerous. The practice places them
under direct obligation to the party who
brings the business to them.”

The commission states that it sees no
reason why there should be a separate
department for the offices of surrogate
clerk, as returns are made by the re-
gistvars of surrogate cotirts throughout
the province to the succession duties of-
fice at the parliament buildings in To-
ronto.”

The use of Osgoode Hall as, residences

“At the time of our en-
quiry,”. the report states, “some fifteen

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SERIOUS LOSSES |
OF PROPERTY AS
RESULT OF FIRES

New Brunswick Fire Preven-
tion Board Meets to Con-
sider Conditions in
This Province

l

The appalling loss of property in the
province, during the last three months,
was one of the matters given serious
consideration at a meeting of the New
Brunswick Fire Prevention Board, held
yesterday afternoon. It was pointed out
that, during the last three months,
property valued at more than $200,000
had fallen prey to fire started by lightn-
ing. After a lengthy discussion it was
decided that some steps should be taken
to have an act passed in the legislature
next year to enforce the installation of
lightning rods, under proper conditions.

Another matter which was given care-
ful attention was “fire prevention week,”
Oct 2-9. The best method of placing
Instructive data before -the public was
considered and it was decided to peti-
tion school teachers and clergymen, and
ask them to make announcements in the

7~

schools and churches, giving details of!

the enormous loss by fire, the need for
greater care, and: the elimination of
practices, which increase the hazard. In
addition the fire marshal, Hugh H. Me-
Lellan, will distribute throughout the
province literature depicting scenes of
conflagrations and giving data as to the
causes and means of prevention.

Fire Hazards,

The existing conditions ' in almost
every town in the province were ex-
plained to the members by the fire mar-
shal, and discussions took place pro and
con regarding them. It was pointed out
that in Chatham conditions have been

: greatly ‘improved by the officials; o

buildings were torn down and roof cov-
erings were changed from shingles to
patent types, thus eliminating to a g{eat
degree fire hazard. The fire fighting
appliances in the different centres were
also considered. g

The members of the board after con-
sidering various matters, instructed
Fire Marshal McLellan to proceed to St.

George, St. Stephen, Milltown and St.|

Andrews at the-earliest possible moment
to look into conditions with a view to
bettering them.

In the last quarterly bulletin issued,
it is shown that the lumber loss in the
province alone aggregated $239,988. That
$81,995 was lost by fire to dwellings in
protected areas, and $40,262 in unprotect-
ed areas. The loss by fire in St. John
county during that period was more than
