Many women rushed from
the works for the bomb-proof shelters,
while passing /street cars were stopped
as the crews bolted into houses. Four or
hlt'e airplanes were visble in the clear
sky.

“Presently some one exclaimed: “They
are Americans.’ Another  person
screamed: ‘The Americans are coming.
A Dutchman I knew rushed up to me
and said, ‘Didn’t I tell you the Ameri-
cans would come sooner or later?

“I' cannot say whether the muchines
actually were American, but the striking
thing was the evidence that there has

eqnal fear of them when they do.”

Statement by lP‘xlot Spears.

Pilot William Spears of Halifax, who
arrived here yesterday by steamer from
St. John, says that early on last Sat-
urday morning when passing Peters’ Isl-
and, he sighted a ship well in among the
dangerous ledges there. This, he be-
lieves, was the Batiscan and he fears
that she struck on the Gannet Ledges.

“In the fierce gale that was then blow-
ing,” he said today, “the ship would not
have had the slightest chance once she
struck. I doubt if they would have had
time to launch more than one boat.”

Pilot Spears said that there was a
strong current at the time.

Addresses were
presented by the Enniskillen Urban
Council, the United Irish League and the
Ancient Order of Hibernians.

Mr. Dillon said he came to Enniskillen
as: chairman of a party whose ideal” was
to obliterate forever religious distinction
and party conflict, which had been the

PARLIAMENT.

! The speech from the throne, read at
the opening of parliament at Ottawa
:yesterday, promises legislation to pro-
wide that all appointments to the out-
‘side civil service, as well as the inside,
rshall be made on merit. This is a long
‘advocated measure of reform which the
wunion government can bring about with
“more ease than a partisan administra-
ition. The abolition of patronage could
be extended still farther with good ef-
_fect, and the present measure will be
hailed with ' general satisfaction. The
iimblic service suffers today, and is too
_cumbersome and costly, because par-
-tisanship has loaded it up with incom-
Jpetent favorites of this or that political
“party. '
i The speech informs the country that
“the military service act, in spite of diffi-
culties encountered, has kept the Cana-
‘dian army at the front up to full
strength, and assurance is given that this
“will be maintained. Legislation will also
be sought to ensure proper provision for
‘the care and vocational training of re-
“4urned soldiers, which has been so well
“begun by the establishment of homes
;hnd training centres throughout the
icountry.

. It may be hoped that the measures to
be submitted in relation to excessive
profits will be of a sufficiently drastic
‘nature, for it must be confessed that too
.~much leniency has been shown in the
“past.

It is suggested that the absence of
~any reference to nationalization of rail-
“ways may indicate differences of opinion
/in the cabinet. There is a very strong
+ and- growing sentiment in Ontario and
the west in favor of nationalization, and
“the ksession will not pass without a vig-
‘orous discussion and a demand for a
"statement of the government’s position
“in relation to this great question.

The brief reference to shipbuilding is
--of special interest to the maritime prov-
\inces, whose representatives will not fail
‘to direct attention to the facilities of-

fered in these provinces for the estab-
lishment of extensive shipbuilding plants.
The constant activity of the German
submarines and the cry for ships and
more ships ought to impress upon par-
liament the urgent need of turning out
more vessels in Canada. Even a cam-
paign of increased production would be
of little service without tonnage to carry
the food to Europe. When the ‘manhood
and womanhood of this country has been
' properly registered it should be possible
to make such an adjustment as would
ensure the required labor for new ship-
yards, and so render the cause of the
Allies a great and needed service.

The legislaters at Fredericton will ob-
serve with interest that a bill will be in-
troduced at Ottawa to extend the fran-
chise to women. The daylight-saving
bill will be resisted by some interests,
but will doubtless pass. The govern-
ment has kept its pledge in regard to
prohibition. Legislation relating to tax-
ation of war profits and incomes is prom-
fsed. There is no mention of tariff
changes, but this subject is expected to
be more or less a bone of contention
during the session. &

Tt will be observed that the speech
makes no reference to great public en-
terprises such as would ordinarily en-
gage the attention of parliament. This
is a war parliament, and its attention
will be directed solely to measures re-
lating to national efficiency for war work
and to meet the conditions that will arise
after the war.

The opening of the session was aus-
picious. The leaders joined in paying
a high tribute to the re-elected speaker,

. Mr. Rhodes, and the house at once set-
tled down to business. We may antici-
pate a busy but not a prolonged session,
and one not marked by acrimonious de-
bates. Keen criticism is to be expected,
but the government’s immense majority
would render useless any prolonged dis-
cussion of any of the measures outlined
in the speech from the throne.

