Statement by Pilot Spears.

Pilot William Spears of Halifax, who 
arrived here yesterday by steamer from 
St. John, says that early on last Sat­
urday morning when passing Peters’ Isl­
and, he sighted a ship well in among the 
dangerous ledges there. This, he be­
lieves, was the Batisean and he fears 
that she struck on the Gannet Ledges.

“In the fierce gale that was then blow­
ing,” he said today, “the ship would 
have had the slightest chance once she 
struck. I doubt if theÿ would have had 
time to launch more than one boat.”

Pilot Spears said that there was a 
strong current at the time.

Not a hitch marred 
the operation, and engineers declared 
themselves so satisfied with the launch­
ing that It would be unnecessary, In 
their opinion, to give the “Faith” a 
trans-Padfie towing try-out, as intend­
ed. Engines will be Installed at once, 
and the “Faith” put Into commission as 
rapidly as the cah be fitted out, it was 
announced.

year 1917, on or before 31st Mardi, 1918.
The Act provides that there shall be assessed, levied, and paid upon 
the 1917 income of every person residing or ordinarily resident in 
P-nnaHa, a tax upon income exceeding $1500 in the case of unmarried 
persons and widows or widowers without dependent children, and 
upon income exceeding $3000 in the case of all other persona.
Corporations and joint stock companies carrying on business in Canada, 
no matter how created or organized, shall pay the normal tax upon 
income over $3000. The fiscal year of corporations and joint stock 
campâmes may be adopted if desired.

' Your Immediate Obligation.—You are now required by lew to
fill out in triplicate, one or more of the five special forms enumerated 
below. Read the particulars about the forms provided, then note the 
form or forms that fit your case. Don’t forget to make three copieej 
You keep one copy, and in the case of Forms T1 and T2, deliver two 
to the Inspector of Taxation for your district In the case of Forms, 
T3, T4 and T5, two copies must be filed with the Commissioner cC 
Taxation at Ottawa.
Penalties.—Default in filing returns renders the person or jpenwaj 
liable on summary conviction to a penalty of one hundred dollars foç 
each day during which the default continues.

An invention perfected by a Canadian 

physicist Is .likely to bring a solution of 
the submarine problem, It was learned 
through an interview given the Globe by 
a gentleman who has been in touch with 
undersea craft development for the last 
year. The scientist in question has re­
ceived his technical training in Canada 
and has been working on the problem 
for some time.

“There Is a good deal of misconcep­
tion,” he said, “as to what has been done 
and what can be done with regard to 
the detection of submarines. The ef­
forts of nearly all the scientific men so 
far have been directed towards the im­
provement of the ordinary microphone, 
the sound detector. The actual detection 
of a submarine submerged practically de­
pends entirely upon the sound emanating 
from it. At the present time the navies 
have no instrument that can be used up­
on even a fair-sized ship of war while it 
is moving fast by means of which a lis­
tener on that boat can hear the submar­
ine. This is such an accepted fact that 
it has been stated that the ü-boat has 
defeated the science men and the invent­
ors of the Allied nations.”

side a sunny window. Give water from 
time to “time, enough to keep thfe soil 
moist but not wet, but not enough to 
leak through the box. If the box is In 
a window, after the plants are up turn 
the box each day to prevent them grow­
ing in one direction towards the light.

When the plants are 1 1-2 inches high, 
thin out to two inches apart in the row. 
This gives them space enough to make 
a strong stocky growth. If you want to 
keep the plants which are thinned out, 
set them two inches apart each way in 
similar boxes or “flats.” When the to­
mato plants are about five or six inches 
high thin out to four or five inches apart 
in the flat. The plants thinned out may 
be set, one each, in berry boxes. Then 
when finally planted into the garden, the 
bottom of the box is cut away and the 
box sunk in the soil in the permanent 
location. This gives the plants an ex­
cellent start as the soil around the roots 
is not loosened or disturbed. When the 
cabbage and cauliflower plants begin to 
crowd again after first thinning out, thin 
out and transplant again three and a 
half to four inches apart each, way. 
Leave the celery plants at two inches 
apart. Further directions t on the after 
handling of these plants will appear 
later.

For the seed, a packet of each vege­
table should be plenty. The following 
varieties are recommended : Tomatoes, 
Alacrity or Early Jewel; cabbage, Early 
Express or Jersey Wakefield; cauliflower, 
Early Snowball and Dwarf Erfurt; cel­
ery, Golden Self Blanching or Perfected 
White Plume; Brussels Sprouts (handle 
same as cabbage) ; Amager Market. Pep-
