declined to be any longer responsible. for
the international relations of Franee as
long as the premier persisted in carrying
on a personal policy of his own, unbeknown
to the department of foreign affairs anfl
to the presideat of the republic, by semi-
official and secret emissaries. .

Tor a time it seemed as if M. de Selves
would have to go. But the ‘‘Republican
party -in France have now expressed in
vigorous language their disapproval of the
methods of Caillaux as altogether discredi-
table to France and have ended by unani-
mously declaring that his presence at the

head of the administration is a danger to

the country.
An Ambitious Man

Caillaux is a man of most inordinate
ambition who, while a member of the
Monis cabinet, took advantage of the ill-
ness of his chief to supplant him. It may

one roof.

“Another advantage correlated to these
would be the provision of a central exhibi-
tion or several exhibitions displaying the
products and illustrating the resources  of
the overseas empire.

“The fact is, the more you examine the
proposition the more it grows upon you,
the bigger its potentialities appear, the
more numerous the advantages that sug-
gest themselves, and the stronger the ap-f
peal to my sympathy, co-operation and en-|
thusiasm in giving what aid I can in trans-
lating this magnificent conceptlun into an
accomplished fact.”

Canadians who have looked into the pos-
gibilities of this scheme are equally en-
thusiastic. One said “The knowledge that
within one area in the heart of London
the intending immigrant or the capitalist
seeking investment could see the resources;
of the empire and obtain official informa- ‘
tion and statistics would attract excursion-
ists to London from all over Great Britain,
and become an attraction equal to the
Festival of IEmpire. That it would be
permanent would add to its value.”

BUY REAL ESTATE.

The Toronto World says that the big-
gest single real estate deal ever put through
in Canada was closed last week, the Do-
minion Bond Co. buying the Manufactur-
ers’ Life building at the northwest corn-
er of King and Yonge streets, for $800,000.

The price per foot, including the struc-
ture on the King street frontage, is ovet
thirteen thousand dollars. This is the
highest price paid for property in Canada,
exceeding any Montreal sale.

The profit made by the Manufacturers’
Life Insurance Co. must also constitute’
a record in realty history in Toronto. In
May, 1910, the insurance company paid|
$506,000 for the property, which was then |
known as the Lawlor Building. Their |
profit is $294,000 in about a year and uJ
