MeCREADT’SVINEGER WORKS AND 
CORN MEAL MILL BURNED.

LATEST GLEANINGS BY THE GAZ­
ETTE REPORTERS.PRESIDENT FEELS THE TIME HAS 

COME FOR DEC ISIVE At'I ION.STATEMENT OF THE CAUSES OF

Many Things They Have Seeen and 
Heard of Daring the Day.

The Ore broke out before 3 o’eloeh a
The mill, factory, barn and dwell­
ing totally destroyed. Horse and
Dog burned. Heavy lose, and only
partially insured.

An alarm was struck from box 125 at 
ten minutes to 3 o’clock this morning for a 
fire in Messrs-fT. McCready &.Sons,manu­
facturing establishment on the Adelaide 
road. There was a bright reflection in 
the sky which told that the fire had gain­
ed great headway before an alarm was 
given. Chief Kerr and some of the mem­
bers of No. 3 hook and ladder company 
and No. 5 hose company drove out but 
as the scene of the fire was almost a 
mile from the last hydrant on Adelaide 
road the firemen were unable to do more 
than assist in saving the furniture 
from Mr. McC ready’s dwelling.
The fire, when they arrived, was burning 
furiously, and the flames had full sway 
in the vinegar factory, the com meal 
mill and the large bam near it The 
house was just beginning to bum then ; 
but through the efforts of the firemen 
the furniture was all got out before it 
was destroyed.

As the buildings were all built of wood 
and there was nothing to interfere with 
the fire it soon had complete control of 
the whole establishment and homed 
furiously till there was nothing left of 
factory, mill, barn and house but a cou­
ple of tall chimneys and a mass of 
smoking ruins. The buildings destroy­
ed were the vinegar factory and 
cornmeal mill all in one 40 x 150 feet in 
size, part two stories and part three 
stories in height, the large barn and 
dwelling house. The cornmeal mill had 
lately been fitted with new and im­
proved machinery, and had a capacity 
for grinding about 100 barrels of 
cornmeal per day/ In the build­
ing a large quantity of oats, corn 
and cracked feed was stored, all of 
which was destroyed. The vinegar 
factory was thoroughly equipped for 
making the best of vinegar and had a 
capacity of several hundred barrels a 
day. The large bam which was de­
stroyed with most of its contents con­
tained about 30 tons of hay, a mow­
ing machine, a raking ma­
chine, farm utensils and a 
large quantity of harness. The two large 
working horses were saved, but the 
driving horse and the large Newfound­
land dog were burned to a crisp. One of 
the horses saved was quite badly 
scorched.

How the fire originated is a mystery.
It is thought that it started in the 
furnace ro m. It was first dis­
covered by a man named 
Lunney, who lives near by. He gave 
the alarm, waking up Mr. John Mc­
Cready, the gentleman who conducts the 
business. Mr. McCready telephoned in 
for the firemen. Mr. McCready esti­
mates the total loss at about $14,000.
Eight thousand dollars of this is cover­
ed by insurance, that being the amount 
carried on by the manufacturing es­
tablishment. There was also $700 
insured on the house and furniture.
The insurance on the factories and con­
tents was placed as follows: with the 
Commercial union $2,300, Aetna $1,200,
Insurance company of North America 
$1,000, Queen, $2,500 and Citizens $1,000 
The
$700 on the house and furniture.

Officially Inspired Statement « onrent­
ing; the Behring Sea Question.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 12.—The fol­
lowing statement, written under execu­
tive inspiration, furnishes an interesting 
illustration of the present relations be­
tween the President and his secretary of 
state:

" The Behring sea question may not 
be settled this winter, in spite of the pro­
gress which has been made toward a 
treaty. The feeling prevails in admin­
istration circles that Great Britain is not 
very much in earnest in desiring a set­
tlement, and that even if an agreement 
to arbitrate passes the Senate, pretexts 
are likely to be found for delaying a final 
treatÿ until another sealing season has 
opened and the Canadians have another 
chance at poaching. It is estimated that 
40,000 seals were taken by poachers this 
year, in spite of the modus vivendi, and 
the Canadians will probably be quite 
willing to see another such modus vi­
vendi adopted for next summer.

