THE LAND PURCHASE BILL.

PARNELL OPPOSES IT AND ANA-
LYZES BALFOUR'S SCHEME.

He Claims That It Does not Provide for
Carrying Out What It Proposes, and
Would Also Exbanst the Irish Credit.

Loxpox, April 21.—In the House of
Commons to-day, Mr. Adell moved that
the Irish land purchase bill be rejected
by the House. Speaking in support of
his motion, he said that the measure
justified the claims the Nationalists made
nine years ago. He welcomed Mr. Bal-
four as the latest recruit to the ranks of
the land reformers.

‘While accepting the government’s re-
cognition of the principle of the land for
the people, Mr. Parnell declared that he
‘could not admit that the bill was a satis-
factory solution of the land question. The
initial question was how far the British
taxpayer would go in lending credit to
the Irish landlord. The experience
geined by the discussion of Mr. Glad-
stone’s land bill in'1883 showed that the
taxpayer. would not go far enough to
finally. settle the jland difficulty. The
‘present’ bill was meant simply to en-
able one-ninth of the owners of
land in Ireland, these being the larger
absentee landlords, to sell out at exorbit-
ant prices, leaving their poorer resident
brethern in the lurch. Mr. Parnell ob-
jected to the bill on the ground that it
did not provide for carrying out what it
proposed, while it exhausted the only
Irish credit available. The bill, he de-
clared, was unsafe to the imperial tax-
payer, the guarantees and counter-guar-
antees it provided being illusory and in-
sufficient. According to Mr. Balfour’s
figures relief would be provided for only
three-fourths of the tenants.

Mr. Parnell further objected to the bill
because it would exhaust the Irish,credit
without the consent of the Irish, and
without any local control in the applica-
tion of the money to be distributed un-
der the provisions of the bill. Again,
while coercion is applied as it is now,the
tenant can never be a free agent. The
bill did not deal with the congested dis-
tricts. His own proposal, he said, was
the same that he made in 1881, with a
few mocifieations. Dealing with the
insufficiency ofthe bill, Mr, Parnell said
that the land question was not so large
as many people supposed, but they could
make it large by the method of purchase

Under my proposal, he gives a reduction
of 30 per cent on £55 worth of the net an-
nual value of the estate. I assume that
he will only have to deal with 56 per cent
of the area of his estate. That reduction
amounts to £16 10s. yearly. He has
then left on the security of the funds
Mr. Balfour proposesz 20 years pur-
chase, or £330. You may treat this eith-
r as a permanent loan®er as a
sinking fund. I prefer to treat it as
a loan. The new income then
will be £31 with a sinking fund,

WANTED, A PUBLIC PARK-

The GazerTs has already called atten-
tion to the fact that the people of St.
John are already without a piece of land
of their own which can be converted in-
to a putlic park. So long as the old city
was confined to its ancient boundaries
there was no opportunity of obtaining &
public park for St. John without going

. outside of the city limits. That course

seemed to be so objectionable that it put
a barrier in the way of any steps for the
purpose of securing the necessary land.
But now that the city extends all over
what was formerly Portland, and in-
cludes a very large area, some seven
or eight thousand acres, there is
no longer any excuse for delay in secur-
ing land to make a pleasure ground. It
is not of course ne-essary at the present
time that any large expenditure shall e
incurred for the purchase of land for a
park, because the experience of other
cities shows that the more worthless the
land is to the occupier the more valuable
it is for the purposes of a park. Around
the neighborhood of St. John there is a
great deal of land which, we believe, will
never be of any commercial value to its
owners unless they can succeed in selling
it to the city for park purposes.

We would suggest that a committee
be appointed by the city council, author-
ized to make inquiry into the subject of
the best site for a park and the price at
which the land for such site can be pro-
cured.

