THE DAIRY.

According to an article in The Creamery
Journal, by Mr. McMullen, a cold storage
room, to be the most effective, must be kept
below the freezing point. He says : ‘“‘various
experiments have been tried and constant im-
provements have been made in refrigeration.
and the ability to produce a very low temper-
ature at a minimum cost we are now able to
freeze butter and hold it ata very low tem-
perature, at a cost as low or lower than for.
merly paid for ordinary cold storage. After
experiments covering a range of the past five
years it has been thoroughly demonstrated
that thisis the only proper way to hold butter.
Butter made last June, frozen solid and held
until May, came out in elegant condition.
Nota tub oily and all of very fipe flavor.
Ordinary goods hold their own and deteriorate
very little. Freezing has come to stay, and
we think every shipper will do well to give
it iderati Repeated experiments have
shown ns that butter frozen will stand up
longer after being taken out of the fieezer
than that held in the ordinary cold storaged.
A certain amount of fermentation takes place
in the cold storage butter that is prevented
by the freezing process, and when the butter
is taken from the freezer it has better keeping
qualities than butter held in ordinary cold
storage.” But don’t expose the butter toa
warmer atmosphere until you are ready to
use it, as it will rapidly deteriorate.

Prof. Roberts thinks that dairying should
be conducted through the entire year; that
in the long run it is better to raise cows than
to purchase them; that inheritance has so
much to do with capacity that every dairy
cow should have an improved and well bred
sire; that feed has' more to do with quality
and quantity combined than any other one
factor, when given fair condftions; that fully
double as much food for the dairy can be
raised under like conditions of fertility from
an acre of corn, of yye or alfalfa, as from an
acre of timothy, orchard grass or blue grass;
that well nourished plants gives a more val-
uable product, pound for pound, than par-
tially starved or immature ones: and finally
that care and judgement in feeding and milk-
ing and attention to the comforts of the ani-
mal, all play such an important partin the
final result that, combined that may be ac-
counted the final great factor.

CURIOUSLY CAUGHT.

Funny Ways of Fishing for the Finny Tribe.
Sometimes in quite an uncommon and
unexpected way in the finny tribe fall
victims to their captors. The writer has
often seen mackerel taken with almost
any bright object—even silver coins
answering the purpose of a lure.

When a yacht was on a fishing cruise,
its owner was pulling in a gurnet which
he had hooked on a ‘spinner,’ when sud-
denly a shark appeared and tried to
swallow the gurnet, but the smaller fish
fought hard to escape tho jaws of the
huge creature, now diving under the
boat, and now swimming on top of the
water. All the while the shark was
making great rushes at it,and once or
twice got itin his moutb. One of the
men got the gaff, and when the opportun-
ity offered, by a dexterous stroke sent
the gaff into the shark, which was hauled
on board, where its frantic efforts to
escape threw al! inlo confusion. A fow
well-applied blows with a marline-spike
8oon placed this cariously captured crea-
ture outof harm’s way. °

Another unexpected double capture
was made in this way. A gentleman
fishing for jack from a punt hooked a
three-aud-a-nalf pound fish, which was
immediately ‘seized by a thirteen-
pounder, aud 8o determined was the hold
of the large pike on his victim, that the
angler succeeded in landing the brace,
although the larger fish had no hook in
him.

The next sporting incident was of a
somewhat similar natare. Whilst fishing
inan English river a piscator hooked a
quarter-pound dace .in a pool, which
whilst being landed, was seized by a pike
of abont ten pounds weight. The pike
presently made down stream, where a
friend of sportsman number one was bot-
tom fishing for barbe!, and ran across
bis line, knott:ng the first line fast to it;
consequently, every run the fish made,
both fishermen had to play him, the two
reels going off at once, and both taking
slack at the same time.

Thissort of thing went on for twenty

tes, the fish lly being seen
swimming about with the dace crosswise
in his mouth. Then both lines were
suddenly relieved of the strain, and on
brirging them to the bank they were
found to be minusthe pike, but the dace
was 8till on the cast—quite dead and
much mutilated.

Another angler once caught a fish in

a very peculiar way, On casting the fly
-8 moderate-sizad "

-trout.rose to it. He
struck and as he thought, hooked it. For
ite size it gave an uausually strong and
strange pull, and-when landed :t appeared
that the fish was not Mooked at all, but
that the gut had formed a loop with the
hook, which bad thus snared the fish
by the middle of its body,

A gentleman fishing & river one day
during a heavy gale had to cross it by
one of the swing bridges. While doing
80 his hat—a solt one—blew off into the
river, and it was only & marvel that the
owner did not follow it. He got safely
across, however, and saw his hat floating
down stream.

