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CHAPTER XXI.
“The Truth Shall Make Them Free.”
(Continued.)

“The eagerness of United States
capitalists to capture the Chinese
market and to hold it afterwards is
shown in the feverish haste to com-
plete the Panamca canal. And after
they it what will be the re-
sult ! The result will be the same
old economic determinism, the same
old cheapening of prod we run
up against every time we investigate
the capitalist system. There can be
no other result. With the wealth
created for them by American work-
men the patriotic American capital-
ists will erect manufactories im
China and exploit the teeming mil-
lions of that country in exactly the
same way that labor is exploited
everywhere. But the exploitation of
Chinese labor will be immensely
profitable.

“What capitalist would be foolish
enough to pay labor from $2 to $5 a
day in the States and add the cost
of exporting to China when he ean
put up his, factory right there where
his market is and pay his Chink em-
ployees from 25¢. to 75¢c. a day ?
What steel ‘magnate would pay $6 per
ton for crude iron ore when he could
get a better grade of ore in China
for about a third of that price?
These captains of industry may mnot
actually reside in Chima, but the
profits would be theirs wherever they
lived. No doubt there would be a
number of skilled workmen taken to
the new field of industry, but the
tgreat majority would be left-at-home
to ‘éndure the hardships such a sear-
city of jobs would entail, or else
they could go to China on their' own
hook and compete with the natives
for a fifty-cents-a-day job. (Laugh-
ter.)

“With the export- trade in manu-
factured goods dropping to zero and
only the home consumption to be
provided for, the unemployment prob-
lem in the United States will at no
distant date becoine 3 real menace to
the prevailing system. The astute fin-
ciers and manufacturers see this,
hence their haste to do something to
head it off. ' They are brainy emough
to understand that by obtaining new
markets or new concessions in old
markets they can give Capitalism an
extended lease of life. So they have
taken charge of things in two or
three little republies in Central
America; they have assembled 20,000
troops on the Mexican border ready
to step in and ‘take charge on the
first possible pretext, and they have
taken the initiative in offering reci-
procity to Canada—a thing which up
to very recently they had frowned
upon with haughty contempt. Prob-
ably the comeessions by Canada and
the submission by Mexico, which will
give United States financiers and
manufacturers access to the vast
natural resources of these two neigh-
bors north and south, may instil new
life into the beast of Capitalism,
but in reality his days are numbered.
This renewed activity is his last
great effort. From now on his snarl
will be more vicious, but his real
fighting power . will be meaner and
weaker. Capitalism can’t fill the bill
any longer; it can find employment
for omly a portion of the people.
When the people—the working people,
the capitalists know it already—be-
come cognizant of this fact they will
overthrow the beast, mot by bullets
but by ballots, and take charge
themselves. (Loud applause ~ and
cheering.)

The French revolution was a carni-
val of bloodshed and horror because
the people were ignorant and umor-
ganized. Mob law took charge, and
the opportunity of founding a just
government of the people, by the peo-
ple and for the people was lost. It is
hardly likely that such a bloodthirsty
climax will ever again happen in any
eivilized country. The great Social-
ist movement, so widespread today,
teaches revolution by means of evolu-
tion. In the Co—oicentivo Comion-
wealth there will no unemploy-
ment; because every worker—and all
will be workers—will have access to
the’ machines; and they will not have
to divide up the proceeds of their la-
bor with an owning class, because
they will be the owning class them-
selves:
in every other country who flout and
at the idea of there being any

‘““Now you who read the newspap-
ers know this to be a lie. Not a day
passes but what some paragraph—
generally a very small one, because
the well-to-do readers don't like to
see it im print—ealls attention to the
fact that unemployment is wide
spréad, is everywhere. When you see
a mewspaper item that five or six
hundred men applied for a ten-dollar-
a-week job as watchman or some
such low-salaried position you pass it
by as nothing unusual. Some of you
feel sympathy enough to say ‘‘Poor
beggars,” but as it does mot affect
you personally you naturally think it
is no business of yours. Such is the
selfishness to which the present com-
petitive system has hardened us.

“Only a day or two ago I cut the
following from a daily paper.—Listen:
“One bhundred men jammed the re-
ception room of Har 'Monah Hospital
at Second street and Avenue A, New
York, yesterday, in respomse to an
advertisement offering $25 for a quart
of blood from a healthy male adult,
for transfusion to the veims .of a wo-
man patient at the hospital. Eager
vendors of their own blood ranged in
age from twenty-one to forty-nine
years. Most of them were clear-eyed,
healthy-looking specimens of man-
hood, representatives of the out-of-
work population. Sailors and long-
shoremen predominated. Truck driv-
ers, clerks, bookkeepers and salesmen
were among the erowd.

