Trinity University was constituted by a Royal Charter
bearing date 15th July, 1852, and was thereby endowed with 
all such powers of conferring degrees in the various Faculties

enjoyed by the Universities of Great Britain.
The fundamental object of the University is to supply to 

the people of the Province an academic education of the 
highest kind, in which secular instruction shall not be dis­
sociated from religious teaching. The University is under 
the control of the Church of England, but open to all who 
desire to avail themselves of its advantages.

GOVERNMENT OF THE UNIVERSITY.
By the provisions of the Royal Charter, the government 

of the University is vested in the Corporation, which body, 
by an Act of the Legislature of the Province of Canada 
(15 Viet. ch. 32), is composed of : 1. The Bishops of the six 
dioceses into which the original Diocese of Toronto has 
been divided ; 2. The Trustees (three in number) ; 3. The 
Council.

Convocation has also been placed by the Corporation in 
the position of a Standing Committee of that body, so that 
its members are in this way enabled, through their repre-:

sentatives, to formally lay their resolutions before the goV- 
erning body of the University. Convocation is represented

■ by fourteen members on the Corporation. (See above.)
An annual meeting for the transaction of business and 

granting degrees is held every year in Michaelmas Term.

Although residence within the College buildings for Stu­

dents in Arts is nofy in all cases compulsory, it is strongly 
recommended. The common Collegiatf life, after the pattern 
of the Colleges of the English Universities, is in itself 
training of great importance. A new residence containing 

* two lecture rooms, and accommodation for two Professors 
and twenty Students, was opened in "October, 1894, the 
accommodation previously existing being found altogether 
inadequate. 4

Students in Arts are ordinarily required to reside in 
College, but those whose parents live in Toronto are ex- 
empted from such residence, and the same privilege is granted 
by the Executive Committee in other cases on sufficient cause 
being shown. See page 70, second paragraph.

The Tuition Fees are $50 per annum.
The charge for board of Resident Students in Arts is 

$120 per annum, and for Students in Divinity $90 per 
annum.

These fees are payable for Arts Students in three instal­
ments, and for Divinity Students in two instalments, termi- 
nally, in advance, and on payment being made during the 
first fortnight of term a discount of 10 per cent, is allowed. 
The rent of College rooms varies from $5 to $18 per term.

The Laboratory Fees are $2.50 per term for Chemistry, 
f $1 per term for Physics, $2 per term for Natural Science 

Pass Students, and $3 per term for Natural Science Honour 
Students.

The Steward’s account for fuel and extras averages $15 
per annum. Students have to provide their own bedding, 
carpets, etc. ; the heavy furniture being supplied by the 
College. They will also require a cap and gown and a 
surplice for use in Chapel.
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The rooms in College will be assigned-to resident Students 
on the first day of Michaelmas Term, beginning at 9 
Letters received by the ‘Dean after September 20th, will be 
taken into consideration, but it is recommended that 
Students should be present on October 3rd, to look after 
theit own interests. Each Student will be held responsible 
for dimage done to his rooms ; all damage to the College 
premises other than Students’ rooms will be charged to an 
account and assessed on the Students generally. If, how­
ever, any Student who has done such damage reports it to 
the Bursar it will be charged to him and not to the common 
account.

Thfr fees for Occasional Students are $1 per term for each 
pass lecture per week, and $2 for each honour lecture per 
week, the minimum to be $5 per term, and any Occasional 
Student taking more than six lectures per week to pay the 
full.tuition fee.

Students on admission to College are required to make a 
deposit of $10 with the Bursar, which will be refunded when 
their final account is settled.

The Examination in July will be that conducted for the 
Universities by the Education, Department, and will begin 
on July 5th, 1900. The Examination will be held at 
Trinity College, Toronto, and at the various Collegiate Insti­
tutes and High Schools of the Province.

Candidates competing for the Scholarships offered at

The Scholarship in any Department will be awarded to 
the Candidate who obtains the highest marks in Honours ins 
the Department or Departments for which the Scholarship 
is offered, provided that he has passed the Matriculation 
Examination, Part II., of the year in which he is competing, 
and has been awarded a First Class in Honours in his 
Department, or, if there be more than one Department, a 
First Class in Honours in one Department and a Second 
Class in another.

Note.—The Bishop Strachan Scholarship in Classics and the 
Burnside Scholarship in Mathematics will be given to the Candidates 
who obtain the second highest aggregate marks in these Departments 
and comply with the other conditions.

In order to hold the Scholarships in the Second and Third 
Years, Candidates must retain the positions in their Depart­
ments which they have won at Matriculation.

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DIVINITY CLASS.

The course of work in the Divinity Class comprises both 
theoretical and practical work, such as the composition and 
preaching of Sermons, reading the Liturgy, Sunday School 
work, Mission work, etc.

Special importance is attached to the building up of the 
devotional life. Short services of Instruction, Meditation, 
or Intercession are held regularly in the College chapel.

