Most of the wounded strikers claim
that they wete merely onlookers. The
district attorney and the sheriff are
prosecuting an investigation with a view
of placing under arrest all those who
participated in the riot.

Official Stateemnt.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., July 31.—Shortly
after noon President Mitchell, of the
United Mine Workers, .issued the fol-
lowing statement: ‘“Complete and au-
thentic reports furnished by National
officers of our organization located at
Shenandoah show that the stories of the
riot at Shenandoah were ' greatly ex-
aggerated and the facts much distorted.
It develops that no one was killed or
fatally injured, and that the entire trou-
ble might have been averted had the
deputies kept cool and used greater dis-
cretion. While I greatly depreecate acts
of lawlessness by any one, particularly
by those on strike, I am naturally
pleased to learn that the trouble iS not
as ‘serious as first reported.”

Damage -in Southern California Will
Amonnt to Many Thousand

Dollars.

San Louis Obispo, Cal.,, July 31.—A

With the first warning of the ap-
proaching disaster the terror-stricken
people ‘rushed - into the streets and
sought places of safety in vacant lots
and roads, while many fled towards the
neighboring hills.. When the most: seri-
ous shocks had passed and the rumbling
sounds had died away, the people ga-
thered about the ruins of their places of
business, and when they saw the extent
of the damage, many of them, fearful
of a repetition of the experience, im-
mediately started on foot, or by any con-
veyance that could be had, for plac
where the previous shocks had been less
severe,

A conservative estimate of the loss to’
property in the village is $30,000, . and
the amount will probably be greatly in-
creased by the damage in the surround-
ing country. The -extent of the most
severes portion of the disturbance is 11
miles long by 4 miles wide, but _the
shock was felt througliout Santa Bar-
bara and San Louis “Obispo counties.

ROSEBERY'S SPEECH.

Former Premier’s Advice to Members of
the Liberal Pu._‘ty‘

London, July 31.—Lord !Rosebery pre-
sided at a largely attended.(dinner of'
the Liberal I.eague to-night, 'at which
Herbert H, Asquithy Sir Edward Grey,
Sir Henry H. Fowler, Richard B. Hal-.
dane, - and other prominent Liberals’
were  present. . Lord Rosebery, in the
course of a lengthy speech, dilated upon
the recent bye-election for the member
of the House of Commons to represent
North Leeds, which resulted in the elec-
tion of Rowland Barren, Liberal, who
Lord Rosebery’s right. The
speaker characterized the !North Leeds
verdict as having more significance than
any single election since the late Mr,
Gladstone was firstt returmed for
Midlothian, and almost a vital blow to
the prestige of the government. Yet
Lord Rosebery warned his hearers 50
such elections as that of North Leeds
might not turn out the party in power,
It showed, however, that the nation was
beginning to look dispassionately at the
government’s record in domestic legisla-
tion, and to cool with the cooler temper
than it could during the South Agricanm
war, +. The Liberal party- had suffered
a long period of sterility, said the

RESETTLING BOER FARMS,

Nine Thousand Families Have Already

Been Reinstated on Their Lands.

Pretoria, Aug. 1.—lxgellent progress
is being made in resettling the . Boer
farms. Already 9,000 families have
been reinstated on their lands, although
the work of replacing the farmers has
been accompanied by many difficulties,
especially in securing and feeding horses
and cattle. Much eomplaint was cansed
by ' the military authorities auctioning
off live stock which was bought up by
speculators, who resold at large - profits
at. the expense of needy farmers. . The
disposal of army horses -has beén accom-
panied by an epidemic of glanders which
is now raging in Cape  Colony.

PEOPLE ARE STILL |
PANIC SIRICKEN

—

MANY PREPARING TO
LEAVE THEIR HOMES

If the Disturbances Continue in Scuthern |
California—Stories of Ha.oc
in the Hills.

