The Minister of Marine replied that the 
Government had taken action in the mat­
ter, but there was a conflict of jurisdiction 
between the State anl the Federal Govern­
ment of the United States, and no result 
had yet been obtained.

He thought the amendments suggested by 
the Minister of Justice were not calculated 
to meet existing difficulties,

Mr. McDonald(Inverneas)replied to Mr. 
Colby, and advocated the continuance of 
the present law.

Mr. Landerkin had conceived certain 
amendments to this Act, bnt it would be 
unwise to repeal it at the present time.

Mr. Kerr said he wbnlH vote for the 
amendment as a matter of fdelay, hoping 
the question wouldybe judged from a Do­
minion standpoint.

The debate continued till eleven, when 
a division was had on Mr. Wood’s amend­
ment, which was carried by ж vote of, 103 
to 41.

A new Lunatic Asylum has been tender­
ed for, and the contract of a Pictou 
accepted at eighty thousand dollars, in- 
eluding heating and lighting apparatus, 
and fittings in famishing.

Tenders have been asked for fencing a 
new Park-from part of Government House 
farm, and, ere long the citizen» will have 
something else to walk through and while 
away the time in than the apologies for 
recreation lot» in the city.

There are new County Court Houses 
and Jails going up, or finished, theiffieon- 
era’ labor is being utilized and will soon 
be concentrated in the Provincial Peniten­
tiary, relieving the County Jails of the 
press of inmates, especially during winter.

The Ch’town City Council is making vig­
orous efforts to introduce a plentiful sup- 
ply of good water, ami have had an Artesian 
borer for some weeks at work. The well 
is now some six hundred feet deep, three 
veins of water hax-e been struck, and the 
water is standing at fifty feet from the 
surface, owing to fissures having alternate­
ly raised and lowered it. The contract is 
with Jas. Harris A Co., of Portland, N. B., 
to go down a thousand feet, and will pro­
bably cost $3,000.00, but any out л ііо has 
ever drank of the water here will readily 
understand the pressing necessity fur pure 
water, and a good head in case of fires 
away from reach of the harlicr.

The general governmental offices, viz. 
Customs, Post-office and Inland Revenue, 
are about to be placed iu the building 
purchased from the Local Government by 
the Dominion for that purpose.

The city tire department has had an over­
hauling, the chief engineer requested to 
resign, and a general inspection gone into, 
which will probably result in placing it in 
the. hands of men who will not betray that b<v, 
amount of vacillating command now 
parent at fires.

Turning to the comnarieon of expendi­
ture of last year with the year pnrfyicms,— 
the warrant expenditure of 1F75 was 
$679,814 «id included the payment of a 
balance of Immigration account, School 
loan fund, and payment of old appropri­
ations, amounting in all to $99,000. The 
warrant expenditure in 1876 waa $587,- 
329.55 including balance on account of 
School loan fund, and old appropriations, 
amounting to about $40,000, making dif­
ference oi expenditure on warrant account 
of $92,484.62 in favor of 1876 aa compared 
with 1875; but if we add to the warrant 
expenditure of 1875 the balances then due 
for, it would "make the expenditure for 
that year $688,831.08 as against $603,157.- 
62 or an actual difference of $85,673.46. 
It must be borne in mindjthat the warrant 
expenditure of any year includes over ex­
penditure of previous year. It must be 
remembered that there has been a large 
increase in the educational exnen 
over the estimate of last year, tne 
amounting to $12,444; the educational ex­
penditure of 1876 being $142,444.23 or 
larger than that of 1875 by $14,476.45. 
The expenditure under the head of Judicial 
was also between four and five thousand 
more last year than the year previous. In 
making up the estimates for the current 
year he put down as receipts, subsidy from 
the Dominion Government $470,000, or 
between forty-one or forty-two thousand 
dollars less than last year. This is ac­
counted for by the fact that the special 
subsidy of sixtv three thousand dollars

The telegram, in­
forming him that twenty-seven houses 
would be ready for the colonists waa 
sept on information received from those 
building them, and he regretted they 
were not in so forward a state as repre­
sented, and that the Government was 
misled in the matter. Capt. Brown 
seemed to have had most extraordinary 

. ideas of what waa needed in the colony. 
He had brought out a baker who he as- 
sured them would have the work of 
furnishing hot rolls every morning. He 
also brought a printing press, and was 
going to establish a paper, and a bank 
was also in the programme. He not 
only brought the number of persons for 
whom house» were promised, but he 
picked up other» not contemplated in 
the arrangements with the Government 
and brought them along also, the lat­
ter understanding they were to take 
their chance, and It was one of the Utter 
who had given the Government more 
trouble than any other of the settlers. 
The indignation of the people over the 
non-fulfilment of Capt. Brown’» pro­
mises drove that person from Kincar­
dineshire within» few days of the arrival 
of the colonists, and he did not return 
for a year, when he commenced to 
sow the seed» of discontent and discord. 
The condition of the houses when the 
colonists reached the settlement in 1872, 
and other matters in which the Govern- 
ment had been unable to fulfill the eon- 
dition made with Capt. Brown gave 
rise to complaints, and the Surveyor 
General and himself went to Kincar­
dineshire colony in 1874, and visited 
every house lor the purpose of ascer­
taining the causes of the complaints. 
They remained several days, having 
given notice that they wanted those 
having claims to come and present and 
have them adjudicated upon, 
ter considering the claims they made 
certain offer» to each claimant, and ef­
fected a satisfactory settlement with all 
but about fifteen. Since that time all 
the remainder but two were Settled 
with. There had been no discontent 
from that time until the advent of Capt. 
Brown.

