The child of an alien enemy born 
to a part of Hie Majesty’s dominions 
which is at the time to hostile oc­
cupation to not a' British subject. 
Again, the child born within the Bri­
tish dominions of an Ambassador or 
other diplomatic agent accredited to 
the Crown by a foreign sovereign to 
not a British subject. The limits 
of this latter exception have not 
been exactly ascertained.

The King’s eon to always a British 
subject, wherever he may be bora. 
With this exception the acquisition 
of the statue of a British subject 
by parente reste on statute law. A 
person whose father or parental 
grandfather was born within Hie 
Majesty's dominions to deemed a na­
tural born British subject, although 
he himself was born abroad.
