BUSINESS HOUSES REOPEN

VALPARAISO, Chile, Aug. 23.—Some
of the business houses here re-opened
today for the first time since the earth-
quake. :

Telephone and telegraph communica=
tion with Santiago‘ has ‘been re-estab=
lished but the lines are' almost exclu-
sively used by the government offiicials.
The city is still under martial law.
Traffic ceases at six o’clock in the even-
ing and everybody is compelled to
take some part in the work.

The department of public works at
Santiago has appropriated $100,000 for
the construction of sheds to shelter the
refugees from Valparaiso and else-
where who continue to arrive at the
Chilean capital in large numbers.

The railroad line between Limache
and Quilpue in addition to. suffering
severely from the earth shocks of Ausg.
16th, has several enormous crevices,
newly formed in-its vicinity.

Valparaiso is still without street
lights at night but order is maintained,
thanks to the severity of the authori-
ties, who continue shooting all persons
who are caught committing robberies.

Whole Island is in a Ferment,‘and the

NEW ORLEANS, La., Aug. 23.—Theé
Picayune special cable from Havana
says :

In spite of government gdenials, the
revolutionary movement in Cuba has
assumed formidable proportions. The
whole island is in a ferment over the
uprising and it is impossible to pre-
dict at this time what the final result
will be. The government claims that
it will be able to suppress the revolt
within two or three weeks, but con-
servative people do not believe that the
revolution can be crushéd so easily.
The revolutionists have been prepar-
ing for the struggle ever since the
presidential election and the Palma
administration has underestimated
their strength.

It is known that several cargoes of
arms and ammunition have been land-
ed in Cuba from Florida coast during
the past two months and the insur-
gents are abundantly supplied with
war material. .

It is believed by many Havanha busi-
ness men that it will be necessary for
the United States to intervene and
annex the island before the revolution
will be crushed. Annexation is openly
favored by the commercial interests in
all of the larger cities and towns in
Cuba. The revolutionary leaders even
prefer annexation to the United States
to a continuance of the present condi-
tions. The American residents on the
Island of Pines have taken sides with
the revolutionists against the Palma
government, and they are giving the
insurgents all aid possible. The Isle
of Pines will be an important base of
operation for the revolutionists.

BRODEUR EXPLAINS HIS
SPEECH AT ST. HILAIRE:

—

He Merely Advised Provinces Not to Rely
on Federal Subsidies as the Only
Source of Revenue.

e

QUEBEC, Aug. 23.—Le Soliel pub-
lishes an interview with Hon. L. P.
Brodeur in regard to the St. Hilaire
‘speech, in which it is said the tele-
graphic reports are not accurate. The
speech, says Le Soleil, must be con-
sidered in the light of the previous
speech by Mr. Girard, who had dealt
with the necessity of enlarging the
sphere of taxation system. The min~
ister set himself to develop the thesis
that the people of Quebec would com-
mit a grave error if they did not put
a heavy front on the necessity of con-
tributing largely out of their own
pockets for the development of their
own province. In this sense alone he
warned them not to fall into the error
of relying on federal aid as the only
source of provinclal revenue.- He held
that a too exclusive reliance on the
federal subsidy for the maintenance
of the province was highly dangerous,
for in thirty or forty years, if in obedi-
ence to their way, a new application
were made to the federal government,
the government would expose itself for
a return demand for sacrifices incom-
patible with the preservation of en-
tire provincial independence.

Hon. Mr. Brodeur declared empha-
tically that he had made no allusion
whatever to the present question of
the increase of the federal subsidy. On
that point he was absolutely at one
and in-entire sympathy with the de-
mands of -the premier of Quebec and
his words must have been misinter-
preted.

"Merchants Had to 6o to Wor
Without  Breakfast — A
Laundry Closed Down Be-
cause of Lack of Water.

