Time Has Come When Canada
Should Take Efficient Measures to
Get the Full Benefit of Her Great
' Niekel Wealth.

b

OTTAWA, April 19.—Nobody seems
to remember of having seen 4 count
out in the house of commoens. Twenty
members constitute a quorum, which
is less . than one-tenth of . the .whole
number. ‘But -« small a8 it 18, ‘this}
quorum was. not on handduring a good
part' of yesterday’s discussion on the
important question ‘whéther the terri-
tories. should, receiv'e provincla.l rights.
Premier “H of the Northivest
has deman such an shment, |
and his council and assembly support
him in it.  Rev. Dr. , one ' of
the four members from the territories,
declares that the country is not  yet
ready for this change. Mr. Sifton en-
tertains the same opinion, ‘and holds.
that the population is too small and
too seattered for such an organization.
As a matter of fact the population is
larger by far than that of Manitoba
at the time that it was made & pro-
vinee, and larger than that of British
Columbia during its history as a pro-
vince .of Canada. The people are scat-
tered over 4 large extent of country,
it is true, but they are largely grouped
fn ocommunities and 'a considerable
proportion are villagh population.

The substance of Mr. Sifton’s ob-
jection appears to be that ‘the people
in the west are divided on the ques-
tion whether they should be grouped
into one province or two, and that the
immense amount of land and other re-
sourees in the country would be an in-
centive to ‘extra vm and,; the ac-
cumulation ‘of ‘a large t." Mr. Bor-
den, the opposition. leadex-. does not
share the a.pprehemlons. The people,
of the territories must some day  bel
entrusted with these . Breat responsi-
bilities, and there is no reason to sup-
pose that the folk mow in the country
will be more wasteful and reckless
than those who shall be there &' few
years hence. The present government
at Ottawa does not itself appear to, be
afraid of incurring debt, and it is quite
probable that the western men would
not mortgage their own future - any
more than the government at Ottawa
is mortgaging it for them. ‘

The real objection at Ottawa to
western autonomy is probably a desire
to control western expenditure and
western resources. There is no -end
of money madas by people who have a
“pull” in the Northwest, and the im-
portance from a party point of view
of the patronage of the department of
the interior would be greatly dimin-
ished if the b which Mr. Sifton
controls were handed over to a local
government, The western people are
rather independent and would not be
likely to have a government like those
in Quebec, New Brunswick and Nova
. Scotia, willing to play second fiddle to
the Laurier administration here.

It i an interesting circumstance that
while the subject was under discus-
sion the government interest in it was
so small that there were never more
than three ministers present, «f whom
two were engaged in writing lctters or
asleep, until they went out and left the
minister of the interior to wrestle with
the question alone.

The United States people take care
of their own interests. They get the
ore into their couniry and manufac-
ture it, and do not ellow nickel pro-
duets in an advanced condition to be
admitted .except under .wvery high
duties. The result is that the manu-
facture of nickel products in this
country is impossible, and we. are giv-
ing to a foreign country the control of
an dndustry wherein we have a nat-
ural momopoly. Mr. Charlion goes on
te state that a nickel trust has been
organized in the Unjted States with a
capital of $34,000,000, ‘of . which, $18,000,-

Culligan had told-Mr. - McManus when
he rejected the ties at first that he
would get authority for accepting
them and he’ ke-pt his word.

It 'was after thla that Mr. Burpee at-
tacked the inspector for accepting
these white spruce, and the inspector
told Mr, Burpee what authority he had
for doing so.. It seems that Mr. Bur-
pee could hardly believe that this in-
terference had occurred. It was neces-
sary for Mr, McManus to produce the
Jetter, which he had not then about
him. Mr. Burpee subsequently :got
the letter, kept it for a time, returned
it to Mr. McManus, who finally put it
in his desk. Thence it mysteripusly
disappeared, and when the inspector
came to Ottawa dafter he had received
the summons there was no letter from
Mr. Blair to be found.

Mr.'B e’ was’' thus suppressed, the
‘white ‘spruce was accepted and paid
for at very good prices, and the rail-
way has on hand a considerable stock
of useless tles. To begin with, there
was no meed of taking spruce at all.
The way from cedar to spruce was
easy, and that led down to white
spruce, and according to the recent
government inspection still further
down to fir and poplar. If there 'is’
any worse wood known to lumbermen
probably it will be heard from next.

