WhEREAs, a nuniber of persons have associated themselves
under the name of the Alumni of King’s COHege, Windsor, for the
promotion of Educatiqp, and have raised - by private contribution
sums of money which /they are desirous to expend in aid of the
funds of the said College, and the Collegiate School, at Windsor,
connected therewith, in or towards the maintenance and support of
the teachers therein, or in such other way as may best conduce to
the end which they have in view, and they are desirous of obtain-
ing assistance f; om the Legislature, by the passing of an 'Act of
Incorporation for enabling them to hold property, and to.manage
their affairs with greater edsc.and conyenience,

1. Be it therefore enacted by the Licutcnaut-Govbrﬂor,

Council
and Assembly: that John T Twining, James B. Uniack » Henry
Pryor, Hugh Hartshorne, and all and every such other pérson and

persons as now are members of, or in the said society, and their
successors, shall be and are hereby appointed a body, politic and
corporate, in deed and i name, by the ‘name of «The Alumni of
King’s College, Windsor,” and by that name have succession and
a common Seal, and by that hame shall sue and be sued, plead and
be impleaded, at law and in equity, and in all courts and places,
and be able and capable in law to have, hold, purchase, get,
receive, take, possess, and enjoy, lands, tenements, hereditaments
and rents, in fee simple or otherwise, and also goods and chattles,
and all other things real, personal and mixed, and also to. give,
grant, sell, let, assign or convey the same or any part thereof, and
4to do dnd execute all other things in and about the same, as shall
or may be thought necessary or proper ; and also shall have from
time to time and at all times full power, authority, and license to
constitute, make and establish such Bye-Laws, Rules and Ordi-
nances, as may be thought necessary for the rule and good man-

agement of said society, the establishing of officers proper for the

mode as may be deemed most expedient.

Ox this the Twentieth Anniversary of the Act of Incorporation,
the Executive Committee of .the Associated Alumni of King’s
College, Windsor, beg to present their usnal Annual-Report.

The year that has passed has been marked with no event of
special interest to the College. The usual routine of duty has
been performed; and every effort made to maintain the efficiency
and standing of the Institution.

Your Committee referred in their last Report, in terms of con-
gratulation, to the fact, that after much exertion, and the sacrifice
of a large, portion of the invested funds of this Association, the
New College Hall and Library had been presented to the Board of
Governors free of debt. They have now to regret that notwithstand-
ing these efforts on their part to increase the usefulness of the

- College, one of the objects for which this building was intended
has not yet been accomplished. They refer to the increased accom-
modation which it was proposed to give to the valuable collection
of books, now contained within the circumscribed limits of the
present College Library; and they respectfully recommend that
this meeting should devise some means for carrying the original
project into effect.

Your Committee hail with pleasure the addition which the staff
of Professors has received during the past year, by the appointment
of John McLeod, Esq., of the University of Glasgow, as Professor
of Mathematics, who entered upon his duties in September last,
and to whose salary the funds of this Association are pledged (by a
resolution passed at the last annual meeting) to the extent of $200.

Being convinced of the utility of this appointment, and the de-
sirability of confining the labors of each Professor, as far as possible

to his own particular department, your Committce earnestly recom-

mend the continuance of the grant for the ensuing year.

the terms of the amended Act, cannot be re-elected at this meeting.

A President and three members of the Executive Committee are
also to be elected in the place of Benjamin Curren, D. C. L.,
Charles Gossip, M. D., A. J. Cowie, M. D., and Hon. 8. L. Shan-
non, B. A., who retire by rotation, but who may be re-elected.
