The case of Connolly sgainst the city bas

been settled, and while Wr. Connolly claims
that be will be a loser by;the settlement the
general opinion seems to t€ that the
best possible thing has} been dore in his in-
terests, as well as in] tbe | interects of the
citizens.

Connolly claimed $52,000, but $8,000 of
this was the amount which _the city had re-
tained. The sum which(the firm deposited
as security on entering linto the contract
was $6,645. This amount} wes tacked by
the city af'31¢ per cent interest and tie
Connollys  get it back at that
rate making a total of ©7,356 40
which the city is not out ‘of, pceket. The
amount of the balance ot the contract re-
tained by the city when the work was com-
pleted was $1,855. On return of this there
is loss of 810, because [the city has”to pay
the Connollys five per{ cent; iuterest, when
it has been getting olny 84 per cent for the
ast two years. The total amount return-
ed is $8.856.73. The city pays $6,875
making a total of $15,731.73.

1t can hardly be said the city is a gainer
to the extent ot $36,000, the difference
between the amount claimed and the sum
paid, but there is & general opinion that
there is » say:ng of many thousand dollars.
It was conceded that the,Connollys bad a
case and the question{was merely as to the
amount of damages. One of the moet ex-
traordinary things was that there was
carrent gossip that  certain jarors
were disposed to make the verdict a
large one from  the beginning. The
bearing of this or that juryman is sad to
have been discussed, and it was known
what the probabilities were. Itis claimed
by frieads of the city that the majority of
the jurors were not in favor of heavy dam-
ages, while the friends of Connolly elsim
that they were. Neither sice supposed
there would be a verdict for less than
$20,000, and Connolly probably expected
more.

The city might have settled the suit be-
fore the trial began, and Cunnolly claims
e was willing to bave the matter decided
by arbitration. The city never had any
direct offer to that effect, however, and
might not have felt at liberty to do so in
any case. So far as the citizens knew, no
case was really made out before the trisl,
but when the suit had progressed so far

that a case was apparent, then the council

had some grounds to justify them in yield-
ing and_making as e1sy & compromise as
possible.

The only question to be decided was as to

the sum to be paid by the city, in addition
to the money returned with interest. Mc.

She desires
those of the same political bue, to make
the dinner harmonious, and then those of
the same tastes. When she entertains
Chauncey Depew, who is a favorite dinner
guest with her, sh3 selects persons who are
fond of travel or foreignirs, sure that other
countries will form a pleasent fisld for dis-
cussion.

Astor's confi lential adviser regarding ccre-
monious dinners, though a great deal of
rivalry existed betwe:n them.

HOPS AND HUMBUG.

A truly religious war seems to be ragiog
in the far off state ot Washington, with bug
exterminator 88 weapons in the one hand
and the prayers of the self-righteous on
the other hard.  The cause of the confl ct
is the hop—not the dance of that depigna-
tion, but th> plant which besutifizs and
adorns alike the garden of the wealthy and
the home of the humble—the bumulus
lipulas, or common hop of commerce.
To the ordinary individusl the hop is
rather a graceful climber with its luxuriant
green foliage, and the househo's hol')
vine s hLighy esteemed in the
various latitudes in which it is so
easily cultivated. The fruit of the hop
is the flower thrreof, gathered by pru-
dent New Brunswick farmer’s wives betore
tke late September frosts have had 8 chance
to rip. This hop fruit, dried and put
away, is usetul for mauy purposes. It is
the basis of the best kind of yeast.it isa
favorite ingredient for poultices, and it is a
prime factor inthe making of beer. For
this latter purpose it finds its best market,
and readers of ProGress who may have
visited thagreat hop plantations of such
parts of the country as northern New York
can realiza that it is a very important in-
dustry. Those wio drink beer or have
iriends whe are addicted to beer,
look upon the hop with a frendly
eye, in view of the faet that the most de-
struoti=- Xind of beer is not made ot hops,
but from substitutes which chemistry sup-
plies, and which are infinately more evil in
their effect upon the human system.
Hop growing is a great industry i most
parts ot Washington state, and a hop bar-
v.st givea imployment to & large number
of men, women and children. The hops,
when gatkered, go largely to the breweries,
to the evident pertarbation of many peo-
ple who do not consider that the beer
would be made just the same if there were
no hops to be bad, s0 long as the chemists
could provide adulterants. These people
appear to be in the maj ority in some of the
churches, tor in some instanc~s hop-growers
are excluded from ‘church membership.
Despite of such opposition, however, the
cultivation of the hop has bean continued
and the industry has flourished as does the
grape growing industry in other places.
This season the hop louse has been un-
utually busy, and is ravagas have threat-
ened serious loss to hundreds of hard
working farmers and the miny bundreds of
people usually employed on the picking.
This, to & large number of people, means
as serious a calamity as the failure of the
potato crop would be to an eastern
farmer, and one would suppose that
such a proeprct would, at least, excite
the sympathy of “‘all who profess and call
themselves Christians” in that part of the
world. It seems, however, to bave had
quite another effsct. At aconference of a
religious denomination held in Seattle, last
week, “1t was announced that the hop crop
was being greatly damaged by lice, and
fervent thinkgiving was offered.” So say
the despatch Doubtl in
with this thanksgiving, were supplications
that Gop would vouchsafe to so utterly
curse the harvest that nothing would b3 left
for the unfortunate {armers to gather.

