Wherever there are Englishmen there will be celebrations today to

mark the forty-eighth birthday of King George V. Throughout the British 
Empire, extending to every continent of the world, the day will be a legal 
holiday. King George being the only monarch-whose natal day is thus observ­
ed ln all the divisions of both hemispheres. ,,

Correspondents of a number of newspapers have recently announced 
that King George will visit Canada next year, and It has even been sug­
gested that he may extend his trip to New York and San Francisco—and 
possibly to Boston, Chicago, Atlanta and Los Angeles. This Information, 
which, as one correspondent remarks, *'I send without reserve," and 
vouches for as coming from a "high source," has been received with consid­
erable scepticism by the Dominion press. Certainly the Canadians would 
welcome a visit from the sovereign, who, before his accession to the throne, 
was twice entertained by the people of the Dominion.

King George's power and privileges have often been discussed, but he 
has many of which the general public knows nothing, and to which he him­
self has probably given no attention. That "the King can do no wrong" Is still 
the law in England, and King George could not be held responsible for 
any crime, even if he were the sort of man to Indulge criminal propensi­
ties. No subject may sue the King, yet the King may sue anybody. He may 
pardon any malefactor, for It is the "king's peace" that Is broken by crlmln. 
als. Legally the King Is always present at every sitting of the law court and 
every session of parliament. He is the legal owner of the bottoms of all 
British rivers, the legal guardian of all insane persons and Idiots, and he has 
the sole right to print the Holy Bible in England, and could, If he desired, 
prevent the printing of the Scriptures anywhere In the Empire.

FUTURE SERVICE TO HALIFAX.
The Canadian Gazette says: The 

unwillingness of the authorities to 
grant a substantial subsidy has caused 
another postponement of the scheme 
to establish an express steamship line 
between Canadian and British ports 
equal to the fastest New Yqrk ser­
vice. This would call for a service of 
23-knot boats between Halifax and 
Great Britain, which wçuld be run In 
conjunction with an express railway 
service and thus bring Winnipeg with­
in sevn days of Liverpool.

At present a 17-knot service Is all 
that Is called for under the latest mall 
contract entered Into between the gov- 
ernment and the Allan, Canadian Paci­
fic, Canadian Northern, and Oceanic 
lines. This provides for three sailings 
a week In summer and two In winter. 
The agreement is, however, only for 
two years, and at the end of that time 
there is a likelihood of the scheme for 
acceleration receiving greater support.

GROWING MERCHANT MARINE.
The total number of vessels on the 

register books of the Dominion, ac­
cording to a report just issued by the 
department of marine and fisheries for 
the year ending December 31 last was 
8,380, measuring 838,278 tons, being an 
Increase of 292 vessels and 65,832 tons 
as compared with 1911. The number 
of steamers was 3,667, with a gross 
tonnage of 651,225; The value of ves­
sels of all kinds is placed at $25,083,- 

*340. It is estimated that 42,485 men 
and boys, inclusive ôf masters, were 
employed on ships registered in Cana­
da during the year 1912.

TRADE WITH SOUTH AMERICA.
There was some talk, last winter, of 

trade being greatly developed this sea­
son, between Montreal and South Am­
erica, particularly Venezuela. From 
present indications, however, it seems 
likely that direct trade with the groat 
and rich southern continent will like­
ly be limited to the sugar boats, cal­
ling at Demerara, and the Milwaukee, 
which is now bound for this por 
a cargo of nitrate from Chile, 
there is every prospect, of an Immense 
trade with South, America being ul­
timately developed Is doubted by no 
one who has interested himself in the 
question, but the scarcity of tonnage, 
from which all ports of the world are 
suffering just now, stands In the way, 
until shipbuilders have had time to 
supply the demand which has found 
them, to some extent, unready. Gov­
ernment statistics show that such 
merchandize as is now Imported Into 
.Canida from South America is for the 
most part sent to England, In the first 
place, and trans-shipped there for the 
trip across the Atlantic. Even so, the 
cost of such merchandize, on arrival 
here, is less than would be the case If 
sent to New York, first of all, and then 
forwarded to Montreal by rail—Mont­
real Gazette.

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SCHOONER WRECKED;
CREW SAVED. 

