REVOLUTION IN BUKOWINA 
IS FEARED BY AUSTRIANS.

Parle, Sept. 8, 6.3Q p.
A Petrograd despatch to the 
va# Agency says that accordln 
Information received at the Rus­
sian capital the Austrians fear 
that a revolution will break out In 
Bukowlna, a crown land of Aue- 
tria-Hungary In the region of the 
Carpathian mountains where Hun­
garian sentiment Is reported to be 
growing In favor of Russia.

Although the right of search ia 
freely accorded belligerent vessels in 
time of war and neutral ships are 
bound to submit to it, international 
law has never definitely settled wheth­
er passengers can be removed from 
such ships on the high seas and tak­
en to belligerent ports. In the Civil 
War, the United States removed Ma­
son and Slidell, agents of the Confed­
eracy, from an English vessel, but sur­
rendered them later to the British 
authorities, admitting that it had no 
right to take passengers from neutral 
vessels. ,

Belligerent ships have the right to 
convoy a neutral ship to their /t>wn 
ports if suspected of carrying contra­
band, and it is presumed here that 
the Moutserat was taken to Halifax 
on that theory.

miss the Germans. Our bullets 
ploughed into them but still they 
came for us. I was well entrenched 
and my rifle got so hot I could hardly 
hold It. I was wondering if I should 
have enough bullets when my p*l 
shouted ‘up guards and at ’em.’ The 
next second he was rolled over with a 
nasty knock on the shoulder. He 
jumped up and roared ‘let me get at 
them.' They still came on and when 
we really did get an order to get at 
them we made no mistakes, I can tell 
you. They cringed at the bayonet, but 
those on our left tried to get round us. 
We yelled like demons and after racing 
hard as we could for five hundred 
yards we out up nearly every German 
who had not run away. We tooklup 
our new position here. Our cover was 
not so good. On our left were cavalry 
and the enemy’s guns were blazing 
away and they got us nicely but not 
tor long.

Enemy's Army, Ready to Move 
on Paris, Starts Southward 
—Strategists Fail to Solve it

iAs the engineers have built three 
pontoon bridges across the Jacques 
Cartier river, the artillery will be 
able to begin actuàl parctice in a day 
or two on the mountainous territory 
recently purchased by the govern­
ment. Targets have been erected and 
everything is in readiness. Col. Mor­
rison. director of artillery of Ottawa, 
stated today that the artillery, which 
comprises many of the latest twelve, 
eighteen and sixteen pound guns, is 
on a war basis and is ready to leave 
at any time.

The horses although new. are con­
sidered of excellent calibre and are 
being gradually broken into shape.

"I believe the Canadian artillery is 
just as well trained as any of the con­
tinental batteries,” said Col. Morrison. 
"I have every confidence in this sec­
tion of the force.”

No more than S6 nurses will be 
taken with the Canadian contingent. 
The Red Cross women may come here 
for training before the contingent 
leaves, although nothing definite of 
iffls character has been given out. The 
nurses will be attached to two general 
hospitals, which will have accommo­
dation up to five hundred patients 
each. These hospitals will he located 
at the base of the line of communica­
tion.

His Honor Lieut. Governor Wood

A meeting was held in the Temp­
erance Hall, Falrville, last night with 
the object of obtaining the views of 
the residents of Lancaster and vicin­
ity as to what steps should be taken 
in the way of organized effort to aid 
the Patriotic Fund.

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tinued advance movement of the 
enemy, however, must have had the 
effect of rendering their lines of com­
munication increasingly difficult to 
guard. Still the allies, apparently, 
were not ready to take advantage of 
the situation which the oncoming of 
their opponents created, and the re­
ports of German progress continued to 
come uninterruptedly forward.

Then, like a thunderbolt, came 
vague stories to the effect that Russian 
rroops had been routed through Great 
Britain and landed in Belgium and 
Northern France, accompanied by 
British divisions; at the same time 
there were rumors of a reorganization 
of ' the gallant Belgians and. finally, 
more definite word that they were well 
prepared tq bear their part in what­
ever might ' ensue. Yesterday’s des­
patches claimed that an army of Brit­
ish, Belgians and Russians was already 
in position to strike a blow at the Ger­
man rear and. coincident with this, 
came t-he statement that the oppo­
sition of the French and British troops 
in front of the German line had sud­
denly stiffened and instead of the fa­
miliar retirement the order was to ad­
vance The initial stages of that ad­
vance appear to have been attended 
with some measure of success with the 
result that it is the Germans who re­
tire. If the British, Belgian and Rus­
sian forces are in a position to handle 
those of the German troops thrown 
back upon them, then the Kaiser's 
hosts may find themselves between 
"the hammer and the anvil'' with a 
fair probability of -being utterly 
crushed.

