The government'’s statement made it
cicar that the Sankey report must be
adhered to, and that an average of ten

Defendant Wins
In Sensational
Divorce Case

Jury Returns Verdict in Favor
of Mrs. Fitz-Randolph, Giv-
ing a Decision in Her Favor
on Each of the Allegations.

Fredericton, July 24.—The first jury
ever summoned to hear a divorce case
in New Brunswick found this evening
for the defendant, Mrs. Chas. Fitz.

There were eight questiong in all
submitted to the jury, and when they
brought in their decision, after being
out more than two hours, they were
unanimous in their negative decision
on five of the eight accounts, whilo
they stood 5 to 2 on two others, @hd
6 to 1 on the remaining question.

Five of the sgeven jurors were
enough to make a decision, so that
Mrs. Fitz-Randolph® actually won al
of the counts.

Drt. J. B. M. Baxter, K. C., after the
decision was heard, moved that the
libel of ,the plaintiff, Lieut. Charles
Fitz-Randolph, be dismissed, but no
decision was given on this motion
before the court adjourned umtil
August 11th, it being intimated by M.
G. Teed, K. C., chief counsel for the
plaintiff, that a new trial might be
sought.

The case has now been twice tried
and once reviewed before the Supreme
Court. On the first trial there war
no jury, and Mr. Justice Crooket
gave a decision in favor of the plain-
tiff, granting a divorce, fra#a which
the defendant appealed to the full
bench and was granted a new trial
with a jury. Neither the plaintiff nor
the defendant were in court when tho
jury brought in their verdict' shortly
after 7 o'clock and there were few
spectators.

In speukinwt those peopls ‘seeking
to destroy the social system, Mr. Bonar
Law said they were “doing their best
tc foment any discontent arising from
any cause.”

“Obviously,” he added, “it would be
wrong for the government to use any
language that could be regarded as
provocative; on the other hand we
{have made it absolutely clear that the
whole force of the government will be
exeerted to protect the people frem
any undue pressure from any quarter.”

GAS EXPLOSION
NEARLY WRECKS
BAYONNE, N. J

80,000 Gallons of Gasoline
Explode in Tank Cars on
Switching Track of Texas
Oil Co. — Loss Placed at
$1,000,000.

Bayonne, N. J, July 24, — Eighty
thousand gallons of gasoline, con-
tained in eight tank cars, exploded on
the switching track of the Texas 0il
(Company here ‘this morning, causing
a fire which resulted in the serious
injury of four persons, with many
others suffering minor burns. The
rroperty loss”of the company was
‘heavy. The cause of the first explo-
sion has not been determined. The
first car exploded about 7 o’clock and
the flames enveloped the other cars
before they could be removed from
the danger zone. Explosions followed
in rapid succession, rocking buildings
two miles away.

The flames spread to two store-
houses, containing about fifteen thous-
and gallons of oil in cans, as well as
the filling room where the tanks are
filled, and, for a time, it appeared that
‘the entire plant of the ofl company
wae doomed.

Officials of the Texas Company sald
they could not fix the loss definitely,
®ut that it probably would
$1,000,000.

The only Conservative
of the debacle were Hon. A, E. Arse-
nault, premier; Hon. James A. Mec-
Neill, commissioner public works, and
Hon. Murdock Kennedy and J. D.
Stewart.

This was the most one-sided election
since Confederation, with the excep-
tion of 1911, when Liberals won only
two seats. When the House dissolv-
ed the parties stood Conservativeg 18,
Liberals 11, and one seat vacant.

Even in Alberta there is not unity.

Commissioner Judge Robson recom-
mended the formation of a joint com-
mittee of the labor leaders and repre
sentatives of employers to form a con-
ference {0 discuss unemployment aris
ing out of the strike.

George Landry, an organizer for the
wallway [rotherhoods, who witended
on behalf of labor, asked the Commis-
sioner o recommend to the govern-
wment that a special counsel be ap-
pointed to act in behalf of labor. He
felt that the present labor counsel, C.
P. Wilson, K. C., was not as sympa-
thetic as he might be.

