Newport, May 7.—The steamship
Way Glory, tne first of the six ships
of over 10,000 tons deadweight of fab-
ricated type completed by the Mon-
mouth  Shipbuliaiag | Company  for
the Gove Wag 1 hed
at Chepston recently, A bot-
tle of c¢h was brok on
the bows by Lady MacLay, wite
of the Shipping Controller, and. sixty-
seven seconds afiter release ‘she ma-
jestically took the water as in the
manner born, amid the deafening
cheers of thousands of onlookens,

‘The novel experiment of launching
with steam up and fully equipped was
& great success, and immediately, with
the assistance of tugs, she left for Car-
dift for trials prior to being handed
over to the new ownens in Italy, This
is the first ship launched since a priv-
ate company acquired the yard from
the Government.

A Shipbuilding Boom.

Mr. Joseph MacLay, Shipping Com~
troller, made an dmportant statement
at the huncheon which followed. He
said he belleved that a time of trial
was for the shippd n
ity genmerally; but, in spite of that,
they had hopes soon of regaining their
position as the greatest shipping coun-
try in the world. Shipbullding was
going on today at a pace unheard of
before, and in the ehipbuilding trade
there had been practically no labour
troubles since the war. He believed
a better feeling prevailed between the
masters and men in that industry than
in any other, and he strongly counsell-
ed that masters and men should not be
interfered with. The Government was
anxlous at the earliest moment to re-
move all control and help them to re-
turn to mormal conditions,

The Chepstow yard had passed into
the hands of men who knew their busi

jness. He did mot say the Government

did not know their's (laughter.) He
believed, if developed, Chepstow would
become one of the big successes of
the country in the shipbuilding trade,
The outlook of the country would be
very unhappy if the output of coal was
not improved, and the working classes
must be housed propenly. The new in-
crease in the excess profite tax would
have a serious effect on dndustries, and
it was not too late for great mag-
nates to impress on the Chancellor the
seriousness of the position. If they.
did, serious reconstderation might be
given to the matter.

MANITOBA TO ENTER
