Availing themselves of that religious toleration which, by the over 
ruling Providence of God, is at length secured to Christians of all deno- 
minations in France, the Agents of your Society are continuing to nee 
all the means in their power to chase away those clouds of infidelity 
and scepticism, which, like a mildew, have blasted the moral beauty - 
and happiness of that interesting country. Aided by the cooperation 
of several French Local Preachers and School Teachers, sheered by 
the spirit of religious inquiry which is increasing amongst the people, and 
the actual conversions which are taking piece,—the Brethren are pro- 
secuting their labours with vigour and encouraging success. Here we 
have ten Stations, fourteen Missionaries, and six hundred and ninety- 
two persons under our pastoral care. ,.

separate Society, as to revive, the pure spirit of experimental piety in 
Churches already established. This desirable object has been realized 
to a very considerable extent. Several persons have been brought to the 
saving knowledge of the troth, who, before the establishment of your 
Mission, were utter strangers to its converting power. A General Mis-

Although the beneficial influence which this Mission exercises, owing 
to the nature of the work and the character of the people of the island, 
in not wen to any very great extent, yet Malta continues to be an inter- 
eating and an important station, and is instrumental in sending forth the 
light of evangelical truth upon the surrounding countries.

• IINDIA.

To the vast and thickly-populated regions of India the attention of 
the Society is ever turned with deep anxiety and increasing solicitude. 
The solemn reflection that nearly two hundred millions of Pagans are 
placed, directly or indirectly, under the control of our Government and 

human beings, Superstition sways her iron sceptre and exercises her 
utmost cruelty—is awakening a deeper sympathy in their behalf, and 
calling forth additional labourers into this important section of sour Mis­
sion field ; and, while the Committee labour under a painful sense of 
the inadequacy of their means to send out a sufficient number of Mis­
sionaries to meet the pressing necessities of the people, they are en­
couraged by the delightful fact that native labourer», who have been 
instructed in their Schools and converted by the instrumentality of their 
Agents, are rising up and bearing a part in the greet work of rescuing 
India from error’s deadly chain. During the past year a man of the 
highest Brahmin caste has embraced Christianity; and it is hoped he 
will be made a greet blessing to his countrymen. The general success 
of our Missions in Continental India and Ceylon, surrounded as they 
are by a people besotted by idolatry, devil-worship, end atheism, has 
been very considerable ;—the foundations of faire systems ere being 
destroyed, and the superstructures of error are seen falling to the ground ; 
but there are hundreds of millions of souls yet deed in trespasses and 
in sins, living without hope and without God in the world,—and our 
rejoicing over what has been done is mingled with a painful sense of

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In ne pert of the world were the labours of Missionaries more 
needed- in no pert were there greater difficulties to encounter—and in 
no part have the glorious triumphs of the Gospel been more strikingly 
manifested than in the South Seas. To a more awful extent than in 
any other place were the inhabitant* of those- Islands hater* of God and 
haters of each other. They were indeed bloody and deceitful men— 
their feet were swift to shed blood—their hands were always dyed with 
blood—and in killing and devouring each other they sought and found 
a diabolical pleasure. Tow Missionaries have united with ether pious 
Ministers in penetrating three abode* of darkness end habitation* of 
cruelty ;—they have preached that Gospel which is designed to chase 
away the ignorance, controul the passions, and sanctify the affections of 
the human mind, and make man, who is by nature earthly, sensual, and 
devilish, this partaker of th#* principles which are spiritual, heavenly, 
and divine. Nor have they laboured in vain : Upwards of sixteen 
thousand or these Islanders have renounced Paganism with all its idol- 
atrous and debasing ceremonies, end placed themselves under our care, 
the majority of whom have not only made a profession of Christianity 
but have experienced its saving power, are faithfully discharging its sa- 
CM duties, and are rejoicing in its hallowed and hallowing privileges.

Otte < our Missionaries observes, with reference to the work in the 
Islands 6f Vavbu, Habai, end Tonga—" Satan’s kingdom has not only 
been shaken But well nigh abolished in this lend. Il is no exaggeration 
to say, that Vital religion is the enjoyment of a great majority of the 
people. The reformation which is visible in their manners, and the 
genuheness and depth of their Christian experience, demonstrate that 
they have received the unction of the Holy Ghost; and that they have 
not only embraced the form but that they enjoy the power of Godliness.

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WEST INDIES.

