noon. The proposed amendment which I 
most concerns the Canadian booksell-I 
ers is that which will allow a Cana-I 
dian publisher to copyright the work 1 
of the British author under certain I 
conditions, such copyright or license 
tu publish prohibiting the importation.

Alcohol Will Have No Allurements for 
Man in the Near Future.

When the food of the future is once in $ 
vogue, the food dispensary, licensed by the 
Government, will long since have sup­
planted the butcher shop and the grocery 
store.

Doubtless our houses wont 
be heated and supplied with power from a 
Keely motor at a penny a day additional, 
but the chemical or artificial food of the 
future is already a moral certainty. For 
does not Flammarion describe it in 
“Omega,” and has not Berthelot, its chief 
apostle, been elevated from the laboratory 
to the foreign office of France?

Given the formula for our food, says Ber­
thelot, the father of the artificial food idea, 
and why not prescribe it from the chemist’s? 
Surely the nitrogen and carbon of the beef­
steak may not be as grateful to the palate 
if absorbed from a capsule or masticated in 
a tiny tablet, but the bones and the blood, 
the flesh and the sinews will be just as well 
supplied with their essential material, their 
own special foods, provided always the pre­
scription is right in proportion, and, after

When the era of the 
chemical food sets in we'll all be in the habit 
of stopping morning and evening at our 
favorite dispensaries for a bracer of salt.— 
New York Herald.

DEATH OF MRS. (DR.) McKENZIE.

London lost another of its oldest resi­
dents by the death at an early hour 
yesterday morning of Mrs. Isabella Mc­
Kenzie, wife of Dr. McKenzie, of 264 
Talbot street. Death came somewhat 
suddenly. Mrs. McKenzie was in the 
best of health on Tuesday, but about 2 
o’clock on Wednesday morning she was 
stricken with paralysis, from which she 
gradually sank, and died at 5 a.m.

A Salem, Mass., dispatch to the Bos­
ton Traveller says: A peculiar case 
came up in court here yesterday, in 
which the “seventh son of a seventh 

son," by tradition supposed to be en­
dowed with unusual foresight in the 
skill of healing the sick by administer­
ing medicine, was held for the grand 
jury on the charge of manslaughter in 
causing the death of his patient.

According to the testimony presented 
at the trial, a Frenchman named 
Xavier Genest was taken with a severe 
attack of typhoid fever a few days 
ago. and called in his regular family 
physician. After the disease had pro- 

i grossed for a short while a man named 
John Reed, who says that he is the 
“seventh son of a seventh son,” called 
upon Genest, with whom he was ac- 
quainted, and, learning that he was 
sick, told the members of the family 
that they were foolish to spend their 
money for a physician when he could 
cure the patient so quickly that he 
would forget that he had been sick at 
all.

Reed then went out of the house, 
and soon returned with a bottle. The 
bottle contained about a pint of whis­
ky, and Reed told the sick man that if 
he would drink all of it, take a good 
sweat, and be quiet for half a day. he 
would be entirely well. Genest did as 
directed. The whisky made him de- 
lirius within two hours, and the next 
day he died as a result of having taken 
it.

What isOf the Business Situation in Canada, as 
Seen by Dun & Co.’s Reporters.

Toronto, Nov. 28.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s 
weekly statement of trade in Canada 
says: •

The season of navigation was closed 
at Montreal on Monday, with the de­
parture of the Lake Huron. Trade In 
wholesale circles is, if anything, a lit­
tle quieter,and a good many houses are 
stock-taking or preparing for the same. 
The retail drygoods trade received 
quite a little impetus from the late 
cold, snowy weather, and sales are Im­
proved. Boot and shoe retail dealers 
are also doing better. For groceries 
the demand is less active in a whole­
sale way.and teas are quite dull. Dried 
fruits are scarce in a good many lines 
and values are stiffening materially. A 
little more inquiry is reported for lea­
ther, but the business doing Is still 
very limited. Hides are just as they 
were a week ago. Metals, cements, oils, 
paints, etc., are all quiet. There has 
been an easing off in values in dairy 
products, with a lessened movement. 
Some houses claim to be a little better 
paid, but the improvement in collec­
tions generally looked for this fall does 
not seem to have materialized to any 
very great appreciable degree.

There is no decided change in the 
trade situation at Toronto. Generally 
speaking, business in wholesale de­
partments is quiet, and the orders are 
of a sorting-up character. The prices 
of leading staple goods are unchanged, 
and in some instances very firm. Pay­
ments are said to be satisfactory. 
There is a good export trade in apples 
and hay, but the wheat market is dull,
