FRANCE SUING
0,000

0 Be Heard in -
Court.

Halifax, July 27.—The Republic of
France has issued a writ in the ad-
miralty ocurt here against the Belgian
relief -steather Imo for two million doi-
Jars, claiming this to be the value of
the cargo of the [French munitions
ship Mont Blane, which exploded in
Halifax harbor on December 6 of last
year, atter colliding with the Imo. The
case will be heard in the admiralty
court here at a date not yet announced.
A counter-claim has been lodged by the
owners of the Imo.

EXPECTS GERMANS T0
FIGHT TO LAST NOW
THEY ARE CORNERED

Correspondent With American
Army Warns Against Too
Much Optimism.

London, July 27.—Discussing the lat-
est operations and the German position
within the Marne salient, Reuter’s cor-
respondent with the American troops in
France under date of Friday, says it is
well to remember that the Germans still
hold the north bank of the Marne for
some eight miles from Vincelles to
'Reuil. This has not yet been disputed
with them.

This alone, he adds, is proof that the
enemy is not in a very desperate hurry
to withdraw from the sallent, if it is
inot also a hint that he has a large
accumulation of stores near the river
;which it is difficult to remove. ‘““The
French guns in this sector,” the cor-
respondent continues, ‘continually are
lexploding great dumps of ammunition,
which reveals how thick they are.

Masses Yet Opposing.

*“The early .success of. the French
counter-attack has bred a disposition to
expect further rapid advances, but the
fighting in the salient offers to the ag-
gressor only the advantage obtainable
from the enemy's congested condition,
and even that cuts both ways, as it
leaves masses of men to oppose us.

*Qur progress the past weel gave the
enemy ample time to begin reorganiza-
tion outside the salient. We are not
tikely to go much further without dis-
covering a disposition to withstand us.
We may regard with some suspicion the
enemy's intentions along the river front.
His position may not be an enviable
one, but there are points in it not un-
favorable to an attack.”

FLAX INDUSTRY OF
DOMINION BECOMING
IMPORTANT BUSINESS

Growing Has Been Advancing
by Leaps and B‘oun_ds.

ONTARIO PROVINCE IN IT

Government Now Has 18;000
Acres Under Cultivation
and Will Expand.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Toronto, July 27.—Flax growing as a
comparatively new industry in which
several hundred women are engaged, is
growing by leaps and bounds in Can-
ada. Not only have Canadians. made
rapid strides in producing the raw ma-
terial, but in the manufacture of the
same as the finished article is now
being produced. The only missing link
in the chain in Canada from the raw
flax in the flield to ‘the finished linen
js the actual spimning of the thread.
According to R. J. Hutchinson, flax
expert of the Dominion Experimental
Farm, this missing link will be pro-
vided in the fall, as it is the intention
of the Government to bring 40 or 50
flax spinners and their families out from
Ireland in.the autumn.

Govt, Flax Flelds.

Owing to the. growing ueed of in-
creaged production of flax to meet war
needs, as linen is required for aero-
plane wings, machine gun webbing,
ambulance covers and linen shoe thread,
Mr. Hutchison, who is the son of an
old linen manufacturer of Ireland, and
has had. years of experience in the
growing of flax, has interested the
Government to such an extent that to-
day the Ontario Government can boast
of 18,000 acrés -under cultivation.
Thirty-elght mills have also been es-
tablished, and it is the intention " of
the Government to have at least 70,000
acres under seed next year.

At the Government farm at Willow-
dale, F. C. Bailey, assistant deputy
minister, has 160 acres of flax which
is one of the finest crops produced in
vears. ‘This 'crop’ was planted around
the 23rd of May, and today there are
waving fields of beautiful flax which is
all ready to be pulled.

SEEMED WORST
FEATURE OF WAR

Saskétchewan Premier Found
1t Most Trying of Experi-. .
ences. in France. }

ENTHUSES OVER YANKS

Arrivals of Americans Brings
British and French
Feeling to Fore.

Hon. W. M. Martin, premier of Sask-
atchewan, is in London for a few days,
paying -a visit to his parents, Rev. W.
M. Martin and Mrs. Martin, Ridout
street South, on his return after a visit
to the Canadian camps in Epgland and
in France, with other provincial pre-
miers:

“I was in London on the fourth of
July,” he said, “‘and it was the greatest
celebration of the kind ever known
there.., The Stars and Stripes were
everywhere - in evidence, and even
Buckingham Palace had two flags, the
American floating beside the Union
Jack. A big feature of the day was
the baseball match between teams from
the American army and American navy.
1 was fortunate in getting a ticket for
the event, which was attended by fifty
thousand peeple. It had been announced
that the King would throw the first
ball. - He didn’t observe this ceremony,
but he. attended the match, and went
out into the fleld and chatted with the
captains. I don’t know that he under-
stood the game, or that the English peo-
ple grasped the fine points sufficiently
to enthuse over it much, but they did
enthuse over the Americans.”

“How is the war going?”’ was the in-
evitable question asked of a statesman-
visitor to the-front, who had been priv-
ileged to meet Lloyd George and other
high officials of state.

Everything Well With Canucks.

*Everything seemed to be going well
so far as the Canadian camps are con-
cerned,” he said I visited the hos-
pitals and camps in England and in
France, including the hospital city at
Etaples after the bombing. Every-
body over theré is in good spirits, the
fact that the Americans are arriving at
the rate.of about a quarter of a mil-
lion a month being in itself most heart-
ening. We were in London a week ago
Monday when the last big German of-
fensive started, and left Liverpool Wed-
resday when the good news was com-
ing in. We were kept informed by wire-
less every -day on the way over.. 8o far
as the end is concerned, nobody men-
tions it now.

“They are just waiting, feeling as-
sured of a satisfactory ending when it
does eome. The entry of the Ameri-
cans has had an especially stimulating
effect upon-the-French who, after ail
have had the hard end of it all throuxh,
Apart from the fact that so many
of their men have been in the fight
and so much of their country invaded,
even 25 miles back of the line farmers
vand villagers do not know the minute
shells will drop upon them.”

Nolse : Worse Feature.

The din of the front line impressed
Premiee Martin more ' than thoughts
of danger as he was taken to visit the
Canadians in the trenches. ‘“With the
artillery’s barrage betweéen us and the
enemy, we . were comparatively free
from danger,” he said,” “hut the noise
was appalling. This to me would be
one of the most trying features.”

Mr, Martin and his party were S0
fortunate as to cross over and.return
without so much as a .suspicion of a
sub  in their vicinity, so far as any-
one knew.

THE WAR SITUATION

[By Assoclated Press.]

Shifting their blows to the south-
ern ar¢ of the sector between Sols-
sons and Rheims, the French have
struck the German line at Port-a-
Binson, on the south side of the
Marne, and about a mile south of
the village of Chatillon. It Is - offi-
clally reported from Parls that the
French lines were advanced at that
point.

Further east, on the Champagne
sector, the troops of General Gour-
aud have by a local operation south
of Montagne Sans Nom (mountain
without a name), pressed forward
over hailf a mile along a front of
almost two miles,

The advance east of Rheims was
seemingly for the purpose of restor.
ing the Allled line In that section
of the line. The attack at Ports
a-Binson, however, had another ob-
Ject, German troops were reported
early In the week at Marfaux and
Pourcy, northeast of Chatilion, and
south of the western spurs of
Rheims mountain. A considerabie
success near Chatillon would put
them Into a pocket within the

KING GEORGE THANKS

London, = July 27.—Premier Borden,
speaking for the overseas dominions,
in an address yesterday to His Ma-
jesty, pledged all the units of the Em-
pire to fight the common foe until
victory was assured.

Replying, the King thanked the yar-
fous sections af the Empire for the
splendid devotion = and .self-sacrifice
shown. He promised that after the
war the Prince of Wales would tour
the domiinions and colonies.

COUNT LUXBURG IS
YFIRED" BY EMPEROR

Imperial Murderer Punishes
His Assassin, Who Blundered.

London, . July 27.—Emperor William
has refused to receive Count Luxburg
so that the former Ger™ an ambassador
to Argentina might justify himself, says
an Exchange Telegraph dispatch. from
Amsterdam.. The count handed in his
report on his migsion to Argentina to
the foreign office on Thursday. After
the emperor had refused to see him he
conferred with Admiral von Hintze, the
foreign secretary.

Count. Luxburg, it is added, has with-
drawn from the diplomatic service.

Letters exchanged between Count
Luxburg and the German toreign office
and naval authorities, which were made
public by’ the United States Govern-
ment, contained’ the suggestion by the
German agent to the Argentine that all
ships from the- Argentine be sunk
“without trace.”

AVIATOR KILLED WHEN
MACHINE TAKES FIRE

Hamilton, July 27.—Another fatality
occurred at the Beamsville aerodrome
this morning, when Cadet T. C. Dun-
bar of Haileybury, who was making a
solo flight, crashed to the ground, his
machine ablaze. He was burned be-
yond recognition, and all that remains
of the aeroplane was the level parts.

TWO GERMAN AIRMEN
SLAIN BY BOLSHEVIKI

Amsterdam, July 27.—Two German
aviators who were captured by the Bol-
sheviki when they alighted on Russian
territory were ill-treated and shot, ac-
cording to German reports. Berlin has
protested and made a demand that

those responsible for the execution be
severely punished.
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“Along - the western side of the
QGerman  sallent there Is no officlal
mention of events of especial im-
portance during the past night. It
is reported that French and Ameri-
cans were attacking the enemy this
morning, centring their efforts on
the work of clearing the Germans
out of the wooded areas to the
south and southwest of Fere-en-
Tardenols. This was sald to be
nearly accomplished.

Despite the general expectation
that the Germans are fighting on
the southern side of the salient to
cover the retreat of their armles
and -the salvaging of the vast sup-
plies piled up along the Marne In
preparation for the great offensive
which began on July 15, there ap-
pears to be a disposition on the
part of some military experts to
consider the possibility of a new
German attack somewhere on the
battie iine between Solssons and
Rhelms.  The stubborn manner In
which the enemy has been fighting
and his fallure to attack on some
other sector points, It is contended,
to the fact that the Germans are
committed to a renewed offensive

still winning a victory there.
,000 Foe Prisoners.

Somme sector the German artillery
has been active. British raiding
parties have been active at various
points along thelr lines.

GERMAN DUKE T0 BE
FINLAND’S NEXT KING

Duke Adolph Friedrich Offer-
ed Crown and Has Accepted.

