Several years ago there were some 
complaints that in Colonial Appeals 
a sufficiently strong Board would not 
in aome instances ait in -the Privy 
Council. I believe, however, that the 
members of the. Judicial committee 
removed all cause tor any such fears, 
and I have not since heard such 
complaints repeated.

Speaking for myself only. I may 
add that the Judicial committee has, 
1 believe, given the greatest satisfac- 
tion that is possible for a human 
tribunal where it ia not to be ex­
pected that the unsuccessful party 
could be always convinced of error.

I do not think that the Colonial 
public confidence in decisions ia .in­
creased by the tact that a Colonial 
Judge takes part in ’the hearing. 
Indeed I think it is <a mistake to 
allow, a Colonial Judge to sit also 
in appesi and determine there any 
question upon which be ban given an 
opinion in the Courts below If a 
Colony ia to be honored and the 
Judicial committee of the Privy Coun­
cil strengthened by the addition to 
that body of an eminent Colonial 
Jurist, then the latter should foe re­
moved entirely from the local sur­
roundings and influences from which 
the other members of the committee 
are free./

The Canadian /Bar and public would 
deplore the abolition of the right Ito 
appeal to His Majesty in Council. 
The disinterestedness, as well as the 
ability, of the members of that body 
gives great weight to and correspond- 
ing confidence in its decisions. The 
existence of a right to appeal gives 
a feeling of security to the Colonial 
litigant.

In my opinion the Canadian Bar 
would prefer .that a Canadian Jurist 
should not sit at the Privy Council 
Board unless his connection with 
Canadian Courts ia first severed.

I shall lay the whole matter before

Several years ago there were some 

complaints that in Colonial Appeals 
a sufficiently strong Board would not 
in some instances ait in .the Privy 
Council. I believe, however, that the 
members of the judicial committee 
removed all cause for any such fears, 
and I have not since heard touch, 
complaints repeated.

Speaking for myself only, I may 
add that the judicial committee has, 
I believe, given the greatest satisfae- 
tion that is possible for a human 
tribunal where it is not ito be ex­
pected that the unsuccessful party 
could be always convinced of error.

I do not think that the Colonial 
public confidence in decisions is in- 
creased by the fact that a Colonial 
Judge takes part in the hearing. 
Indeed I thinks it is a mistake to, 
allow, a Colonial Judge to sit also 
in appeal and determine there any — 
question upon which he has given an 
opinion in the Courts ‘below if a 
Colony is to be honored and the 
Judicial committee of the Privy Coun­
cil strengthened by the addition to 
that body of an eminent Colonial 
Jurist, then the latter should foe re­
moved entirely from the local sur­
roundings and influences from which 
the other members of the committee 
are free.

The Canadian Bar and public would 
deplore the abolition of the right Ito 
appeal to His Majesty in Council. 
The disinterestedness, as well as the 
ability, of the members of that body 
gives great weight to and correspond- 
ing confidence in. its decisions. The 
existence of a right to appeal gives 
a feeling of security to the Colonial 
litigant.

In my opinion the Canadian Bar 
would prefer that a Canadian Jurist 
should not ait at the Privy Council 
Board unless his connection with 
Canadian Courts is first severed, 

1 shall lay the whole matter before 
the officers of the Weetern Bar (As- 
sociation of Ontario and of our Kent 
Bar Association, as I happen to be 
president of each of them, and if it 
is thought lay them advisable to call 
any meeting 4 shall do so und advise 
you of the result.

Several years ago there were some 

complaints that in Colonial Appeals, 
a sufficiently strong Board would not 
in some instances ait in the Privy 
Council. I believe, however, that the 
members of the Judicial committee 
removed all cause for any such fears, 
and I have not since heard such 
complaints repeated.

Speaking for .myself only. I may 
add that the Judicial committee has, 
I believe, given the greatest satisfac- 
tion that is possible for a human 
tribunal where it is not to be ex­
pected that the unsuccessful party 
could be always convinced of error.

I do not think that the Colonial 
public confidence in decisions is in- 
creased by the fact that a Colonial 
Judge takes part in the hearing, 
indeed I think it is <4 mistake to 
allow, a Colonial Judge to sit also 
in appeal and determine there any 
question upon which he has given an 
opinion in the Courts below. If a 
Colony is to be honored and the 
Judicial committee of the Privy Coun­
cil strengthened by the addition to 
that body of an eminent Colonial 
Jurist, then the latter should lie re- 
moved entirely from the local sur- 
roundings and influences from which 
the other members of the committee 
are free.,

The Canadian Bar and public would 
deplore the abolition of the right Ito 
appeal to His Majesty in Council. 
The disinterestedness, as well as the 
ability, of the members of that body 
gives great weight to and correspond­
ing" confidence in its decisions. The 
existence of a right to appeal gives 
a feeling of security to the Colonial 
litigant.

In my opinion the Canadian Bar * 
would prefer .that a Canadian Jurist 
should not sit at the Privy Council 
Board unless his connection with 
Canadian Courts is firat severed.

I shall lay the whole matter before 
the officers of the Western Bar (As­
sociation of Ontario and of bur Kent 
Bar Association, as I happen to be 
proaident of each of them, and if it 
is thought lay them advisable to call 
any meeting U ehall do so and advise 
you of the result.

What is it if you 
have a child (who has won this race 
through school to be a patient for 
a hospital at his graduation or to be 
physically impaired during his grow­
ing period. Why not the public schools 
carry out the idea. Some of the 
enthusiastic trustees who have bowl- 
ed their “Grace" will enter into the 
idea and there is no doubt but that 
an eleven could the organized iin the 
Central school Ite play an eleven in 
the McKeough. it would be in order 
for some generous cricketer en­
thusiast to offer a trophy to be com­
peted for on Tecumseh Park by the 
opposing schools.
