MAY IT PLEASE YouR EXCELLENCY:
In accordance with the Statute, I have the honor to submit to Your Excellency the

accompanying Returns and Statements numbered from 1 to 16, for the Post Office year
ending 30 September, 1863, to be laid-before the Legislaturc at the approaching Session.

These Returus and Statements shew the operations of the Department during the past
year, and constitute the Twelfth Annual Report on the -Canadian Post Ofice; and I pro-
ceed to offer, as is customary, some observations which the results shewn by these state-
nients appear to call for, and to add some items of information and of Postal Statistics not
embraced in the Returns required by the Post Office Act.

PRESENT EXTENT AND INCREASE DURING THE TEAR OF 1oST OFFICE BERVIg.

132 new offices were opened during the year, and 16 offices were closed.
The number of Post Offices in operation on the 30th September, 1863, was 1,974,

bcing an increase of 116 upon the establishment of 1862.
400 miles of new post route and 118,472 miles of annual mail travel were added to

the service during the year.

The increase for 1863 upon the ReLurn of last year, in the number of letters passing
by Post, aud.in the amount of Postal Revenue, appears to have been the result of a very
general addition to all classes of correspondence.

It will be observed tbat the column of cxpenditure ouits the expenditure incident to
the Ocean Mail Service, and omits the paymnts to raihrays. The subsidy to the Ocean
Steamers bad in view commercial and gencral, as well as postal, objects, and it would,
therefore, have been iuiroper to charge the whole subsidy and other incidental expenses
to the Post Office, but it is proper to consider the Post Office as chargeable with such por-
tion of these as the service rroduces to the departmeut in net postage and as forms part of
the sums given in the revenue column. The following is an cstimate of the amount so
produced in encb year, after deducting the cost of collection in Canada, which is assumed
to be about one-sixth of the gross amount so collected :

In Nove'ber 1863, provision vas made for tlie transmission by Pos in Canda, and
to and from the UniteI States, at a; postage rate of one cent per ounce, of packages of seeds,
cuttings, bulbs, roots, seions or grafts; and also for the transmission at the same rate, of
bùok manuscript, printers' proof sheets, maps, prints, drawings, engravings, and other matter
of a like character, all guarded by such conditions as seemed to be requisite to secure these
privileges from abuse.

From January 1864, the Imperial Post Office exteuded to the mails bctween the
United Kingdon and Canada, a regulation conceding to patterus of merehandize aud trade
samples. the acvantage of passing at the low rate of postare applicable to books and prixited
matter.

After publie advertiements calling for tenders acrording to law, a contract lias been
entered into by rcsponsiîbb persons, for the regular conveyance of rnails on Lakes luron
abd Superior, by well appointed steamboats, during four years, commeneingwith 1854. The
tripswillb performed on Lake Huron, between Collingwood and Sault Ste. Marie, weekly,
:tdon Lake Superior, between Sault Ste. Marie and Fort William, fortnightly, and mails will
be exchanged as may be required at the several ports and stopping places by theway , n both
lakes. The service is to be perfornied by a good andc sufficient side-wheel upper-cabin steam
boat, ofuot less than 400 tous burthen, aud of a speed of not less than twelve miles per hour.
The price to bc paid is S400 for cach full trip froin Collingwood to Fort William and baeck,
and S85 for each of tie intermediate trips from Collingwood to Sault Ste. Marie and back.

NEW OCEAN 31AILf CONTRACT.

It laviug been detided that the existing contract for the couveyance of the Oceau
Mails, which contract connienced in April 1860, should be annulled fron the 1st April
uct, a new contract fromn the occan service has been entered into with Mr. Hugh Allan,
subject to the sanction of Parliaminent, the new contraet to take effect froi the 1st April
1861., and continue for five ycars, until the ist April 1860, embracing conditions for en-
suring a more efficieut and safb performance of the servie'e tian nr>re, and at the samie
tiie reducing the rate ofrpymcntto the contractor froni 8416,000 te 18,000, perann.