A G}ERMAN BOASTER.

Dr. Karl Hefferich, former secretary|

of the imperial German treasury, is ex-
tremely boastful. He says:

“We all are confident of the issue. We
demand restoration for all violation of
law and all acts of destruction. We de-
mand indemnification for all damage
done, and we meet the plan of differen-
tiation with a demand for the most fa-
vored nation treatment and equal rights;
the plan of exclusion with a demand for
the open door and free seas, and the
threat of blockade of raw materials with
a demand’for the delivery of raw ma-
terials.”

What Germany really demands is
world domination and the power to do
in all countries what she has done in
Belgium, Poland, Serbia, Roumania and
Russia. Dr. Hefferich makes false
charges against England, ignoring the
fact that behind the British democracy
stand the democracies of France, the
United Btates and Italy, all working in
the most complete harmony to destroy
the militarism of Prussia and the auto-
cracy which it upholds. They, too, de-
mand restitution, and will begin with
Belgium, now prostrate and bleeding
under the heel of German ruthlessness.

A fuller report of the speech of Mr.
John Dillon at Enniskillen shows that
he set his face firmly against the Sinn
Fein agitation and bluntly told the agi-
tators that it was futile to discuss a pos-
sible Irish republic. He urged them to
unite with their fellow-countrymen to
demand home rute. - Mr. Dillon earnestly
desires the success of .the.Irish conven-
tion, but appears to have doubts. as to
the attitude of Ulster. It is to be re-
gretted that he should have marred his
speech by charging that English minist-—
ers were not honorable men, and that
they were false to their honor and their
pledges. Such an utterance does not
make for unity at a time when in Mr.
Dillon’s own opinion Ireland “is on the
eve of one of the most momentous strug-
gles in all her tragic history.” The
speech made by Mr. Dillon could not
have been made by Mr. John Redmond.

The news that King Albert of Bel-
gium has been able to create a new
army large enough to take over the coast
section on the western front, thus reliev-
ing the French there, is another high
tribute to the little nation that has suf-
fered so much at the hands of Germany.
That this new army will acquit itself
nobly needs not to be told. Every man
remembers what he and his have suffer-
ed, and all but a narrow strip of Bel-
gium is stilt prostrate under the iron
heel of the Hun. These Belgian soldiers
have a terrible score to pay, and to the
limit of their numbers and strength they
will pay it in full. The sympathy of the
whole world outside of the territory of
the Central Powers is theirs, and there
will be no peace until it is assured that
Belgium is to be restored to free-
dom and the assurance that never again |
will a German army ravage her smiling |
fields and prosperous cities.

LOTRRCTIORR. 4 .

Today’s cables tell of still more ef-
fective work done by British airplanes
on the western front. The air raid on
Cobl}nz on March 12 is reported to have
done great damage. On Sunday eighteen
German airplanes were ‘destroyed -and
eight driven down out of control, and an
observation balloon destroyed, while only
four British machines -were reported
missing. At this rate the Allied su-
premacy in the air should soon be so
formidable .as to give a great advantage
in all the fighting.

The Quebec street railway company is
asking for higher rates. ' It wants $1.25
for gas, a five cent car fare or 21 tickets
for a dollar, children’s tickets 10 for 25
cents, and a general transfer charge of
one cent. It will be noted that the Que-
bec company does not ask as much as
our own.

WHEN NOBEL CUT HIS FINGER.

(New York Independent.)

The great war might be traced back
to Nobel’s cut finger, Alfred Nobel was
a Swedish chemist—and a pacifist. One
day in the laboratory he cut his finger,
and, as chemists are apt to do, dissolved
some guncotton in ether alcohol and
swabbed it on the wound. At this
point, however, his conduct diverges
from the ordinary, for instead of-stand-
ing idle, impatientty waving his hand
to dry the film as most people, includ-
ing chemists, are apt to do, he put his
mind on it and it occurred to him that
this sgicky stuff, slowly hardening to an
elastid mass, might be just the thing
he was hunting as an absorbent and
solidifier of nitro-glycerine. So instead
of throwing away the extra collodion he
had made he mixed it with nitro-glycer-
ine and found it set to a jelly.

The “blasting gelatine” thus discover-
ed proved so insensitive to shock that it
couid be safely transported or fired from
a cannon. This was the first of the high
explosives that have been the chief fac-

tor in the great war.

REFUSE SUBSTITUTES.
Were Receiving Pensiens

Ottawa, Mar. 19—Some interesting
figures regarding pensions paid by the
government were made public last night.