••The President has been endeavoring 
to hasten the matter all he can, but Sec­
retary Blaine has been very slow to act 
The friends of the president feel that 
Mr. Blaine has not done all that he 
might in the matter if his health was 
good and that the present situation is 
not as satisfactory as it might be for 
American interests, The President has 
been patient with Mr. Blaine, bnt he 
feels that the time has come for decisive 
action, and he and Secretary Tracy are 
likely to to take personal charge of the 
negotiations, as they did so successfully 
as soon as Mr. Blaine started for the 
North in the spring.”

1 Car New Handpicked.Theory That the Rebels are Trying to 
Overthrow the Central Government 
Declared Incredible—War Raid to 
Have Been Practically Declared by 
The Chinese Five Months ago.

Shanghai, Oct. 14.—A long article dis­
cussing the recent riots and their causes 
has been published by the North China 
News.

It says the theory that the rebels are 
attempting to overpower the central 
government by embroiling it with foreign 
powers, although plausible at first, is now 
absolutely incredable. The truth is 
that Chinese of all classes hate the fore­
igner. A generation has passed since 
the last foreign war, and the Chinese now 
believe that they can make China too 
hot for foreigners to live in, and all the 
riots are inspired deliberately by the 
imperial government for this purpose.

Nothing can be gained by negotiations 
Rt presence of a Chinese
fleet at Yang Tse may not be to protect 
foreigners from rioters, bnt to resist a 
possible attack by foreign fleets.

As for war, that was declared practi­
cally by the Chinese five months ago ; 
the only question is how soon the other 
side will be compelled to strike back.

A native paper says that the leaders of 
the rioters who destroyed the churches 
and the chapels at Kwang Teh Chow in 
Anhui have been examined and have 
confessed.

Tbe American Woman Under Parisian 
Influence..ROYAL INSURANCE COMPANY Mrs. Arabella Buckly-Fisher, who has 

done much to popularize natural science, 
is a woman of about fifty, and has since 
her early youth been interested in science.

LyellJ when she was only| twenty-four 
years old, and held her position until his 
death in 1875. After thsi, she taught 
and busied herself with literary work. 
She was offered the principal’s chair at 
Girton college, but declined. Since her 
marriage to Dr. Fisher in 1885, she has 
dene less scientific writing. At least one 
of her books has been translated into 
Danish and Polish.

loses nothing of its subtle strength from 
the fact of its being composed of many 
apparent discords. As regards the beau 
sexe, the American lady is in
every minute fibre, in touch with the 
Parisienne, and although every touch 
may not lead to combination, and some, 
indeed, may result in mutual revulsion, 
still the general contact is there, and a 
very complete sympathy is woven of 
these innumerable connecting threads

In textile fabrics there is an equal growth. 
England imports considerably more 
than three times as ranch raw cotton 
she did in 1850, and 30 per cent more 
than ehe did in 1880. Twice as much 
wool was imported in 1889 in England as 
in 1874, and the amount retained for 
home consumption was about 00 per 
cent greater in 1889 than in 1874, 
ing a growth to that extent in the 
ufacturing industry. If British manu­
facturing industries were declining it 
Would be shown in the British returns of 
trade. But it is a fact that the trade of 
the United Kingdom for 1890 was the 
largest on record, and exceeded that of 
1881 by upwards of $300,000,000. Of this 
increase in trade not far from $200,000,- 
000 was produced by the increase 
exports of British products.

The Record also tells us that: "Not 
many years ago Eogland built ships for 
France, Germany and other nations, but 
at the present time they are building for 
themselves,and the once great and para­
mount industry of England has dwindled 
down to such proportions that thousands 
of ship carpenters and workmen have 
immigrated from the tight little isle of 
the sea.”