The nearest and most available piece

of territory for park purposes is obvious- 8

ly that in the vicimity of Lily Lake. A
part of that property which fronts
on Gilbert's Lane and extends to the
lake, belongs to the Gilbert family. An-
other part of it, in the rear, belongs to
the estate of the late Robert L. Hazen.
Another part, also in the rear of the lake
and extending to the eastward of it, be-
longs to the estate of Sir John Fitzgerald,
and st1ll another part i8 owned by Mr.
Douglas Hazen  of this city,
being part of the. ..old
Robert F. Hazen property. These three
‘properties would give apark with an
area of something like four hundred
acres, which we think would be ample
for all the purposes of the city and
capable of being made into a.pleasure
ground not second to any in North
America in point of nataral attractive.
ness. We do not know for what sum
these prop can be purchased, but in
the case of some of them we think the
price would Le quite low. At all events
it wilt-clearly be to the interest of those
owners who are receiving nothing for
their land to sell at even a low
price rather than have 1t remain
‘for another term of years without
bringing them in any money and subject
to considerable taxation. We trust that
the common eouncil will take some early
steps to ascertain the facts necessary to
an understanding of this gquestion in
order that arrasgements may be made
for securing the necessary properties.
If for a comparatively small expenditure
the city could secure the requisite land,
we might very well rest for a while
and wait until we had become
more opulent before proceeding to im-
prove it. “The main thing for the present
is to secure the land for the park and
afterwards improvements will follow.

THE PROVINCIAL ELECTIONS.

Elections are to be held in three of the
provinces of the Dominion during the
present year, to wit, in Quebec, in Ontario
and in Nova Scotia. In all of these three
provinees the Liberals are now in the
ascendant but by the time the - elections.
are over we think the position will be
entirely reversed and that in all three
provinees the Conservatives will have a
majority of members returned.

In the province of Ontario, Mr. Mowat,
who is perhaps the best Grit in Canada,
has enjoyed a long term of leadership
and has been in power for 8o many years
that the Grit regime is almost rooted in-
to that province; but a good meny signs
which are not hard to discern, seem to
show that a change of government is
impending. In that great province of
the Dominion some questions have
arisen during the past year with which
Mr. Mowat has clearly been forced to
make a compromise and which
th d to b dangerous to
him in the future. The school
question i8 one of these and it is
not too much to say that the dis-
satisfaction at Mr. Mowat’s course in re-
gard to that question has been very
great. The administration of the feder-
al affairs of the province, too, has come in
for a good deal of censure, and the accu-
mulated sins of a long term of office will
probably be found too heavy a burden for
the government candidates to bear when
they come to face the electors. We have
good reason to hope that the next gov-
ernment of the Province of Ontario will
be Conservative, and that its existence
will begin very shortly after the elec-
tions for the present year are held.

The Province of Quebec is naturally
Conservative and the Conservatives
have held power there longer than
the Liberals, but by a series of judicious
manceuvres they were ousted by
Mr. Mercier, who now has succeed-
ed in holding himselfin power by a
combination of forces not hitherto
brought into requisition by any Canadian
politician. Mr. Mercier, however, al-
though a bold man is rather an un-
scrupulous ne, and is accustomed to play
with dangerous weapons in political war-
fare. We donot believe that Mr. Mercier,
notwithstanting his apparent temporary
success as a leader, will be able to keep
himself in power much longer and
nothing would surprise us less than to
hear that he was defeated at the forth-

coming election. No one,we believe, who
is anxious for the future of Canada,would
regret Mr. Mercier's defeat, because this
Dominion has no room for politicians of
the dangerous class to which he belongs.
Mr. Mercier is prepared at any time to
be a Conservative or a revolutionist, as
circumstances may arise, or his interests
are affected. Men of that stripe, however-
much we may be struck by their ability,
are not to be trusted with the reins of
power. We believe that this is the
opinion also which the electors of Quebec
are beginning to hold with respect to
him.