As luck would have it, several of his best
flies were round the hat. He gazed after it,
hoping it might float to the side, but to his
astonishment lLe saw it instantly disappear
under the water. What could have done it?
It was no ase looking after it now, so the
geutleman returned home bareheaded. Th
mystery of its sudden disappearance was ex
plained a few days afterwards, when it wae
found stranded considercbly further down the
river with a fine sa'mon of ten pounds weight
attached to one of the flies,

An extraordinary catch, it will be acknow-
ledged, was made in the following instance.
A gentleman was rowing a lady in a boat on
apark lake. The fair passenger held a bouquet,
a string attached to which was dragging in
the water. Whether the bright color of the
flowers was the cause, or a fly alighted on the
string, is not known, but a magaificent jack
sprang at tho‘atring. The rower, with ad-
mirable presence of mind, seized the bouquet
and jerked the fish into the boat.

An extraordinary mode of taking fish is
practised by Indians on the Orinoco, who
drive horses into the water, swarming With
electric eels, and capture the fish when they
are exhausted by repeated discharges of their
batteries on the poor frightened animals.

Bat the strangest example of a fish curious-
ly caught has yet to follow, for the accuiacy
of which, however, we do not vouch. A
veteran angler was crosiing some stepping
stones in the bed of a river, whea he fll into
the shallow water and got thorovghly drench-
ed. When he scrambled up, to his amaze-
ment he fouud a three-ponnd tiout flapping
in the pocket of his overcoat—the only fisn he
caught that day.

VILLIANS IN DISGUISE.

The recent defalcation in St. John by
which so many persons were taken in
and others ruined only brings to light
one, no doubt, of .other instances of a
-similar but as yet undeveloped charac-
ter. This young man, Lee, brought up
under the most religious influences and
in a line of life, from which nothing but
good moral upright conduct was to be
expected, simply furnishes an illustra-
tion that good example and good bring-
ing up go but a short distance after all in
moulding character, if the inherent
principle is absent in the nature and
after life temptations b irresistible.
‘We believe that St. John and other cities
as well contain embryo Lees not a few,
only they have not reached that stage of
development for public exhibition, from
want of the last ounce to be laid on which
breaks the silence of their secret or un-
derhand misdeeds. We have in our
minds eye one or two of those smoothed
tongned gentry, who are forever plotting
to plunder somebody who may happen to
fall in their way—tongues like that of
Lee, smooth and mellifluous, and gifted
with a certain amount of intelligence and
plausibility which win their way along
the surface and captivates the unthink-
ing. This class of persons carry on busi-
ness with the use of other people’s
money. If they succeed it is well for the
bona-fide owner of the money, but if
otherwise the owner suffers while his
trusted business man loses nothing per-
haps gains. Who knows how many real
sneaks there are in 1he cities referred to,
going about with all of Lee’s brass and
cunning, appearing before the commu-
nity as upright citizens. Those who are
in the enjoyment of good salaries and
live beyond their income, who run into
debt and borrow ready money upon
notes, knowing at the same time they
have no meaus of repaying, may be pro-
nounced as dishonest—if not quite so
bad as Lee it is because they lack the
generalship to manoeu~re and carry out
their plans of circumventing their inno-
cent dupes. A man who gets a salary
of $1,000, say in Fredericton, ought to
live respectably and comfortably upon
it. How many very respectable, up-
right men live upon less and do it well.
But no—it is the nature of vanity if you
like, of some persons not to be con-
tented with their income, but must prey
upon others, run into debt in order tolive
upon another thousand. Ought not such
men to be punished for their criminality
which it virtually Is, in robbing ‘their
neigbours under the guise of honest in-
tentions to repay, at the #ame time
knowing that if they cannot or will not
live upon one thousand they have mo
possible means of paying back the thous-
sandwhich they borrow. A plain un-
pretending man who borrows or owes ten
dollars is hounded to death by hia credi-
tors for its recovery, no matter how well
known the badness of his circumstances
and the goodness of his disposition; but
the man who has a salary punctually
paid to him of ten, twelve or fourteen
hundred dollars, who dishonors his notes,
and lies through thick and thin in keep-
his creditors at bay, walks about the
streets as cooly and unconcernedly, as if
he were a perfectly upright citizen, in-
stead ofa dangerous rogue. So that as
we stated at the beginning, we have
many undeveloped Lees walking the
streets of our Provincial cities, but the
time has not arrived for the grand climac-
tric. Let us therefore save a few cart-
ridges from our ammunition for some of
Lee's successors. Both St. John and
Fredericton can furnish a fair quota of
these noxious weeds. -

IS IT WISE?

It may be wise in the roacmaster rip-
ping up and removing the plank side-
walk from Westmorland street (on Queen)
upwards. It was only about six years
ago that this plank walk was laid, and
everybody living in the vicinity, or who
promenaded up the front street to Ris-
teen's corner, felt a great interest in the

walk. It is impossible for us to conceive
why this walk should be taken up, and
the old-fashioned dirt and gravel substi-
tuted unless it be to give men work to do
on the streets, and becatse perhaps our
taxes are not high enough. It may be
urged as an excuse that the plank were
rotten in some places! What of that!
Could they not be repaired at a very
small cost, viz.: The patching of a hole
here and there. It seemed bad enough
to remove that nice plank walk on York

The Democratic party on the other
hand claims that it has received numer-
ous accessions to its strength from out-
side parties and from new voters and the
chances are decidedly in its favor.