““And next day there was a para-
graph stating that the man who was
lucky enough to be selected was a
resident ot Brooklyn—wiiose-rent-was
in arrear and he was in danger of
_eviction. He was thus emabled to
!pay up those arrears and save his
jfamily frombeing turned out imto
the street. What a system, what a
parody of justice when a man after
selling a quart of his blood to save
his family from starvation is com-
pelled to hand the proceeds over to a
blood-sucking parasite who owns the
shelter his family needs.

‘“Here's another item. cut from to-
day's paper: ‘A citizen of San Fran-
ciseo was arrested yesterday for par-
ading the streets with a placard on
his back- which bore the following: ‘I
have a family to support. I want
work. Who will give me a job ?" The
man was a butcher who had recently
arrived from San Diego. He told the
police he was destitute; that his wife
had been sick for months, and all he
wanted was something to do that he
might provide for his family witheut
being forced to beg or steal.”

Here's another: Chicago, Monday.
Fear of impending starvation caused
a father and mother to administer
stryeh to th 1 and their
two children, both under four years.
The mother, Mrs. Honore Dziurgot,
and the older child, Joseph, are dead.
The father and baby are in a hospital

The man and woman were about 30
years old. "He could not get work
and she was ill, so they decided to
put an end to themselves and their
babies. With his last guarter Dziur-
got bought the strychmine.

“Such incidents as these are pub-
lished almost ° daily, and.yet there
are individuals and newspapers so
blind to the truth that they deny
the fact of there being any unem-
ployment and insist that there is
work for all who care to work.

“It is a fact that every movement
for bettering the condition of the
common people has invariably been
opposed not only by the upper class-
es, but by the common people them-
selves. That is because the people
do not think for themselves. They
take their cue from the speeches of
their political leaders and from the
writings of editors whose interests,

danger their soul's salvation;, So-
cialists were lawbreakers, traitors,
atheists, freelovers, murderers at
heart, and most of them were posses-
sed of a devil.-

“In almost eéxactly similar decla-
mations the priests and pharisees of
Jerusalem clamored for the suppres-
sion and death of the Great Master
Jesus Christ nineteen hundred years
ago. And the lower classes, the un-
thinking workers
rabble, taking their cue from their
spiritual and financial masters, clam-
ored even louder and longer till they
had accomplished the = evil deed ex-
pected of them and that Great Soul
was cast out from this planet with
ignominy.

By Karl Kautsky.

There is ome problem above all
others with which Socialist govern-
ments must coneern themselves. They
will in all cases be compelled to solve
the < question of the relief of the un-
employed.

Enforced idleness is the greatest
curse of .the laborer.
signifies misery, humiliation, erime.

The laborer lives only from the sale
of his labor power, and when he can
find no purchaser for this he is de-
livered up .to hunger.

And even when the laborer has
found work the unemployed “still tor-

misery.

A proletarian regime would in
every case make an end (o this con-
dition even if the proletarians were

in England.

In just what manmer the problem
of the unemployed would be solved
we_shall not attempt here to investi-
gate.

There are many different methods,
and many plans to this end have
been made by sociologists.

For example, it has been sought
from the bourgeois point of view to
insure against unemployment by tax-
ation, and in part this has been done.

But a bourgeois society can omly
create the most insufficint patechwork
in this field because it is itself the
bough from . which unemployment
hangs.

Only the victorious proletariat can
and will enact the measures which
are capable of eompletely abolishing
the necessity of the unemployed
whether this be through sickmess or
otherwise.

THE REVOLUTIONARY

letariat and the capitalist, It will

The Simple Aim of Socialism

By Charles Lincoln Phifer.

The aim of Socialization is the full socialization of industry. Nothing
more. Nothing less. All over the world the same.

Because this is the aim, mere reforms, that leave the private comtrol
of industry intact, with the profits that go with private econtrol, camnot
turn aside the movement from its ultimate aim. Socialism may work for
fuller democracy as a means of securing and afterward of assuring this
control; it may advocate a‘hundred measures that are lated to cripple
the private control of industry and to amefiorate the condition of the
working producer of things; it may favor reforms that give the working
class greater power and advantage; but all these are merely means to
an end, and that end is the socialization of industry. But it is not work-

| ing for the socialization of anything but .the means with which people

make 3 living. This means that it is not seeking to socialize or end all
private property; that it does not consider women as property and so
does not and cannot favor community of women.

What is meant by socialization of industry ? The collective ownership
and control of the means of making a living in every industry. This means
the collective ownership of all the means of transportation; of the great
manufacturing plants; of of ¢ ication, such as teleph and
telegraphs; of mines; and of sufficient lands to enable the government to
provide employment for all who eannot obtain it in other industries. Bat

When one wholesaler refuses to fill a
merchant’s order he informs all the
others of the fact and the reason
why. This wholesale trust means
that the little merchant is to be
squeezed like a lemon. His eredit
will be eut off. Eventually the pricee
of goods will be raised to him. There
is 3 deuce of a time ahead of him.
Pity of it is that the little fellow
can’t see how the game is being play-
ed against him. If he did he would
join the ranks of the Socialists at
once as the only means of ultimate
escape.