The following persons may be admitted to the Divinity 
Class, provided they have obtained the approval of the 
College Committee :—

(1) Graduates in Arts of Trinity University or of other 
Universities in which classics form a part of the course 
required for the B.A. degree, being of the full age of twenty 
years, who are admitted into the second year of the Class, 
but are required to take at the April Examination, in addi­
tion to the second year work, the first year work of the 
Class in English Church History, General Ghurch History, 
Hooker and Elementary Dogmatics.

(2) Undergraduates of Trinity University and of such 
other Universities aforesaid, being of the full age of twenty 
years, who have attended the Lectures of the Arts Course 
for one year, and have passed the Examination at the end 
of the first year of such course. They are admitted into the 
first year of the Class.

Graduates of Universities other than Trinity University, 
must pass an Examination in all Divinity subjects required 
in the Final Examination for the Degree of B.A. in Trinity 
University, and undergraduates of such Universities in 
those required in the Primary Examination in Trinity 
University.

;
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Before his admission each student must subscribe to the 
Thirty-nine Articles.

The period of study will be three years ; and no certificate 
in the Theological Department can be granted within this 
time except as otherwise provided ; and unless the Student 
has attended Chapels and Lectures as required by the Stat­
utes. All members of the Divinity Class are required to 
reside in College, a portion of which is set aside for their 
exclusive use.

A Graduate in Theological Honours (who has not pre­
viously taken Honours in some other Arts department) will 
not be granted his letters Testimonial for Holy Orders, until 
he shall have passed at an Examination of the Divinity 
Class in the year's work of the Class in Doctrine, Apolo­
getics, Pastoral Theology, and Homiletics, having attended 
one complete year’s Lectures in those subjects after having 
completed the Theological Honour Course. A graduate in 
Honours in any other Arts department who is a Candidate 
for Theological Honours may attend these Lectures and pass 
this Examination during his Theological Honour Course.

The course of study in the Divinity Class extends over 
three years, each year terminating about April 15th. 
Instruction is given by the Professors and Lecturers in the

Members of the Divinity Class will be required to take 
such Pastoral work as may from time to time be assigned to 
them by the Provost.

Any member of the Divinity Class who may be nomin­
ated or appointed as an Exhibitioner or Scholar or receive 
any other financial assistance from the University or College 
shall be required to give a bond to the College in double 
the amount of the assistance to be received conditioned to 
serve in some Diocese of the Church of England in Canada 
for one year for each year he may have received such 

^ assistance, or to repay a year’s instalment for each year of 
default of such service.

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LICENTIATE IN SACRED THEOLOGY.

The Candidate for this Degree must have kept nine 
plete terms. He must (1) have passed the Primary Exami­
nation for the Degree of B.A., and three April Examinations 
of the Divinity Class ; or (2) have taken the Degree of B.A. 
and passed two April Examinations in the Divinity Class ; 
or, (3) have obtained Honours in Theology, and passed at 
an April Examination of the Divinity Class in tile year’s 
work of the Class in Doctrine, Apologetics, Pastoral 
Theology, and Homiletics, having attended at least three 
terms’ Lectures in these subjects.

Candidates for this Degree if in Priest’s Orders may be 
admitted to the Degree by examinations only, without 
attendance at lectures. They will be required to matricu­
late in Arts, pass the Primary Arts Examination and the 
three examinations of the Divinity Class at thé regular 
times. Priests may also be admitted to the examinations of 
the Divinity Class, and on passing any examination will be 
given a certificate to that effect by the Registrar, but will 
not be eligible for the Degree of Lie.

DEGREES IN DIVINITY.

Candidates for these Degrees resident in the Ecclesiastical 
Province of Canada, other than Candidates for the Degree, 
jure dignitatis will, for the future, be required to proceed 
in accordance with the Canon on Divinity Degrees passed 
by the Provincial Synod of Canada in 1889. For copies of 
these regulations application should be made to the Provost.

The following regulations apply to Candidates residing 
outside the Ecclesiastical Province.

:
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BACHELOR OF DIVINITY.'- 

The Candidate for this Degree must be a Graduate in Arts 
of the University of three years’ standing, or in the ease of 
a Graduate admitted “ ad eundem statum ” of at least three 
years’standing from his first Degree. The requirement that 
the Candidate shall be a Graduate in Arts, may, however, be 
dispensed with by the Corporation, on special application 
having been made to them, in the case of Clergymen who 
have been in Priests’ orders for at least six years, but such 
Candidate shall be required to pass the Matriculation Exam­
ination of Trinity University.

Except in the case hereinafter provided for, the Candidate 
must pass two Examinations, to be called the First and 
Second Examination for the Degree of B.D., and at least one 
yekr must elapse between these Examinations.

Graduates who have completed the Divinity Course in 
Trinity College, and have passed the regular Examinations 
of the Divinity Class, obtaining at least a Second Class in 
each Examination, shall be exempted from the First Exami­
nation for the Degree of B.D.