Los Alamos, Cal,, Aug. 1.—Although
no more severe earthquake shocks have
been experienced here since 7.30 last
night, the peeple are still panic-stricken.
Many of those who have not already fled
from their homes are preparing to leave
if the disturbance continue,

_Parties from Lompoc and outlying dis-
tricts have reached Los Alamos with
stories of great havoe in the hills. A
great landslide, carrying down hundreds
of tons of earth, occurred mnear the
Hoover ranch. The road from Lompoc
was buried for fifty feet. As far as the
eye can see from this grade there are
spots on the mountain side indicating
where huge bouiders were sent thunder-
ing down the valleys,

John R. Drum, a mountain farmer, re-
ports a road destroying landslide in
Drum canyon. The hills are charged
with,noises which- Drum describes as the
most terrifying sounds 'he ever heard.
The oil wells around the town of Los
Alamos seem te have suffered. Since the
beginning of the earthquake shocks the
temperature has been most oppressive,
much heéat apparently coming irom tie
carth, while most of the time the sun
has been shining brightly,

Due to Local Conditions,

San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 1.—B. H.
Conway, who has made a life study of
the geology of this country, beheves
that the seismie disturbances = in this
state are in no way dre to voleanic ac-
tivity, but to local conditions. His
theory is that the earthquukes are
caused by subsidency caused in turn by
the action of the subterrancan gases and
oils which abtound in the les Alamos
region. It bas been knownfor’years
that gas ‘was being. generated beseath
the earth’s surface in the vicinity of Los
Alamos, Prof. Sillman, of Yale, " ad-
vanced that theory mm 1866, amd added
that he had nowhere seen such evidence
of the presence of hydro carbons.

NO FURTHER DISORDERS.

Mitchell’s Open Letter.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Aug. 1.—President
Mitchell, of the Miners’ Union, -began
a reply to-day to an- open letter ad-
dressed to bim. yesterday by the.Citi-
zens’ - Alliance of Wilkesbarre, an .cr-"
ganization of business men and profes-
sional men and others. At a mincors'
convention at Nanticoke recently, Mr.
Mitchell eriticised the alliance because
he'said it was not consistent. It wanted
to prosecute all miners who violated the
law, he averred, but overlooked the
many violations of the law committed
daily by the coal combinations. The
alliance-replied in an open letter enumer-
ating many alleged 'outrages by strikers
and others in the coal regions since the
strike began. Mr. Mitchell was .called
upon to define his position and to issue
a proclamation to his followers warning
them to observe law and order.. He did
not. answer the letter, and yesterday
the alliance addressed ancther cp-m Iet-
ter to him. After consulting his adris-
ers he decided to answer it. In his reply
he asserts that he has always been- a
staunch defender of law and order »nd
that his follpwers knoew it. Mr. Mitchell
would not discuss the suit in equity
brought agaist him and other-national
officials of the Wuited ‘Mine-workers by
a coal company in West Virginia.

STAY IN MANCHURIA.

The Order for the Withdrawal of Rus-
sian Troops Rescinded—Two Mer-
‘chants’ Burned Alive.

London, July 31.—In a dispatch from
St.-Petersburg the correspondent. of the
Daily Mail says_the order for the with-
drawal of Russian troops from Man-
churia has been rescinded as that conn-
try is overrun = with Chinese robber
hands. Quantities of Russian goods in
transit have been looted, says the cor-
resnondent, and two Russian merchants
in Manchuria were recently burned alive.

LABOR MAN: UNOPPOSED.

London, Aung. 1.—D_  B. Shackleton, a
member of the Labor party. has been
elected to the House of Commons, with-
out opposition, to fill the vacancy in the
seat for the Clitheroe division of Lan-
cashire.

ROSSIAN EDITORS
HAVE HARD TIMES

TRYING TO AVOID
DISPLEASING CENSOR

Newspagers Not Allowed to Informs
Readers What is Happening in
the Iaterior.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 2.—The progres+
sive terrorization of the Russian press
which characterized the regime of M.
Sipiaguin, as ,minister of the interior,
who was assassinated in April, appears
to have been adopted as a settled poliey
by his.successor, M. Van Plehve. M.
Sipiaguin closed the Northern Courier
and ' the. Rossiiya. After their extine-
tion the only newspaper in St. Peters-
burg which maintained an independent
attitdde towards the government wus
the St. Petersburg Viedomosti, an old
Jjournal, which, since it passed into the
control of Prince OQukhetomsky, has beem
characterized by the honorable amnd
straightforward manner i which it has
been edited. That it was not a liberak
newspaper according to western notions

He did not suppose this
ideal would be attained all at once, but
he said he believed the conference would
lead to a considerable advance, and if
this were so he would be content- for
the present.