There was a real want of confidence 
resolution yesterday moved by Tweedie 
in amendment to the Secretary 's motion 
to go into -supply. In moving it, 
Tweedie referred to papers brought 
down, pursuant to motion by himself, 
concerning an order of survey given by 
Government to River du Loup Railway 
Company ; said survey covering a tract 
of nine thousand acres in the north w est 
angle of Northumberland. The tract 
on which the survey Waa authorized,waa 
given to company by Government as 
land subsidy tor constructing link of 
railway between terminus of River du 
Loup at Woodstock and Woodstock sta­
tion across river. The act authorizing 
building of link stated that any com- 
pany who wonld undertake it ahould, 
like River du Loup company, have like 
subsidy of ten thousand acres land to be 
granted in like manner and under like 
conditions. River du Loup act set forth 
that company could get ita land subsidy 
only out of the countiee through which 
road passed, and Tweedie claimed that 
in allowing the company .because it built 
that link, to go outside York, Carleton 
or Victoria, was a violation of the act,an 
outrage on Northumberland, and merit­
ed condemnation.. His resolution was 
in effect to «trike out nearly, all of 
Secretary’s resolution to go into supply 
and put in matter affirming condemna­
tion of Government for ita action refer-, 
rad to.

Davidson was of Tweedie’» opinion, 
so were Burns, Butler,Smith and others.

Surveyor General, Kelly, Fraser, 
King, and others, took the other side.

Kelly referred to the heiefit River du 
Loup railway waa to Miramichi lumber 
operators in getting supplée into the 
woods, and as that company happened 
to build that link those qperaton would 
not grudge them a few acres of land near 
their other lands and where they coujfL 
not be lumbered upon by Miramichi 
men.

That law 
set feetfc tfcet 1(0,000 acres per mile were 
to be granted in the same manner and 
under like conditions as those attaching 
to grant et River da Loup lands, which 
manner waa, when the work was done 
and the conditions, those respecting 
settlement provisions in grants snd not 
in regard to location at all.

▲ Heap ef Snakes.
St№ Jdmtisemfttts.There «nothing inviting about shakes 

that" I could ever discern, yet, anything 
written about them never failed to inter­
est me. Coming on one of the tribe 
unexpectedly always caused me to Start 
and slfndder, although next'momeht I' 
would be pursuing him, stick m hand. • 
If this reptile has any friends I should 
like to see even one of them.- It matters 
not that the specimen hi question may 
be harmless- the feelings are no wise 
changedi hc is pursued -with relentless 
hate and slain without mercy.

I never s»w a “ heap " of snakes ex­
cept onte, nor had the like been seen 
by any of our party before, though all- 
had heard of such « phase of reptile 
vagary. I had read of such a thing be-' 
fore bnt the conditions—an open desert 
plain—were altogether-different.

We were following the Green River 
about one hundred miles a bo те where 
it empties into the Colorado: A harder 
looking tract would be hard to find. 
On every side were barren ranges, spurs 
and isolated peaks over which the eye 
wandered in vain in search of any green 
thing or verdant spot. Occasional1}- a 
stunted pine might be seen stuck 
amongst the rocks, its withered branches 
and parched foliage pointing to heaven 
as if in mute supplication. On the 
banks of the stream, under ordinary ciri 
cumstances, we would find a strip of al­
luvial grass-covered land with here and 
there a cottonwood tree or a clump of 
willows. Here, even this luxury is de­
nied us. A huge drain some three hun­
dred feet in depth cut through the 
plateau is the only indication of the 
river. Looking down we can see only 
an awful blackness with an occasional 
wriggling serpent where a fallen boulder 
breaks the surface of the water. Across, 
the precipitous face breaks into steps 
and ledges at times, and these are back­
ed by fissures and caves in which " the 
sunshine ia-lost in impenetrable gloom. 
Alohg this irregular gorge we wend our 
way trying to vary the monotony of the 
journey and forget the heat by an In­
spection of any enriosity which may offer. 
About 11 a. m., the sound of a water­
fall is beard close at hand. Our mules 
hear.it too and exhibit a sense of fear 
which is unaccountable. Peering down, 
we fail to sec any indications of a break 
in the course of the stream, neverthe­
less, we k now that it must be in our 
vicinity. The subdued, hissing sound 
cannot be far off. An exclamation from 
one of the party causes me to follow 
with my eye the line indicated by a hand 
which is almost nerveless with horror 
and excitement. It is no wonder.— 
Even with an impassible river between 
the sight is enough to make one’s flesh 
creep. On the flat ledge about twenty 
feet below our level, is a grey, writhing 
heap some three and a half feet high, 
with a base abolit eight feet broad. It 
«evident that woare notlookedqn with 
favour, and that onr approach has been 
noted fer some time. We arc confront­
ed by an array of fiery flashing eyes and 
open, hissing mouths, which are fasci­
nating in their hideoosnesi. Onr every 
movement is followed by the gleaming, 
hateful orbs, anda fresh occasion of hiss­
ing, spiteful wrath. The heap is never 
still for an instant; а cheveaux iefr'ut 
(excuse the French; I cannot find an 
English synonym) ot pointed serpents’ 
tongues and a battery of baleful light 
which fills us with undefinabled read and 
fairly makes, the soles of the feet tingle 
as if one stood on a plank over some 
dizzy height. The air seems to become 
thick and heavy as if poisoned by the 
seething mass which seem only anxious 
to expel all the breath from their bodies. > 
The animals grow restive and some df 
the onlookers—strong men—actually 
grow sick, turning aa white as a sheet.