When the guests of hotels and boarding
houses and other occupants of buildings
on King Square, Charlotte and Union
streets and vicinity awoke this morn=-
ing they were greatly annoyed to find
that there was no water to-use as it
had during the early morning been shut
off without any notice being given.

The lack of water was a serious
draw back in one Boarding house in
particular. The majority of boarders
arose at six o’clock and had to go to
work  without washing or having any
breakiast. Not knowing that = thers
would be no water this morning a. sup-
ply had not been saved last night, and
as a result there was none to get the
breakfast with.

It was amusing to see hotel people
and merchants in the Charlotte and
Union street districts putting to wuse
pails and milk cang and carrying water
from other buildings where the sup-
ply was still on. Some of the 'King
square people were getting water from
the King square fountain and all about
there was a continuous kick.

‘While there were many buildings
without water there were others with &
fair supply, and a tap in Sparrow’s alley
and the King square fountain were
also running.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Dom-
fnion Laends in Manitoba, Saskatche~
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved, may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, ‘to the extent of one-quarter sec-
iion of 160 acres, more or less.

Entry must be made persorally at
the local land office for the district in
which t¢he land is situate,

The homesteader is required to per-
form the conditons connected’ there-
with under one of the following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land i»
each year for three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of the homesteader
resides upon & farm iz ihe vicinity of
the lana entered for the reguirements
as to residence may be satisfled by such
person residing with the father or
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent
regidence upon farming land owned by
him in the vicini’y of his homestead,
the requirements as to residence may
be satisfied by residence upon the salid
land.

Six monthe’ notice in writing should
be given to the Lommissioner of Dom-
inton Lands at Ottawa of intention to
apply for patent,

Exhibiticn Has Cost Less
| Than in 1304

Report 'nr‘ Eiebutivc Highly Satisfactory
—Industrial Exhibits and Pike
to be Gpen First Evening

A meeting of the Exhibition Associ-
ation was held last evening, at which
the report of the executive committee
was presented. In addition to the pre-
sident, manager and secretary there
were in attendance the following diree-
tors: Honm L. P. Farris, Ald. Bullock,
Henry -Gallagher, “W. M. Jarvis, Geo.
Robertson, M. P, P, F. A. Dykeman, G.
A. Kimball, Dr. G. A. Hetherington
and W. F. Burditt.

The report detailed the work done on
the various buildings and included a
comparative financial statement, show-
ing the expenditure for 1904 to have
been $29,518.49, and for this year, as

completely as it was possible to esti-.

mate, $26,824.14.

The president -explained the report
fully and stated that the city of St.
John in addition tb “the usual grant
had treated the exhibition very genefs
ously, having ré-roofed and painted the
industrial buildings and put a new

asphalt floor in machinery hall. Thej
provincial government had given thaj

usual grant of $5,000, The president
further explained that the new depart-
ments this year were the women's de-
partment; the manual training depart-
ment, motor boat show, dog show, Mar-
coni wireless station, Bostonia ladies’
band concerts, the Pike, and the exten-
sive decoration '+ and electric lighting
features ‘at the entrance and on the
grounds. ' The' machinery hall exhibits
waild compare favorably with those of
1904.

Hon, L. P. Farris raised the question
as to the ownership of the industrial
bulldings, the insurance for which is-
paid jointly by the provincial and city
governments, and Ald. Bullock under-
took' to have the common clerk ascer-
tain the ownership of these buildings.
Ald." Bullock expressed himself as
agreeably surprised to learn that the
expenditures this yedr "would be a its
tle less than in 1804, as’ the popular
opinfon was that the management this
year had been rather extravagant, and
it was commonly  expected that the
city would be called upon for its guar-
antee-of $2,600 in addition to the grant
of $2,000. He was delighted to find that
there was no foundation for this im-
pression.