Mr. Blair next took the witness in
hand and obtained from him a state-
ment that previous to this note he
had accepted white spruce from Mr.
Ultican. It is not yet ascertained how
this acceptance of white sprucé began.
It could mnever have been authorized
by Mr. Burpee, who evidently despised
this kind of wood. It was not author-
ized’ by Mr. Pottinger, and 'certdimly
not by Mr. Russell. Mr. McManus
swears that the memorandum that he
had when he went to examine Mr.
Culigan’s ties -was that he should take
no other spruce but black spruce. Mr.
Blair got him to the point of stating
what was evidently a fact, that the
note from the minister was an instruc-
tion to treat Mr. Cuiligan the same as
Mr. Ultican. There is clearly another
note somewhere, or some other in-
struction which led to the acceptance
of this worthless wood from Mr, Ulti-
can.

Mr. Emmerson, who thinks it is
quite to the point to show that some
contractor, who seems to have been
favored, is a conservative, asked Mr.
"McManus whether Mr. Ultican was not
[ & liberal and Mr. Culligan a conserva-
tiwe. Mr. McManus gave it as his
‘opinion that this was so. The matter
is of no importance in connection with
the business transaction, but as a
matter of fact it is belleved that Mr.
Culligan = supported the government
| candidate in Restigouche at .the elec-
tion that was going on when he had his
contract.

Farms Are Now Doing.

The isolation of the farmer, natural-
ly resulting from his occupation in the
 earlier days of settlement in Canada,

kept him out of touch with those best
calculated to' assist him in his work;
but to a large extent this disability
‘has been removed by which he can ap-
peal for information when in doubt,
and for cq-operation when in difficulty.
The annual report of the Dominion
minister of agriculture for 1901, which
was | ntly presented to parliament,

tical work, covering all branches’ of
agrioulture, horticulture, and arbori-
culture, have given/ ample demonstra-
tion of the great usefulness of these
dominion institutions to farmers in
every part of Canada. Object lessons
of the most convincing character have
been presented. to the many thousans

«of farmers who have visited  these
farms in person, and the visitors Rave
carried away with them information
which has been: put te practical test
on their own farms with the result of
increased profits in their business, The
many who are unable to visit these
centres of agricultural enlightenment
| ‘can always obtain the exhaustive re-
ports prepared by the several officers
«of these institutions, as they are free-
ly distributed; so that the whole of
the information: collected by the de-
partment is at the disposal of all who
‘ask for it. Fifteen years ago both the
farmer and farming occupied a much
inferior. position to that taken today.
With advanced information the far-
‘mer’s material prosperity has ‘been
augmented and his status dignified.

The experimental farms were among

the first agerncies established for the
improvement of farming, and the
great strides 'which have beenh made
along all the lines comprised in this
national industry owe much to the of-
ficers of these farms and to their con-
stant -and consistent demonstration
and advocacy of the best methods,
. The systemadtic testing of promising
varieties of agricultural crops obtain-
able in different patts of the world has
had an educational effect. Upwards of
30,000 farmeis have participated an-
nually in the distribution of seeds. Dur-
| ing the past six years about sixty tons
of seed have been yearly distributed
for this purpose. And thus the hon-
orable the minister of agwiculture has,
tq use his own words, “placed Cana-
dian farmers in the van as to know-
‘ledge of the best and most productive
sorts of agricultural products.”

During the past year, at the Central
Experimental Farm, at Ottawa, the
work in field agriculture has principal-
ly embraced the study of rotations,
the testing of methods of cultivation,
and the . determining of the cost of
production of digestible dry matter in
different forms, valuable data along
which' lines have been obtained. In
animal husbandry experiments have
been, amd are still being, conducted to
ascertain the value of different feeding
stuffs, ‘both coarse and concentrated,
for the production of milk, beef, mut-
ton and perk. An effort is being made,
also, to gain some imformation as to
the comparative economy of feeding
rations of narrow and wide nutritive
ratios for the production of milk and
to ascertain their influence upon the
quality of the milk produced. A series
oi experiments, having in view the de-
‘termination of the influence of the
time of milking upon the quantity and
quality of mitk produced by cotws, has
Just been concluded, and the results
are. both interesting and conclusive. '
' Comparative ecomomy of feeding
steers has been studied, and with sheep
work has been done to ascertain the
best conditions for the production of
good mutton carcasses by breeding, as
well as by feeding, it being well to
know that both factors enter materfal-
ly into the results. In pork production
the investigations have been made
along the lines of economy of different
feeding stuffs, and their effect upon
the quality of the finished product.