THAT CHINBSE BABY.

Someéf the Ceremouies tha: Follow on i¥*
Arrival in Montreal.

There is great rejoiciog at the Lauau-
chetiere strect Chinese Hotsl. San Kee,

inent Chi has
a son and heir, rays last Tucsiay's Star.
1t came into the world yesterday, and is
the first pure Cainese baby ever born ic
this city. Sin Kee's face is' thereforé

i wreathed with smiles, and his uncles and

his ins are congratulating one ano'her
and telling tates ot “*old times” in China.
«Ah,” said one old fellow, *-When Yip Kee
in Canton had  son born to him wa had
great feasting and blowing of horns.”

Immediately after San Kee recived the
announcement of his son’ birth he set cen-
sers and sticks of burning incense under
pictures and scrolls in différent corners of

his apartments. In all prohability he will
gie a dinner to his friends within & month’s

time. It isn't every day that a Montreal
Chinaman has a son, and San Kee, like a
true Chinaman, belives he hasnow & sub-
stantiil reason to make merry.

On the third day after the birth:of a
Chinese chid'the nurse washes i before an
mage of the goddess of children and immed-
istely after being washed the binding of
the baby's wrists-tak2s place. Inregard to
this there isgreat diversity of practice.
Some families simply bind around each
wrist 0e or more ancient cash;by means of
red cotton cord; others put around each
wiist a loose red string, as though it were &
ring. Well-to-do families provide sev-
eral silver toys and hang them around
the wrist. The string- used is geuerally
about two feet long; each end being put.
about the wrists, leaving- about one foot of
loose stri g between them. Sometimes a
ring of red tape or ted cord isjworn for
several months. When soiled the tape or
cord is exchanged for a clean one. The
ancient cash is used as a charm’in order to
keep away evil spirits : the silver [toys are

designed as omens of good relating to the

future hfe of the child. The wrists are
thus tied together in order tojprevent the
child from becoming naughty [or diso-
bedient. It a child grows up fractious
and bard to control, it is said that its
mother could not have bound its wrists
properly at its birth.

Amongst the many siogular observances
relating to children the ceremony called
«‘passing through the door” isaboutthe
meost important. Mr. Cheetung,:who was
spoken to concerning 1t, says that some
families-have it performed regulasly every
year; others every third year, and others
every seoond year. A day is usually s;ent
in it observance. Siveral priestscome to
the MA.M.[hp lad’s parents aad ar-

place - censers, candlesticks and varipus
images- of their gods, aiso hanging. up
painted pictures of goddesses. the pripcipal
one being ‘‘Mother.” In a couvenient
part .ol the room is placed a table, baving
uppn. it piates of meats, vgetables and
fruits. After everything is properly ar-
ranged, one of the priests rings a bell while
chanting his formulas, another beats a
drum, another strikes his cymbals together.
The object of all this is to invite certain
goddesses to be present to bless the child.
A, portable door of bamboo wopdsis builc

‘purposely for the occasion in the middle ot
ithe poom, and after the passing tbrough of

the child ths priest and the father, which
generally takes place at sundown, the door
is, removed and burnt.