N. S., June 2.— Fully 
eixty per cent, of the 
and other fishing gear along the Nova 
Scotian coast, from Louisburg to Yar 
mouth, was destroyed by the terrific 
gale ending Saturday morning, which 
Inflicted incalculable damage, stamp- 
It the most destructive storm in five 
years. The wrecked hulks of five fine 
ships are strewn along the shore, with 
many smaller craft, smashed, lobster 
traps and torn nets.

Besides Saturday’s reports of the 
loll of the elements, has come the 
news that the Gloucester mackerel 
seiner Arcadia was shattered on the 
rocks of Wolfe Cove, near Tangier. 
As Halifax towboats were making 
ready to answer the hurried flashes 

help Saturday morning, came the 
message that the Arcadia had pond­
ed to pieces within four hours from 
her stranding. The schoonçr had run 
Into the cove to escape the gale, but 
the heavy swells proved too great 
a strain on her anchors and she drag­
ged ashore. Captain Barry and his 
crew of seventeen fishermen were 
saved, but the vessel, after having her 
bilge broke up and is a total loss with 
her cargo of mackerel. Opinions of 
local experts who have been Informed 
by long distance telephone of condi­
tions, the havoc has not been confin­
ed to the south shore but has extend­
ed among the fishing craft about Can- 
eo and the east side of Cape Breton 
Island. The mackerel netters and 
lobstermen particularly suffered, as 
their material was.set In the water 
when the storm broke.

FUTURE SERVICE TO HALIFAX.
The Canadian Gazette says: The 

unwillingness of the authorities to 
grant a substantial subsidy has caused 
another postponement of the scheme 
to establish an express steamship line 
between Canadian and British ports 
equal to the fastest New Yqrk ser­
vice. This would call for a service of 
23-knot boats between Halifax and 
Great Britain, which wçuld be run In 
conjunction with an express railway 
service and thus bring Winnipeg with­
in sevn days of Liverpool.

At present a 17-knot service is all 
that Is called for under the latest mall 
contract entered into between the gov- 
ernment and the Allan, Canadian Paci­
fic, Canadian Northern, and Oceanic 
lines. This provides for three sailings 
a week In summer and two in winter. 
The agreement Is, however, only for 
two years, and at the end of that time 
there is a likelihood of the scheme for 
acceleration receiving greater support

GROWING MERCHANT MARINE.
The total number of vessels on the 

register books of the Dominion, ac­
cording to a report just issued by the 
department of marine and fisherieê for 
the year ending December 31 last was 
8,380, measuring 838,278 tons, being an 
Increase of 292 vessels and 65,832 tons 
as compared with 1911. The number 
of steamers was 3,667, with a gross 
tonnage of 651,225; The value of ves­
sels of all kinds Is placed at $25,083,- 

'340. It is estimated that 42,485 men 
and boys, inclusive ôf masters, were 
employed on ships registered In Cana­
da during the year 1912.

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SCHOONER WRECKED;
CREW SAVED. 

N. S„ June 2.— Fully 
sixty per cent, of the 
and other fishing gear along the Nova 
Scotian coast, from Louisburg to Yar 
mouth, was destroyed by the terrific 
gale ending Saturday morning, which 
Inflicted incalculable damage, stamp- 
It the most destructive storm in five 
years. The wrecked hulks of five fine 
ships are strewn along the shore, with 
many smaller craft, smashed, lobster 
traps and torn nets.

Besides Saturday’s reports of the 
toll of the elements, has come the 
news that the Gloucester mackerel 
seiner Arcadia was shattered on the 
rocks of Wolfe Cove, near Tangier. 
As Halifax towboats were making 
ready to answer the hurried flashes 

help Saturday morning, came the 
message that the Arcadia had pond­
ed to pieces within four hours from 
her stranding. The schoonçr 
Into the cove to escape the 
the heavy swells proved too great 
a strain on her anchors and she drag­
ged ashore. Captain Barry and his 
crew of seventeen fishermen were 
saved, but the vessel, after having her 
bilge broke up and is a total loss with 
her cargo of mackerel. Opinions of 
local experts who have been informed 
by long distance telephone of condi­
tions, the havoc has not been confin­
ed to the south shore but has extend­
ed aqiong the fishing craft about Can- 
eo and the east side of Cape Breton 
Island. The mackerel netters and 
lobstermen particularly suffered, as 
their material was.set In the water 
when the storm broke. While the loss 
at one time to the lobstermen has 
been the greateset since a similar hur­
ricane in May, 1908,- Its effect has been 
offset somewhat by their comparative 
freedom from misfortune since the 
spring fishery began last March.