The history of Germany has shown 
that while her soldiers are good win­
ners they do not possess the bull-dog 
tenacity of purpose to make them 
equally good losers. Flushed with 
victory they can fight as well as most 
armies of the world, but faced by a 
determined foe. who has never learned 
the meaning of the word quit, their 
military spirit forsakes them. The 
Franco-Prussian war was won in a 
dash. Britain has no such conflict to 
her record. All her successes have 
been gained by hard, persistent fight­
ing, and that is the factor likely to 
determine the victor in the present 
struggle. The tide has apparently 
turned. Germany has shot her bolt, 
and while there yet may be much 
serious and sanguinary contending 
there is not the faintest shadow of 
doubt as to the outcome.

Advices that the Germans are be­
ing driven back from Paris are being 
largely confirmed by official commu­
nications issued both in London and 
the French capital. In these commu­
nications care is exercised that the 
prospect is not painted in colors un­
duly roseate but, reading between the 
lines, one can gather that the force 
of the German attack has been spent 
and that from now on the "retiring 
movements" will largely be executed 
by the Kaiser s troops and under 
pressure. It is a new experience for 
the German soldier to retire, but there 
is no doubt that he must speedily ac­
custom himself to it. Prior to this 
conflict the German soldier, while he 
had had no experience in actual seri­
ous warfare, had been schooled to be­
lieve his officers omnipotent. They 
could not err. Consequently it is a 
question of much doubt how the men 
who have been told they could not be 
beaten, will relish defeat at the hands 
of the soldiers they have been taught 
to despise.

When the soldiers of Germany en­
countered those of Great Britain, ear­
lier in the war, the Kaiser's men 
were shown that at the game of arms 
they baa at least one superior in Eu­
rope. Sir John French tells how the 
British soldiers established a person­
al ascendency over their opponents 
but, In spite of tills, the German ad- 
xance was not checked; it was not 
thei proper time to check it, and, as 
a result, the men of the Kaiser s army 
still believed their officers would 
eventually lead them to victory 
sweeping and complete.

The events of the past two or three 
days must have gone a long way to­
wards shaking that confidence and 
with the severe punishment inflicted 
upon the Germans, and the gradual 
realization that they are now in a po­
sition of grave peril, there should 
come a feeling that, perhaps, after 
all, they are not as invincible as their 
officers have led them to believe. 
With confidence shaken the morale 
of a regiment speedily deteriorates.

The story of the Franco-Prussian 
■war tells us that the French started 
for Prussia armed with maps of the 
country they expected to so easily 
overcome, but most of the fighting 
was on their own ground and their 
maps were useless. With Germany 
in the position of France history is 
likely to repeat itself. The German 
columns entered France with arro­
gant assurance that the road to Paris 
would not prove difficult. Belgium 
proved an eye-opener, the British re­
sistance contributed another, but so 
long as they could continue to gain 
some miles each day they were not 
disheartened. Now, however, the sit­
uation has vastly changed. Instead 
of gaining they have lost. The weeks 
of fighting at high pressure have had 
their effect and it must be a physical­
ly and mentally weary army which 
is now yielding ground formerly gain­
ed with almost mechanical regular!-

One word of caution should be ad­

dressed to the Canadian people at the 
cutset of «he war. There seems to 
be some disposition to underrate the 
magnitude of the conflict and of the 
exertions which it will Impose upon 
the people of this empire.

It is only fair to give as far as pos­
sible a true and sober account of 
what is impending, 
very strong power. Her population 
is one-third larger than that of either 
England or France. Her army, which 
proved its efficiency In 1866 and 1870, 
has in all the years which have pass­
ed since then been steadily working 
to Improve itself and been repeatedly 
enlarged. The German navy is the 
creation of many years, and has had 
the special care both of the Emperor 
and of the people, 
been spared to raise It to the highest 
pitch of efficiency. The German peo­
ple is united and determined.