Judge Robson replied
thought that the present counsel
would present any evidence labor
might wish to submit in a nl

‘the criminal proceedings and the Rob-
son Commission.

“In these circumatances,” said the
commissioner, “it will be improper to
deny the unions a reasonable time in
which to prepare their case and pre-
sent it to this commisston.”

“It is certainly impossible ¢to be-
lieve that the whole vast number of
strikers were seditious, and those
who disclaim should take advantage
of the opportunity to do so publicly,”
added Judge Robson in urging the
labor representatives to proceed dili-
gently with the preparation of their
case, and have it ready on the re-
sumption of the enquiry. The atrfk-
ing postal employees public repudia-
tion of intent to aid in the subversion
of government, Judge Robson said,

Ernest Robinson, representing the
labor interests, said that, go far as
the procedure of the inquiry was con-
cerned, he had no objection to pro-
ceeding with the consideration of the
economic causes of the strike at once,
Labor did mot want to prolong unduly
the work of the committee, The Com,
missioner replied that the important
consideration was that the best case
possible should be JDresented by all
concerned. He recommended an dn.
definite adjournment until labor coun-
vel were fully prepared ‘with their
case.

George F. Landry said that labor
had been advised by its counsel to
proceed at once with mothing but the
discrimination phase of the investiga
tion, because of the danger in other
branches of the inquiry of prejudicing
the cases of centain labor men being
tried on criminal charges,

Commissioner Robson said that, in
his opinion, it was important that
labor should be prepared with evi-
dence tg ®ove that the economic
causes cf the sirike were such as to
Justify the strike, and to remove,
po le ,the charges that there were
ain other motives in calling the
strike. He would, therefore, recom-
mend that the inquiry be postponed
until labor counsel felt that their cage
was complete.

Mr. Landry charged that C. P. Wil-
son, K. C., was not sufficiently sym-
pathetic to labor interests to repre-
sent the dabor cause properly. The
commiszioner said that Mr. Wilson
and C. H. Locke, the other attorney
appointed by the government to rep-
resent labor, undoubtedly would pre-
sent properly any evidence which
labor wished to submit.

Mr. Wilson explained that a differ-
ence of opinion had occurred between
himself and the labor leaders om the
question of the reinstatement of the
workers who had been on stmike,

A discussion ensued on the rights
of such workers, at the end of which
Judge Robson remarked that there
was no legal proces to compel em-
ployers to take men into their em-
ploy, but the unemployed men could
not live on nothing.

In the course of a lengthy speech
Judge Robson dealt with the reasons
for postponing the inquiry, He point-
od out that proceedings, mow going
forward in the criminal court, touch-

liarly within the province of the
unions to show the loss of wages dur-
ing the strike, and the loss due to the
reduction of labor demands conse-
quent upon the strike. I should ex-
pect the unions to assist by furnish-
ing this information at all events as
closely as possible. They have con-
corned themselves so far with the
question of discrimination. Discrim-
ination is not really the term. It
should be refusal to re-employ, mani-
festly an employer has a right 10 em-
ploy whom he chooses subject to his
relation to unions.”

Senator Swanson Says Cove-
nant is One of the World's
Greatest Documents.

: Washington, D, C., Monday.—Prais-
ing the League of Nations convenant
a8 “one of the world's greatest docu-
ments,” Senator Swanson of Virginia,
a Democratic member of the Foreign
Relations Committee, told the Senate
today that if the United States reject-
ed the League it “would mean that
she would skulk in the greatest world
crisis that ever occurred.”

The speaker defended the League
againet ‘the objections that it would
sacrifice sovereignty and American
traditions and asserted that, on the
contrary, it would result fn immense
materia] gain in protecting American
fintegrity and preventing war. He de-
clared it would not create a Supac-
government, involve cbjecticnable ob-
ligations, ‘nor invalidate the Monroe
doctrine.

“The agsembly cf tue league will be
composed of represen.atives of the
members, who will be selected in ac-
cordance with the laws of the respec-
tive states. In the case of the United
States, the representatives, being of
ficers created by treaty, would be ap-
poihted as provided by an act of Con-
gress.