That the change which has recently taken place in the civil condi­
tion of the coloured population of the West Indies was a special act of 
Divine Providence, as well as an act of justice and benevolence on the 
pert of our Government, is fully proved by the beneficial influence which 
it has exercised over that deeply-injured portion of the human family. 
All those fears of rebellion and anarchy which were entertained and ex- 
pressed by the enemies of the negro race, and even by some of their 
timid friends, have been falsified ;—the people, generally, are orderly 
and submissive in their conduct ; sober, and industrious in their habits. 
Their emancipation, as was generally expected by their friends, has 
greatly increased our opportunities of promoting their spiritual interests. 
The numbers of persons who crowd to hear the Word of God is so great 
that we have been obliged to erect several new Chapels in some of the 
Islande and to enlarge others. Still, in many places, they are obliged 
to conduct their services in the open air for want of church accommo- 
dation. There has also been a great accession to the number of chil­
dren who attend our Schools, and plans are being adopted by the Gov- 
ernment, in conjunction with the various Christian denominations whose 
Missionaries labour in the West India Islands, to communicate to the 
whole of the rising generation of the Negroes the blessings of education. 
But the moot pleasing fact presented to our notice in our West India 
Mission is the increased number of Members in our Society who have 
experienced that the Gospel is the power of God unto salvation. In 
the Island of Jamaica alone the net increase during the past year amounts 
to three tkoueand seven hundred and fifty-nine members, while 607 
remain on trial as candidates for membership. In the West Indies we

SOUTHERN AND WESTERN AFRICA.

The state of things in our African Missions is deeply, and in some 
respects painfully, interesting. Most of the Frontier Stations are steadily 
advancing in prosperity and usefulness, while some of those in the In­
terior of the Country have been placed in circumstances of great danger 
and trial. Some of the more savage tribes have assailed the Colonists, 
and, amidst the strife and confusion of the Caflre War, some of our 
Brethren have been obliged to flee from their Stations, our Mission pro­
perty has been destroyed, and for a season our operations in three or 
four sections of the Country were entirely suspended. But, by the 
overruling Providence of God, peace is now restored ; the Missionaries 
are returning to their respective charges, and are most cordially received 
by the chiefs and people. In Western and Southern Africa we employ 
thirty-three Missionaries, and we have upwards of five thousand mem­
bers in our Society.

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GRAPE ISLAND.

It has long been the wish of the Missionary Society to remove the 
Indians from that island, it being far too small to afford our people 
sufficient opportunity for improvement in agricultural pursuits. This 
desirable object has at length been accomplished. The whole Indian

UPPER CANADA.

In the whole history of our Canadian Missions there never was a 
period in which the Indian community has been placed in circumstances 
so trying and so afflictive as those in which it has been involved during 
the past year. At all times have they been exposed to the selfish and 
wicked designs of a number of unprincipled, skulking traders, who have 
habitually used all the means in their power to deceive, pollute, and 
rob them : but, in the midst of all the annoyances to which they have 
been subject from this quarter, our Indian brethren have been sustained 
and encouraged, in their gradual advances in the path of improvement, 
by an unshaken confidence in the disinterested and friendly regards of 
those whose power to protect them is only equalled by their obligation 
to afford them that protection ; and it is with the deepest grief that we 
now discover, that that confidence is in a great degree weakened, and 
that the uncertainty of their future prospects, rendered dark and gloomy 
by circumstances as strange as they were unexpected, has produced in 
the minds of many an unsettled, dissatisfied, and reckless spirit—which 
greatly militates against their civil, their moral, and their religious im­
provement. We hesitate not to say, that, had not our Indian Societies, 
during the last twelve months, been vigilantly watched by those devoted 
men under whose ministerial care they have been placed, the beautiful 
vineyards which have been cultivated and nourished with so much so­
licitude, and at so much expense, would now present to the eye of 
the Christian philanthropist nothing but a scene of barrenness and de- 
solation. ■ But we thank Almighty God that this is not the case ; for, 
while the scorching heat has beat upon those vineyards—while the 
storm has raged around them—He who is the great source of all spir­
ituality has kept them night and day, and watered them every moment, 
and they still present to our view many a widely-extended and beau­
tiful branch, adorned with the freshest verdure and laden with the 
choicest fruit.

We are happy to be able to inform the friends of Missions that the 
causes of these dissatisfactions are now in some measure removed, and 
returning confidence begins to pervade their minds and influence their 
conduct.