Paris, July 27.—The crown of Finland
has been offered to Duke Adolph Fried-
rich of Mecklenburg-Schwerin and he
has accepted, says a Zurich dispatch to
Le Journal. The offer was made by a
deputation from the Finnish Landtag.
The duke will return with the deputa-
tion abpard a Finnish warship. The
coronation, the dispatch adds, will take
place within a few weeks.

It was reported early in May that
negotiations were in progress to offer
the Finnish crown to ..Duke Adolph
Friedrich. Within the past week, how-
ever, dispatches from Scandinavia said
that the Finnish Landtag had refused
to approve the erection of a monarchy
under a German king.

Duke Adolph Friedrich was born in
1873. He is a colonel in the Prussian
Guard and served for a time as gover-

nor of Togoland. The duke is an uncle
of the reigning grand duke of Meck-

lenburg-Schwerin, and is unmarried,

BEING DRIVEN FROM MARNE

Advance Made Against Foe Lines
Continues To Endanger Their
Posts Between Rheims and
Soissons — Germans Blowing Up
Supply Stores As They Retreat.

With the American Army on the Alsne-Marne Front, July 27.~2 p.m.
—The Germans were slowly ylelding at midday along the southern arc of
the Marne salient. The American troops In this sector continued press-
ing forward with artillery support against a heavy German machine gun
fire. 'The French have also moved their positions ahead somewhat with
every indication that their progress would continue.

The Germans were still occupled today In shifting the main body of
their forces northward.

FRENCH TAKE 200 PRISONERS.

Paris, July 27.—Further advances were scored by the French
last night in the region immediately to the north of the Marne in
the district where the Germans have been clinging to the river.
The war office announced today that the French lines were ad-
vanced to the north of Pont-a-Binson. :

On the Champagne front the French carried out a local operas
tion in the region south of the mountain without a name, as a re-
gult of which their lines were advanced nearly two-thirds of a
mile ‘on a front of gpproximately twe -miles. The French took 200
prisoners in this operation,

Paris, July 27.—The:number of German prisoners captur,
by the Allies is placed at 30,000 by the Havas Agency. This sifice
the- counter-offensive started.

ENEMY SLOWLY RETREATING

With the American Army on the Aisne-Marne Front, July 27,
8:30 a.m.—The Franco-American forces on the front northeast of
Chateau Thierry have driven the Germans almost entirely out of
the wooded area which they have been so stubbornly defefiding.
The Allied pressure is being conmstantly maintained, and early
today the punishment of the enemy by artillery fire was resumed
with added vigor. Under the cover of the guns, the Franco-
American troops again began crawling forward.

STILL FIGHTING,

The advance is bringing the Allies still nearer to the important
road junction of Fere-en-Tardenois. It| is being carried| out
through the remainder of the dense woods in this region and over
the rain-soaked fields and hills on'!their outskirts. Slowly re-
treating, the Germans are fighting stubbornly as they retire.

Persistent as was the German rearguard defence, however, the
enemy’s most intense efforts to hold his lines are still being put
forth on his flanks in the Rheims and Soissons regions.

GERMANS BLOWING UP STORES.

London, July 27.—Activity at points occupied by the Ameri-
can troops slackened considerably Friday, says the correspondent
of the Daily Mail with the American troops in France. Time for
a breathing space has arrived, he adds, and both sides are recov-
ering from the exhaustion of their first efforts.

In the Fere and Ris forests, north of the Marne, the Germans
seem to be blowing up considerable quantities of munitions and
supplies.

FOE ARTILLERY ACTIVE,

London, July 27.—The German artillery was active last night
in the angle between the Somme and the Ancre, northeast of
Amiens, today’s war office report shows. Both the British and the
enemy artillery displayed activity further north in the sector of
La Bassee Canal.

ENEMY IN FULL RETREAT,

* NEW YORK, July 26.—Wilbur Forrest, cabling from Lon-
don to the Tribune, says the German high command has suddenly
switched their whole strategy scheme, and the enemy army is
now in full flight.

: Mr. Forrest’s cable adds that Germany’s 1918 losses are one
million men and the kaiser’s war is irretrievably lost. He adds:

‘‘ American valor has smashed the enemy morale. German
ranks now feel that more Americans like these will make Allies’
vietory suré.”’

; Arthur 8. Draper, cabling to the Tribune, says: ‘“The crown
prince’s position grows more dangerous. The whole body of re-
serves under the kaiser’s heir are now exhausted. If he elects to
fight Foch’s task will be easy. Germans on the run are a harder
problem than Germans who stand up and fight,

300 Pounds of Meat, Fish and
Vegetables Fed to Flames
When They Went Bad On
Merchants’ Hands.

William Lee, foreman at the ¢ity in-
cinerator, stood on his platform watch-
ing. the carts draw London’'s waste and
refuse to the super-heated furnaces
that consume tons and tons of produce
every day. .

One can philosophize on human ten-
dencies even at a garbage disposal
plant. What are people wasting, why
are they wasting it? ls it just wanton
profligucy or is there a reasonable ex-
planacion for jt?

No wonder these questions came to
Mr. J.ee as he saw more than 300
pounds of spoiled .meat, all from one
butcher’s shop, brought to the plant for
consumption. The tire licavu up $60
worth of meat in one burst of flame.
It might have fed hundreds of people.
Then nearly a ton of turnips, ten
chickens, half .a dozen cans of fish
were hatuled up the long gangway that
leads to the fires. More good food
gone to the clouds’in sinoke or roasted
into cinders!

The Advertiser cowamunicated with
some merchants en the subject. One
admitted that he had shipped 40 pounds
of corned beef to the incinerator, be-
cause an amateur hand had ' made
pickling which had rendered the beef
unfit for use. This explains away about
one-seventh of the day’'s discard of
meat. One prominent local butcher re-
fuses to see any reason for wholesale
waste of meat. His problem is to
secure enough to supply the demand.
He can find use these days for bone
which once 'was his only contribution
to the garbage barrel. -He- maintains

that a merchant with ordinary ¢ommon
sense and the necessary business acu-
men ¢an supply the problem of supply
and demand to ameet all contingencies.
And a run of hot weather will not find
him with more raw material on hand
than he can dispose of.

Fish and all kinds of wvegetables also
come to the incinerator almost every
day. The larger losses are often open
to explanation.” A butcher may have
run out of ice or been loaded toe heav-
ily. Can he not sell it? Ask your
butcher, Mrs. Householder. . Tell him
that you don't want to see any meat
spoil on his hands—or in his storages.

Fish merchants, too, are guilty of
feeding the flames. Their explanation
js that the demand for fish is very
small, and this despite the constant
appeals from Government food control-
lers to use  fish and conserve meat.
‘What is the matter with householders?
Is their spirit of patriotism or their
sense of economy at fault?

Moreover fish vendors contend that
this food is so badly packed in the
shipping that good fish is often con-
tamindated by other less fresh fish.
Merchants of the city who have had
this experience should lose no time in
taking up the matter with the firms
from whom they buy.

The waste of recent ‘days has been
such as to cause Mr. Lee to point out
the faéts. Along with others who have
seen the loads of stuff being brought in
for destruction, he believes that all
such gases should be reported. If the
man who has the spoiled food has a
good case, no harm will come to him.
But if he held the food for high prices
until it was unfit for consumption there
should be some method of dealing with
his case.

In times like these when famine is
imminent, wastefulness is nothing
short of crime., In other Canadian cities
merchants or householders guilty of
wilful waste or even waste resulting
from incompetent handling or lack of
judgment in buying, are heavily fined
for such breach of conservation rules.
This is a neccssary step if our supply
of food is to hold out against the drain
being made upon products and pro-
ducers.

Manager of Neal Baking Com-
pany to Supervise Law.

SERVES WITHOUT SALARY

Accepty Patriotic Task To See
Fellow Manufacturers Ad-
here to Food Board Orders.

John Bridge, manager of the Neal
Baking Company, has been named spe-

cial Western Ontario inspector of the
Canada food board. Mr. Bridge, who
will serve without pay, has been in-
trusted to supervise the proper en-
forcement of the Canada food board
regulations as they apply to bakers, con-
fectioners and to public eating pluces.

Although without remuneration, the
appointment is a most imoprtant one,
as it covers the enforcement of the
food laws in the most important
branches of Canadian industry affected
by them, as typified by the manufactur-
ers of bread and confectionery. The
regulations of the Canadian food con-
troller which pertain to flour, ‘flour
substitutes and the use of sugar, ete.,
are expected to be the greatest meas-
ures of conservation in the whole Do-
rainion, and it is regarded as an honor
to Mr.- Bridge's ability that he has
been selected to serve as a special 1.-
spector.

M. C. R. Machinists and Shop-
men Receive New McAdoo
Wage Scale.

ST. THOMAS, July 26.—The M. C.
R. machinists and shopmen have re-
ceived the schedule of the McAdoo
award, which has caused so much dis-
cussion and for a time threatened to
bring on a strike.

Mrs. Graham Was the First
Woman Named National
Committeewoman,

ST. THOMAS, July 26.—St. Thomas
at the present time is entertaining, a
visitor of note. and one well known
to many .residents of the city and vi-
cinity, in the person of Mrs. Graham,
of Coeur d'Alene, Idaho, wife of the
late Capt. Philip Graham, who was
In command of the 1st Idaho Regjment
in the Spanish-American war.

Mrs. Graham, who is the guest of
Mrs. William Risdon, 48 Centre street,
bears the distinction of being the
first woman ever appointed to the of-
fice of national committeewoman for
the Democratic party. Tn February
last Mrs. Graham was so named in
the state of Idaho, the appointment
coming through President Wilson's
secretary, Mr. Tumulty, and National
Chairman Vance McCormick of the
Democratic - party. This is entirely
new departure in American politics,
and one that gives promise of becom-
ing a widespread practice.

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WIFES DEATH, IF |

NO CHILDREN LEFT,

Widowers After May 6 Last
Liable to Service.

OFFICIAL ORDERS ARE OUT

Governing Date Fixed as
Same as That For Calling
Out 19 Class.

Men of the original Class 1 under the
military service act, that is, men be-
tween the ages ¢f 20 and 34 years, who
become widowers without children on
or subsequent to May 6, 1918, auto-
matically pass into Class 1, and must
report for service or claim exemption
within ten days of the date which they
become widowers.