The charge for Mail Service, exclusive of Occan Mail Service, shews aninercased pay-

Ment of Z 13.421, as comparedi with 1862, for Mail Service by the Grand Trunk Railway,
and a diminution of the charges for Steamboat and other branches of mail conveyance, so
that the comparative augmentation in the total disbursenents for Mail Service, including
Railway payments, was $6,23S.09, while on the other ha:td the augmentation of Postal
revenue was S:JO,422.58.

Upon the items of Gencral Pliuting, Advcrtising and Stationery, the charge is less
than in 1862, by 812,081.95.

Upon Salaries there is a comparative reduction of 84,000, whilst upon Commissions
there is au it.crease of 97,000 consecquent upon the large amount of postage collected at
offices paid by a commission allowancc, and upon an augmentation in the amount of Postage
Stamps sold by stamp vendors who arc also remuneratcd by a commission.

In other items the variations arc smafl.
Notwithstanding the increase in the number of Post offices. of post routes, and in the

aanual mail travel, and in correspondence as weil as in iailway payments, the general total
of Expenditure for 1863 is less than that for 1862 by 82,207.10.

ItAILWAY MAIL SERVICE.

Uinder date of 12th Aug., 1803, an Order in Council was passed respecting Mail Ser-
vice by flie Grand Trunk Railway, whicl regulated the relative conditions of mail convey-
ance and rate of payment from that date, in the following teris

1. That the Grand Trunk Railway Company be allowed a rate of sixty dollars per
mile of railway per annum, for the following Service, viz.:-

One Daily Mail Service each way betwecen Toronto and Quebec, by the Company's
ordinary Express Passenger Trains, running continuously, and without any bréak of con-
ncetion at any intermediate point.

One Daily Mail Service each way between Toronto and Sariila, andhSt. Marys and
London, by the Company's ordinary Express Passenger Trains.

One Dailv Mail Service each way between Quebec and Rivière du Loup, by the
Company's ordinary Passenger Trains, and
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One Daily Mail Service each. way between Richmond and the Boundary Line, by the
Company's ordinary Passenger Trains.

Such trains respectively being supplied, as hitherto, withltravelling Post Offices, pro-
perly warmed and lighted, and comprising, as:nearly as may be, one third of a car, and
exchanging Mails at the Way Stations at which the said trains ordinarily stop.

2. In case the Company runs a second Passenger Train (express, accommodation or
iixed), between Sarnia and Quebec, between London aud St. Marys, or between Rich-
mond and the Boundary Line, there be allowed to the said Company forty dollars per mile
of Railway per annum. for each mile of Railway covered by such.second dailv train, for the
like use of the same.

The above allowances to inelude free passage for such officers of the Post Office De-
partment as the Postiaster General mnay from tine to timne require to accompany the
Mails, or to travel on the railway on the business of the Post Office.

This Order in Council applies to the rate of payment for Mails carried over the
Grand Trunk Railway in travelling Post Office cars, and the Order in Council of Septem-
ber, 1858, remains in force as respects the rate of payment for Mail bags sent over the
railway as Baggage or Freight, in charge of the Company's servants or a Post Office guard
without a Travelling Post Office, such rate of payment being two cents per single train
mile for any weight of Mail bags not exceeding two cwt., or in that proportion for any
greater weight.

CORRESPNDENoE 'WITII UNITED STATES.

There bas been a very notable increase in the amount of correspondence exchanged
with the United States during the year 1863.

lu 1862 the amouut of postage on this correspondence was $190,713.97, and in 1863
it bas been 8223,115.46, equal to an advance of 17 per cent.

These amounts represent tihe charges on letters only, for newspapers do not enter into
the account, as each country collects its own postal rates on ail printel imatter sent to or
recived from the other.

The increase has taken place at ail the principal points of exch:mge, on the Detroit
and Niagara Frontiers at tho rate of 15 per cent., at Toronto at the rate of 25 per cent.,
and at Montreal at the rate of 24 per cent., as compared with 1862.