Up to the end of last October, the
time when an increase in pensions was
authorized by order-in-council, the
monthly sum of $127,189 was paid to
disabled soldiers since the war began,
and $807,720 monthly to dependenis of
soldiers who had given their lives in the
country’s service, a total monthly expen-
diture of $484,909.

A statement by the board of pension
commissioners gives the details ‘of the
number of disability pensioners, de-
pendent pensioners and amounts paid
from the commencement of the war up
td Oct. 31 last, that is, up to the time
when pensions were increased. When
statisties after that date are made pub-
lic they will show a considerable in-
crease over the old scale, and it is ex=
pected that during the coming fiscal year
the awerage monthly payments of pen-
sion will exceed $1,000,000. i :

From the commencement of the war
up to the end of last October, 8,177 dis-
abled soldiers were awarded pensions—
284 officers, 1,078 non-commissioned offi-
cers and 6,870 men. This small army of
disabled heroes was divided into five
classes, according. to disability, and the
total amount paid to them each month
was $327,189;

Widows of soldiers who made the su{
preme sacrifice and who are in receipt
of a pension, totalled 5,896, the monthly
amount disbursed on this account being
$199,188, which, however, does not in-
clude a gratuity equivalent to two
months pension, which is paid to. widows
in every case with their first pension
check. :

The children of pensioners here men-
tioned, in respect of whom allowances
are being paid, amounted to 9,646, and
these drew a monthly sum of $61,078.
Also 827 orphans of soldiers of all ranks
received $3,924 a month. The parents
of deceased “soldiers further swell this
Iist to the number of 1,768 and were
paid the monthly sum of $48,361. It is
also interesting to note that seven grand-
parents benefitted by having pensions
awarded them, amounting in all to $168
a month. '

No ‘account has been taken in the
above figures of 2,888 gratuities, aver-
aging $50 each, which were paid to sol-
diers whose disabilities were so small as
not to warrant them an award or pen-
sion under the pension regulations then
in force.

THE LATE FREDERICK AYER

Frederick Ayer, millionaire medicine
manufaeturer and financier of Boston and

first’ president of the American Woolen
Cgmpany, who died in Thomasville, Ga,,
last week, was, born in Ledyard, Conn.,
Dec. 8, 1822, the son of a commissioned
officer, who fought in the war of 1812,
and a descendant of John Ayer, who
came from England and settled in Haver-
hill, Mass., in 1632. Krederick Ayer at-
tended a private academy in Baldwins-
ville, N. Y., where he afterward be-
a clerk in the local general store
»some time later he went into busi-
oo with his brother, Dr. James C. Ayer,
in the manufacture of proprietary medi-
cines. The firm of J. C. Ayer & Co.
was founded in 1855, and after the death
of Dr. Ayer it was incorporated. Its
product was distributed all over the
world.
In 1871 Mr. Ayer and his

brother

.and consolidated

bought the controlling interest in the
Tremont Mills and the Suffolk Manu-
facturing Company of Lowell, Mass,
the two companies
under the name of Tremont & Suffolk
Mills. In 1885 Mr. Ayer purchased the
entire property of the Washington mills,
in Lawrence, Mass., becoming treasurer
of the company he reoyganized.

He was one of the principal organizers
of the American Woolen Company in
1899 and was the first president of the
concern, resigning in 1905. He was also
one of the organizers of the New Eng-
land Telephone and Telegraph Company,
of which he was a director until 1896,
when he resigned.

Mr. Ayer was one of the organizers,
and for several years treasurer of the
Lake Superior Ship Canal and Railway
and Iron Company. At the time of his
death he was a director of the Colum-
bian National Life Insurance Company,
the American Woolen Company, the In-
ternational Trust Company, the J. C.
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Striking Secial Problem Play,

Then in a rather convincing manner
the unhappy shopgirl was killed off by
y running in front of the he-
ro’s automobile. This gave a real kick
to the story, being an unexpected twist,
and on top of it came the sudden and
effective building of the character of the
cold society miss who came to the de-
partment store and applied for a job
because she was dissatisfied with her
aunt’s ideas of making her a clothes-
bearing ' statue.

It will be understood that this was a
very hard.situation to put over, because
of the sympathy that had been created
for Mildred Harris as the little shopgirl
who suffered death finally as a result
of her advanture, ‘but it is all the more
to the credit of the producers that they
have made this ring true and seem real.