In the Province of Nova Scotia the
Grits are brought face to face with the
elections and the probabilities are that
they will be defeated. The Grit party
in Nova Scotia has leen ever since con-
federation a disloyal party, because it is
formed of the diseatisfied element’ which
struggled to prevent Nova Scotia from.
entering the union with Canada. Itisa
remarkable faet that the persons who in
Nowys Scotia most bitterly opposed the
unior were men like Joseph Howe who
had been educating the people many
years hefore i.:umhe jdea of Confed-
eration.  Wh .t™motive impelled Mr.
Howe to alter his jeourse or, in
fact, the whole political fenor of - is
life when the Quebec conference hasembl-
ed and to vote and struggle against con-

even his best friends some times admit
that jealowsy was the principal factor in
bringing about this singular. change.
When confederation was carried, Mr.
Howe, Mr. Annand and those associated
with them endeavored by every means
in their power to secure its repeal. A
delegation was sent home to England to
endeavor to prevent the union bill being
passed, and in various ways the people
of Nova Scotia signified their dissent
from the idea of confederation.

Howe, however, afterwards cordially ac-
cepted the situation and joined heartily
in the endeavor to make the union a suc-
cess.

It was
nonsense to say that all needed infor-
mation could be gotin the crown land
department. Many important matters
had to be considered with this question.
Had a commission been appointed long
ago there might have been no grievance
at the North Shore and consequently no
talk about “the Northumberland deal.”

Mr. Hanington opposed the appoint-
ment of the commission. If the com-
missioners or any of them had a selfish
interest in the work on which they were
appointed the country’s’ interest might
suffer seriously. We know that charges
have been made against scalers.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said he had heard
charges made against scalers and inves-
tigation, as a rule, showed there was no
foundation for any of the charges.

Mr. Hanington hoped that if a com-
mission was to be appointed that it would
be composed of competent and reliable
men.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said the speech of
Mr. Hanington would suggest that al-
most anybody could manage the crown
land department and be able to get all
information without going outside of the
crown land office. He (Mitchell) had oc-
cupied the position of surveyor general
for quite a number of years and had
given much attention to the work of the
office. He had found a wide difference
of opinion in to the

ment of the crown lands of the province.
Many favored 10-year leases, some five-
yearleases and many again were in
favor of having the lands leased every
year. A commission only could deter-
mine, after full investigition, what was
the best policy to pursue regarding the
management of the public lands. A
commission composed of one man from
the north, another from the central and
another from the southern part of the
province would, no doubt, be able to get
valuable information which would en-
able tbe government to formulate a wise
and prudent policy on this most import~
ant matter.

Mr. Phinney said he thought little
good would come out of the commissien.

That Cow Question.
To ar Eprror oF Tae GAZETTE:—

8ir,—I notice several answersto the
cow problem in ‘the last issue of Tue
Gazerte. My views are the same as
those of “R.” I observe that the answer
varies from §3, $5 and $8 gain to even
$30 losa.

One point always presented by those
giving $5 as an answer is, that since B.
lost 5 A. made it. To illustrate: Let A.
and B. perform the whole transaction. B.
first sells for $32; what his cost is no one
knows, therefore no one knows whether
he is in or out of pocket. Presumably
he has gained $2, for he at last sells her
for that. The profit on any business
transaction is the difference between the
buying and selling prices.

The next step is a known cost and sell-
ing price to B.—$35 and $30. Here B.
undoubtedly loses $5, but whether
he loses $5 altogether from the
unknown cost to the last selling price, no
one knows. B. has had two chances for
gain or loss.

No one candetermine the profit and
loss from two selling prices and one cost,
asin B.s part of the trade, or frum tuwo
costs and one selling price, as in A.’s part
of the trade. Any bookkeeper at the
close of the transaction' would place A.'s
account as, stock on hand $30, cash §5.
Since A. started out with $32, the book-
keeper would credit him to $3 profit, but
A. himself would be inclined to value
his stock worth $32, though in point of
fact it’s a dead loss till disposed of.