As would be expected, there is only one
way of settling the controversy—with
firearms. Orders are said to have been
issued to shoot the poachers. Precau- |
tions should -be taken to avoid any dis
putes of that kind in’case traps be per- |
mitted in Canadian. waters, and we do
16t see how such a resort can be avoid- !
ed, because while it is' claimed traps
have proved destructive in Aladka and
there has been some talk of destroying
them, there are no indications of a dis-
position to take any such radical mea-
sures across the Sound. Why should any |

traps shall be permitted to be planted. !
But these are disregarded. The depth
is only regulated ‘by the length of piles
which  can be secured and handled. !
When we enter into competition with |
the ‘Sound canners will it be of any use
for us to make and abide by regula- |
tions unless our competitors consent to ;

Would it be
a reasonable thing for us to cease busi- |
ness at certain seasons in order that the
fish might pass into American traps in- ,
stead of finding their way to the place '
to which nature would guide them?

Troughs,

| In compliance with the request of the
i 8. P, C. A, many times made, the pro-
i vincial government has had printed on
| strong calico at the Government printing
| office~the following notice which will
be properly posted, by the government
throughout the province:

Animals loaded on vessels or railway cars
are to be provided with sufficient room,
food and water.

Proper approaches, gangways, passage-
ways and cages are to be nsed in the load-
ing and unloading of animals.

The Criminal Code declares it to be
“Cruelty to animals to wantonly, cruelly
or unnecessarily beat, bind, ill-treat, abuse,
overdrive, torture any cattle, poultry, dog,
domestic animal or bird, or wild animal or
bird in a state. of capfivity.”.

Penalty not exceeding three months’ im-~
grlioument or a fine of 'fifty dollars, or
oth. ‘

‘All offenders will be prosecated; Notice
io be given to the secretary of any branch
of the 8. P. C. A., or the provincial or local

It would cost a trifle of money,
and very little trouble, for storekeepers
and others in town to provide small drink-
ing troughs in the doorways of their shops.
The soeciety would  like to see drinking
troughs for horses and dogs erected
throughout the city.

The necessity is immediate. The com-
mittee want the dogs to be free from the
suffering of thirst during the hot summer
weather. We ourselves can go and have
our iced drinks, ice creams, or satisfy our
thirst in the various, ways that most suit
our tastes; when: we are safisfying our
own craving let us not forget thel dogs.

The society is not in funds sufficient:to
deal with this matter as it requires; but
it Is willing to provide a certainsmumber of
troughs free of cost and deliver to amy
storekeeper on applieation to the secretary.
All that is asked in return is that a little
trouble may be taken to keep them filled,
and that the public will respect this pro-
perty and see that the troughs are not de-
stroyed.

While we are pleading for the dogs, we
desire to remind all who have animals
turned out to graze, that tifey must be pro-
vided with water. Neiglect to comply with
this caution is breakinc the law. The
committee of this society feels quite sure
it needs only to make thisg appeal on behalf
of the dogs on the street and the animals in
the field and the object will be attained.

SYNDICATE WILL BUY
METHODIST BUILDING

“Metropolitan Trustees Will Be Relieved
" of a' Burden They Have Car-
ried for Years.

A syndicate of well known business
men of the city have practically com-
pleted arrangements for taking over the
old Methodist church property on the
corner of Pandora avenuwe and Broad

board of the Metropolitan

upon them for some tiiue.

The building in question is a frame
structure, and for years accommodated
the congregation which now, with an in-
creased membership, worships in the
fine stone structure at-the cormer of
t Quadra and Pandora streets, The wood-
en church became insufficient for the
needs of the congregation, and was un-
desirable also because of the growth
about it of commercial establishments.
The trustees, when they decided fo
build the stone church, succeeded in sell-
ing the former edifice to the De Cosmos
estate for the sum of $30,000.