It is proposed to give them the benefit 
of a volley from onr entire, battery and 
agreed to unanimously. Thé" snake* 
eye us with some attention as if they 
supposed there was something unusual 
about to happen or in progress. At the 
first discharge the whole mass seemed to

He quoted Sir John Macdonald’s 
speeches at picnics, and demanded that he 
should formulate the charges he made 
against the Government at those gather­
ings now in Parliament Those charges 
were either true or false; if true, we ehould 
not vote money fora Government corrupt, 
as Sir John represented this to he to the 
country; if true, the leader of the Opposi­
tion should follow the example of the pre­
sent Postmaster General, and move a reso­
lution embodying hia charges. He (Sir 
John) has not done ao; and the fact that 
he has not done bo, and dare not do eo; 
and the fact that he hae not done so is a 
proof of moral cowardice and conscious in­
ability to substantiate hie chargea.

Ottawa, March 5.
In the House of Coifmons, to-day, Mr. 

Charlton moved to refer the Secret Service 
refund item to the Public Accounts com­
mittee.

Sir John A. Macdonald asked if it was 
proper that such a motion, should pass.

Mr. Mackenzie went into the merits of 
the question. He could see no reason 
why the Government should resist the 
motion! The motion was adopted.

Mr. Mitchell moved for orders in Coun­
cil in relation to smelt fisheries in the har­
bor of Bathurst.

Mr. Young moved for returns relating 
to the number of failures, and assets and 
liabilities of insolvent estates, and the 
number and character of the compromises 
which have taken place throughout Ca­
nada during the last twelve mouths.

Mr. Mitchell moved for a return of re­
sident employees on the Intercoloni* 
Railway within the County of Xorthuni 
berland.

Mr. Coetigan moved for correspondence 
and proceedings in Council regarding the 
Orange Incorporation Act of New Bruns­
wick, passed in the Legislature of that 
Province in 1875.

Mr. Blake jsaid he supposed the honor­
able gentleman meant any orders in Coun­
cil, and not proceedings in Council. There 
was no correspondence, except the letter 
of the Lieutenant-Governor, and there 
were also general orders in Council dealing 
with this Act and a number of other Acte. 
There was no objections to the motion 
with the alteration he had suggested.

Mr. Plinn moved for eppies of reports 
and plans of breakwater at Arichat West, 
in the Cjunty of Richmond. Carried,

Mr. Robinson then moved for a return 
of the instructions given the Northern Rail­
way Commission, and in a speech of some 
length defend*! his acceptance of over 
$5,000 in aid of his election fund as a can­
didate fer the representation of Algoma, 
and also hia overdraft of his personal ac­
count by a sum nearly as large, on the 
ground that his services as President of 
the Company were deserving of such con­
sideration. The Company, he said, desir­
ed a representative m Parliament He 
complained of not having been called be­
fore the Coaonnstioaers to give hia testi­
mony, asserted that the Commission was 
illegal and unconstitutional, and thought 
he had been unfairly dealt with by the 
Government for political rthson*.

Mr. Ross (Middlesex) followed in a brief 
speech, in which he taunted Mr. Robinson 
with having been a representative not of 
Algoma but of the Northern Railway, 
and declared it wae a new feature of con­
stitutional government for public 
panies to hare representation in Parlia­
ment He also remarked upon the liber­
ality of the Northern Railway in eubeerb 
bing to start the Mail newspaper, and had 
no doubt Sir John Macdonald prized their 
contribution to the testimonial on his be­
half as the most valuable of alt the sub- 
scriptions.

Mr. Oliver rose ' to continue the debate 
when six o’clock wae called.

After recess the debate was continued 
by Mr. Oliver, who was followed by Mr. 
Blake in an incisive and bitterly sarcastic 
speech. Mr. Blake ridiculed Mr. Robin­