The president explained that this im-
pression will probably get abroad on
account of the extensive advertising,
and the very expensive arrangement
features, but the expenditures had been
carefully guarded. The amusement
features were ecosting more than in
former years, and the cost of erecting
the “Pike” alone would be in the vic-
inity of five hundred dollars, but the
objectionable element had been elimin-
ated from the buildings and the grounds
without any genuine loss to the exhibi-
tion. He further explained that all
the contracts for the simple amuse-
ments on the “Pike’” provided that each
individual feature was subject to his
approval, and that if he decided on in-
gpection that any of them were un-
desirable ‘they would be promptly
closed up. After these explanations,
the report was unarimously approved,
the directors present expressing them-
selves as satisfled that nothing remain-
ed but good weather to make the
exhibition of ‘1906, a success from
every standpoint.

In answer to Mr. Jarvis the president
gaid that the details for the opening
ceremonies - had not been quite com-
pleted as the executive were determined
to make this feature as attractive as
possible.

Lieut.-Governor Snowball has con-
sented to open the exhibition, and ad-
dresses will be delivered by Premier
Tweedie and Hon. H. R. Emmerson.

It is expected to have the industrial
exhibits open for inspection on Satur-
day evening, September - 1st, and the
«pike” will also be in full blast.

The directors expressed themselves
as opposed to the idea of any organiza-
tion hoiding a regatta on the Ken-
nebeccasis on Labor Day, as that day
was set apart as £t. John day and they
hoped the project would be abandoned.

MONTREAL, Aug. 22—The extreme
Jowness of the water in the harbor of
Montreal, due to the exceedingly dry
summer, has considerably upset the
plans of shippers and vessels are leav-
ing port drawing several feet less than
their customary draught.

This means that vessels are not load-
ed down to their marks, and loss of
business is the result. The depth of
water in the harbor today was 27 feet

THE TELEPHONE MERGER.

There will be a general feeling of
relief over the announcement that the
telephone war is at an end. It is true
that a certain amount of satisfaction
was felt in the prospect of a reduc-
tion in rates through competition be-
tween the two companies, but this
was overshadowed by the fear held
by merchants and others that it would
become. neceasary to instal two instru-
ments. If two companies were in op-
eration in this province, without an
inter-working agreement. confusien
would be the natural result, and far
more inconvenience would be caused
than any reduction in rates could pay
for. This has been -the experience of
other cities, where a dual telephone
service has proven an unmitigated
nuisance. It is however to be hoped
that the agreement which is now be-
ing drawn up between the two pro-
vineial companies will result in a
lowering of rates, and not in an ad-
vance based on the formation of what
now practically amounts to a mon-
opoly. !

THINGS HAVE CHANGED.

—p

Only a few  years ago there was &
cry from all parts of New Brunswick
that game was being exterminated.
Today the province holds out an invi-
tation to sportsmen to-come here for
the finest hunting in Eastern America.
There was, within the past decade,
gravé fear that moose and deer would
soon become mere memories, sO great
was the slaughter and so loosély were
the laws enforced. Then there was in-
stituted a proper system of protection,
the regulations were made rigid, and
it was definitely shown that the.in-
structions issued to wardens were to
be observed. The result has’ béen that
instead of big game being extermin-
ated there has been such an increase
in the numbers of animals that this
attraction 1is becoming a valuable
source of revenue to the province. At
the present time game is so plentiful
that sportsmen from other places in-
stead of being regarded as undesirable
visitors are to a certain extent, sought,
for they contribute largely to the
public revenue, and there is no fear,
under improved regulations, of the
larger game being all killed off. Dur-
ing the present summer there has been,
judging from reports, a marked in-
crease in the numbers of moose and
deer, and in the coming autumn New
Brunswick will prove a better hunting
ground than has been the case for
many years.,

THE NEW'IRELAND TRAGEDY.

Crimes such as tl.lat which came to
light in Albert County yesterday, are
fortunately 'rare in New Brunswick.
The criminal statistics published by
the government place this province in
a very creditable position in the mat-
ter of indictable offences. Hence it
may be that the rare occurrence of
murders make such crimes seem all the
more appalling.