The entomologist has - had a busy
year in attemding to some 3,000 letters
concerning his branch, and special at-
tention has been paid to investigatioins
of the life and histories of many in-
jurious and beneficial insects, and the
study of the improvemrent of remedies
‘has been considerably advanced. Am-
ong the insects which demanded and
received this special attention during
1901 ‘were the  true Rocky Mountain
locust, the lesser Migratory locust, the
Pelluci@ locust, and Packard’s locust,
the San Jose scale, variegated cut-
worms,  the Hessian fly, the grain
‘aphis, cutworms, capker-worms, ' the
black. cherry aphis, the black skelet-
onizer, and th%.e uffalo carpet beetle, - '

In horticulture, the principal experi-
ments with fruits have been to deter-
mine the hardiness, productiveness,
quality and freedom from disease of
the different varieties; but experi-
ments in different methods of propo-
gating, grafting and cultivating have,
also, been conducted. In the imnvesti-
gation and treatment of diseases of
fruits, much progress has been made.

At the Central Experimental  Farm
experiments with cross-breeding seed-
ling - crab apples, which have shown
themsgelves hardy emough to endure the
unfavorable climatic conditions of win-
terin the Northwest country, have ad-
ded promising varieties which will be
propogated for further distributioh.

4i-of moisture, it would be better to let

Many orchards have been neglected
so long and have reached such an age
that it would not be profitable to at-
tempt to removate them. The best
plan’ in such cases is to plant young
trees.  On the other hand, there are
‘many orchards where the trees, if
cared for, would be in the prime of
life, and neglect is the only cause
which prevents profitable crops from
being grown. Jt is of orchards such

.as these that a few suggestions are

here offered as to how to bring them
back into good conditiom. But the re-
sults desired capnot be got in one
year.

The trees, to begin with, should be

pruned, mot too heavily at first, but
enough limbs should be taken out to
open up the top and permit a free cir-
culation of air and the admission of
sunlight to it. The trees will, prob-
ably, be much moss. grown, and both
they -and the fruit may be affected
with . various dis¢ases. Injurious in-
sects, too, are almost certain to
abound.
.‘Spraying should bhe begum early in
the season, and the trees should be
kept covered from :top to bottom with
Bordeaux mixture and Paris green un-
til the fruit is almost fully grown.
Scraping the trunks and large bran-
ches of the trees may be dome if there
is' muoh moss, but as soon as the
tree becomes more vigorous, and air
and sunlight are admitted, much of
the mosa will disappear. If the oyster
shell bark louse, or other scale in-
sects infest the trees, they should be
sprayed with. the lime mixture, or
other material already mentioned.

As the orchard, if neglected, is al-
most certain to be in sod, the ’ soil
should be, ploughed shallow in the
spring, turning under a good dressing
of manure if it cam be proecured. If
tha sod is not too thick it might be
worked up with the disc or spade har-
row. The ground should then be kept
thoroughly = harrowed until July,
working in other fertilizers if the land
be poor, and manure is not to be had;
and then red clover seed sown at the
rate of twelve pounds per acre, and
the ground rolled. A good cover crop
should then be formed by autumn.
This would conclude the first season’s
work. The results would, probably, be
a greatly increased vigor in the trees,
and -the truit, though, perhaps, not
plentiful, would be cleaner,

The second season, additional, but
less, pruning should be dome, the trees
kept thoroughly sprayed as before, the
clover ploughed under in the spring,
and\the Jand kept harrowed or culti-
vated' until July, apd then seedea
down ta clover. . The fruit.should be
better than the year defore; but not
until the third year should the trees
be expected  to bear heavily and the
orchard be in good condition.

Onmtario protested
against this inactivity, for mearlyjall
manufactures sent, from Ountario 'to
tke maritime provinces were carried
by the Intercolonial. . :

Mr. Blair went off into a long digres-
sion concerning the . importation’ of
locomotives, charging Mr. Hagagrt
with importing one in 1891. s

Mr. Haggart said Blair's own officer
had recently testified that this engine
was bought when no shops were oper-
ated .in Canada.

Mr. Ingram asked Mr. Blair i the
manpages he recently imported ifrom
the United States had not issued s -cir-
cular improperly condemning King-
ston lecomotives as faulty in construc-
tion, and if Mr. Muhifield had not
sworn that Russell was mistaken.