The ceremony called *Going out of
childhood” is performed when a child at-
tains to the age of sixteex. It is very
similiar to the ceremony of ppssing through
the door.”

At the age of sxteen a boy emerges
from boyhood into manhood and a girl
from girlhood into womanhood.

Search was made for the suspected thief,
Superintendent Dow and Clerk Mul-
cabey found him out the road. He was
chargeé with the robbery and the unwilling
confeesion drawn that be bad indeed stolen
the crucifix. The terrified vandal toli the
men where they would find it, and ere
long the emblem was once more in its place
on the chapel altar. Walker’s idea doubt-
less was to sell the crucifix for what he
could get, perhaps only the price ofa
drink. Intrinsically the emblem was not
worth much, though to the devout worsbip-
pers accustomed to see it as they prayed
it was a sacred and inspiring realit, .

This strange theft reminds of h
ecclesiastical burglary which occurred when
the late Sir John Thompson was attorney
general of Nova Scotis.

TIPPING THE WAITER.

Size of the Customary Fees in Europe and
in \he United States,

Tn company with a number of distin-
guished gentlemen, in a running conversa-
tion on the subject of tipping, I gathered
these ideas from them :—Abroad, where
the waiters are paid nothing and have to
rely upon their tips entirely, the dier is
always expected to pay 5 per cent. ot his
check. Instriking contrast in America,
where the waiters are even well paid, the
custom among gentlemen, bon viveurs, the
wealthy, and even more cultured people
have established the rulegthat the waiter
should be given about 10 per cent. of the
tace ot the check. That is, if you take a
friend to an ordinary repast, to include a
good bottle of wins, coffee, and cigare,
and your check is $5 to $7.50, you should
give the waiter not less than 50 cents.
Should you take a party of friends, and
your check amounts to say $15, $1 would
do; but, for anything {under $5, you are
not expected to give less than 10 per. cent.
Some gentlemen never tip less thana quar-
ter, and coneider it better to give nothing
at all than to give a ten-cent piece. In
Amwerica it looks awkward to give less
than a qarter; very awkward to give [less
than 10 cents; in fact far, better to give
nothing at all. Whereas in Earope a tip
of 5 or 10 centa is more the rule than the
excep'ion.

Very few people understand how waiters
are employed at great summer hotels. For
instance, the head waiter is instructed to
procure as many waiters as the dining room
has tables. Tnese waiters are paid so much
a month, varying from twelve to thirty dol-
lars, according to hotel and ,position, but
they are not paid until their actual services
commence. In other words, the head
waiter assembles them at the hotel boards
and lodg2s them without cost and without
salary uatil the guests begin to arrive, and
each waiter is assigned a table. Of course,
one can gee that the head waiter naturally
will give his best waiter the best table, but
the waiters usually have to take chances on
tips. As soon as the waiter 1s assigned a
table his salary, as well as his tips, com-
mence, but until that table is assigned it is
no salary and no tips, and for this reason,
unless the head waiter is a man of strong
personality and has a master influence over
his men, if the season be backward, as
often occurs at some of the summer places,
tha waiters become dissatisfied, and some
of them leave to accept positions at other
hotels which are mors fortunate in securing
early guests.