ROBERT BELL, GEOLOGIST. Appropriate Foods.

Robert Bell, the great Canadian geo­
logist, geographer and explorer, was 
i-orn in Toronto seventy-two years ago 
today. June 3, 1841. His father was 
the Rev. Andrew Bell, and his grand­
father the Rev. William Bell, both of 
the Church of Scotland. He was edu­
cated at McGill and Edinburgh uni­
versities. and in 1857 joined the Geo­
logical Survey of Canada, of which he 
later became director and dhief. He 
took part in topographical and geo­
logical surveys in all parts of the Do­
minion. He was geologist, naturalist 
and medical officer of the Neptune ex­
pedition in 1884, and of the Alert ex­

better stead than the tactics they have

Opposition can feel that their action 
in the progress of estimates in allow­
ing money to be voted for the Do­
minion with a minimum of criticism 
will do much to commend them to the 
common sense element of the com­
munity.

U must, however, be noted that the 
present Government is doing more 
than any previous administration in 
helping the Maritime Provinces to at­
tain their highest development. The 
assistance which is being given iu the 
way of harbor work in the East must 
of necessity favorably affect the pros­
perity of both farmers aud city dwel­
lers and will have an important in­
fluence, too, in keeping at home many 
flf those who are inclined to give heed 

the call of the West. With the con­
tinuation of the present policy of the 
Government a very few years should 
see a marked increase in the popula­
tion of these provinces and an entire 
cessation of the exodus to the West 
which has in past years been so detri­
mental to the interests of this portion 
of Canada.

And m conjunction with this the 
building of railways is in itself the 
greatest of national undertakings, and 
It is the duty of every government to 
see that this work is not hindered nor 
refused all reasonable assistance. The 
announcement that the Borden Gov­
ernment is to assist the Grand Trunk 
Pacific by a loan will be received with 
approbation by men of both sides in 
politics all over Canada. It appears 
that the Grand Trunk has been called 
upon to a greater extent than could 
reasonably be asked to assist in this 
work and that as a result its own de 
velopment might be handicapped. The 
assistance which the Government is to 
give the Grand Trunk Pacific will re­
lieve the older road from a portion 
of the burden and will permit the 
Iteady and continued development 
which had been planned and which 
ivill be in the interest of the country.

"the first English poet to receive the 
title of "poet-laureate’’ by royal let­
ters patent was John Dry den. This 
office hag been continued since his 
day, its occupants during tfie Victo­
rian period being Robert Southey 
(1813-43). William Wordsworth (1843- 
50), Alfred Tennyson (1850-92), and 
Alfred Austin (1896-1913).

Today neither in England nor else­
where are there many great poets— 
men whose attainments would justify, 
their being appointed to this distin­
guished office. The standard is high 
— the highest in English literature. 
One at least may be found worthy.

MR. ROOSEVELT’S LIBEL SUIT.

Character assassination has of late
been receiving its due measurê of 
attention by the judicial authorities 
of the United States. The senseless 
besmirching of the reputation of 
more or less prominent citizens has 
gone too far and liberty of speech 
has frequently degenerated into 
license. To curb this evil Congress, 
not long since, passed a bill requir­
ing publishers to supply the names 
of those responsible for the various 
journals printed and prohibiting from 
transmission through the mails all 
publications whose owners had not 
conformed to this law. The legisla­
ture of the State of Wisconsin has 
gone a step further by making gossip 
tyi indictable offence.