Side by side with Germany stands 
Austria-Hungary, with a great army 
of the modern type, very different 
from that which was defeated in 1866. 
Austria-Hungary has also of late years 
begun to expand her navy. Against 
these two powers are arrayed1 on the 
continent the armies of France- and 
Russia. That of Russia has been much 
increased during the last two years, 
and is believed to have learned much 
during and since the war against Ja­
pan. It was at that time unequal in 
quality to the Japanese army, which 
had been trained under the auspices 
of German officers. Now it has to 
face the bulk of the Austro-Hungarian 
army and a part of that of Germany. 
It would be rash to predict the vie-

Meanwhile, Germany, In all proba­
bility, is hurling the bulk of her forces 
against France and re inforcing them 
by one or more Austrian army corps. 
The self-defence of Belgium may neu­
tralize a small part of the German 
forces. The French army is a crea­
tion of the present republic. It Is 
admirably organized and trained, and 
incomparably better than that of Na­
poleon III. which failed in 1870. But 
it will hardly outnumber the army 
which Germany and Austria will lead 
against it. The spirit of the French 
which has never been better than 
since the mobilization was ordered 
on the 1st of August, will give it 
great force, and Frenchmen and Eng­
lishmen are juatled In hoping for its 
victory. But In such a case who can 
foretell the event? Even the best 
judge of troops, Intimately acquaint­
ed. with both armies, could not pro- 

with certainty unless he had 
the opportunity of gauging that most 
important factor, the capacity of the 
German and French commanders-in- 
chief and of their staffs. But this is, 
aa far as both armies are concerned, 
almost an unknown quantity, for none 
of the principal leaders of the two 
great continental armies has had per­
sonal experience of the command ot 
armies in war.

Thus the Canadian people should 
keep In mind the element of uncer­
tainty which always exists in war, and 
the need for that steady and unruffled 
determination which is ready alike 
for good and for ill-fortune. They 
should cultivate that fortitude which 
will meet with even mind whatever 
events are In store.

Lord Kitchener’s speech of August 
25th shows how great Is the task be­
fore the British empire. The existing 
forces, the royal navy and the regular 
army, have proved ready and are In 
position. But a new army has to be 
created and the navy has to be stren­
gthened

If the first great conflicts, for noth­
ing that has yet happened has been 
more than a prelude, are favorable to 
the allies of England, great exertions 
will be needed to follow up and reap 
the benefits ot a first success. If for­
tune should be toss favorable a gigan­
tic effort will be needed to make good

The advance of the allied forces 
and the movement of the second 
army, to cut communication with Ger­
many marks the first serious reverse 
to the Germans, 
confidence in their officers, faced with 
defeat and the disquieting probability 
that a very large proportion of the 
great force, which, a few weeks ago 
left Berlin, will never return, the 
German invaders may well consider 
the lesson of Napoleon. He had little 
difficulty in taking a mighty army to 
Moscow; he lost the greater part of it 
on the way back. At present the Ger 
mans are retiring, the retirement Is 
likely to become a retreat, and the 
istreat in turn give place to the utter 
rout of the Kaiser's demoralized for­
ces. The German bubble is due for 
a mighty puncture.

Britain is receiving from the United 
States, says the Mail and Empire, a 
sort of help that is very acceptable, 
namely, the moral support and the 
sympathy of the great mass of the 
American people. American food ex­
ports will certainly not go to enemy 
countries. Should the war be long 
continued there is little doubt that 
thousands of American citizens will 
find their way to the European battle­
ground by way of Canada, and will 
there lay down their lives for the same 
cause of freedom that inspired thous­
ands of Canadians to fight in the Am­
erican Civil War. Britain can count 
qn this help from American citizens, 
although the United States Govern­
ment continues to remain neutral. It 
is true that the cause of the allies 
now in the field is the cause of human 
freedom to which the United States is 
supposed be peculiarly devoted. 
Rather than see the British Empire 
destroyed, we believe that the people 
of the United States would demand 
that their army should go to its res­
cue; but the British Empire ia In no 
danger of being destroyed. The Brit­
ish Empire and its present tilles are 
strong enough and determined enoi^h 
to accomplish the task of destroying 
Prussian militarism.

is known as high speed steel, which 
is used in Immense quantities by 
every railroad. This used to be sup­
plied from Great Britain, but for many 
years past the trade has been taken 
over by German firms, who were able 
to supply the fine qualities required 
at tower prices than the British could 
or would, with the result tihat the 
trade was lost to Great Britain.