When the nations of the
world, sobered by sorrow amd suffer-
mg, are willing to raise their hands
and take this solemn pledge, are we
sullenly and stubbornly to stand aside
and become a-stumbling block in the
way of this noble achievement? Do
any of them have possessions that we
view with covetous eyes and propose
to seize and annex?

“The :ocond obligation assumed by
each member is to - ‘preserve  as
against evtermal aggression the terri-
torial integrity and existing pofitical
ind dence of all by of the
league.’ This is a natural corollary
from the front. In the former we un-
Adertake not to rob our associates
ourselves, and in this we agree not to
permit others to do so., This guaran-
tee of territorial integrity and politi-
cal indepemdence is limfted to those
cases where they are threatemea or
attacked by external aggression, and
does not apply to revolution within a
nation. A nation’s intersal affairs are
left undisturbed. Natiomelity, with its
vital stimulating patriotism, would be
preserved, given new life and oppor-
tunity.

“Thoughtful persons recognize the
importance of giving such a guaran-
tee now, at least for a limited period,
if the peace of the world is to be main-
tained. The autocratic government
that controlled Russia, Germany, Aus-
tria and Turkey have been overthrown
but as yet no real, stable governments
established. Scme of the new states
created out of this.immense territory,
without the guaranty of the league
would be overthrown and would re-
turn to the demination of their form-
er oOppressors.

Can Easily Withdraw.

“Hon. Elihu Root, former Secretary

HERE IS BASED ON
STATE'S RIGHTS
Anti-Prohibition Association
Declares Drouth is Ruining
Many Businesses.

Neow York, July 17.—Further cbjae-
tions to the validity of the wactime
prohibition law were raised in the
Federal Court yesterday, where a test
case ‘was begun,

John H. Voege, proprietor of the
widely knowa “Tom Foley's,” at Cen-
tre and Franklin streets, and Tony
Cuomo, another saloon keeper, were
indicted recently, accused of having
orenly sold whiskey after July 1 im
violation of the new law. Yesterday
they filed demurrers through their
attorneys, declaring that even in the
charge was true it was no orime. Rob-
ert Moore was counsel for Voege.
Cuomo was represented by George L.
Donnellan, counsel for the Retail Li-
quor Dealers’ Association.

The prinecipa] issue raised in the de-
maurrers is that no valid federal stat-
ute was violated hecause the govern-
ment cannot regulate the sale of i
quor within the State. :

“License a Contract with State.”

This question is raised also in a
statement issuned by the Association
Opposed to National Prohibition,
which read, in part:—

“Right here in New York State
where retailers in alcoholic beverages
have a licevmse to sell such beverages
until October 1, which is tantamount
to a contraoct with the State, individ-.

IS NO SHORTAGE
IN OTHER PORTS

While Lack of Shipping Holds
Back Export Business Here
Demands for Space at Mon-
treal and Boston Are Being |
Wel Met.

While complaints are being made
here that a age of shipping is!
holding back the possible export hum-I
ness, Boston is carrying on the great-!
est export business In its history, and
in Montreal t! ipping men are sa
ing that Canadian manufacturers and
exporters are not being imconvemienc-
ed by lack of ocean tonmage. Some
of the shipping companies at Mont-
real say that the demands for space
for the export of manufactured goods
are being well met. The government
reservaes about 70 per cemt. of the car-
g0 space of ships leaving Montreal for
Great Britain, but this space is used
for the export of Canadian goods,
such as flour, frozen beef, timber,
steel, etc,

Labor troubles in England have of
course delayed the movement of ship-
ping, and it is probable that more
ships will have to ocal in Camadian
ports, which will restrict space for
cango. But it is claimed a great deal
of blame is being heaped upon the
government and shipping companies
for matters heyond their control, and

MONTENEGRO NOW MERGED INTO
NEW NATION WITH JUGO-SLAVS

The Union of the Little Kingdom With Jugo-Slavia Brought
About by Act of the National Assembly Formed After
the Revolution of Last October.

Railways.