REPORT.
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The Missionary at Rice Lake reports as follows :—“ Our prospects at 
F we could wish, and our labours have 

— -_____ ,_____ . success which we anticipated. ‘ Many 
of our men have died during the year, and their widows and children 
are left in circumstances of great destitution. But, while these things 
discourage us, we gratefully acknowledge that we have not been per- 
mitted by our Divine Master to labour in vain. Some of the little farms 
of our Indians wear a very“pleasing aspect, and promise good crops, 
while others bear evident marks of neglect. When the Indians are at 
home their attendance on the various means of grace is very regular, and 
the blessings which we receive on those occasions often cause our 
hearts to rejoice. The School has been regularly attended- to; and, 
notwithstanding the interruptions to which the children have been sub-

community has settled at Mdmvillt, in the Township of Alnwick, 
op the south shore of Rice Lake. The removal commenced in the 
month of March ; the Mission Family took up their residence in the 
wilderness, surrounded by the Indians, consisting of about forty families, 
who pitched their tents on the lots of land selected for them, and com­
menced the arduous task of clearing, fencing, and planting. These 
farms have been laid out in lots of fifty acres each, forming a street 
about two miles long, running east and west. In the course of the 
present season the New Village will be completed :—the houses are to 
be of frame-work, situated on each side of the street, about thirty rods 
distant from each other—each to have a small garden in front and an 
orchard in the rear. In the centre of the village is the lot on which 
the Mission Premises are being built—which are to consist of a Mis­
sion-House, School-House, and Chapel ; and will stand on an emi- 
nence, commanding a pleasing view of the entire settlement.

It is most gratifying to notice, that, amidst the bustle and'excitement 
of the removing to their new settlement, the piety and devotion of the 
Indians generally have been maintained, and that their whole deport- 
ment is such as becometh the Gospel. The number of the Tribe is 
about two hundred and fourteen. All profess Christianity—no vestiges 
of Paganism remain among them ; and, while the whole body are more 
or less blessed with the restraining and hallowing influences of our holy 
religion, eighty-five of the adults are decidedly pious-

ject from the hunting excursions of their parents, they have made con­
siderable improvement.

From the small "Tribe: of French River 
Indians we have collected a Class ofrfifteen praying members, including 
the head chief and hie family. All these have been baptized, and 
furnish pleasing evidences of their conversion.

Certain measures are now in progress which will secure them,, as far 
as possible, from any kind of aggression ; and, since the Indiana have 
been made acquainted with this fact, their gloom has been in ■ great 
measure dissipated—their confidence restored—and they have again 
entered upon the cultivation of their lands.

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With a few exceptions, the Members of our Society in this place 
have done honour to their profession during the past year : The majo- 
rity of them are firmly persuaded of the truth of Christianity, and are 
growing in grace and in the knowledge and love of our Lord Jesus 
Christ. When the character and circumstances of our Christian In­
dians are contrasted with those of the Pagans by whom they are sur-

Although we have to lament the habits of intoxication contracted by 

some of our Indians, throughthe too general influence of evil men, yet 
we rejoice that those who were accounted steady and pious last year 
remain so. Some few have been reclaimed, from the evil of their 
ways, and nearly without exception, our Members are increasing in 
the enjoyment of true religion. Our Indian brethren are also malting 
some progress in their agricultural pursuits, and have promising crops of 
wheat growing on their farms, besides a great quantity of potatoes and 
other spring crops. At some of our places amongst the whiU settlers 
the cause is prospering, and we have a considerably-increased number 
of steady and deeply-attentive hearers, and an additional number of 
Members in our Society. 1
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We have had to contend with much difficulty on this portion of our 
work during the past year. The uncertain temper of the Mohawks, and 
the number of persons who are settled in the neighbourhood who seek 
to enrich themselves by imposing upon the Indians, make our work 
very difficult. Still we have a goodly number of pious and zealous 
Members who are an ornament to their Christian profession. During 
the year some of our Members have left the Church Militant to join the 
Church Triumphant. One was an aged female, who was one of the 
first-fruits of the Grand River Mission. Shortly before her departure 
she expressed the following sentiments :—

“ Although the material sun is receding from my view, the Sun "of 
Righteousness shines with increasing splendour upon my mind ; and, 
while my physical strength is failing, and my eyes are closing on all 
terrestrial objects, the glories of the upper and better world are bursting 
upon my spiritual sight.”

MUNCY TOWN.

ST. CLAIR MISSION.

The continued success of the Gospel in this Mission is a subject of 
unspeakable gratitude to Almighty God.

During the present Conference year, amidst many obstacles which 
have presented themselves to the spread of truth and the stability of 
those who have embraced Christianity, the gracious work of God has 
been gradually progressing, and the Members of our Society have been, 
with two exceptions, preserved from those vices to which they have so 
long been addicted ; and we rejoice, that, to the praise of the grace of 
God, the subjects of these exceptions have been, in the true spirit of 
Christianity, restored to the bosom of the Church, and, by circumspec-
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tion of conduct since their return, have given every reason to .believe 
that they have seen, felt, and truly repented of their misconduct.