In drawing attention to this fact, the
local deputy registrar's office has the
following to say:

“Attention is called to Section B, Par.
9, order-in-council 919, dated April 20,
reading:

“Any man who, having attained the
age of 19 years, being a British sub-
ject, resident in Canada and not within
one of the exceptions in the schedule
to the M S. A., becomes a widower
without children, shall, if the class
within which he then falls, has been
called out on active service, report to
the registrar or deputy registrar, under
the act within ten days thereafter.

“Although thé men referred to above
are not mentioned in the proclamation
of May 6, 1918, it has been deemed ad-
visable to make May 6 the governing
date on this. Men of ages, descriptive
of the original Class 1, that is, 20 to 34,
who become widowers without chil-
dren on or subsequent to May 6. 1918,
,automatically pass into class one, and
must report for service or claim ex-
emption - within ten days of the date
on which they become widowers.”

The latest developments tlowed
hard on the trail of the special council
committee’s inquiries. Thursday it
was announced’ that Fire Chief Aitken,
acting under instructions from the spe-
cial committee, had notified Capt. Tom
Tozer of the central fire hall that his
services would no longer be required
after August 25. Friday, Fire Capt.
Tozer left the hall and the service. To-
day. he declared that the end is far
from being in sight. He has prepared
certain written charges, which he has
signed, and these will be presented fo
the council at its meeting Monday
night. Who is named in the charges
and what they are about, ex-Capt.
Tozer declines to say.

“They have smade no announcement
of what the charges against me are
about. I haYIe been -fired without a
hearing, and /I intend to fight and fight
to the limit,” the ex-fireman told The
Advertiser. ‘They have nothing on me
when it comes to keeping charges quiet.
However, I have not been afraid to
sign these charges.

“I know no more about the accusa-
tions against me, which led to the no-
tice of my discharge, than does the
general public. The public will learn
what the charges I have preferred will
be when the council meets. That's all
I will say now.

“Yesterday you announced that I had
disappeared. If anyone wants to know
where 1 was, you can tell them that I
was at the central fire hall until 2
o'clock, and that I am still in the city,
and will remain here.” ;

Remains Silent.

When the reporter endeavored to
find out just why Capt. Tozer quit on
the second day after getting 30 days’
notice, he experienced a failure. The
ex-captain did not want to-talk about
this phase of the' situation at all. He
preferred, he said, to remain silent
until the time came to review the whole
question.

Capt. Tozer has been one of the cen-
tral figures in the fire department case
since it started. When the first charges
of the trades an< gabor council were
brought up one of em was the pro-
motion of Capt. Tozer from a lieutenant
to the rank of captain. Members of the
department claimed that this had been
over the heads of senior men. The
promotion of George Aitken, a son of
the fire chief, from chauffeur to lieu-
tenant, was another bone of conten-
tion. . Fire Chief Aitken, in recommend-
ing the promotions, said they were on
merit and not seniority. The records
of the department for years, it is
claimed, show ample precedent for such
promotions, Assistant Fire Chiet
Charles Scott and Capt. Jack Mitchell
of the central hall being instanced as
officers of the brigade who were pro-
moted over the heads of senior men
because of merit.

Demoted Son.

However, since the special committee
named by the council to investigate the
department, following the request of
the men for a hoard of conciliation
rather than a judicial probe, as had
been previously ordered, started its
hearings. Lieut. George Aitken has
again been reduced to the ranks, on the
order of the chief, and sent to No. 3
fire hall, South London. This was the
first move apparently to placate the
men if it could be called that, for the
special committee declines to make any
statement.

Then came the threats of strike.
President George Bolton of the Fire-
men’s Union, one of the men who

declared that he had staved off the
strike on the réquest of the special
committee. The strike, he said, was to
have been called for 4 o’clock Thursday
afternoon if Tozer was still a captain.
Tozer returned that day from his holi-
dayvs and was greeted with the written
notice of dismissal which caused his fil-
ing of contra charges.
Strike Talk Ends.

So far as can be learned the strike
talk ended when Tozer left. The union
leaders at the central fire hall declared
on Friday that the captain would never
return to duty at the station. Why they

declined to state, nor did they give
their authority. However, it has been
declared by those who are in close
touch with the situation that there

were only a few members of the union
who were demanding the dismissal of

Capt. Tozer and-that the talk of a
strike was considerably worse than
the actual result would have been.

This, of course, is merely a statement
which is given for what it is worth.
Fire Chief Aitken, in his letter of
dismissal to Capt. . Tozer, specifically
stated that he was acting on instruc-
tions of the special committee. Mem-
bers of the committee have declined to
confirm this, nor will they deny it.
There are those who say that the chief,
who has always supported Capt. Tozer,
followed the dictates of the committee
to bring tha whole gituatioh to a focus.
If this were the object then it has ap-
parently succeeded, for the Tozer
charges will add fuel to the flames' of
demand for a complete judicial inquiry.
Much Dirty Linen.
Whatever form-the investigation will
take, whether it will be a board of con-
ciliation, as the firemen ask, or a judi-
cial inquiry conducted by Judge Talbot
Macheth, as the council originally or-
dered, there is sure to be considerable
dirty department linen washed. It is
said that the-judicial inquiry is favored
by Capt. Tozer and others, who will in-
troduce interesting evidence as to the
activities of ‘the Firemen’s Union. The
men, as represented by Fire Capt.

WHEAT HARVEST IN

FULL SWING NOW

RUTHVEN, July 26.—The wheat har=
vest is in full blast and already some
fine fields arc being got in“keadiness
for the treshing machine. Tire 04
croo wili be ready for the reaper in
a few days and will be harvested two
weeks earlier than the 1917 crop. All
indications point to a much heavier
yield than last season’s crop.

'The big rush right now is with the

The White Birley variety never looked
better, and thousands of pounds will
be harvested here this fall All the
root crops are in fine condition, and
many a cellar will bulge with pota-
toes, cabbage, sugar beets and pars-
nips, all of which look as good as ever
this year.

ALLIES ARE NEARING

SUMMIT OF PLATEAU.

WITH THE FRENCH ARMY IN
FRANCE, July 26.—(By the Associated
Press, Noon.)—With the capture to-
day of the town of Oulchy-le-Chateau
the Allles are nearing the summit of
the plateau overlooking Fere-en-Tar-
denois. Further north the capture of
Ville Montoire was effected after sharp
fighting'. In  the streets and in the
deep caverns nearby.

To the east of Rheims the French,
under Gen. Gouraud, have recovered
virtually the entire line of advanced
posts which they abandoned when the
Germans made their first onslaught on
the night of July 24.

The famous Main-de-Massiges which
marked the eastern extremity of the
German offensive line, is again in Al-
lied possgession.

Everywhere this region Is covered
with German bodies which the ¢nemy
has been unable to bury since he suf-
fered such terrific losses  from the
allied artillery, when he was concen-
trating for his assault on ‘the French
lines.

OULCHY-LE-CHATEAU AND
VILLE MONTOIRE STORMED

PARIS, July 26.—Our artillery ac-
tivity prevailed south of the Ourcq
River Friday, the infantry on both sides
remaining in their trenches, according
to the French official communication
this evening.. Several additional ad-
vances have been made southwest of
. | Rheims.

The text reads: ‘.

“South of the Ourcq there has been
reciprocal artillery actions without in-
fantry actions.

“On the northern bank of the Marne

In spite of the
enemy’s resistance we have made to
the east of the Suippes an advange of
1,500 meters to the general line St.
Hilaire Grande, Souaine and Lemeésnil-
les-Hurlus. We have reconquered en-
tirely Main-de-Fisges and reoccupied in
this region our former first line. 'Dur-
ing these operations we have taken
1,100 prisoners, 200 machine guns and 7
guns.

Great Aerlal Actlvity.

“Aviation: On the 25th our aviators
brought down or forced to land seven
enemy machines. Eighteen machines
were brought down by British aviators
working in conjunction with us. On
our part we dropped more than 38 tons
of bombs during the day and night on
stations, railway communications, sheds,
munitions depots and military parks in
the zone of the battlefleld.

“British- -bombardin aviators also
have carried out several expeditions and
dropped four tons of bombs on Base-
oches, Fere-en-Tardenois and Mont
Notre Dame.”

FRANCE, July 26.—(By the Associated
Press;)—A glance at the entire battle
since the Germans  tried to cross the
Marne in their great effort to break up
the French armies shows that the
crown prince, thinking the French ex-
hausted by the tense deéfensive battles
they fought during March, April,” May
and Juneé, had deci@@d to launch a fresh
offensive.

Retire at First. *

tain’s plan was favored by strong old
positions, but to the westward of that |
city the problem was complicated be-
cause the organization of the German
ground held by the French had not
been completed.

When the battle opened, however,
and ogposing plans were put to the
test, that of Gen. Petain proved itself
superfor to  the others. The French,
British, Americans and Italians cos
operated in a whole-hearted way, and
completely upset the crown prince’s
grandiose project. The rebult was the
utter defeat and “discomfiture of the
German armies, which were obliged to
employ many divisions which had been
reserved for later blows.

Struck at Right Place. \

The Allied counter-offensive was re-
markably well prepared and executed.
It struck at the right place and at the
proper time. The Germans are now
very anxious regarding the positions of
their great army between the Aisne
and the Marne. It is for this reason
that they are fighting with despera-
tion.

The present moment for them is one
of the most critical of the war, since
the Allies possess the initiative, and the
rapidly increasing American army en-
ables them to undertake operations
which would otherwise be impossible.

LONDON, July 26.—Throughout the
week the aerial fighting on the west-
ern battlefront has been of a violent
character, .Froni a trustworthy source
it is learned that during the week the
British downed 76 enemy machines
and drove down 15 out of control
Fifty-one British machines are miss-
ing.

One hundred and fifty-four tons of
bombs were dropped during the week.
‘The week's record for long-distance
bombing attacks was the heaviest ot
the war.

But before the campaign had tome to
an end Russia had ceased to be a
military factor; treason and madness
had done their work and henceforth the
disintegration within was to be rapid;
while German troéps, released from the
east, were to carry peril to the very
edge of Paris-and. threaten Sir Douglas
Haig’s mighty force with the fate
which had been prescribed for the
“contemptible little army’* of Field Mar-
shal Sir John French in the opening
days of the war.

Disaster Was Near.