It will be observed that sixteen, or more than one-third, of the above cases arose upon
differences between the senders and reccivers ofremittances by registered letters, as to the
exact amount of the enclosure. It occasionally happens with complaints of this élass, that
enquiry clicits proof that a mistake in counting lias been committcd by one party or the
other ; but, for the most part, -no evidence can be had beyond the mere Aisertions of sender
and receiver as to the accuracy of their respective statements.

In eleven cases a neglect of duty as regards the registration duties was proved against-
oilicers of the post ofice> post masters, railway clerks, &c., and, iu conformity to the general
regulation of the Departient, the sums lost in consequence of such negligence were made
good by the officers in faulit.

Of the remaining 16 cases, five were thefts, including thrce by a courier who was tried
and' convicted of the offence ; nine registered letters were in mail packages which were
miscarried during the year, and were not recovered; one registeredletter was distroyed by
the accidental burning of a car upon the Great Western Railway; and one letter was.deli
ered from a city post office to a claimant who falsely personated the individual addressed

This analysis shows that every one of the 520,000 registered letters of the r 1863
bas been.aceounted for.

Registration will not preclude dispute$ as to the nner of the bank notes in a remit-
.nce, nor shut out all risk of a mail pckage o lotte. heng 0ost fra egeles$e ö dior
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honesty ; But it is satisfactory to observe that no registered letter has been lost during the
year from any cause against which any practicable system of registration could have
guarded it.

Sm,-The public accounts for the year 1863, which we have the honor to submit-to

you, exhibit a more favorable balance than has been the case for several years past. The
five great sources of revenue, the Customs, Excise, Public Works, Post Office and Terri-
torial Revenue, have together produced $7,662,490.98, which exceed the receipts from the
samle sources in 1862 by 81,104,961,00; the minor revenues of the Consolidated Fund have
realized 8914,821.02, being an increase upon 1862 of $119,335.10; and the receipts of the
Trust Funds and other open accounts have been 81,183,004.34, which is au increase of
8127,575.76. Whilst the revenue has thus incrcased in the aggregate S1,351,S71.86.
there has been a dimiaution of expenditure to the extent of $228,873.47, making a total of
81,580,745.33; but in spite of this great improvement upon 1862, there is still a seiious
deficiency, although very much less than was estimated.

We have made one change in the form in which the accounts are exhibited. Whcn

the Publie Accounts of the year 1858 first gave a statement of the reccipts and payments
of the year from all sources, instead of those only belonging to the Consolidated Fund, as
had been the previous practice, it was thouglit desirable, for the purposes of comparison,
still to show the reccipts and payments of the Consolidated Fund separately, and to classify
the others according as they were ou account of Trust Funds, Guaranteed Accounts, &c.,
ad the Statement No. 3, in which this abstract was given, became thus complicated with
6 colmnes. It does not appear to us that any useful purpose is served by continuing thi.
cambrous form any longer, and we think that it will be sufficient to make a simpler division,
pliaciug i one column the expenditure charged, or -which willultimately be chargcd againsr
the Consolidated Fund, and ii another that whichis carried to open-accounts in the ledger,
a characteristie which is con]llla to all thiose accounts which were formerly subdivided
ilto Lhree classes, the limits of which wcre not very clearly defined.

For the same reason, we have thought it unnecessary to retain the column of Unpro-
vided Items, a detailed statement of vhich is given elsewhere in- the volunc. The receipts
are classified upon the same principle.

By great exertion,:the Publie Accounts are ready to subnmit to Parliament more 4hau
a month carlier than was evér the case before; but this has only becn passible by having a
large part of them printed off, before the receipt of the accounts from the London agents,
and from miany of the sub-accountants in Canada, had enabled the ledger for the ycar to be
finaliy elosed and balanced. This bas been the source of much additional labour und
anxiety, of greatly increased liability to error, and we desire to rencw the suggestion made
iast year, that, if an early meeting of Parliament is desired, some change should be maide in
the termination of the financial year.