WORLD'S LARGEST
CONCRETE SHP

Seagoing Craft Takes the
Water Six Weeks From
Day Cement Mixture Was
Poured Into the Forms

/

So successful was the launching of the
world’s largest reinforced concrete ship,
at a Pacific port, that her builders an-
nounced that they immediately began
construction of fifty-four similar ships

’of larger size, and expected that all

would be completed within eighteen
months.

Six weeks from the day the concrete
was poured into the forms, the 7,900 tons
ship christened “Faith,” took the water.
The huge hull, careening sharply as it
slid sidewise down a steeply-pitched in-
cline, threw up a huge wave in the nar-
row estuary, then righted sharply and
rode ‘dke a buoy. Not a hitch marred
the operation, and engineers declared
themselves so satisfied with the launch-
ing that it would be unnecessary, in
their opinion, to give the “Fuith” a
trans-Pacific towing try-out, as intend-
ed. Engines will be installed at once,
and the “Faith” put into commission as
rapidly as Bhe can be fitted out, it was
announced.

Experts who witnessed the launching
predicted that concrete construction
would mark a new era in shipbuilding,
and that the speed with which such
ships could be turned out undoubtedly
would have an important bearing on the

served to
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Allies’ successful prosecution of the war,
. Utility rather than grace is expressed
in the concrete ship’s lines. She “ooks
as if she might have been carved out of
rock, so massive is her build.

The launching was from a broad
meadow, with none of the usual appur-
tenances of commerce except a spur
track and a couple of construction sheds.
Itris the contention of the builders that
concrete vessels can be built with no
greater preparation wherever land and
water meet, and that material always is
at hand or nearby. This obviates the
necessity for costly yards required to
handle wooden and steel ships, and long
hauls of material.

Engineers for the company also said
that reinforced concrete had, contrary to
popular impression, notable flexibility
under strain, and would therefore be able

to stand the stress of sea duty. The re- ||

inforcing is expected to prevent possi-
bility of a hole in the side from col-
lision or other sources, “except dyna-
mite” The worst that could happen, it
was declared, would be a crack.

Supreme War Council of Ailies
Issues Statement

THE DECEPTION IN RUSSIA-

German Politi;:al Crimes There and
in Roumania Condemned and
Acknowledgement of Germany s

Peace Treaties With, Those |

Ceountries Refused

London, Mar, 19—The supreme war
council of the Allies last night issued a
statement condemning German politicai
crimes against the Russian and Rou-
manian peoples and refusing to acknow-
ledge Germany’s peace treaties with
them, and also declaring:

“We are fighting and mean to continue
fighting, in order to finish once for all
with this policy of plunder and establish
in its place the peaceful reign of organ-
ized justice.”

The council’s statement, which is is-
sued through the foreign office, says:—

“The prime ministers and foreign
ministers of the Entente, assembled in
London, feel it to be their bounden duty
to take note of the politica: crime, which
under the name of a German peace, has
been '‘committed against the Russian
peoplé. Russia was unarmed. Forgetting
that for years Germany has been fight-
ing against the independence of nations
and the rights of mankind, the Russian
government in a mood of singular cred-
ulity, expected to obtain by persuasion
that ‘democratic peace’ which it had fail-
ed to obtain by war.

Our average garden will contain com-

paratively few celery and tomato plants,

and early cabbage and cauliflower, and

ists or growers early in June. However,
those who wish to do so, may raise their
own plants of these vegetables by pro-
ceeding as follows:

The seed box or flat, which is kept in
the house, is the most practical device
for the home gardener to use for this
purpose. It should be not deeper than
three inches, from 12 to 14 inches wide
and about 20 to 24 inches long. Finnan
haddie boxes answer the purpose well.
Place a layer of about one inch of gravel
or cinders in the bottom of the box, and
then fill to the top with garden soil. A
finer seed bed may be procured by first
passing the soil through a small sieve
of about 1-4 inch mesh. Press the soil
down firmly with a small piece of board.
Crosswise of the box, mark shallow
drills or furrows, 1-4 to 1-2 inch deep,
and two inches apart. Sow about eight
seeds to the inch in the row and cover
nearly level with the surface pressing the
soil slightly with the hand to firm it.
Celery seed should not be covered more
than 1-8 inch. Water a little and set in
a warm light place, preferably just in-
side a sunny window. Give water from
time to *time, enough to keep the soil
moist but not wet, but not enough to
leak through the box. If the box is in
a window, after the plants are up turn
the box each day to prevent them grow-
ing in one direction towards the light.