Had this sale held good, it would have
materially simplified
trustees. But only $11,000 was paid on
it, and on the death of Mr. De Cosmos
the trustees agreed to take back the
building and\lots for the amount still
due upon the property, namely, $19,000.

When the new church was put up
they had given a note with the mortgage
on the old structure, and the interest on
the corner has involved a charge an-
nually of $1,200. :

But handling the property for renta
through a board of {rustees is-rarely
as_ readily or successfully dome as by
private parties, and the revenue obtain-
ed by the trustees has always been
more or less. precarious and uncertain.
For a time the old building was used as
the Salvation Army baracks, afterwards
being employed as a meeting place for
the Zionites. Then an  attempt was
made

revenue, and since the Spencer fire the
old building has become a storehouse

Arcade firm, the goods being hauled from
this warehouse to the stores for sale.

A syndicate of business men have now
undertaken to- purchase the property,
and administer or sell it, the object
being the two-fold one of relieving the
church of the trouble and responsibility
it now involves, -and the hope of securing
a profitable return for themselves on the
money invested.

The capital required for the purchase
is $20,000, and of this about $14,000 has
already been subscribed. .

The majority of the new stockholders
are members of the Metropolitan church,
but several of them are business men
who believe the property can be con-
verted into a remunerative one. It now
pays about two per cent. on the cost
The list of stockhold-
ers include Messrs. D.

The property consists not only of the
large wooden church building with a
frontage of 60 feet on Pandora avenue,
but the brick building at the rear of it,
knewn as the Knights of Pythias hall,
in which the members of that fraternal
body gather. There is also a frame
building back of the hall now used as a
laundry,

In all theére is a frontage of 180 feet
on Broad streets, and 120 feet on Pan-
dora avenue. Sixty feet of the latter is
not now occupied by any building.

DR. HALL'S PRIVATE HOSPITAL,

Victoria Enterprise Will Glye Vancouver
an Excellent Institution.

The doctor's residence in connection with
the private sanitarium to be established at
Vancouver by Dr. Ernest Hall, of this city,
is now completed. Work on the main.
structure will be commenced early next
month.

According to the Province, the site for
the new hospital will be one that is well
adapted for that purpose snd quite central
in its location. The building, which will
bd erected on the lot immediately to the
west of the new Wesley church on Georgia
stréet, will be in the form cf two wings
joiued by a connecting passage, and will be
capable of accommodating about twenty
patients. The bullding will face on
Georgia street, and will extend back fifty
feet. The structure wiil be frame, two
and a half stories high, and will contain all
the latest improvements in surgical and
hygienic appliances. One of the buildings
will be devoted to female patients exclu-
sively, while male patients will be treated
in the other. < All the cooking and culinary
work will be done. in the building connect-
ing the two wings, which will leave the
two main structures entirely free for the
patients. In the right-hand wing will be
the surgical and operating room and steri-
lizing room, and in the-other wing will be
the electrical and X-rays room, which wiil
bd equipped with the latest Improved ap-
paratus in that line.

The gtaff will consist of Dr. Ernest Hall,
of this .city, and Dr. Robert Telford, late
of . Chemainus. Dr. Ernest Hall will go
over from Victoria every week to attend
to surgical cases.

. IMPRESSIONS ‘OF VICTORIA.-

What the Richfield Renper"é Represen-
tative Thinks of Tkis City.

TheiReaper, of Richfield, Utah, which
was represented in the recent visit of
the Utah Press Association to this coast,
has the following to say of Victoria:

“The next city to be visited, by the
Press Association and party: was Vie-
toria, ‘the e¢apital of British Columbia,
and the British metropelis of Western
Canada. It is a city of 25,000 inhabi-
tants, and in appearance resembles
our  American cities. Our . reception
was made cordial and the committee
made our stay in that ¢ity one of the
most pleasant and profitable of our
trip. We visited ~parfi,ament while it
was in session, the horticultural hall
and museum in. wings of the parlia-
ment building, which, by the way, is an
imposing building of gray granite, the
navy yard at Esquimalt, the park and]
other places of interest,