The killing of Miss McAulay was a
particularly brutal affair., She is de-
scribed as a lovable woman, one who
conscientiously performed her duties
in that sphere of life in which she was
placed and who made friends on all
sides. There could be no personal mo-
tive for the crime, and the inference
would seem to be that the murder was
committed either out of passion or as
an adjunct to robbery. The truth will,
no doubt, be learned in a very  short
timws. What is required now is that
the murderer be brought to trial, that
there be no delay consistent with jus-
tice, and that proper punishment be
inflicted.

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ABOUT THE POLICH.,

As a result of two cases heard recent-
ly in the police court, there has devel-
oped among the rougher element of
the city an almost total disregard for
the authority of the police. In one of
the cases referred to, an officer was
charged with an assault, the conten-
tion being that he was at the time of
the affair in the pay of private par-
ties, and that his authority existed
only when he was acting as a police
officer for the city. In the second case
an arrest was made of a man who, in
the opinion of the officer, was not cap-
able of taking care of himself, and
whose conduct was such that he should
be placed in custody. The decisions in
both instances were against the offi-
cers. Without calling in question the
justice displayed, the fact remains that
the publicity given to these cases, and
the impression which was created, has
had rather serious results. Repeatedly
during the past week policemen have
been openly defied by the more disre-
putable and insolent characters in the
city. Their orders, in public places
where crowds are wont to gather, have
not been obeyed, and the members of
the force have been placed in a rather
awkward position. They desire to do
their duty, to act with judgment at
all times, but the fear that they may

make a mistake and overstep the mark
is responsible for greater forbearance
than any official should be compelled
to exercise. To maintain order the
police must receive the hearty support
of law abiding citizens, and the en-
couragement of such a feeling of dis-
repect as now exists will undoubtedly
tend to interfere with the maintaining
of proper order in the city, The police-
men, as guardians of the law, must be
respected.

VANCOUVER, B. C, Aug. 22.—Ex-
citement like that in the first rush
days has occurred in the Klondyke this
month, and stampedes to stake claims
for dredging take place almost daily
and sometimes nightly. The operations
of the Guggenheims were chiefly re-
sponsible for this. When the million-
aires reached Dawson nearly half the
town wanted to sell their claims. The
Klondyke River is staked from its
mouth; Gold Bottom, All Gold, Soap
River Front, and others contain a for-
est of stakes, and one enthusiast has
even staked All Shooting Range Moun-
tain top above West Dawson. The
Guggenheims say they are greatly
pleased with their investments in the
Klondyke, and will buy “anything that
looks really good.”” The enthusiastic
Klondikers, who have been waiting for
millionaires since the boom died, hail
this announcement with great joy.

A remarkable tale of an attempt to
salt samples of White Channel gravel,
which the Yukon government was
testing at the government mill, is told
by people who came down with the
Guggenheims. In the first place the
White Channel discovery was much
heralded as being made by Cheechacos
(tenderfeet.) It was said they found
gold while digging holes for posts on
which will be strung the heavy wires
to conduct the power of the Guggen-
heims’ plant from Twelve Mile to the
mouths of the Klondyke River and
Bonanza Creek. The most alarming
surprise to the assayers was experien-
ced when a portion of the gravel which
had run low-grade at the first sample

.jumped to phenomenal values when a

second sample was tested. The govern-
ment tested nineteen samples in all,
and much difficulty was experienced
in keeping them free from doctored
material. The salting was done by
putting gold in the acids used in the
cyanide process. i

This will be available for is-
sue when and how the directors see fit,
creating sinews of war such as the
Union Pacific with its $100,000,000 un-
issued preferred and the New York
Central with $100,000,000 ‘stock possess.
Of course the Northwest will not sub-
mit tamely to being bottled up and is
ultimately going to extend its lines
from Wyoming to the coast, For E. H.
Harriman has said, the era of compet-
itive building is with us—gentlemen’s
agreements are a thing of the past.