Mr. Blair ‘declared that Russell was
'not imperted. He was Canadian bom
and was invited to come back and
give Canada the benefit of his experi-
ence. “But as a Canadian I protest
against his injustice to ¢
made engines.” Mr. Blair thén enter-
ed into an argument to show that he
had expended more in maintenance of
way and works on current -account
than the late government @id. ~ He
claimed a precedent for expenditures
charged to capital, since the late min-
istry charged some rolling stock sid-
ings to ‘capital: He believed the in-
crease of pay would be justified by the
country and it would probably be
pecessary fo make a further advance
in response to the present demand. A
schedule rate had been adopted in the
car works at Moncton, which was giv-
ing satisfac , but . it “involved in-
creased ontl Considering increases
in the cost of coal and additional
wants, and expenditure for mainten-
ance, Mr. Blair said he was not
ashamed of his half million of deficit
last year. He ‘/expected a better re-
sult this year, and still better in the
future. He had always belleved the
road should be extended to Montreal
and still farther. It should be a na<
tional railway in every sense, and when
‘the time came to extend it to Georgian
Bay it would control a large part of
the western traffic. It was unfair and
unjust to speak with sneers of the In-
tercolonial.” It was not a political road,

and had mot been'so under this’ ad-|

ministration. The road should not be
a political machine available for par-
ty purposes, as.it used to be. ‘He
had prohibited giving ' favors to one
party which were not given to both,
and no one had ever charged that ad-
vantage was given his own party on
election day. Every employe had been
allowed to vote with perfect freedomy
and no influence was exerted over any
employe, Mr, Blair/closed with the
statement that for the eight months
ending last February there was a
deficit of $136,000,  while at the same
time last year the deficit was $£57,000.
This was reduced to $488,000 before
last year was out, and‘ on.the same
basis he hoped for thirty ‘or forty
thousand dollars by the end of this
fiscal year.

The minister closed his three hour
speech at six o’clock.

MR. HAGGART'S REPLY.

After dinner Hon. John Haggart re-
pled to Mr. Blair. He showed that
by Mr.. Blair's own reports the late
government left the Intercolonial in
firgt-class condition. Mr. Blair had
‘heeiin operations by taking over the
Drummond railway, promising to de-

ed to extend the Iatercolonial to Geor-

‘gian Bay and he hoped at some time

that it would reach the Northwest. He

(Haggdrt) wondered if it was through

the syndicate of the Dominion Securi-
ties, which was megotiating for the
purchase of the Canade Atlantic R.R.,
that the minister proposed to accom-

o read the prespectus of the Domin-
jon Securities; which set farth large
subsidies’ the company was to receive
from'the féderal and Nova Scotia gov-
ernments.. The prospectus was signed
by Dr. Seward Webb, 8. R. Callaway,
Arthur L. 'Meyer and others.

. Hon. Mr. Bldir remarked that the
statements of the prospectus are ab-
golutely false in the main. These peo-
ple have never received any .encour-
;agement from this government mnor
‘financidl ‘promiises.

"Mr. Haggart again called attentiop
to the terms of the circular amd the
thigh financial standing of the mames
attached to it.

Mr, Blair—What is the relevancy of
all this

Mr. Haggart—I  want to show the
connection. The hon. gentleman was
down in New York, and according to
‘Dr. Pugsley he 'had an agent there
negotiating. the sale of the Intercol-
onfal. Mr. Haggart had been informed
by ‘Mr, Meyer that the minister of rail-
‘ways was 80 negotiating. ¥He very
. much doubted the truth of the. asser-
 tion,as to the power of Dr. Pugsley in
the matter, but certainiy Dr. Pugsley,
' was negotiating. ‘Mr. Haggart’'s in-
formant ‘had at the same time ven-
tuned the:opinion that he very much
doubted Pugsley’s power to offer such
a transfer. Mr. Haggart declared that
‘the people of Canada had buillt the In-
tercolonial ‘at a feavy cost. The peo-
ple did not-expeet a dividend, but they
did expect it to'pay running expenses
-and to ®ee. no more expenditure oh
eapital account, The present policy
seemed to 'be to get a8 much as pos-
sible out of the people and spead it in
the maritime provinces.

Hon. Mr. Fielding followed, declar-
ipg that he had never heard of .the
scheme -as outlined in the circular of
‘the. - Dominion = Securities Company.