The summer hotel head waiter, who bas
also a winter hotel to take his crew! to, of
course, is far more fortunate in securing
the best of help, and also 1n influencing his
men to remain with bim, even through a
dull season. As to the customs and usages
at all the best hotels, the invariable rule
of all proprietors, managers, and. heads of
departments, is that any waiter who neg-
lects a guest by reason of the guest being
a non-tipper, shall be instantly discharged.
There is an unwritten law, however, which
petmits the head waiter to rather favor
the best of the people who do tip. As to
the amount,of the tip, a great many guests
at prominent hotels have written me to
know what is the custom in order that they
may secure the best of service. Itis this:
If & gentleman and wife, say, for instance,
engage accommodations at a floe hotel, at
all the way from $75 per week upwards,
the custom among others of a like class
would promp the gentleman on arrival to
give the head waiter, ou hing assigned a
seat at a table, a tip, varyiug ull the way
from $2 to $10,according as the gentleman
feels in good spirits and liberality. The
waiter assigned to the table should have a
tip of at least $1 on the first service of
dinner. Afterwards, either once a week
or at times during the week, tips should be
given him to the amount of not less than
$2 or $3, or not more than $10.

L ipping, in America as in Europe,
is vulgar, and is usually in practice among
newly rich people, and, of course, the
wealthy or very great people. Lonllard
established a custom years ago, on arriving
at the Grand Union Hotel, Saratoga, to
present ths head waiter with $50, and
through the mavager or proprietor in the
office to the chef an envelope containing
$50 or $100. The chsf should always be
reached through the offi e, and not through
the head waiter or side waiter, a3 & great
many persons ignorant of the best usages
suppose. The wife of the gentleman sbove
slluded to should give the chambermaid not
less than $8 per week or more than $5.

STRANGE IDEA OF AN EPISOOPAL
BISHOP IN CHICAGO.

fie Has Established a Home Salon to Take
the Place of the Common Drinks
that Please but Do Not Cause Jags—How
tho Plan Works so Far. .

The spectacle of a bishop ruoning s sa-
lon upon a street corners in one of the most
saloon-itviting quarters of the town is one
towhich Chicsgoans Lave become accus-
tomed writes. Maurice Davis in the Inter-
Ocean. And it the said Bishop, Rev.
Samuel Fallows, is successful, Chicago will
furnish a sight with which the residents of
all cities will soon be familiar. The good
Bishop says there is money in running bis
kind of & saloon—more than there is any
other kind—and he is striking to the heart

of progress by calling capitalists’ in to help |

make money selling bis drinkss™
Tte Fallows saloon, or the Home salon:
as it is cslled, to distinguish it from the
«‘saloon,” looks to the observer like an or-
dinary resort for drinks. There is the bar
of tte gin-mill, there are the bottles of bit-
ters, tonics, etc., and behind it the impcs-
ing and beautitul array of cut glass and tall
bottles of dark and mysterious contents.
Just bow mysterious these are none but the
Bishop and his associates are going to tell.
The idea of the Home Salon is to furnish
men with drinks that shall taste just like
beer and whisky, and, in fact, be beer and
whisky, yet lack some very bad features of
th: s+ drinks as commonly sold in aloons.
In beer, for instance, the best grade ot

™. malt and the best of hops are purchased

and mingled by a ckilful brewing-house into
beer. The process is kept secret. But the
result is that & drink is obtained that tactes
precisely like one’s favorite schooner. It
pops when fresh and cold, it sparkles with
a beery sparkle, it quenches internal fire
and bites off the thirst, it foams sufficiently
to delight the bartender—yet it does not
intoxicate ! It is beer without a particle
of alcohol or anything that simulates
alcohol. This is served out with frce
lunches, and it is drunk by thousands who
turned up disgusted noses at it at first.

The same way with wices. The good
Bishop thinks man wants and needs wine.
He says there are certain states ofthe
system when a man must take a bracer or
lack nerve. If he bas a trying ordeal be-
fore him, has been through a difficult scene,
is 1ll, discouraged,or just thirsty at dinner—
real dry—and wants wine he should have
it!

“*The trouble with the temperance move-
ment,"” says the Bishop, ‘“is that you take
something w.thout giving anything in re-
turn. You take away a man's drink and
you give him only water. Water may
quench eome people’s thirst, but it doesn’t
quench others. Even if it happens to
quench it doesn’t do so pleasartly. There
is no pleasure in sipping a glass of water
and watchiug the sparkle creep down in
the 'glass and the color come and go in
light and dark !”

Ah, a knowing Bishop this !