Perhaps the most picturesque figure 
in the United States is Theodore 
Roosevelt, for several years America's 
first citizen. * During his many cam­
paigns it was not infrequently whis­
pered in hostile camps that he was 
a drunkard. It remained, however, 
for George Newett, publisher of the

gets drunk frequently, and ell his 
friends know this.”

question in Canada today. That is my 
firm belief, but what was done? We 
have heard a good deal about the in­
iquity of handing over powers to the 
Governor in Council and the ministers, 
but that Naval Service Act gave the 
Governor in Council power not only 
to put this fleet into action, and to 
connect It and put it in service with 
the Royal Navy, but even in case of 
emergency, Invasion or insurrection, 
the Governor General under that Bill 
had power to make a declaration of 
Independence in Canada, and disrupt 
Canada from the Motherland and from 
the Empire at large. That is the 
trouble with the Naval Service Act. 
No Governor In Council, no parliament 
even, without a direct mandate from 
the people, should think of exercising 
for a moment such an important pow­
er as to say that this country shall 
no longer remain a portion of the 
British Empire. That has been the 
foundation of all our naval troubles 
In Canada, insofar as my opinion goes 
at all events, but if the Naval Service 
Act had only carried out i the resolu­
tions unanimously passed we would 
not be voting on an amendment to the 
Naval Service Bill. the.effect of which 
I of course do not know, but which we 
believe will have the effect of thr 
lng it out. What further effect it may 
have we are" rfot in a position to know.

Montreal. June 2.—The unchecked 
decline in C. P. R., gaining fresh mo­

We will build ships here In 
Canada that we now have to get built 
and do get built on the other side of 
the Atlantic. That is»a policy which 
to me seems feasible, and one that this 
country, I believe, Is admirably adapt 
ed for, and this Is the policy of 
the present government of the day.

Death of Alfred Austin.

London, June 2.—Alfred Austin, Bri­
tish poet laureate since 1896, died to­
day at the age of 77. He was born at 
Headingley, Leeds, on May 30, 1835, 
was the second son of Joseph Austin, 
a merchant and magistrate. He was 
graduated from London University in 
1853 and in 1857 was admitted a bar­
rister of the Inner Temple, a profes­
sion he had taken up purely to please 
his parents.

45 A great deal of indignation has 
been created among those interested 
in the work of advertising the prov­
ince by a recent editorial in the Tele­
graph on the subject of advertising 
the province. "New Brunswick has 
already had too much of the kind of

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advertising wnich characterizes the 
Telegraph editorial,” said James Gil­
christ, superintendent of immigration. 
"One thing that has kept this prov­
ince from securing new settlers has 
been the attitude of many of our own 
newspapers atid our own people. 
When immigrants come here they are 
told by the newspapers or by the 
natives that New Brunswick is a very 
backward country, and that condi­
tions are everything that are unde­
sirable, and that it is advisable to 
go west.”

"What is the Provincial Govern­
ment doing to advertise the prov­
ince?" Mr. Gilchrist was asked.

"Well, it is spending thousands of 
dollars to advertise the province in 
the Old Country by means'df moving 
pictures, pamphlets 
advertisements. And it provides em­
ployment for all immigrants it brings 
out under its auspices, or undertakes

supply them with a ready made 
farm under reasonable conditions. 
That its advertising work is produc­
ing good results, and that the farm 
settlement scheme has attracted wide 
attention is shown by the rapid in­
crease in the number of enquiries re­
ceived by the immigration officials 
and by the increasing number of peo­
ple coming to the province.

“It was not till Jhe present govern­
ment came into pbwer that an immi­
gration department for the province 
was organized, and ftn effort made 
to attract people from the old coun­
try. When Mr. Wilmot first assumed 
the office of superintendent of Immi­
gration he found it very difficult to 
Interest the native farmers in the 
question of employing help. But 
there has been a considerable change 
in this respect. Our farmers have 
begun to realize the Importance of 
the home market, and the advisabil­
ity of enlarging their operations and 
trying to meet the demands of the 
market at their doors. Every year 
the immigration department is find­
ing it easier to find positions for 
farm laborers from the old country, 
and we are* bringing in immigrants 
as fast as the province is prepared 
to assimilate them.

"The farm settlement policy of the 
government Is having a good effect. 
Not only are people coming out from 
the Old Country and taking up farms 
under this plan, but we have already 
sold a number of farms to people 
from the states, and the young men 
of the province are taking up farms 
under the provisions of the act. More- 

. over, the policy of the government in 
this respect is having unexpected re- 

i suits. After the members of the 
Board have inspected a farm and de­
cided to purchase it, they often find 
that some of the native farmers have 
stepped in- and purebred it for their