London. August 25.—Just now Lon­
don is showing on the surface tew 
signs of war, fewer probably than 

-jlnywhare else in the United King­
dom. The closing down of the Stock 

^Exchange and the suspension of fin­
ancial operations of speculative na­
ture has done something to empty 
certain of the city streets perhaps, 
but the effect is only noticeable In 
the diminution of the patrons of the 
popular luncheon bars and eating 
houses. London could very well lose 
a million men and still present its 
usual air of crowded commercialism. 
The total absence of excitement of 
anything in the shape of outward mili­
tary enthusiasm would lead a stranger 
to the erroneous conclusion that Lon­
don has failed to grasp in its fullness 
of the fact that England Is at war. But 
the truth Is, Londoners have realized 
only too thoroughly the nature of the 
disaster that is come upon the metro­
polis. Mercifully we are spared the hor­
rors of Invasion but though the busi­
ness houses of the capital are pre­

back. The extreme German right 
wing is now being attacked in the 
rear. The Belgians, British and Rus­
sians are preparing to attack the Ger­
man lines of communication in Bel-

The Russian army in east Prussia 
Jias begun its great march forward, 
the Russian war office announces.

The Austrian army of 600,000 In 
Galicia and southwest Russian Poland 
Is in a precarious position, with Rus­
sian troops on three sides and bog 
land on the fourth.

The Austrians are preparing Vienna 
against a siege.

Paris, Sept. 8—The following offic­
ial statement was issued at three p.m.
The allies are doing well all along 

the line."
The famous turning movement of 

the Germans has finally resulted in a 
battle formation that puts their own 
right in jeopardy, as yesterday’s ad­
vance of the allies’ left proved.

As far as may be inferred, from the 
meagre official news the army now 
called the army erf Paris must be act­
ing as an independent force, holding 
the convex side of a curved battle 
line, and free to menace the commu­
nications of the enemy.

Bits of news already coming in 
from the wounded show that the allies 
gained a distinct success on the left, 
the enemy suffering greatly while try­
ing to cross the river Marne. As fast 
as pontoons were finished the French 
3-inch guns demolished them before 
they could be utilized.

The general opinnion of the morning 
press is that the allies may lose the 
battle and still make the siege of 
Paris difficult for the enemy, while, if 
tine Germans lose the situation of 
their entire army in France would be 
critical.

Londo, Sept 8—The public is wait­
ing breathless with the hope that the 
allies have finally taken the offensive, 
but the cautious tone of the official 
communications Issued from France, 
indicate that the forward movement 
of the allies is only a feeler to ascer­
tain the reason for the strange east­
ward swing of the German right.

No matter, however, what the for­
ward movement may mean, a decisive 
battle cannot be long postponed. 
Meantime the western valley of the 
Seine, recently overrun by Germans, 
has been cleared of the enemy and 
has been given a breathing spell.

The unexpected swing of the Ger-, 
mans has caused a readjustment of 
-the lines of the allies. This move­
ment of the Germans was ascertain­

ed so promptly by the aeroplanes of 
the allies that abundant time was 
given for the shifts.

It is evident that the Germans now 
have before the front of their wedge­
like advance the veterans of the allies 
leJt wing which underwent a terrible 
battering along the Franco-Belglan 
border. The ranks of these Franco- 
British forces have been reinforced 
and the casualties have been replaced 
with fresh men. Another advantage 
enjoyed by the allies is the fact that 
their flanks are protected by the great 
fortressee of Paris and Verdun, while 
in the German rear Magbuege is still 
held by the French, despite the fall of 
three of its fortresses.

Yesterday the secretary of the 
Board of Trade received a letter from 
a wholesale merchant of SL John sug­
gesting the advisability of steps be- 
lng taken by the mercantile communi­
ty to do away with the discount on 
American money and bills of exchange. 
The writer pointed out that the Whole­
sale Merchants' Association was still 
accepting American money at Its face 
value, believing such 
course to be In general Interest of 
the people. He also pointed out that 
the only reason for placing a dis­
count cn American money was the 
fact that the American bankers In or­
der to keep gold in their own coun­
try were issuing clearance certificates.

The writer also pointed out that 
the purpose of the American bankers 
would be served to some extent If a 
discount was placed on American 
money in Canada, as the effect of 
such discount would be to drive Am­
erican money back to the United 
States, and thus deplete the supply of 
money in Canada. The writer urged 
the board to consider the matter, es­
pecially as it would impose a burden 
on innocent parties who had accept­
ed American money at par. It was 
aald there was also another considera­
tion, the effect of charging the dis­
count upon tourists from the States 
coming here, especially In view of 
the fact that the principal hotels have 
just recently raised their rates fifty 
cents a day.