Mr. Andrew T. Drummond, LL.D,
has contributed to the Monetary
Times the following article on pubiic
ownershilp of raflways:—

The receatly-jssued brochure, con-
taining the railway statistics of Ca-
nada tor 1918, throws further light on
the problem of government and mu-
niclpal ownership of railways—a pro-
blem in regard to which the people,
especially of Ontario, have allowed
themselves to be misled by seotions of
the press and by & coterie of individ-
uals engaged in explo#ing the idea of
public ownership, and who studiously
suppress all facts which would mili-
tate against the idea. As the results
of the cperation of each rallway line
are given in this brochure in volum-
inous details, and are compiled from
sworn statements furnished by the
different railway companies them-
selves, we have reliable sources from
which to draw conclusions. These
conclusions only add emphasis to a
long series, extending over years, il
lustrating the* inability of both gov-
ernments and mun:crpalities in Can-
ada to create those conditions in com-
struction and operation which would
place their railways on a business
basis and lead to the avoidance of de-
ficits. Briefly these 1918 statistics es-
tablish certain facts.

1. Government ownership has, just
as it has year after year in the past,
resuited in large deficits on every
railway operated, whether under pro-
vincial or dominion auspices. The
Dominion Government systems show
an adverse balance for the year of
nearly six million dollare in their
operating cost, without considering
interest on the bonds issed to pay
for the capital cost ¢® iie roads. wa
the other hand, the Ontario Govern-
ment’s road fell short by towards half/
a million dollars of paying its full
bond interest, whilst the New Bruns-
wick Government's rcad failed to
meet any interest whatever omn its
cost. And it had to be remembered
that all government roads are emtire-
ly exempt from government imposts
and municipal taxes which privately-
owned ccmpanies are compelled to
pay

2. Just as in previcus years, every
municipally-owned raiflway, if it haa
charged against it its proper share
of taxes, as would be done with the
private roads, and had it paid the
interest on its cost, not to speak of
sinking funds and funds for renewals
and betterments, wouid have shown
a large deficit. Even the much-her-
alded London and Port Stanley Rail-
way, operated under the auspices of
the Ontario Hydro-Electric Commis-
sion, which is a mere arm of the On-
‘vario Government, would have had
Jts nominal srplus of $22 twrned
into a considerable weficit had fair
taxes been charged and interest paid
on its original cost, which appears to
be represented in the statistios Dby
$1,746,854 in a municipal subscription
and loan from London, Ont.

3. The same government statistics
indicate that, whilst the Hydro-‘Elec-
tric Comunission of Ontario is SUPPos-
ed to furnish the municipalities ana
railway and manufacturing purposes,
the charges made by it, while they
may represent cost to the commission,
appear, in actual operating experience,
to be higher than those charged to
consumers by privately-owned power
ccmpanies.  Thus, in the case of the
Lake Erie & Northern, the Galt, Pres-
ton & Berlin, and the London & Port
Stanley Railways, which derive their
power from the commission, the cost
of this power is represented by 7.2
cents, 6.72 cents and 4.44 cents, re-
spectively, for each mile run by the
cars of these companies as against the

The wretched condition of the high.
ways between St. John and the Maine
border was the matter of strang pro:
test by members of the Retall Mer
chants’ Association In session here
yesterday. The merchants were most
emphatio in thelr condemnation of the
Provinelal Government and the offie
fals, who alowed such disgraceful
roadways to exist.

The summer tourtst trade had been
ruined and the merchants of the prov.
ince had dost business, which would
have come here, had the highway
leading from the American gateway
been in anything like possible shape.
It was pointed out at the meeting
that this roadway was in very bad
condition. It had been worn out
years ago, and thene was no excuse
that the Provincial Department of
Public Worke could put forward, to
cover the criminal neglect of this
most important road.

At Bt. Stephien, the chief gateway
to the province, there was posted an
unofficial guide, who warned automo-
bile drivers against the roads of New
Brunswick, and ‘as a result hundreds
of automobile parties had been turned
aside from this province towards
Houlton and other Maine towns,
where the roads were fit to travel

pon.