In September last twenty-one were dedicated to God in baptism ; on 
New Year’s Day nine; in March seventeen ; and in May twenty-nine; 
—making the number of Pagans who have been brought under the in­
fluence of the Gospel during the Conference year seventy-six. Of 
these, twenty-seven are children. The adults, forty-nine in number, 
have given every evidence of their sincerity and attachment to the truths 
in which they have been instructed, and strong reason to hope, that, as 
Christian parents, they will endeavour to teach those youth and chil-

We have had a small decrease in this Mission, but the Members 
generally are doing well in religious matters,—and they have done 
better in their temporal affairs than they have done in former years.

prove the truth of that declaration, “ Train up a child in the way he 
should go, and when he is old he will not depart from it.”

We have cause of thanksgiving to the God of Missions that the Gos­
pel is exerting a powerful and salutary influence on many who have 
not yet surrendered themselves as disciples to the Saviour. An instance 
of this :—One of the chiefs at this Station has hitherto withstood every 
effort made to induce him to listen to the word of life : such, however, 
is the change produced in the conduct and situation of his people that 
he now seldom drinks—and, when he does so, usually shuts himself up 
in hie house, by locking the door and closing the window-shutters, when, 
by fire-light, or in darkness, he takes what he terms a frolic; and at
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ring that he is ashamed to drink in the Mission; and has no person to 
join with him. Such has been the influence of the Mission on his 
mind, and on the mind of one of his brothers, that, in spite of their ob- 
stinacy in refusing to become Christians themselves, they cattie forward 
at our last Quarter-Day and presented each a fine boy for Christian 
baptism, who, if we may judge from their application and improvement 
in the School, promise future usefulness.

The Mission-School has, under the care of Mr. Price, been in as effi­
cient operation as circumstances would allow. The children have 
made improvement, perhaps, inferior to no School in our Mission-work ; 
and a more general thirst for knowledge among the youth, and anxiety 
among the parents for the improvement of their children, I have never 
seen 544and, in many instances, great sacrifice of feeling has been made 
during the year, by both parents and children, in order to enjoy the 
benefit of the School. In many instances the Indians, who have been 
obliged, by the scarcity of provision during the past year, to leave the 
Station on hunting excursions, have expressed the greatest anxiety and 
made repeated applications to have their children taken under the care 
of the Missionary, in order that they might not be absent from the 
School. In some instances several have been taken into the family ; 
and the improvement they have made will, we hope, fully justify this 
step. Could some plan be devised, by which the children could be 
provided for during the absence of their friends, or taken under the care 
of the Society, great good would doubtless result to the Schools, and a 
more powerful influence be exerted among the surrounding Pagans.

During the year the Missionary and Interpreter have been engaged m 
preparing a Translation of the Wesleyan Methodist Hymns, hi which 
work we have found, as in all such labours, many, at first sight, insur- 
mountable obstacles, such as cannot be met With in the ordinary labours 
of a Mission. Nor are all attempts to translate the English into foreign 
languages attended with the same difficulties which present themselves 
in rendering our language into the Chippewa, and especially when the 
latitude which a translation in prose would allow is materially circum- 
scribed by having to select such modes of expression and such particular 
words as can be embraced in the poetic line in which the sentiment 
must be communicated.

Another peculiar difficulty was the want of an efficient orthography to 
represent the sounds of the language, it having heifer been reduced to 
any regular system, but each individual left to his caprice in selecting 
from the English alphabet such characters as he might choose, to repre- 
...) JAan sedan dint rs... iorenk gg ag ze g —ns paueuotine.ie Git 
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may appoint, we trust they will become an acquisition to the means of 
religious improvement of our Chippewa Indians.

During the year, Indians from the following settlements have embra­
ced the Christian faith and been received into the Church :—Salt Hiver, 
Lake Huron Shore; Saugenau, on the American Shore; and Walpole 
Island, and Kettle Point, on the British Shore.

These persons have some of them visited their friends during the 
year ; and their steady, sober habits, and the evident increase of com­
fort which Christianity has introduced among them, have made a benefi­
cial influence on many whose wandering habits, or remote settlements, 
place them beyond the ordinary influence of the Mission services ; and, 
with proper effort, no doubt but such is the feeling in favour of Chris- 
tianity in the surrounding Indian villages, that many more will shortly 
be added to the St. Clair Station. May God still prosper this people, 
preserving them from evil, and increasing their numbers, to the praise 
and glory of his Holy Name ! Amen.