The world, partticularly the allied
world, was slow in perceiving what were
to be the consequences of the Russian
collapse. When the full German storm
broke in March of the present year it
took the Allies by surprise and brought
an unready coalition within measurable
distance of one of the great disasters of
human history. But when the March
blow had fallen and the extent of the
danger was perceived, then the war be-
came a race between America and Ger-
many, a race between our young tr3ops,
hurried across & submarine-infested
ocean, and the last flower of German
veterans thrown upon the Allied lines
in offensive after offensive, seeking a
decision before America came,

As early as June of 1917, when
Nivelle's Aisne offensive failed, it be-
came clear that unless America came to
the rescue the war would bz lost to
our Allies and Germany would win on
the continent something recalling Na-
poleon’s success against Austria in 1805,
Prussia in 1806 and against Russia in
1807. But what was not perceived at
that time was that it was going to be
a narrow question whether France, Bri-
tain and Italy could hold against our
coming, and, blind to the real facts, our
Allies continued to ask of us material
and money rather than men until the
bitter awakening of March transformed
the whole situation.

The Russian Rewolution and the re-
sulting anarchy, which led to the de-
moralization of the Russian army, in
fact, produced a situation in which
France and Dritain could not win the
war; it produced a condition in which
the possibility of a German success was
patent, at least to Germans and neu-
trals. It brought back the old problem
of 1914, and in the next twelve months
there was to be sepeated the German
effort of the .Marne campaign. From
August, 1917, onward the German prob-
lem and the German hope was to or-

‘ganize a new blow which should crush

France and Britain before America
could arrive, as Germany sought to
crush them in 1914’before Russian oper-
ations in the east should demand at-
tention. 5

Back to 1914 Conditions.

In a word, we_went back suddenly to
the conditions of the opening days of
the war. By the end of last year Ger-
many was free to strike for.Paris again;
before the campaign of 1918 was well
opened the peace gf Brest-Litovsk and
of Bucharest had eliminated Russia and
Rumania, abolished the eastern front,
given to the Germans the mastery of
the Baltic and Black Seas, placed the
kaiser's generals in control of the col-
ossal Russian carcass and removed from
the eastern flank of a completed Mittel-
europa, the immediate and apparently
even and eventful menace of Slavdom.
The Teuton seemed to have won his
age-lohg battle with the Slavs, his way
to the Pacific. lay apen, while he still
¢ommandeéed the Constantinople bridge to
the nearer east. LA™

When the campaign of 1917 was over
the German could calculate and did cal-
culate that he had, with hands free and
resources concentrated upon the west-
ern front, another chance to win the
war in the largest possible sense, to
dispase of France and Britain before
America was ready, and then to negoti-
ate a favorable peace with the Ameri-
can foe. ¥

The story of the campaign of 1917,
after August 1, is briefly told. For our
Allies it is a history replete with mis-
fortune. In August and September the
brilliant but foredoomed Brusilaff of-
fensive in Galicia’ faded Into the shame-
ful and indescribable: flight of Russian
troops from the fleld of vietory into the
darkness of demoralization and disinte-
gration. There was a moment when it
seemed as if Lemberg was again in dan-
ger; we read the old names of towns
and rivers, the scenes of victbries by
the Russians in 1914, but in a few brief
hours the Russian offensive in Galicia
succumbed to the internal diseases of
the Russian nation. | After August, in
point of'fact, Russia was gone.

The Dream of 1917,

Meantime, in the west the British of-
fensive in Flanders pursued its unlucky
road to complete failure. It had been
the conception of Haig and Robertson,
striking north from Ypres and out of the
famous old salient, to break the German
line, cut off the troops on the Belgian
seacoast or compel their retreat, free
Ostend and Zeebrugge, abolish the sub-
marine bases on the coast, and, press-
ing eastward, through the Germans be-
hind the Scheldt and compel their later
retirement out of France from the Lys
to the Meuse.

In this effort Plumer had made a bril-
liant beginning in June at Messines. But
in July and August, Gough, later to dis-
appear as a result of the Picardy defeat
of the present year, had so handled affairs
that a second- operation had ended in
costly failure, and when Plumer resum-
ed the direction of operations the wea-
ther was already changing and the
golden moment had passed. In point of
fact, the campaign of the British was
already sure to fail, for German troops
were hastening westward from Russia.
Yet, doggedly and grimly, the British
generals held their men to their tasks,
and the toll of casualties for the British
in Flanders rivaled if it did not pass
that of the Somme the previous year,
while great hopes, excited by a brief but
brilliant success before Cambrai, gave
way to new developments when one
more opportunity was sacrificed.

On the map there was proof of Ger-
man retreat. The Ypres salient disap-
peared, the British troops seized the
whole of the Passchendaele Ridge and
critics talked of the advance from this
vantage ground . in the next year to
Ghent and to Lille, little dreaming that
a few days of battle would then suffice
to compel the surrender of these hills,
won by so much sacrifice and effort, and
that Ypres itself was again to be in
peril, in peril as deadly as that of Octo-
ber, 1914. :

France in Bad Shape. ¢

In this autumn the French army was
passing through a period of reorganiza-
tion and renaissance. Its defeat in May
had shaken it to the very foundation.
For a few brief weeks its morale was
lower than at any time since the war
began. To Petain, wha succeded Ni-
velle, was assigned the grim task of re-
storing confidence and discipline, while
behind the army the nation, under Cle-
menceau, cleaned {ts high places of
those who had conspired against victory
and held secret conference with the foe.
A few minor successes above the Aisne
and about Verdun served to Yrove that
the task was being accomplished, but
for the balance of the campaign of 1917
the French yrmy was limited to the
defensive, or to operations which were

t offensiv.

The first months' of the fourth year

of war saw Italy winning considerable
sutcesses am"ho Is6nzo, where for

looking southward,
sucCess at least consolation for
their own failures.

But in November xm& suffered gev
first great reverse of the war, Her
population and her army, like those of
the French nation, had been corrupted
by enemy ganda and by defeatist
and l]:aciﬂst orts. The taint of Bol-
shevism was already beginning to do its
work in Italy as it had in Russia. Sud-
denly, along the Upper Isonzo front, out
of the mountains about Caporetto, a
German army ap) ed and stm an
Italian army holding the flank of Ca-
dorna’s main forces to the southward,
and holding it carelessly and with little
thought of danger.

Disaster for Italy.

In a few short hours this Italian
army ‘was - destroyed in exactly the
fashion Radko Dimitrieff’s army had
been destroyed at the Dunajec, and

with consequences to other armies
equally rgrievous. One day advancing
and seemingly on the eve of
decisive victory, Cardorna’s armies

ow the Lower Isonzo and about
Gorizia found themselves on the next
with their rear and flank imperilled,
condemned to a swift and costly rush
backward, behind the Tagliamento and
then behind the Piave. The invasion of
Austria was over and the Hapsburgs
once more occupied at least a wide
sweep of their old province of Venetia,
while it was the fate of Venice, not of
Trieste, ,which was now in doubt.

hanks to an Italian rally and to the
rush of British and French troops to
their stricken ally Venice was saved,
and the retreat ended at the Piave and
not at the Adige, but Italy had suffered
one of the great defeats of history and
was henceforth condemned for long
months to the defensive. She had, in
fact, been on the edge of ruin; her
escape had been by a slight margin,
and at the moment the question of her
future capaeity to fight, brilliantly ans-
wered at the Piave the other day, was
to iive her allies grave concern.

Thus the calendar year and the cam-
paign of 1917 ended amid the most
gloomy of all possible circumstances.
British successes in the early months
had been dimmed by the failure, the
bloody failure, in Flanders. The French
army had not merely seen its hopes
come to nothing at the Aisne, but had,
for the first time, been shaken in its
confidence and was only beginning to
glve signs of renewed constancy and
efficiency. The Italian army had suf-
fered one of the great disasters of the
war. The minor efforts in the Balkans
had been without even the smallest ma-
terial benefit.

To swell the balance on the wrong
side Russia was sinking to a hapless
derelict and Rumania was obviously
soon to quit the war. All hope of &n
offensive in 1918 had now to be sur-
rendered. The' Al'ied high command
did not perceive that the defensive
which was its role would be one beset
with difficulties so great that disaster
might impend, but it did recognize that
there was no longer any chance of vic-
tory in 1918, nor at any other time un-
til America should be able to replace
Russia in the battle line.

German Outlogk Bright.

As for the German, he could look for-
ward to a return to the west now with
his armies victorious in the east; he
could look forward to superiority in
guns as a result of Russian and Italian
Suecesses and to advantage in numbers
as a result of the suppression of the
Russian and Rumanian fronts. For him
the new year dawned brilliantly. For
his enemies it was the beginning of a
time which they already foresaw was
to be one of grave trial, but how grave
it was to be they could not suspect,
and, not suspecting failed to provide
against.

German strategy for the campaign of
1918 has already been fairly clearly re-
vealed upon the battlefield. . The Ger-
man had some forty-odd divisions more
than his opponents, exclusive of the
Americans. He had an interior posi-
tion, a unified command and a homo-
geneous army. He had devised a new
system of attack, which included. the
element of surprise and the use of gas
to paralyze the réarward communica-
tions of his foes; he had a new small
and mobile gun, which made rapid sup-
port of swiftly moving infantry waves
possible, and he had generals who were
trained in eastern warfare and not hyp-
notized by the long period of poBitional
warfare in the west.

Using all of his advantages the Ger-
man seems to have decided upon the
following course: At the outset of the
campaign he planned to throw an enor-
mous force, a host as great as he had
employed at the Marne, against fifty
miles of the British front between the
Oise and the Scarpe, crushing the army
which bugkled the British to the French
front and opening a gap between the
British and French armies. Thereafter
he purposed to throw the British back
upon-the Channel and the French In
upon Paris and, holding the one with
relatively smalt forces, containing him
behind the Somme or the Oise, settle
with the other.

In this conception it ig still open to
debate whether the German intended to
strike his second blow against the Brit-
ish or the French, to seek Paris or the
Channel ports, although I think recent
events have proven that his intention
was to contain the British and destroy
the French.  But in any event this was
the course he chose when the British
had been not exactly contained, not in
the least separated from their French
allies, but subjected to the severest de-
feat in British military history and
brought within sight of ruin.

Forty Divisions to Fifteen,

On Marech 21 the Gergnan struck be-
tween the Scarpe and the Oise, forty
divisions against fifteen, swiftly de-
stroyed the 5th. British Army, swept
over its ruins to the outskirts of Amiens,
opened the road down tMe Oise valley
to Paris as far as Noyon and took Mont-
didier, and cut the main rallroad from
Paris to Amiens by artillery fire. Only
the swiftest possible work on the part
of the French rushing to the aid of their
British allies prevented the separation
of the two armlies. The blow was
checked at the moment when further
German progress would have meant
separation and separation approximate
ruin.