When the plants are 11-2 inches high,
thin out to two inches apart in the row.
This gives them space enough to make
a strong stocky growth. If you want to
keep the plants which are thinned out,
set them two inches apart each way in
similar boxes or “flats.” When the to-
mato plants are about five or six inches
high thin out to four or five inches apart
in the flat. The plants thinned out may
be set, one each, in berry boxes. Then
when finally planted into the garden, the
bottom of the box is cut away and the
box.sunk in the soil in the permanent
location. . This gives the plants an ex-
cellent start as the soil around the roots
is not loosened or disturbed. When the
cabbage and caulifiower plants begin to
crowd again after first: thinning out, thin
out and transplant again three and a
half to four inches apart each  way.
Leave the celery plants at two inches
apart. Further directions/on the after
handling of these plants will appear
later.

For the seed, a packet of each vege-
table should be plenty. The following
varieties are recommended: Tomatoes,
Alacrity or Early Jewel; cabbage, Early
Express or Jersey Wakefield; caulifiower,
Early Snowball and Dwarf Erfurt; cel-
ery, Golden Self Blanching or Perfected
White Plume; Brussels Sprouts (handle
same as cabbage) ; Amager Market.

Great shells pass with their wicked
wail over the heads of these youngsters
as they play about the grounds. The de-
tonation of the huge guns is constant
and often the school-house rocks with
the vibretion. Fleets of  German -air-
planes circle about with their loads of
enormous bombs. But the work of the
school continues its regular course.

The American Red Cross is deepsy in-
terested in this unique institution and
is helping it in every way possible. Ma-
jor John Van Schaick, Jr, acting com-
missioner for Belgium, in a report on the
school, said:

“It would appear as if these children
ought to be in. a highly nervous condi-
tion, but in fact they are cbout as sturdy
a lot of little Flemish boys and girls as
I have ever seen. They never run when
the shells whistie or explode. One of
their favorite amusements is to jeer at
Geérman airplanes, and they are absc-
lutely devoid of fear. It probably would
appear to many people that the duty
of the American Red Cross would be to
help get these children out. Instead, we
are giving them a new barrack, and
sending clothing and shoes, to help them
stay. This is on the theory that it is
better for the chiidren to be with their
parents than to be sent away. Reversing
conditions in former generations, we
find that the big towns are the places of
danger, and the scattered. farms places
of comparative safety. This institution
is a day school where meals are served
and instruction given and the children
live at home.”

Today still greater honor is his, for from
Britain’s king has come the title rarely
bestowed. on a private citizen, and still
more rarely. upon a colonigl, He is now
Major General Sir David' Watson, K.
C. B, and known to England’s :fighting
men as the “Stonewall Jackson” of their
army. S

In one respect—the one which ‘has
given him this unofficial title—Major
General Watson stands pre-eminent. He
is the literal leader of his men, On the
last Christmas card of his division is
proudly proclaimed four battles—Ypres,
Somme, Vimy Ridge, and Lens. In all
the division stood the brunt of the fight-
ing, and in all the general led his men
into the thick of it. It is little wonder
that the brown hair is snow white now,
but nothing else is chapged. Life in the
trenches has taken no more from the
vigor of his broad-shouldered frame
than it has from his confidence that in
the end the Boche must go down to de-
feat.

“The Germans will take a lot of beat-
ing,” he wrote somewhat more than a
year ago. “He has a great organization
‘and equipment, but man for man he Is
not our equal. When it comes to going
up against big guns and such contriv-
ances flesh and blood must have some-
thing more than drill and that he has
not got. That is why we have got to
win.”

The story of “Davy” Watson—as
Quebec and his friends still 1gve to call
him—is one of the real romances of the
war. Yet his sudden rise is no surprise
to those same friends who knew’ him,
sure-footed and tireless on the tracks of
a moose or fighting, single-handed, the
cause of Borden and the Conservative
party in the overwhelmingly” Liberal
Province of Quebec. The Watson home
in Ste. Ursule street is filled with fmoose,
caribou and deer heads, and Sir Robert
Borden is premier of Canada. So it is
small wonder that “Davy” is a major
general and a K. C. B.

It was in September, 1914, that Lieut.
Col Watson sailed with his men from
the walled city of the St. Lawrence, Then
followed six months of training on Sal-
isbury Rlain and then—France. Hardly
had he landed there when he was sent
to the neighborhood of Hill 60 near
Ypres. This hill the Germans held and,
holding, dominated ' the field: of opera-
tions and threatened that ill-fated city.
The French had fought at that point un-
til they could fight no more, and the
Canadians were sent in to relieve them.

With Wat-
on at their head, the Canadians carried
sut their orders.