“Ome of the most interesting features
of our visit to Victoria was a ride to
and an inspection of a group of cop-'
per mines on Mt. Sicker. This is
reached by rail from Victoria, the last
gix miles being by an engine and two
small improvised coaches, reaching an
elevation from sea .level of 1,800 feet in
the six .miles. The road is of course
very steep for a railread, averaging 8
perecent. In some places it was 10 per
cent. i

“The mines are being developed by
three large plants. The output is 350
tons daily, and the average value of
the ore is $25 per ton, much of it going
$60 to $80 per ton. .It is a big body and
with present showings cannot be
worked out for years. -On the strength
of these showings, the company is put-
ting up a} large smelting plant oa the
shore 15 miles away- at a. place called
Crofton.

“Phis town has sprung into- existence .
within a few months. It is expected

importance at no distant day.

“The ore will be hauled . from the
mines by the road which I  have men-
tioned.

switch up which the cars are backed,
then another on which the train goes
forward, then switched backward again
until the summit is reached. The ride
was one of the most novel of our trip,
and gives an initiate a sense of uneasi-
ness, just enocugh. to make it almost
thrilling, -

“There is an excellent harbor at HEs-
quimalt, and it has been utilized to good
advantage for naval purposes. Fortress-
es.on.either side of the bay command
the entrance; and it would'be almost im-
possible for vessels to gain entrance !
against the opposition of the guns here
mounted. The officers and our guides
were very courteous and showed us all
the points of interest, and took us aboard
a torpedo boat which was being over-
hauled. Two of these and a battleship
lay in the harbor.

“QOutside the harbor, the British flag-
ship of the north Pacific squadron was
at target practice, and we were afford-
ed the fine opportunity of seeing a ship’s
battery belch forth its smoke and flame.
hear the deep roar and intonations of
the guns, and to -see the splash of the
water miles away when the shell struck.

“The people of Victoria are a liberal-
minded and & geuerous people, and

we have, but they do not seem to have
the restless enmergy and never-satisfied
spirit which is 'a notable feature of the
people of our.country. We enjoyed our
visit to the Canadian city very much,
and will ever remember the sucessful
efforts of the Mayor and others to make
ou visit agreeable.”

REVIEWS CAMPAIGN

On the Who!e the Work Was Performed
With ‘More Than the Usual
Thoroughness.

The Press Association special corres-
pondent, writing from FPretoria on June
6th, says: With the advent of peace the
work of the soldiers in the field is apt
to be relegated to a back place, and it
is only just that one of the finest armies
ever put in the field by Great Britain
could receive its fair share of netice for
the work it has done. In some cases,
perhaps, this work has not been done as
well as the public expected; but on the
whole it has been performed with more
than .the usual thoroughness with which

the British name is so inseparably con- |

nected. Having accompanied the troops
from the start to the finish of the war,
and seen the work of most columns; 1
can speak with some degree of knowl-

The Work of Generals.
First of all there remains an injustice

to be righted. At a certain period of the |

war it wasrthe fashion to call the Brit-
ish Imperial officer all sorts of names,

:in which “fool” was the most prominent.

I have no hesitation in saying from what

I have seen and known in the field that, |
so far from deserving all the epithets
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to tha front. Pehaps of all of them the
Boers most feared Benscn, - whose sad
death has deprived the army of one of
its best officers. L Lisle, though a
captain, commanded a column through-
out® the whole of the irregular opecra-
tions. Heé was one of the first men to
invent the galloping system againsg the
Boers, and his columm 'is, perhaps, the
pattern column. His system of seputing
and flank guards is about as near per-
fection * as possible. Another * name
which has been brought to the front and
very deserve(i_lly so is that of Colonel
Rimington. e has served .continuous-
ly from the very beginning of ‘the war,
first of all in command of the gnides
bearing his name, He is ohe of the
most dashing leaders we possess, but
he has, withal, a caution which has pre-
vented him from ever getting into trou-
ble. ‘He is the invéntor of the great
drive system, which has more than any-
thing clse contributed to ihe ending of
the war. Colonel Legge. who was kill-
ed at Nooitgedacht gallantly le:fGing his
men into action, was, besides being one
of the most gallant leaders, a splendid
soldier. | Had not his career been cut
short at that memorable fight, he would,
most surely, have risen to a very high
position in our army. The late Colonel
le Gallais, whose brilliant victory at
Bothaville was undoubtedly one of the
finest performances of the minor opera-
tiong of the war, showed a talent far
above the ordimary as a column leader.
The army has lost in him an excellent
soldier. Kekewich’s conduct_of the op-
erations in_the western Transvaal has
been one of the most brilliant enisodes
of the later stages of the war. Several
times Delarey hag made vigorous at-
tempts to crush him, and has been re-
pulsed with loss. This gallant colonel’s
reputation .stands as high with the Boers
as with us. In conversation, rebel lead-
{ ers are unanimous in admiration for
Scobell, whom = they feared greatly
throughout the operations in the colony.