SASKATOON, Aug. 18.—There Is
great activity in every branch of build-
ing and construction work in and
around Saskatoon. Some large busi-
ness blocks and several commodious
and tasteful residences are in progress.

VALPARAISO, Aug. 22.—From the
Plaza Dec La Victoria, as far as the
Plaza in the section called Las Delici-
¢as. four-fifths of the houses are com-
pletely destroyed, and the remaining
fifth are badly damaged.

From the Plaza De La Victoria down
to the custom house only &bout one-
third of the houses sustained damage. .
The banks of the city and the customs'
warehouses were not hurt. With the
exception of Ispiritu Santo all the
churches in the city were destroyed, as
= were the hospitals and the theatres.
The number of dead is more than 2,000.

The offices of the Havas agency, al-
though seriously damaged, are still be-
ing used for the company’s business.

The tragic scenes of the San Fran-
elsco disaster were reproduced here.
There was the fight against fire, the
lack of water and robbery and pillage.
The authorities are now beginning to
get provisions, and water is being again
supplied.

All the fires ‘are out.

The first shock lasted four minutes
and a half and the second two minutes.
- Most of the houses were thrown down
by the second shock.

Estimates of the damage range from
$25,000,000 to $50,000,000.

Memorial Tablets to Three Presbyterian
Ministers Unveiled—Speeches
on Presbyterianism in Canada.

CHARLOTTETOWN, P.E.I, Aug. 22.

As Collins did not turn up on Tues-
day at Elgin fo come home wilh the
priest,  Rev. Father McAulay drove
home without- him. ~ When the priest
reached his home, he entered the house
in-company with James Doyle, son of
David Doyle, and was su. .ised to see
nothing of his ccusin. On reaching
orie. of the rooms he discovered that
the door of a e'~set had been pa.fiy

roken in with #n axe, and at once
tis suspicions were aroused thai
1niLg Wwas Ww1lo: 8. He imm
told the young man Doyle to 2ver 10
Mt Duffy’s rlate, which was near, and
fnquire if Miss McAulay was there.
The Duffys fiad not seen anything cf
the lady, and Dovie returned wiin Miss
XKate Duffy. These two and the priest
then continued their search of - the
premises. Leaving the front rooms
of the residence, they went 1o the
kitchen and finally the woodshed.
Doyle. went down' a short flight of steps
leading to a lower \s}tor'y of tha out-
building, and his Ot came in contaret
with the body of the unfortunate we-
man, which was lying with ths feet
next the steps.

The head was horribly bruised in the
back and two terrible gashes in each
side of the throat had been added to
complete the terrible crime. On fur-
ther examination a large pool of blood
was found on the upper floor of the
shed, where the vietim had evidently
been struck down, the body afterwards
being dragged along the floor, as
marks indicated, and down the steps,
where the awful work had been finish-
ed. J

The body was found about eight
o'¢lock in the evening and was left un-
til Coroner Murray was summoned
from Albert, an inquest then being
held. The following jurors were ‘«m-]
paneled: James Teahan (foreman)y
Jotin Dufty, Herbert Doyle, James R.|
Long, Thos. -Campbell, Arthur Huck-
4ns and Michael Teahan,

After viewing the body and hearing
the evidence of several witnesses, the
jury brought in the following verdict:

«“That the said Mary Ann McAulay
was found dead on the 21st day of
August at New Ireland, dn the county
of Albert, and that the cause of her
death was that she was brutally mur-
dered with an axe and her throat cut
with a knife in the hands of some per-
gon unknown, but we believe the per-
som to be Thos. J. Collins, foreigner.”