“Nor,” says he, *‘is there any sense in
telling men they do not need to drink. Man
is a drinking animal. He will get aleng
without his lurch nicely if he has a glass of
sometling to drink. And he will not com-
plain utterly at the loss of his dinner as
long as the fluid does not run short. Now,
how are you going to make such men be-
lieve that they are not thirsty, ‘and th.t
they can get used to being dry, and thit
they are wicked to think that they are dry
atall?”

In the Home Silon drinks are sold as at
saloons. No questions are asked except
¢-What's yours ?” and no attempt is mace
to evangelize or ‘‘missionary” among the
men.

At first the patrons came inelowly. Oae
man to whom the beer looked very cold
and sparkling and the glasses very clean
looked askance several days before ventur-
ing in. When he walked out he was wiping
a very please1 mouth upon his shirt sleeve.
“I thought they'd give me a ticket fur
church or somethin,’” said he, *‘an’ I
wasn't agoin’ ter mix me drinks an’ me
religion.”

No effort is made to mix drinks and re-
ligion, and the men can say ‘‘swear
words,” indulge in mild brawls as much
as in any other saloon and lounge
around the door as long as they please.

The justification of the Home Saloon is
two fold with the Bishop. He says first
that he is a benefactor to men, since he
gives them what they want without adding
things that they do not want—gives them
the privilege of drinking without the
obstacle of getting drunk.

The other justification is & peculiar one
for a member of the cloth. It is this:
That there is money in such a saloon, aad
that the Lord is anxious te have his fol-
lowers make money in any way that brings
good men. In support of this the Bishop
says: =
“In Eogland there are 700 of these
saloons, nearly all of them in London.
They are managed bythe Duke of West-
minster and the Earl of Shaftsbury. These
men began the movement to help the poor
Darkest Londoners. Inside of six months
hey found they were making money, 10

per cent on their,investmeat ! And so they
added more saloons,hoping to make money
ou all of them, but determined to give the
people good drinks, anyway.”

In Chicago the *“Chicago Yankees,”
according to the Bishop, can make it pay
15 per cent, and even 25 per cent. “We
are not in it for philauthropy,” says the
Bishop, throwing aside his vestments for
the moment, ‘‘but we are in it to interest
capitalist. If we show them a field for
money-making they will go into it. After
we ara gone tke capitalists will keep on
investing money in this way and the peo-
ple will have permanently agood drink
without & good drunk.”

Rev. Mr. Rainstord, of New York, and
Bishop Potter have both been busy for the
past year with this same topic. During
the Bithop's recent residence on the East

The nawe dog daysis apphed to thit
of the year when Sirius, known as the dog
star, because itis in the constellstion ot
Canis Major, the brightest fixed star visible
to the Northern hemisphere, rises for
several successive weeks at nearly the same

junction of the sun and star does not occur
at the same time in all latitudes, and is not
constantly iu th3 same region for s long
period, there has been much variation in
calendars respecting the time ot the dog
days. Furthermore, this rising became
later and later in all latitudes, with each
century, owing to precession. The begin-
ning of those days has been variously fixed
by almanac-makers from July 8 to 26, and
their cloge from Aug. 11 to Sept. 7. Most
English calendars now reckon the dog days
from July 3to Aug. 11. An American
authority places them between July 25 and
Sept. 5.

Spiced pears are an excellent relish. To
make them, place in a porcelain kettle
four pounds of sugar, one quart >f vine-
gar, one ounce of st.ck cinnamon, and half
an ounce of cloves. When this comes to
a boil, add to it eight pounds of pears that
bave been peeled, and cook until tender.
Skim out the fruit and put in glass jars.
Boil the syrup until thick and pour it over
them. Apples may be uted in the same
manner.

Pickled pears are made thus: Boil [to-
gether three pounds of sugar, three] pints
of vinegar, and an ounce of stick cinnimon.
Use seven pounds of sound pears, wash,
and stick three or four cloves in each pear
and put them in the hot syrup sad cook
slowly twenty-five minutes. Turn them
into & stone jir with the syrup and cover.
The following day pour off the liquid and
hest and turn over the fruit again. It may
require heating the second time. ;

To mike grape preserver, press with
the fingers the pulp from the fruit and put
it over the fire to boil. When boiling rub
it through a sieve to remove the seeds. Put
the juice, pulp, and skins into a preserving
kettle, and to every pint add one pound of
granulated sugar and boil uantil as thick as
required.