The Retail Merchants wetre determ:
ined that Provincial Government
should put the roads in proper shape
and give this province a chance of
securing a fair portion of the tourist
trade. With this end in view a strong
committee was formed to wait upon
the minigter of public works and press
ot him the need of getting something
done at once, The minister will be
urged to have the work started dm-
mediately #0 that before the geason {8
over there be a resumption of travel
over the road from St. John to the
border towns,

The disgraceful surfaces of the oity
stroots were also under discussion at
the meeting, and the merchanty felt
that the city commissioners should
got busy at otice and have the streets
leading to the different entrances of
8t. John put in better shape before the
Pritice of Wales arrived. It was felt

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State Supplies Are Decidedly |

Short at Present Time and

No Prospects of Situation
Becoming Easier During
This Season.

——re

Local conl denlers say the supplips
hard coal will be short during the
coming winter. At the present time
the supplies are decidedly short and
there are no prospects of the situation
becoming easler quring this season.
One dealer, who has recently been in
New York, told The Standard yester-
day that coal miners of the United
States are going back to Hurope in
lange numbers, and that the lack of
miners wag responsible 8 great
extent for the hand coal shortage.

The New York Sun has investigat
the matter of coal supplies and in an
editorial recently sdys: s

“It s foolish for some newspapers
and some public officlals to declare
that there isn't an anthracite coal
shortage; that there is merely a ma-
nipulated market to euable producers
and dealers to change higher prices.
The coal shortage here in the east
is-not & theory; it s a fact. It is a
very semous fact. Before many
weeks it can become, indeed is lable
to become, a criminal fact,

“The statgtics of coal shipments
tell a threatening story. The anthra-
cite moved from the mines in June,
for example, amounted to 5,619,601
tons, This was a mdlllon and a quar-
ter Of tons lgower thanthe shipments
for June, 19&4 And in 1018 there
was none too much anthracite sent
from mine to market June or any
other month. ‘The only thing, in
truth, whic§ saved the public last
winter from severe handship due to
lack of coal was the mild weather,
almost unchanged, from autumn to
spring.

“For the present coal year the ship-
ments of anthracite have been only
16,666,221 tons, as against 20,123,298
tons In the previous year.A shortage
of upward of 4,000,000 tons cannot
be regarded as anything but a danger
signal. The time to ship hard coal is
in these summer months, w,hen it can
€o from the mouth of the mine to the
pocket of the dealer and to the cellar
of the consumer with the least possi:
ble interferemce with transportation.
Shipping coal in winter {s not merely
& hardship and an expense on the
shipper and on the carrier; it is
& hazard for the consumer. Frogzen
coal is. difficult to handle. Snowbound
railroads tempt the diversion of long
haul fuel to local uses. When a com-
munity along a coal ljne fs short of
fuel it doesn’t hesitate take it from
a long haul train stalled in the snow
or blocked by frozen switches. The
congumers waiting at the other end
of th® line for that coal don’t get it.

“There are not at the mines any sur
plus stock of hard coal for domestic
use. The great masses of anthracite
which has been piled up at the mjnes
are steam siges. This in itself is a
misfortune, Steam sizes cannot be
used in the furnace of the ordinary
house. Practically itsa only market is
in the Industrial plants or in hotels
and buildings with power and heating
plants speclally constructed to burn
such fine coal. In former years this
steam size anthracite was used by
industries in cities because of. local
ondinances against the smoke nul-
sance. The very use of this steam
size anthracite in place of soft coal
stimulated the production of the
larger sfes: 1t must be obvious that
if out of every thousand tons that
come from a mine several hundred
tons—the fine stuff, which can be
used only for steam purposes—cannot
be or is not sold, the larger sizes,
which go to the household consumer,
must bear the whole cost of mining all
that coal If the steam sizes are dis-
posed of such coal bears & part of
the cost.

“There being a coal shortage, a
@grave coal shortage, which nobody
who knows what he is talkWy: about
will dream of dizputing, it is high
time for those who can help the situ-
ation to get on the job of seeing that
in the few months still left before
snow flies the present coal deficiency
of millions of tonsis made good and
that thereafter the steady flow of coal
is continued at a higher rate than
there hae yet been in this shipping
season. And the consumer should
try to get his winter supply snugly
stowed away. If this isn't done the
Past 18 going to shiver and freeze for
a good part of next winter.

“Get the coal to market and into
the bin!"”