Rarely has any defeat taken the van-
quished more completely by surprise,
Suddenly the French and British alike
were aroused to the fact that their po-
sition was critical, their numbers insuf-
ficient and bound to be insufficient.
They had expected to maintain a suc-
cessful defensive until America deliber-
ately accomplished her military pro-
gram. They saw themselves condemned
to a desperate defensive, while America
feverishly rushed to France those divi-
sions without which a Ludendorff vie«
tory seemed inevitable. By April 1,
1918, the allied nations at last knew the
extent of their peril and recognized also
that at least four months must pass
before their safety could be assured.

By his first attack Ludendorff, for his
had become the master mind in the Ger-
man high command, employing the
method of a brilliant lieutenant, Hutier,
had succeeded where all predecessors
had failed. He had plerced and broken
an enemy front on an extent of fifty
miles and to a depth of thirty-five. Af-
ter three years and a half of a war of
positions, of stagnation, of siege and
trenches, he had carried an offensive
into open country beyond all defence
zones. For the moment, at least, it
seemed as if the conditions of warfare

of the Marne time were to be restored,

and struggle in trenches was at an end.

The Shift to Flanders.

Checked in Picardy, Ludendorff car-
ried his offensive to Flanders and again
achieved swift and substantial victory.
Breaking the Allied line south of
Ypres, he pushed forward fifteen miles
toward the Channel ports, won back all
the lost ground of the Passchendaele
campaign of the previous year, took
Kemel, which looks down upon the rear
of Ypres, and threatened to reduce this
restored salient, which had for the Brit-
ish Empire the same significance Ver-
dun carried for the French nation. This
greater success was not attained, and a
sharp repulse on April 29 closed the
Flanders battle, but this second episode
had served to demonstrate anew the ef-
ficacy of G an tactics and the ad-
vantage of German numbers and in-
terior position. It reopened the question
of the arrival of the kaiser at Calais,
and emphasized again the greatness of
Allied peril.

Defeat in Picardy.

Teh xﬂtish defeat in Picardy was the
greatedt in British military history; th2
Krench reverse on the Aisne surpassed
the disaster of the first days of the Ver-
dun campaign. As a result of the two
successes the German was once more
within striking distance of Paris, and
‘had thrust wedges forward toward the
French capital down the Oise and the
Marne valleys. June was only jugt come
and America’s forces were still too weak
to exercise any decisive influence. There
remained the relatively restricted tasks
of eliminatin, the Compiegne and
Rheims salienfs. the one a menace to
the continuity of his-operative front be-
tween the Oise and theé Marne, the other
& threat to the rear of this fromt, and
then he could undertake the final ven-
ture. a drive straight south upon Paris,
Wwhich, even if it failed to take the city,
might bring his heavy artillery within
bombarding distance and enable him to
destroy the city if it refused to surren-
der, and with this destruction he hoped
French nerves and French spirit would
at last break and the army, after the
civil population, -abandon a struggle
which had cost France so much and
still held out the threat of even worse
suffering without any promise of ulti-
mate victory.

It may be that this German success,
which took the kaiser to the Marne, will
prove the high-water mark of the pres-
ent campaign; it may be that when the
German troops returned to the Marne
they were the advance guards of the
ultimate advance of the Germans in the
war. It is too early to prophesy, but in
any event, when this June fighting was
over Paris was plainly menaced, Allied
fortunes were in a desperate state, Ger-
man victory, so far as the European

hase .was concerned, seemed no longer
mpossible. At best the possibility of
the loss of Paris and of a retirement to
the south had to be considered.

Turning of the Tide.

But before June was over the tide
had changed. Seeking to sweep the
French oyt of the Compiegne region,
open up the lower valley of the Alsne,
insux_'e the continuity of the right wing
of his operative front between Saissons
and Montdidier by clearing the French
out of strong ground and carrying their
line into the open ground south of Sen-
lis, Ludendorff launched a fourth blow
between Montdidier and Noyon, beétween
the Avre and the Oise. This time there
Was no surprise, no collapse; the Ger-
man machine ground its way forward
‘for a short distance, cleared the Las-
signy -heights and some valuable ground
alol he Oise. But by the third day it
was checked, and Mangin, the deliverer
of Verdun, was striking a counter-blow
on the German flank which paralyzed
the offensive. Compiegne was not taken;
at a staggering cost the German had
gained a little ground, but his fourth

venture had been a failure.
While Ludendorff prepared for the
fifth stroke, his Austrian colleague,

Borevice, struck on the Piave and sought
by a supreme stroke, with the largest
and finest Austridn army which had vet
appeared in Italy under his command, to
crush the troops who had been beaten
sa terribly at the Isonzo six months be-
fore. But the Austrian offensive failed
dismally, a brief advance, a short, des-
perate period of days when [talian
counter-attacks held up the advance,
then floods and new Italian attacks, and
the Austrians were driven in disorder
across the Piave, losing a quarter of a
million of men, innumerable guns and
having Suffered in a few brief days a
defeat as destructive to their plans for
this year as Verdun had proven for the
Germans in 1916.

And now, last of all, checked on the
Oise and at the Compiegne salient, we
have seen Ludendorff in recent days
launch his fifth offensive, a colossal at-
tack from the Marne to the Argonne,
later restricted to a local operation to
break in the Rheims salient and clear
his flank and rear against the day when
he should resume his drive for Paris.

Its failure was immediate and saver In
one sector complete. Its failure in all
sectors was complete when” Foch

played a leading part, America had at
last arrived, the despairing ecall of
March had been answered in July,
when more than 200,000 American troops
participated in the decisive thrust and
American troops in France numbered
above 1,200,000.
Foch Able To Strike.

Talleyrand once said,-when asked to
glve an account of his adventures dur-
g the time of the error, “I lived.”
Foch might make similar answer, look-
ing back over the difficult and eritical
days from March 21 to July 19. But
by this latter date he was able to face
his foe with comparatively equal num-
bers and with the assurance that at no
distant date and thenceforth throughout
the war he would have the decisive ad-
vantage. The collapse of the 5th Ger-
man offensive, the success of the
Franco-American counter-thrust launch-
ed upon the German right, as Joffre
threw Maunoury against Kluck in the
Marne time, as Lee threw Jackson
against Hooker at Chancellorsville, in-
stantly supplied allied capitals with
the basis for optimism long denied.

It seemed, it seems now, as I write
these lines on Sunday, July 21, just
four saonths after Ludendorff's first
blow in Picardy, that the worst is over,
the consequences of the Russian col-
lapse have been liquidated. If we may
rot yet wisely fix the time when the vic-
tory will in the larger sense be won we
have come to the hour when the danger
of defeat is passing, probably has
passed. The Second Battle of the
Marne has already had consequences re-
calling the first, as did the French
strategy; after four months and at the
close of tremendous exertions the Ger-
mans are retiring on a broad front
from the Marne; the Paris front is dis-
appearing, and on their heels American
as well as French soldiers are pressing,
while the flood of Ameérican troops con-
tinues to flow toward France.

The German problem in 1918 was his
problem in 1914. Four years ago Brit-
ish unreadiness and Russian slowness in
mobilization gave him six weeks in
which to dispose of France, employing
the full weight of his military establish-
ment against France. He used the six
weeks, he won many battles afid drew
near to Paris, but the close of the period
saw him in retreat, his time exhaust-
ed, his blow parried; the Russian men-
ace in the east, no longer to be neglect-
ed entirely, destined to make ever-
growing demands upon him until* he
was forced to go east and seek what
he found—victory and the destruction
of Russia. A

His Time Is Fading.

In March, 1918, the kaiser's new
commander could count not upen six
weeks, but on something like six
months in which to bring home the vie-
tory. Russia's collapse gave him back
the advantages of the first weeks of the
war. But again, he had to win in the
time fixed, for by the end of six months
America’s aid would begin to become
effective and if he failed in the cam-
paign of 1918 to put one of his great
foes out he would automatically lose
the initiative, the offensive, the chance
for victory in the next campaign, when
the American hosts had arrived.

¥t is & question if Lloyd George, with all his
bnergy, his genius and his command of men could
have accomplished more than a fraction of what
‘he hag done if he had not joined to his other tal-
bnts that great gift of the.spoken word, This is
& phase of the British war leader that is empha-
sized by one of his recent biographers, who points
but that Mr. Lloyd George’s oratorical skill has
been able to retive enthusiasm, to remind con-
“stantly of the origins and causes of the war, and
t’,‘ho keep a living and breathing compact between
the armies in the field and the people at home.
, Those who have read the utterances of Bri-
‘tain’s prime minister must have noticed how close
't0 the common man he comes in his discourse. It
s the same ability that stood him in such good
stead in earlier years when he was fighting his
‘way to the top and when Lloyd George on the
iplatform was an outstanding attraetion at any
ipolitical gathering. He has the ability to coin
\quickly the pungent phrase that seems to sum up
., whole gituation. He displays little of the tra-
|litional legal mind, goes straight to the point
ind sends in his blows like hail. ‘‘Belgium must
he a people, not a protectorate,’”’ he declared on
Belgian Independence Day, July 21, 1917. ““We
‘nust not have a Belgian scabbard for a Prussian
sword. The sceptre must be Belgian, the scab-
hard must be Belgian, the sword must be Belgian,
the soul must be Belgian.”” The whole issue of
Belgian independence could mnot be stated
‘much more concisely nor more clearly than in
those three short sentences.