There is no doubt whatever that the !

Coming to the main portion of the
army, it is. a somewhat invidious task
to select any one arm for distinction;

Though often hard pressed they have
never yet failed. There ig not.a single
instance to my knowledge, and I have
made careful inguiry, of a gunner hav-
ing run,away.

The Land Transports.

Perhaps the greatest triumph of any
branch of the army is that achieved by
the Army Service Corps. Kew people
krow how near starvation the army was
on several occasions in the main advance
up -to Pretoria, and no one can properly
appreciate the enormous responsibility
which fell on those responsible for the
feeding of the army. Colonel Sir E.
Ward brought to perfection the art of
feeding the army with uncertain com-
munications behind it, and in a country
which produced practically no supplies,
and his system, which has been foilowed
throughout, has resulted in the army
ir.

Yet there, has
scarcely been a day when eveilncolumns
operating far from their base have not
received full rations throughout the
war,: So perfect ‘has(been tha service
of the Army Service Corps, and so ad-
mirably its efliciency: and organization
that most of the foreign military attaches
have recommended amodifications in
their own systems based on that of ours,
This is the only corps that has never
thioughout the whele war been critieis-
ed. The Army Medical Corps has had
to labor under great and severe diffi-
culties.» In theZearly portion of the
war troops were poured- out without
adequate medical staff, and the conse-
quence was terrible overwork, which
was done with great cheerfulness, even
at the cost of lives. Since the estab-
lishment of the railway, and our good
transnort, the needs of the sick and
weunded have been admirably met, and
the hospitals throughout ﬁhe country
are models of what fiel hospitals
should be,

GEN. SMITH RETURNS.

How He Learned of Roosevelt’s Order
Retiring Him From Active
Service.

San Francisco, Aug. 1.—Standing on
the bridge of the transpert Thomas,
eagerly waiting with the ship’s captain
for a glimpse of his native shore, Gen.
! Jacob H. Smith, tried by courtmartial
: for having ordered the island of Samar
transformed to a howling wilderness,
was doomed this morning to first learn
that the President had retired him from
active duty. The pilot boat which met
the Thomas just outside the heads at 2
o’clock this morning brought to General
Smith the first news of the President’s
action. Later, when the Thomas reach-
ed the quarantine station in the harbor,
Major Devol, of the transport service,
noarded the ship with his secretary, and
met both Gen, Smith and Lieut. Shields
at the door of the general’'s cabin. A
sealed document from the war depart-
ment was handed to Gen. Smith. It
contained the official netification = of
President  Roosevelt’s action, and upon
reading it Gen. Smith retired, overcome
with emotion.

“Gen. Smith has absolutely nothing to
say for publication,” said Lieut. Shields
to a representative of the Associated
Press. “He is not at liberty to talk, and
furthermore has nothing to sav. He
has heen hopeful that the President:
would not take action against him, and
of course keenly feels the force of the
blow he has received. The General ad-
{ mitted to the courtmartial trying him
that be had issued orders which in ef-
fect expressed his desire that the enemy,
if obdurate and unconquerable, be not
spared—in fact, that the coutnry be Jaid
in waste and no prisoners taken. The
literal construction of these orders and
their exact interpretation made up the
bulwark of evidence against the General
at: the courtmartial. There is no doubt
but that Gen. Smith did not mean all
he said.. He certainly did not expect
the.action which the President has
taken.”