It was about six o’clock Sunday even-
ing that Miss McAulay and Collins
were last seen together at the rectory.
Three hours later, a light was seen in
the ~housekeeper’s room, but it is not
known whether she was there at the
time,or if the person was the murderer
in the act of ransacking the premises.
» That the murderer, when he finally

left the rectory, did so in Father Me- |
Aulay’'s team, is .pretty well establish-:
ed. It is supposed that he drove in the
direction of Port Elgin via Little River
end that at some point on the road
turned the rig about, and after start-

ing the horse for the place from which
it was taken, continued on in thHe op-
posite direction.

One of the witnesses, Michael Thean,
told that on last Sunday afternvon a
party of people who were desirious of
fishing in a lake about a mile from
the rectory, called at the latter ‘place.
He (the witness) was one of the party,
and another was Mrs. Sarah Williams.
All were local folk. They went ‘to 2
club house by the lake, and accom-
panying them was ollins, an the
following afternoon all returned’ to the
rectory together. The witness: said
that as they were together in the house
Miss McAulay accused Collins of steal-
ing condensed milk, and that he.(the
witness) advised Collins to own wp to
‘the truth (The latter, aceording to the
testiniony, said: S
bad I had to drink something.”

SHOCKING TRAGEDY
CAUSED BREAT EXGITEMENT

The shocking tragedy has caused in-
tense excitement and deep sympathy
throughout the community, .and Rev.
Father McAuldy has ‘been.almost.gver-
come by the ‘térrible event. The victim
of the awful deed was beloved by all,

ROBBERY THE MOTIVE
FOR THE TERRIBLE CRIME

There was no evidence of outrage,
and the motive.for the terrible erime
was unmistakably rebbery. The house
had been ransacked, and many wvalu-
able articles are missing, including a
gold watch and chain and other jew-
elry belonging to the murdered woman
and some $30 in money, also clothing

Mrs, Wildamsen gaw mo signs ¢fiany
unpleasantness; afid ‘thei® was 4i- en-
tire absente 6f any ¢ircumstance to in-
dicate that a terrible tragedy was
about tc take place, On Monday mor-
ning, a neighbor who was passing, no-
ticed the priest’s horse attached to a
buggy, wandering about the plaqgi but
made no..effort.te discover the ‘cause,
thinking that no doubt things were all
right. On Tuesday the horse had
freced itself from the carriage, which
was afterwards found caught against
a tree, and appeared at the barn. As
the priest had left his horse at home
when .he went to Fredericton road, the
inference is that the murderer had
driven the horse in the direction of
Elgin, and afterward turned it about
in the direction of home.

Collins, it is said, took the train at
Petitcodiac. As soon after discovery

SUSPECT ARRESTED AT
| SACKVILLE YESTERDAY

SACKVILLE, N. B, Aug. 22.—A
man who at first gave his name as
John Wilkins and afterwards as Mel-
bourne Sabeans, occupied a cell in the
lockup here tonight on suspicion of
having been implicated in the murder
in New Ireland, Albert County, on
Sunday,

Police Marshal 'Oblens received a
telephone message this afternoon from
Sheriff .Lynds, Albert county, asking
him to’ arrest the man on suspicion.
.The man was described as being of
medium height; dark complexion, about
thirty years of age. Sheriff Lynds
stated that the man would have mud
on his boots as he was landed from a
vessel at Wood Point last night.
‘When accosted by Marshal Oblens,
the suspect admitted that he came
from Wood Point, having been put
ashore there from the steamer Wil-
fred C. He said he stayed at Apple
River over Sunday and then drove to
Joggins Mines, afterwards going to
River Hebert, whence he sailed by the
Wilfred C. to Wood . Point.

Wilkins, or Seabeans, lis a man about
five feet five inches tall, dark halr,
heavy brown moustache, ‘steel blue
eyes. He says he-is thirty-four years
old and has ben going to sea for eigh-
teen years.

When arrested his boots and pants
were muddy tallying with the descrip-
tion of Sheriff Lynds.