Grapes makes an excellent <piced fruit.
To prepare them, pick from the stems
seven pounds of ripe grapes and separate
the pulp from the skin. Put the skins into
a preserving kettle over the fire with enough
water to prevent them from burning. In
another kettle place the pulp and cook
until it will press casily though a sieve to

Was a Candid Critic.
It is not generally known that the pres-
ent Shah of Persia is not only a prose
writer of considerable merit, but has also
some pretentions to the character of a poet.

For each
pint of juice allow one pound of granulated
sugar, and while the juice is boiling fplace
the sugar on tin pans and put in the] oven,
stirring often. When the juice has boiled
steadily twenty minutes add the hot sugar
and stir rapidly until it dissolves. It will
make a hissing sound as it falls in ard
melts quickly. Let the jelly boil up once
and take from the stove. Have the glasses
heated by standing them in hotwater ¢nd
pour the liquid jelly into them. When it
is perfectly cold cover the glasses. Jelly
of two colors and different flavors may te
made with the same grapes by separating
the pulp and skin of the grapes and ccck-
ing each one by itself. One will be pur-
ple and the other amber.
& Grape juice makes a fine sherbet. Put
in & saucepan halfa pcund of granulated
sugar and one quart cf water.

Queen Victoria is as fond of dogs as any
of ber predecessors were. She never
travels wittout two or three of ber favorite
animals, and wken she was in France not
long sgo her collie won tke admiration of
all amateurs. Darnley II., this collie, has
for many years been her greatest favonte;
and any one who knows the intelligence,
the taithfulness, the affection of the breed

will not wonder. Darnley II. is. ot course,
a prince of his species. Queen Victoria's
love for the collie dog sppears in the *‘Jour-

of My Life in the Highlands,” where
% the date of Sept. 14, 1873, she
speaks of the obedience of a specimen of
this breed: ‘‘Heis the easiest dog to
commsnd I ever saw,” she says in effect.
' The Queen is not alone in the royal
family in her love of dogs. The Prince of
‘Wales has a fine Kennell at Sandringbam,
but be dovotes his time—by deputy, ot
course—more to the growing of larger
animals. He is a famous prize-taker at
country tairs with fine cattle, etc. Butthe
Queen is faithful to her dogs, and the Home
Park Kennelat Windsor is, both by court-
esy and in fact, the *‘first kennel of the
kingdom.” .

Happy are the dogs who live at Home
Park! The establishment there dates from
1851, and the keeper is Hugh Brown, a
son of that famous Brown who was Queen
Victoria’s body-servant for years. Back
of the red brick villa, where Keeper Brown
lives, siretch sixty kennels. In the center
is the **Queen’s Veranda,” where the dogs
go to frolic, and where often the Queen
comes to spend a few hours with them:
The kennels are built uniformly of red and
blue bricks, and to the mind of a French-
man who lately visited them, have *‘a look
very coquettish.” They are large and
airy, and are warmed in the winter by bot-
water pipes. Each kennel has two doors,
one upon a paved court, in which are little
channels of fresh, running water, the other
upon large plots of greensward. In the
middle of each of these plots is a basin
where the dogs can take a ba'h. Not far
off is the rustic bouse, closed by lattice
work, where the Queen, after her daily
promenade with her doukey and her in-
spection of the kenaels, can see her fav-
orites frolic around ber.

Among her dogs are scveral Pom-
eranians, most of which were bought
in Florence in 1888, ard several ot them
prize-winners. One of these Pon.erarians,
Gina, took all the first prizes in her classat

the E«position in Agricultural Hallin 1891,
Near these dogs are to be found two old
pensioners of Home Park—two little Italian
hounds, Dainty and Bische, in which the
Queen takes great interest on account of

%he love which the Emperor Frederick had
tor the breed. Close by is a kennel which
18 kept empty and locked ; here n his life,
dwelt Rolfe, an Eskimo dog. The Queen
was very fond of him, ard did not want
another dog to take his kennel.