There is something of the Lincoln quality
bout Iloyd George these days, not alone in his
itterances, but in his actions. The speeches of
he British leader hark back often to the Ameri-
.an leader of civil war days, a quotation, an in-
.ident, a phrase of Lincoln’s that shows the com-
mon mind of the men separated though they are
by half a century. It was Lincoln who declared
{that his nation could not exist half slave and half
free, and it is Lloyd George who has paraphrased
it today that the world can ‘no longer exist half
Islave and half free. Just as the issue of freedom

‘for two million blacks was faced and decided in
\the sixties, so today the issue of freedom for the
lworld is being faced and will be decided by the
'brave men, living and dead, who for humanity’s
sake give their all. In a time like this there are
\few words so apt as those that Lincoln himself
spoke in dedicating a cemetery on one of the
greatest battlefields of the war when he said: “‘It
is for us the living to be dedicated to
‘the great task remaining before us—that from
‘these honored dead we take increased devotion to
that cause for which they gave the full measure
of devotion—that we here highly resolve that
‘these dead shall not have died in vain, that this
‘nation under God shall have a new birth of free-
‘dom, and that government of the people, by the
ipeople, for the people, shall not perish from the

THE HOUSING PROBLEM.
»r¢ HE WAR has brought many strange problems.
‘ The premier of Ontario has announced that
he has set apart $2,000,000 for the purpose
of meeting the demand for workmen’s houses.
The loan is to be made by the province to the
o . .
‘munieipality, and by the latter to the borrower.
/'The premier cautiously announces that it is in-
‘tended only as a temporary expedient. He places
the limit of time to make the loan, January 1,
1920, and the terms are as follows:

(1) The total amount loaned by the province
shall not exceed $2,000,000.

(2) Any maunicipality reciving a loan from the
Government must add at least 25 per cent to the
amount recelved, so that for every $1,000 received
by way of Government loan, at least $1,250 shall be
expended in house construction.

(3) The money shall be loaned to the municipal-
fties by the Provincial Government on the credit of
the municipalities in a manner to be hereafter ar-
ranged. :

(4) 'The rate of interest payable by the
municipalities shall be 5 per cent per annum.

(5) The types of houses to be constructed with
the proceeds of the aforesaid loan shall:

(a) Not exceed In cost for each house $2,500.

(b) The houses to be offered to workingmen
and women on easy terms of payment.

(c) Where the house and land are rented, the
monthly rental shall not exceed $25.

(d) The building scheme of each municipality,
including the plotting of the buildings on the land,
the plans of the houses, the form of construction,
the location of the land to be developed, shall be ap-
proved by ithe Government of Ontario.

(6) The period of the loans above mentioned
shall be for a term of twenty years, or for such less
period as may be decided upon by the municipalities
and the Government.

(7) The municipalities shall not charge against
houses erected under proposed scheme more than 5
per cent either in respect of ithe money received by
way of loan from the Government or money contrib-
uted by the municipality.

‘Any scheme like the one proposed should be
viewed liberally. The intention is good, and the
‘result may be very little, if any, good. London is
‘not one of the places mentioned where the haus-
‘ing problem is severely acute. The places named
\are Toronto, Sault Ste. Marie, Galt, Brantford,
Welland, Sarnia, the border -cities, Midland,
‘Hawkesbury, Paris and Sudbury.

\other cities may be attributed to the fact that it
/is the second city in Canada as a loan company
lor mortgage corporation centre.

it is safe to say that few, of any, losses have been

made on loans granted on workmen’s homes. |~

There is no safer class of loan, and at no time
during more than fifty years has it been diffieult
to obtain any reasonable sum on a workmsn'’s
home, not only in London, but any: city in West-
ern Ontario. London has been the centre of West-
ern Ontario for loaning on mortgages, and many
millions have been invested by its mortgage cor-
porations. Splendid companies of the same kind
have existed nearly as long in St. Thomas, Chat-
ham, Sarnia, Stratford, Guelph and Brantford,
and all have contributed to the common good.

Building since the war has become almost|
prohibitive. Material and labor have been . so

high that many who ‘intended to build have|

abandoned the idea.

The housing problem is not a new one in
older countries. Chapters thirteen and fourteen
of a book entitled ¢ Where and Why Public Own-
ership Has Failed,”’ by Yves Guyot, former vice-
president of the municipal council of Paris,
deputy of the French Government and minister of
public works, etc., etc., deal with the housing
problems in England and the Enropean continent.
These chapters should be read by everyone. A
few extracts may be useful:

Lord Rosebery, in a speech delivered at
Shoreditch, at the ceremony of the opening of the
workmen’s houses, said: ‘‘You have lodged 300
families, but you have dislodged many more. That
seems to me a droll way to house the poor.”’

““The partisans of municipalization conduct
you,”’ says Edward Cannon, ‘‘past thousands of
houses, lodging tens of thousands of inhabitants,
to a half dozen houses built at a loss to 'the
municipality and then say to you solemnly
‘nrivate initiative is weak,” when all the time the
igcts are demonstrating the ‘strength of private
and the weakness of municipal initiative.”’

“Of late years the activity of the partisans
of municipalization and socialism has been turned
towards the housing of the working classes, as if
the term working classes alone were not sufficient
to indicate the retrogressive character of such
measures. They are instrumental in creating a
class apart, who are to be protected by other
classes, utterly oblivious of that spirit of equality
inculcated by the motto of the French republic.’’

The ‘‘housing problem’’ is a new one in this
country. We have before quoted the saying of
the Bishop of London when in this city ‘‘I envy
you your clean slate.”” The Ontario premier’s
statements indicate caution, and there is every
reason for caution. The clean slate the bishop
envied ought to be kept clean, and we ought not
to bring to this country, until absolutely neces-
sary, any of the means adopted in the old lands
to alleviate conditions caused by overcrowding,
which does not exist in Canada. If it does exist
in Toronto meet it, but surely the other cities
named are like London. Keep Canada as long as
possible a land of hope and opportunity, offering
homes and prosperity to the struggling masses of
Europe. We are not suffering from the difficulties
and wrongs of Europe and we do not need their
remedy.

RIGHTS.

ONTENDING that the Government of Britain,
by its embargo on munition firms cornering
more than their share of skilled workers is

restricting their right to dispose of their labor on
the best terms, thousands of these workers have
gone on strike. Apart from the fact ‘that the
order has been misunderstood and was not intend-
ed, as some thought, to drive skilled munition
workers from the factories into the army, this
contention about the ‘‘right’’ to dispose of their
labor as they desire is peculiarly inappropriate at
this time. ’

As individuals, munition workers are no more
entitled to immunity from the operation of laws
than are bakers, bankers, lawyers or shoe blacks.
None of these are allowed to dispose of their ser-
vices as they see fit; they are removed from their
civilian occupations at the will of the Govern-
ment, given a suit of khaki and paid at the
regular army rate. Their services are conscripted
for the good of the nation.

Only while their work in munition plants. is
more important to the Allies than it would be in
the fighting forces are munition workers allowed
exemption. When, or if, the time comes when
they are more needed in the trenches than at
home, they have no legal or moral right to protest
against being taken. Why, then, should they de-
mand or expect preferential treatment? This
does not come under the heading of ‘‘rights.”’

Government Shows Teeth
OTTAWA, July 26.—Following a
lengthy sitting of the cabinet this
afternoon a statement was given out
régarding the salaries pald to leter-
carriers, porters, messengers, and mall
clerks employed by the Government.
Hon. C. J. Doherty, acting prime
minister, stated that instructions, had
been issued to postmasters to | dis-
pénse with the services of those imen
who refused to return to work. . The
statement issued this evening follows:
“The real facts regarding the salary

of letter-carriers, porters, messengers
and mail transfer clerks, are as fol-

lows: y

“When any one of these officials
enters the service, he receives a sal-
ary of $2 per day for ‘the first year;
$2.25 for the second year; $2.50 for the
third year; $2.75 for the fourth year,
and $3 -per day thereafter.

2,152 Letter-Carriers.

“There are in the whole of Canada
2,152 letter-carrlers, of whom 102 are
in the $2 per day class; 53 in $2.25; 61
in the $2.50 class; 142 in the §2.75
class, and 1,784 in the $3 class.

“Of porters there are 524, divided as
follows:

“Thirty-nine in the $2 class; 31 in the
$2.25 class; 39 in the $2.50 class; 68
in the $2.75 class, and 347 in the
maximum class.

“Of messengers, there is a total of
44, divided as follows: Two in the
82 class; 1 in the $2.25 class; none in
the $2.50 class; 1 in the $2.75 class, and
40 in the $3 class. ,

“Of mail transfer clerks, there are
137, divided as follows: 2 in the $2
class; 1 in the $2.25 class: 15 in the
$2.50 class; 17 in the $2.75 class, and
107 in the $3 class.

2,277 Draw Maximum.

“1t will thus be seen ‘that out of a
total of 2,857 of these officials, 2,277
are in the maximum class, and only
163 in the min‘mum class. In addi-
tion to this th:re are a number of
temporary men who have been re-
ceiving the sum of $2.50 per day re-
gardless of duration of service.

In all portiong of Canada west of
Sault Ste. Marie the officials in the
minimum class receive as a salary
$626, and those in th&é maximum class
receive a salary of $878. To these
figures must be added the following
sums: $100 bonus voted and paid in
1917, which is included in the esti-
mates voted by parliament, and is now
being paid for 1918; $150 extra bonus
for 1918, and $180 which has for
many years been paid these officials
west of the Soo, thus making a’ total
remuneration in money to the men of
the minimum class $1,058, and to men
fn the maximum class $1,369.

Clothing and Carfare:

“To this must be added a sum of uni-
forms consisting of suit, great coat.
hat, cap, boots, shoes and raincoats,
which may be fairly estimated at $100
and which was admitted by the repre-
pentatives of the men before the Gov-

ernment to amount to that sum. In
eddition to this they recelve free
transportation upen street car lines
in Canada from their home to their
work, and while employed in‘ their
ordinary business, for which the Gov-
ernment of Canada pays an annual
sum of $66,000.

“They demand a minimum salary of
$1,000, and a maximum of $1,400, and
it will thus be seen, including a reas-
onable amount for uniforms, they are
now recetving more than they are de-
manding. The Government decided
before the representatives that met
them Wednesday of this week, that
the temporary men were entitled and
would receive both bonuses, amount-
ing to $250 as hereinbefore stated, as
well #4 the $180 which has been paid
to all employees for a long period of
years. ¥ >

“On this statement of facts the Gov-
ernment is willing, and has appointed
a committee of council to confer with
their employees, to hear any represent-
etions the latter may desire to make,
and fairly consider them,”

Westerners Are Defiant

VANCOUVER, July 26. — Labor
circles here are discussing the pos-
sibility’ of a sympathetic strike by the
trades and labor council in connection
with the postoffice employees’ strike
and a meeting of the council has been
called for Saturday afternoon to con-
sider the matter. Word from Saska-
toon indicates that similar action is
being considered in that city.

The postal service in New West-
minster has been stopped again. The
letter-carriers and clerks in that city
returned to work yesterday, but at 10
o'clock this morning they walked out
aligning themselves with the Van-
couver and Victoria postoffice em-

ployees, who are standing out for the

Lioyd George’s Ultimatum Is

Having Desired Effect.