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W ADARS RELEASED
AFTER APOLOGITING

SEVERE LECTURE IS
GIVEN TO OFFEZNDER

Jurisdiction of the Coart in Cases of
£on§empt— Luthority Cited by
Chief Justice.

The McAdams case, which has at-
tracted considerable attemtion for some
little time past. reached another—and it
is to be hoped the last—stage this morn-
ing, when the offending editor of the
Sandon Paystreak was lectured for his
misdeeds and released, after signing a
complete apology to the judges for his
offence, An undertaking from A. 5
MecPhillips, K.C., that the apology
should be published in the Paystreak
and a copy of same filed in the court
was also accepted by their Lordships
as a condition of the release.

‘Wm. MecAdams was brought from the
provincial goal into the Full ecurt by
Supt. Hussey. The court consisted of
the Chief Justice and Mr. Justice Drake,
Mr. Justice Walkem being indispes d;
and the deputy attorney-general, Mr.
McLean, appeared for the crown, and
Mr. Wootton represented Mr. McPhil-
lips, attorney for McAdams.

The deputy atterney-general cpened
the proceedings by 'addressing the court.
He said:

“Your Lordships will remember that a
short time ago Wm. McAdams was
brought before yeu charged with a gTress
<contempt of court contained in an article
published in’ the Sandon Paystreak, of
the 1Tth of May last, in which he not
only interfered with the due administra-
tion of justice by seeking to prejudice
a cause then befcre the courts as far as
the defendant to that cause was con-
cerned, but also made an unjustifiable
attack upen the members of the Supreme
court Bench.of British Columbia. When
Iie was brought before you, the aceused
miade a quasi apology, which was not
satisfactory to yonr lLeordships, and you

. therefore sentenced him to a term of
imprisonment in the common goal. Since
then McAdams has signed’ a written
apology to the court in regard to the
matter complained of, and his counsel,
Mr. McPhillips, who is represented here
by Mr. Wootton, has undertaken to’see
that the apology is fully printed in ‘the
Sandon Paystreak. The apology is as
follows: ° 3 } =
e *The only motive present to my mind
in writing the -article was what' I con-
ceived to be the interest of the public.
I wrote it on the impulse of the moment
In doing so T used language referring
to the court in terms which were intem-
perate, and improper, and void of the
respect. due to their Lordships’ persons
and office. The expressions were not
deliberately intended to bring diseredit
on the bench, but were the outcome of
very strong feelings. I deeply regret
the publication of the article and the
inexcusable and insulting language in
which I referred to the judges of the
Supreme court, and herewith withdraw
and apologize for the same.”

i Mr., McPhillips’ undertaking is as fol-
OWS:

“I hereby undertake that the written
apology of Wm. McAdams for the article
in question which appeared in the San-
don Paystreak of May 17th shall be dul
published in the issue of the Paystrea
off August 9, 1902, and that a copy of the
same will be duly filed in the courts
with the records of the case.” Signed
A. E. McPhillips,

“Under these circumstances I shall
move, if your Lordships deem this ade-
quate, that the accused be discharged
from custody on condition that the terms
of the apology are duly carried out. I
am inclined to think tltat Mr. McAdams
now recognizes that. he acted wrongly
in trying to prejudice a person who had
a case before the court and in trying to
scandalize the judges.” ;

“Mr.Wootton 8aid that he represented
Mr, McPhillips. He did not think that
the release should be conditional, but
that it should be an unconditional dis-
chargey

The Chief Justice said: “The Court
has agreed that the release will be con-
ditional on the apology being published
in the Paystreak, otherwise the prisoner
will be re-arrested. This case seems to
have attracted considerable attention and
there seems to be some doubt as to how
far newspapers can go in criticising the
Court. -In the case of Regina v. Gray

1
have perused these few issueS of your
paper which 1 have here, and 1 must
say that a more disreputable and atroci-
ous paper I have never seen.” ]

Hjs Lordship then read a few extracts
of a scandalous character, and conclud-
ed by saying that the Paystreak had
been an absolute disgrace to British Co-
lumbia.

Mr. Justice Drake’s Judgment on Appli-
cation in Dunsmuir vs. the Col-
onist—Legal Vacation.