The man denies having been in Al-
bert county for four months and states
that he never visited New Ireland in
his life. His stories have been rather
conflicting, but when seen by a Sun
representative tonight he gave a rather
straight account of himself and it
would ‘seem that he is not the man
wanted by the authorities. So far he
:has not been told .of the serious nature
of the crime with which he is charged.
Considerable excitement has been
karoused over the arrest and the lockup
has been visited by large numbers. On
‘the left wrist of the man there is a
star tatooed and on the arm are the
letters M. S. S., which are evidently
‘the initials of his name. If the mur-
derer was Thos. Collins the man under
arrest here is undoubtedly not the one
wanted.

MISS MGAULAY WAS

Mrs. Ward last: njght said.that she
had met Miss: MéAulay about twenty-
five years ago in New Ireland, and
that she was then - keeping house for
Rev. Father McAulay, her cousin.
Mrs. Ward said that she thought the
dead woman must. have been some-
what over fifty years of age. Rev.
Father McAulay is the uncle of Mrs.
Ward and Mr. Hogan.

Mrs. Ward says the the priest’s ab-
sence from home at the time the tra-
gedy took place was due to the fact |
that he was preparing for the church
picni¢, which was scheduled to take
place on the 26th,

WHAT COLLIN LOOKS LIKE.

The description of Thos. Collins, the
suspect in the New Ireland murder,
is as follows:

Age 20 years, complexion dark,
stature short and stout, eyes black,
weight 156 pounds, height about five
feet six inches, He has an impediment
in his speech and has a dark, vyet
ruddy complexion and somewhat full
mouth. He wore a black, square cut
eoat and is accustomed to wearing a
cap set well back on the head. He is
believed to be carrying a small lock
grip and ‘telescope grip.

CHINESE PURCHASE
1 NEWSPAPER

Said to be Scheme to Advocate the Abol-
ftlon of the Income Tax on Chinese

VICTORIA, B. C., Aug. 21.—A curi-
ous report with respect to the recon-
struction of the Colonist is being
widely circulated in business and politi-
cal circles.

DRASTIC IMMIGRATION LAWS

They Will Be Recommended by the Presl-
dent in His Next Message.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 22—Important
recommendations looking to the enact-~
ment of more drastic immigration laws
will be embodied in the next message
of President Roosevelt to Congress. To
obtain full and complete information
on the subject an elaborate and com-
prehensive inquiry has been inaugur-
ated by direct order of the President.

Terence V. Powderly, former Com-
missioner General of Immigration, and
a half dozen of the most expert in-
spectors have been sent abroad to in-
quire into the methods adopted by the
steamship companies in inducing im-
migrants to come to the United States.

BIG SALE OF LAND.

The Oblates Obtain Many Acres In the
Lesser Slave District,

OTTAWA, Aug. 22—An order-in-
council authorizing the sale of 480
acres of land in .the. settlement of Les-
ser Slave Lake, in the district of Atha~
basca, to the corporation of the Oblates
appears in this week’'s Canadian Gaz-~
ette.

It would appear that the land in
question is well suited for the raising
of stock, an industry on which the
mission is to a great extent dependent.
The land was formerly occupied by the
Cree Indians and half-breeds of that
district, but more particularly by one
Isidore Noskiye, and by this latter
transferred to the corporation of the
Oblate Fathers in the year 1894, five
years before the treaty was entered
into between the government and the
Indians of the district of Athabasca.
Since that date the corporation has. .
exercised proprietary rights over the
land in question, and is reported to
have today over one hundred head of
cattle and some twelve horses on the
property. The assignment made by the
Indians to the corporation cannot, un-
der the law, be recognized, but that
made by Isidore Noskiye, a half-breed,
whose status was recognized by the
half-breed commissioners by the issue
of scrip in satisfaction of hisclaim,
would appear to be in due form, and
there is no reason why the same
should not be recognized.