Indisn. There is a spirit in the fall,
another in the thunder, another in the
trees. Everything explainable by science
is by the indians attributed to a spiritual
influence. The Indian is proverbially
honest, unless he is demoralized by drink.
“In thirty-six years experience with the
Indiaus I never knew one to tell me a lie,
and I never had a thing stolenby ome. I
asked an Indian once if it was sate to leave
my properly in my wigwam while I made
a distant journey. He laughed snd seid:
*Quite safe. There isn't & whiteman with-
in & 100 miles ot you.’ Among themselves
the Indians are fond of jokes and often
shouting with laughter. They are taci-
turn, however, in the presence of the
whites.

“There was much bitterness among
tke Sioux when I commenced my work.
There had been sold without their know
ledge 800,000 acres of their reserva-
tion. They received no pay. They were
told that there were claims against them
for that amount. The government e:-
pended $8,000 a year for the Indians.
When I came they had not taught a single
child to rea.. As I taught fitty in the first
year I was there at a cost o less than
$700, the fact is a striking one.

“In 1892, during the civil war, the In-
dians learned from pictures which they saw
on the traders’ counters that the North
was at war with the South and was being
defeated. When the agent enlisted a com-
pany of half-breeds they believed they
could recover their lost territory. They
commenced a massacre in which 800 people
were killed in three weeks. The western
border of Minnesota was a trail ot blood.
“Many of the noble:t borser men I have
ever known were cruelly murdered, It was
darker than widnight. I shall carry to
my grave the warm hospitality ot those
friends who now sleep in nameless graves.
The massacre was the outcomeof a long
series of neglects and dishunesty, and the
only light in the darkness of those days
was the fact that the Cristian Indians were
as true as steel. They saved more than
200 white women and children. There
are Indians still living whom [ love as the
bravest knights that ever walked on earth,
and who at the risk of the hatred of their
fel'ows and danger to their lives never
faltered. The same massacre would have
taken place on our northern border had it
not been for the fact that the Christian In-
dians gave timely warming of danger and
friendly Indians came to the defence of the
whites.

«“At Fort Ripley aome of these Indians
received certificates from Gen. Sibley, one
of the noblest men in d of cur
troops, whicti-read: " ‘The bearer is en-
titled to the lasting gratitude of the Ameri-
can people for having been instrumental
with other Indians in saving the lives of
white women during the Sioux war.’
“There are about 8,000 Indians in
Minnesota now. Among them are nine
churches, and there are twenty-seven full
blcod Indians who are clergymen. Thirty-
six years ago I found pandemonium. I
saw such wretchedness as I would not have
believed could exist in a Christian nation.
All I could say was, “How long. oh Lord,’
On my last visit I preached to 500 Christian
Indians. Idid not see a blanket nor a
Enmted face. I could only say, ‘What
ath God wrought P’

Weaith Is Power and the Famous Family s

* BMore Potent than Are tne Armies of Nat.

jonp~Golden Rules for Getlging Richas
Enid Down at the Start.

When the Parisian anarcaist sent an in-
fernal machine to the bead of the French
Roathschilds recently, the financial univarse
trembled the next day, when the cable
flished the news to cll parts of the globe.
How intimately the nations of Europe are
entwined with the fortun s of the Roths-
childs is a question.  That the

this considerable sum was in reality the
cornerstone of the family fortune.

Wealthy marriages have also been part
of the creed of the family. In 1806 the
son who had settled in London married
the daughter ofa rich banker, Levi Barnet
Cohen. i

This Nathan Rothschild was on the
battlefield of Waterloo and by a wonder-
fally quick trip reached London before the
real news bad been received by the govern-
ment. He was on the staff of Wellington
and the minute he saw the defeat of Napo-
leon was certain rode at breakneck speed
to Ostend, crossed the channel at the risk
of his life, and was on the stock exchange

is very close indeed can be easily seen by a
glance at the history of Europe. Oae na-
tion may declare war upon the other but
not the most powerful of them all has the
co! r hardihood to deciare war upon
the R¥thschilds. Such is the power of
money when guided by the hereditary
genius of this strange family.