GET NO STRIKE PAY

Several Unioins at Coventry

and Birmingham Refused to
Tie Up Plants There. '

London, July 27.—The announcement
last night of Premier Lloyd George that
all workmen absent from factories on
or after Monday will be deemed to have
voluntarily placed themselves outside
the munitions industry, and that they
will become liable to military service,
was issued too late to reach the bulk of
the strikers last night. Consequently it
was not generally known in the strike
areas. It was, however, communicated
to the strike leaders at some centres by
newspapermen, to whom the leaders de-

‘clared they were confident that . the

strikers would not he intimidated or
driven to resume work by the Govern-
ment’s threat. The leaders added that
such a possibility had been considered
fully beforehand.

No reports reached London last night
of an extension of the strike, and the
great bulk of the workers still remain
unaffected. Such apparent centres as
London, Manchester, Leeds, Nottingham
tmdl Huddersfleld, for instance, remain
cool.

Situation Still Grave.

Morning newspapers here comment on
the Government's announcement mostly
with approval, altheugh they recognize
the sitmation is a grave one, and con-
tend that it will be generally indorsed
by the country. The country’s uneasi-
ness is manifested by some papers,
which, while admitting that a strike at
the present time is indefensible, think
that a settlement might have been
reached by a discussion and a com-
promise.

The Daily News, which regards the
Government’'s decision as the gravest
taken in the history of Britinh industrial
disputes, says the responsibility for the
results must rest entirely on the Gov-
ernment. It adds that it is difficult to
believe that a suspension of the em-
bargo for a few days to enable a dis-
cussion would have resulted in such a
decreae of output as to justify the risk
of an immediate conflict with a darge
body of labor, and alarming suspicions
in a much larger body.

The Morning Post, whose views are
usually apposed to those represented by
the News, criticises the Government
for acting unwisely in the dispute, and
declines to comment on the Govern-
ment’s announcement.

APPEAL HAD EFFECT.

LONDON, July 26.—The appeal of the
trades union advisory committee, urg-
ing the munitions strikers to return to
work pending an inquiry, had a good
effect, according to news received from
Birmingham and Coventry this after-
noon. At Coventry one of the largest

eral unions, including the employees of
the big power companies which supply
the big munitions factories, in refusing
to strike, had a good result, and it was
reported this afternoon that there were
less men on strike than yesterday.

A statement issued today by the
strikers, representing that 100,000 men
are out appears to be greatly enlarged.
It was sajd by officials of the companies
that not more than 12,000 to 15,000 were
idle, and that the women and other
skilled workers were strongly opposed to
the strike.

Lioyd George Threatens.

Premier . Lloyd George tonight an-
nounced in behalf of the Government

that all men who are wilfully absent|

from work on or after Monday next
will be: deemed to have voluntarily
placed themselves outside the muni-
tions industries.

While on a recent trip through
China, Mr. Thomas W. Clarke, a con-
struction engineer of New York city,
investigated thoroughly the Chinese
apartment house, and also took a num-
ber of photographs showing the detalls
of its construction.

and when I saw it, housed 400 families.

‘“This fish (Amblyopsis spelaeus) at-
tains a length of five to six Inches
when adult, according to the Journal
of Heredity’s authority, ‘“and varies. in
color through several shades of light
pink and white.

it also eats small arthropods when
such are procurable, and in captivity
will even eat small pleces of meat.
“Since the fish is entirely devoid of
sight, it must necessarily depend upon
other senses for securing food, and
probably the most important: of these
is the sense of touch. Tactile papillae,
which are akin to the antennae of in-
sects, but are generally like small
ridges in the skin, are located profuse-
ly on various parts of the body, espe-
cially around the mouth and head and
on the ventral fins.

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HOW THE DEAF “HEAR’
BY READING THE LIPS

[By Katherine F. Reed’]

Anszrticle in a recent number of a
weekly periodical contained a message
in which I was much interested. Its
title was, “Don’t Shout at the Deaf.”
May I add, as it were, another para-
graph to this article and suggest still
one more way by which we are able to
assist the deaf and they to help them-
selves? I refer to lip reading.

As it has been my work to teach
speech and lip reading to totally deaf
children for some years, anything which
concerns their interests lies very near
my heart. I have seen what lip read-
ing can do for the deaf as a means of
communication with hearing people, and
I wish that all adults thus afflicted
might have the opportunity to take
lessons in this.art. Certainly a grown
person who is only somewhat deaf
would be able to master at least the
rudiments of ‘‘visible speech” when a
totally deaf child actually learns to talk
and converse with its help.

One sound at a time is first taught
and the position of the tongue and lips
studied. Syllables, words and sentences
follow. Some teachers who work with
the adult hard of hear{n’g often begin'
at once with the syllable instruction.

The work is wholly phonetic. The
letter is not given its name, but the
sound that is represented by that let-
ter. For instance, whenever the teagher
closes her lips while talking, it means
that she is saying the letter “m,”” and
if she closes the lips lightly and at
once opens them with a slight explos-
ive, she is giving the sound of the let-
ter “p.” Each sound is represented by
its own particular position of the lips
and tongue, thus the pupil understands
what is being said, if he has mastered
all the positions.

A person hard of hearing may take
up this study and advance to some ex-
tent alone. This is done by watching
the movements of another’s lips when
talking and studying, with the aid of a
mirror, the positions of his own speech
organs while in use. I have known of
deaf people becoming quite proficient
lip readers by simply being their own
teachera, It is better, however, I think,
to obtain the experienced services of a
trained teacher.

There are schools for the deaf in many
citles, where speech is taught so that
a deaf person could probably take pri-
vate lessons. Some instructors are em-
ployed in “sign schools,”” but the oral
teacher is best, so don't become con-
fused on this point.

In conversing with the deaf, remem-
ber to speak slowly to them. This
helps them to understand the spoken
words much more readily and is an aid
to good lip reading.

HOW OLIVES ARE RIPENED
BY ARTIFICIAL METHODS

The olive as made by nature is en-
dowed with a bitter disposition and a
hard, acrid character. It is only after
it has passed through the harrowing ex-
periénces designed for it by man, that
it is changed into a soft, pleasant and
pleasing taste. Thus the history of the
development of a ripe olive may be
called an exemplification of the old !
adage that ‘‘trials and tribulations
maketh one sweet.”

When you eat a ripe peach, a pear
or an apple, you get the fruit just as
nature made it, and if you pick it_off
a tree, it will taste all the better. But
when you eat a ripe olive, you take
a product that has passed through
many a process since it left the tree.

The interesting process of preparing
olives destined to reach the family table
in the guise of ripe fruit is explained
as follows in the Scientific American
by Arthur L. Dahl:

“The pickling of olives requires from
four to six weeks, depending upon the
condition of the fruit when received.
When the olives are first brought into
the factory, they are graded and takenl
to the appropriate vats. They are first
covered for two or three days with a
light salt brine, before any lye is
used.

“After remaining in the vats for sev-
eral days, a light solution of lye (about
2 per cent), is added, and the olives
are kept in this solution for about nine
hours. The lye water is then drawn off
and the fruit is allowed to stand for

24 hours, after which clear water is
added and the olives are stirred by
means of compressed air introduced

into the tanks. This is continued for
six or seven days.

‘““Then a second application of a lye
solution, not quite so strong, is made
to the fruit, and allowed to remain for
‘from six to nine hours. This is then
drained off, and clear water is again
added, in which the olives remain for
another period of six or seven days. If
the olives have not attained a suffi-
ciently dark color after the second ap-
plication of the lye, they are subjected
to a third bath, after which they go
into a salt brine and:are allowed to
stand for about ten days.

“Aftér the olives are taken from the
pickling room they go over sorting belts
where women pick out the various sizes |
and quality of the fruit. These are|
placed in enamelled byckets, and are
taken to the canning tables where they
are placed in the cans, weighed, and
placed on endless-belt “carriers which
take them to the machines where the
tops are put on. The cans are stored
in the warehouse until they are ready
to leave the establishment, when the
appropriate labels are pasted on, and
the ‘ripe olives’ are ready for the jour-
ney to the festive board.”

POISON AS A WEAPON OF WAR

The use of poison in warfare is not
a new idea, not even among the Ger-
mans. History records that as late as
the fourth century A. D. some of the
German tribes were accustomed to pei-
gon the tips of their spears and arrows
by dipping them in a preparation of the
deadly hellebore.

Nearly 1,600 years later, in the world's
greatest war, the Germans returned to
the barbarous methods of their early
ancestors, but with modern sclentific
fmprovements. Such a thing is to be
expected of savages. In fact, among
wild peoples all over the world the use
of poisoned weapons has been rather
common. Among the American Indians
the Comanches and Apaches in former
davs were accustomed to poison their
eaTows pv dipping them in a mess of
putrid liver mixed with rattiesnake
venom.

Today the Germans are using poison
gases; they load shells with prussic acid,

'which is the most deadly of all poisons,

one breath of it being enough to kill
instantly oy paralyzing the heart action,
and it is suid that recently the Huns

“resorted to the expedient of poisoning

wells with cyvanide of potassium.

German aviators flying over French

* and Belgian cities also are reported to

have dropped packages of poisoned
candy in the hope of killing a few more
fnnocent children. Also they are cred-
ited, in reports received in Paris, with
fhjecting asphyxiating gas into letters
gent home by prisoners in their camps.
A woman living in the French village
of La Siscctiere recently was ill for
several days after opening a letter from
a French prisoner in Germany.

On the same day, it is saild, another
woman received a letter also contain-
ing poison gas from her husband, a cap-
tive in Bavaria. Other poisoning cases
of a similar nature also have been re-
ported.

These methods of poisoning adopted
by the Germans are nothing but a re-
version to savagel methods, pure and
simple, For, since the very early days
of civilization, the use of poisons in
warfares has been reckoned among
nupossibilities.

he Otomi Indians of the Spanish
Main used to poison their thumb nalils
when they went to war, inflicting fatal
wounds upon their enemies by scratch-
ing them. The Prussans have not yet

adopted’ that idea, but who can doubt
the!r willingness, if they thought that
“military necesgity” called for the use
of such a method of combat?

The most celebrated of all weapon
poisons is the ‘‘woorali,”" employed by
the savages of the Orinoco basin, in
South America. It is an elaborate
product. Two species of venomous
serpents contribute to it, and a third
ingredient is the juice of a vine allied
to the plant from which strychnine is
obtained. To the mixture is added a
quantity of red ants of a kind whose
bite is particularly poisonous. With
this preparation are envenomed the
darts which the natives of that region
fire frem blowguns.