The legal vacation commenced to-day,
and lasts until Oftober 1st, during
which period no sittings of the Supreme
or County courts will be held. The
court registries will close at 1 p.m, each
day. Chamber applications can be made
on Thursday of each week.’

Mr. Justice Drake deiivered judgment
this morning on the application made to
him a few days ago to strike out the
notice of apveal to the Supreme court of
Canada in Dunsmuir vs, Colonist et al,
so far as the company is concerned. His
Lordship bholds that the acts of the
trustees of the company are valid, and
cannot be overridden by the sharehold-
ers, and grants the application. The re-
sult is that, unless the individual de-

Van Horne. In fact, Mr., McNicoll is
of a kindly disposition, and gives a re-
porter the impression that he wduld
very much like to tell all about every-
thing, provided he was in a position to
do so—which he is not.

I'he ferry steam-
er is being built at Newcastle.

Asked about the proposed fast rail-
Way service across the continent, Mr.
McNicoll said that until the question of
the fast Atlantic service was settled
nothing would be done. In the event
of the offer of the C. P. R. to the Brit-
ish government -for the new Atlantic
service being accepted a faster train
service would very likely be inaugurated.
The offer of the C. P, R. company was
to supply 20-knot steamers, which would
wean traveling at nearly 22 miles an
hour, and mail from Liverpool would
reach Victoria in about 9 days. The
vice-president knew no more about the
progress of the negotiations with the
home 'government than had appearcd in
the newspapers.

Mr. MecNieoll expressed the opinion
that the Australian steamship service
may very likely be increased shortly, es-
pecially if the proposed fast iAtlantic
service is established. The Canadian-
Australian line is not, nowever, a strictly
C. P. R. undertaking. He believed that
the trade with Australia was capable
of considerable .expansion, and the com-
pany hLad agents at work in -Australia
advertising the advantages of the All-
Red route to Emgland.

While ‘the company ‘will continue im-
proving the lines in British -Columbia,
Mr. McNicoll said that it was not likely
that any new branches would be under-
taken in the province for some “time
at least: as he considered that the com-
pany Awas in a . positien. to’ handle most
of - the traffic existing - under present
conditions,

Mr., MeNicoll'will receive a deputation
from the Board of Trade this afternoon,
and will return to Vancouver to-night,

Imperial Bank Opened Yesterday to Do

Anyway, the change
has been made, and the Imperial will
continue to conduct the business form-
erly carried on by the Molsons Bank and
take up any new business that offers.

Notices are being sent out by Molsons
to their clients here informing them that
the lmperial Bank is taking over the
business, and will be prepared to con-
tinue accounts for those who so desire,
and no inconvenience will result to any-
one.

Mr. Jukes, Vancouver manager of the
Imperial Bank, has been here for several
days putting the ‘“house in order,” and
J. S. Gibb has been appointed acting
manager, while the accountant, ‘_vho yvlll
arrive in a few days, is an old Victorian,
A. R. Green, son of the late A,
Green.

Rickford Wilson, lately manager for
Molsons here, has been transferred to a
new branch of that institution, which is
to be opened at Port Arthur, and will
leave for his new field of work in two
or three weeks.

WATER REGULATIONS.

Commissioner Gives Notice That They
Have Been Rescinded.

The water question now stands where
it did before the war, or rather, agita-
tion. The twice-a-week regulations are
now chalked down on the blackboard of
history after an .existence of a little
more than a fortnight. But in that brief
term they attained a degree of celebrity
which seldom falls to the lot of muni-
cipal ordinances. They also failed to
accomplish the object for which they
were intendéd, so they were wisely
withdrawyn.

The idea, as is well known, was to
give a better water supply to the higher
levels by limiting the use of it to twice
a week throughout the’ city, each of
three districts being allowed two days.
It was found, however, that this did not
benefit the higher levels as was expect-
ed, and it caused a vigorous kick from
the other part of the city as well. A
notice over the signature of the water
commissioner, therefore, appears in the
press announcing the rescinding of tho
much mooted regulations and the revival
of the old order, the hours of which are
from 5 to 9 a.m., and 5 to 10 p.m.