In all the European wars of the past cen-
tury the Rothschilds were a most potent
factor. They practically held in' their
hands their hands the powerto give defeat
or victory to either side, by withdrawing
their support from the one and concentrat-
ing it upon the other. But this is not the
policy of the Rothschilds. . They have no
de @5 +o make an empty show of their pow-
er:  War in the past has slways meant un-
told millions to them. Carnsge coins gold
for tiem.

What the wealth of this family ie, can
only be roughly estimated. It may be
$1,000 000,000 and it may be $2,000,-
000,000; it is somewhere between those
figures. There are eleven barons, cach
one fof them among the richest men in
Europe and with their respective fortunes
sofixed that they can be used as & unit it
need be.

All this wealth sprang from the genius
ot the son of a poor dealer in furniture and
cheap bric-a-brac at Frankfort. This
genius was named Mayer Amschel Roths-
childs and he was the founder of a fcrtune
which bas no contemporary history. Ina
small way this man started a banking busi-
ness. It was alittle concern ard for the
first few years he had a hard struggle to
keep it from going to the wall. From the
first he mapped out certain rules which he
absolutely adhered to and which are just as

They Could be Mauca Halfl Way Station oo
the Great Ocean Highway-—Beautital
Scenery aod Much Enjuyment at a Cost of
a Small Expenditare,

The nins ielands and two groups of rock
which the early Portuguese named Ilhas
dos Acores (Islands of Hawks,) and Eng-
lish-spesking tongues have corrupted to
Azores, lie on the warmer side of the Gulf
Stream, though about in the same latitude
as Philadelphia, 2,000 miles east of Boston
or New York, 1,000 miles southwest ot
London, about 800 miles due west from the
southern corner of Portugal (to which
kingdom they belong,) and the same dis-
tance from the northwescern end of Moroc-
co. Sailing toward them from the west,
you come first to Corvo and Flores, the
smallest and least important of the group,
which lie on a line longitudinally ten miles
apart ; then to Fayal, Sao Jorge, Graciosa,
Pico, Terciera, San Miguel, and Santa
Mavia, in the order named as to location.

San Miguel is much the largest, being
fifty miles long by from five to twelve broad
and the two heaps of ummnhabited rocks
are called, resgectively, ¥ ormigas and Dol-
Iabaret.

They are in three distinct groups, with
long stretches of sea between ; and, indeed,
little Flores and Corvo are so far away
from the other as to bardly belong to the
archipelago at all. Altogether, they pre-
sent a surface of about 700 square miles,
and their combined population isa little
less than 306.000. In other words, if the
islands were pieced together their area
wquld be six times that of London, with
only one-fiiteenth as many people as in-
habit that city ; but spread over 400 miles
of the deepest part of the Atlantiz they in-
clude an area of land and water greater
than all England. Being historically of
great interest, and, scenically among the
most picturesque spots on the earth's sur-
face, the wonder is that they have been
so long neglected by pleasure seekers and
curiosity-hunters. Uatil of late few per-
sons except those connected with them com-
mercially or absconding cashiers and other
individuals seeking an out-of-the-way haven
of refage have had any idea of their exact
location, much less of their characteristics
and the peculiarities of life there. Barely

d in the geographies and encycl
pedias, even now the would-bo student of
them finds scant literary information on
the subjact.

Bat all this will be changed in the near
future, since three lines of vessels now
make regular trips between our ports and
those of the Azores, whers they connect
with the Portugese and other lines, thus
enabling tourist to enter Europe via the
Spamsh peniasula and the Mediterranean
—a very waelcome change from the old
routes of travel. The islands makes a
delighttul balf-way station on the great
ocean highway, and it one goes no farther
he gets a bit of foreign travel which can-
not be duplicited anywhere in the world
in the way of novelty, fiae scenery, and
enjoyment for so small an expen liture of
time, strength and money.

Nowadays. too, the Azores bave new
interests for Americans, since Portugal has
at last gruigingly recognizad our prin-