The darts are fashioned from the leaf
ribs of a species of palm. They are ten
inches long, of the thickness of a crow
quill, and made sharp as needles by
scraping them between the teeth of the
‘“pirani’’ fish. A wrapping of wild cot-
ton fits them to the. bore of the gun,
and a puff of breath fires the projectile.

In the National Museum at Washing-
ton are preserved a few arrows which
nohody ventures to handle without the
greatest care, inasmuch as their peints
are coated with a substance that is
probably peisonous. A slight puncture
inflicted by one of them might be fatal.

These arrows were purchased from
the Seri Indians, a small but ferocious
tribe that makes its headquarters on a
large island called Tiburon, in the Guif
of California. They are said to be the
wildest people in the estern Hemi-
sphere, and it is understood that they
are cannibals.

The, Seri manufacture their war pol-
son by causing irritated rattlesnakes
to bite repeatedly a piece of the lung
of a dead animal. The fragment of
lung is further envenomed by inducing
scorpions to sting it.- Then the héads
of the rattlesnakes and the tails of the
scorpions are mashed and mixed in a
wooden bowl, together with the poison-
ed lung, and the preparation is allowed
to decompose until its ripeness and
putrid tency are attested by a nol-
some and deathlike effluvium.

HOW A LOCK OF WHITE
HAIR S INHERITED-

There are a number of cases on rec-
ord in which a lock of white hair has
been inherited through several genera-
tions. In general, the white lock be-
haves as a typical dominant character,
manifested by men and women alike.
in a family which has come to the'notice

of a contributor to the Journal of Here-
dity, the white lock has been found to
occur only in the men, although the
women in the family, at. least some of
them, are capable of transmitting this
peculiarity tc their sons.

Professors S. J. Holmes and Richard

O. Schofield of the University of Cali-
fornia have observed that the lock oc-
curs in the centre of the forepart of
the scalp. The region affected is about
the size of a half dollar, and the hairs
making the lock are slightly larger
than those surrounding it, and which
may be of any general color. The lock
is not evident in children until the 12th
.or 14th year. In all cases in this family
the sons of affected fathers are also af-
fected, although unaffected males might
be expected to occur also. This distri-
bution 1is, in all probability, due to
chance. The women, who are heter~-
ozygous do not manifest the white lock,
but all the aughters of the affected
fathers have transmitted the character-
istie to their sons.
« ‘'The character behaves apparently as
a dominant in the males and as a re-
cessive in females,” say these two Cali-
fornia professors. “Its transmission,
therefore, is quite paralle]l to the in-
heritance of horns in the erossing of a
breed of sheep in which only the males
have horns with a breed in which both
sexes are hornless. Owing, probably,
to some hormone Eecunnr to the male
sex. the white lock is manifest in the
heterozygous males.

‘“The development of hair in human
beings is markedly influenced by sex,
both as to its vigor of growth and ex-
tent of distribution. It is a noteworthy
fact that baldness in man, according
to recent studies of Miss Osborn, be-
haves as a dominant in males and as a
recessive in females. The limitation
of the white lock to the males in the
family which- we have studied may

have some underlying association with
the transmission of baldness. It is a
curious fact, however, that it should be
associated with the male sex in one
family, while its transmission is inde-
pendent of sex in others. In one pedi-
gree described in Pearson, Nettleship
and Usher’'s Monograph on Albinism in
Man, a white occipital lock occurred
only in the men, but was transmitted
through the women. In each case the
white lock skipped one generation, and
in no case was the son of an affected
male known to have = exhibited the
character, There were, therefore, a
number of unaffected men in the family,
but the whole pedigree is nevertheless
consistent with the view that the white
Jock is dominant only in the male sex.

“There is no evident reason why a
white lock should be associated with a
particular sex in some families and not
in others. The character is not sex-
linked in the sense in which this term
is applied to night-blindness and haemo-
philia in man.”

The American soldier in France is
the cock of the walk from the stand-
point of finance, for no other fighter
gets within speaking distance of his
war, wages of $35 per month. The
poilu recelves on'y a nickel a day or
$1.50 monthly. Tommy Atkins fares
better with $7.60 a month at home and
a bit more when he is fighting.

The poor Russian certainly “gets it
in the neck,” for his allowance is a
mere penny a day. No other fighter
in the great war fares so meagrely.
The wages of the soldiers of other
nations now busy behind the guns do
not approach the munificence of Uncle
Sam to his boys in khaki. The Italian
gets $5.83 monthly, and the Japanese
is paid $8 a year.

The central powers are not compar-
able as paymasters with the nations
of the entente. The Allies average
$8.50 a month, and the enemy aver-
ages $1.50 for the same period. Ger-
many pays $1.65 a month, Turkey 92
cents, and Austria 73 cents.

The soldier boy in khaki could pay
out of his monthly wages one fighter,
from each nation at war and he would
have left $14 for cigarettes, candy and

WATTERS REFUSED TO

You ask that
the policy of -organized labor be re-
versed by seeking a board instead of
entering into direct negotiations first.

SUSPEND BLOW AT HAIG

Rupprecht Cannot Afford to
*  Btrike at British at
Present. :

LONDON, July 26.—As a result of
the past week's activities the whole
situation on the western front has
been transformed. The QGermans, ac-
cording to dispatches from the front,
have used 06 divieions on the am-
pagne front, and the whole of the
crown prince’s reserves have been
exhausted. The only fresh reserves
remaining to the Germans are Iless
than thirty divisions attached to
Crown Prince Rupprecht's armies,

* Last week it appeared certain at
Prince Rupprecht would be called ‘up-
on to launch an attack on the Brit-
ish front, but the enemy put off this
attack and the psychological moment
for it has passed, and the enemy ap-
pear committed to the great battle in
orogress, and cannot afford to stake
eavily on a double course of opera-
tions at another part of the front, ac-
::tqrding to the view of British author«
ies. ’
. it 1s Ypres Reversed.

The enemy’s difficulties are_ mnot
reater than those In which the Brit-
sh army was placed for months in
the Ypres salient, befpre the capture
of Messines ridge. The Ypres salient
was five miles wide and five miles
deep, and was dominated by the
enemy. The present German salient is
now twenty miles wide and twenty
miles deep, and, similarly, is domine
ated by the Allied artillery.

Evidence -has reached e Allles in
the shape of captured documents to
show that the enemy had made up his
mind on the day after . the = Allied
offensive began to undertake a retire-
ment to a line along either the Ardre
or Vesle, and had actually given orders
for this, but these orders were later
cancelled, presumably owing to the dif-
fleulty . of effecting an /orderly retire-
ment in the pinched salient, and it is
now possible the German command has
decided to retain the present positions
as long as possible. N

Satisfactory to Allles.

Meanwhile, the military writers point
out, the Allies are using up the Ger-
man reserves in a battle where the
Germans are. continuously in a dis-
advantageous position, 8o the situation
is entirely satisfactory to the Allies. If
the enemy remains in the salient be
cannot possiply undertake any import-
ant offensive therefrom.

One reason for the German abandon+
ment of the plan for retirement is found
in the reports of Allied airmen, which
show tremendous congestion along the
lines of German communication. The
Germans may be merely holding on as
long as possible in order to effect an
orderly withdrawal and to remove the
vast accumulation of stores and muni-
tions which had been gathered in. this
district, ready for a great advance
southward.

Undoubtedly a big effort will be made
to straighten out the confusion which
now exists along all the arteries of the
salient. These arteries are now con-
stantly under the Allies’ shellfire and
must be difficult for the enemy to hold.

nesday, dJuly 24—By the Assoclated
Press.—Col. Hamiltor?

few hours after receiving a machine
gun wound below theé ieart, Col.
Smith was making observations after
a morning attack in anticipation of
improving the American positions
south of Soissons, near Missy-au-Bois.

Lieut.-Col. Clarke Flliott was killed
by machine gun fire in the same sec-
tor while inspecting the American
front lines.

Major .J. M. McLeod was wounded
while leading his- men when the
Americans crossed the Soissons-Arras
road, during the offensive.

LETTER-CARRIERS IN
CITY NOW DISTRUST
SETTLEMENT TERMS

Beginning to Doubt Wisdom
of Agreeing.

BENEFITS SEEM SMALL

Younger Ones Gain, But Older
Ones Are Not Satis-
fled.

Letter-carriers of this city are be-
ginning to think that perhaps - their
Western brethern are doing the wise
thing in remaining on strike. So far
the details of the strike to hand show
that the carriers gained very little,
they say, and they are now at the
mercy of a sub-committee of the cab-
inet.

In the first place, some of the car-
riers have been deluded as to what the
$150 voted by the last session of par-

liament, but never paid, really was.
There are many of them who were of
crease. Instead it was nothing more
than a bonus, and an addition to the
$100 bonus already voted. The set-
tlement of the strike has made but
one change; it has brought the tem-
porary carriers under the provisions
of the $150 bonus. In other words, the
young carriers are the only ones to
derive much benefit. The other car-
riers would have received a double
benefit had the bonus been made a
statutory increase, as it would have
increased their pensions. As a bonus
it does not affect pensions at all.

In reply to the representatives of
the carriers, the argument of the min-
isters at Ottawa was that they could
not give a statutory increase in wages
without an act of parliament. In light
of gecent events, the carriers do not
take this seriously.

The local carriers are today seriously
reviewing the situation of the past few
days. The outlook, they say, is not
TOSY.

Réilway Board Restrictions

Natural gas may be
used In appliances for. heating water
which are in ordinary use in places
supplied by artificial gas, such as, for
instance, the Goodwin heater, of which
there are great numbers in the city.

Rules for Use of Gas.

Natural gas may be supplied with-
out reference to the board to houses
under construction for which appliances
for the use of natural gas had been In-
stalled before July 1, 1918. " A# barbers
are to be supplied with natural.gas for
special appliances for shaving. Laun-
dries may be 'supolied with gas for
appliances for iron'ng collars and man-
gles. Dentists anl doctors are to be
supplied with gas for laboratcry uses.
Printers can use gas for linotype
machines. Harnessmakers and shoe-
makers can use gas for melting wax.
Pinsmiths and plumbers can use gas for
heating soldering irons and melting
babbit metal. An application has been
made to permit tailors to use gas for

pressing Irons.
