provided with high gears, making it 
possible for the rotating compartments 
to attain a speed of no less than 2000 
revolutions per minute. An electric mo­
tor will be installed to impart the ne­
cessary power to this machine, 
arrangement for storing samples turned 
out are very complete. Two large tanks 
are provided for the oil to be used m 
the process. This commodity is a thick 
dark oil, costing but seven cents per 
gallon at the refinery, but which costs 
at present some twenty cents per gal­
lon laid down in Rossland. It is believed 
that if the oil is used in any quantities 
that the freight rates, which constitute 
the principal portion of the enhanced 
charge, can be substantially reduced.

Arrangements have already been made 
on tests of several ores, and these will 
be put through as soon as the plant is 
ready for operation.

If results are attained in the Ross­
land camp equal to those claimed for 
the Elmore process elsewhere, it goes 
without saying that the system will be 
adopted by several properties on a 

considerable scale. The tests of British 
Columbia ore conducted in England are 
said to have been most satisfactory, 
and in this event it will only be neces­
sary to convince the companies inter­
ested that the process is what they de­
sire:

The progress of the various experi­
ments will be watched with keen in­
terest.

“While mining shonld.be conducted on 
business principles, it is undeniable that 
the industry generally is carried 
der risks or uncertainties to which 
scarcely any other line of industrial 
or commercial enterprise is subjected. 
The ablest or most experienced mining 
experts are liable to err in their opinion 
of a mineral deposit. Accident or unfore­
seen difficulties are much more fre­
quent in mining than in other industries, 
with corresponding results in upset­
ting calculations. Efforts to overcome 
or minimize these favorable conditions 
are continually being made. To add to 
these difficulties by imposing taxation 
in such a form that it is impossible to 
calculate its incidence with exactitude, 
can scarcely be in the interest of the in­
dustry or ultimately in that of the gov­
ernment collecting the tax. It is this 
uncertainty as to the actual rate of tax­
ation to which a property may be sub­
jected, and the unequal incidence of the 
tax in its present form, that cause the 
objection to it and the demand that 
some other method of taxation of min­
ing property may be substituted for it

“As we have said on previous occa­
sions, that substitute must be found in 
a fax on the profits of a mine, not on 
the value of the output of ore as at the 
present time. There are circumstances 
that differentiate mining from manufac­
turing or commercial enterprises, and 
which should not be ignored when 
terns of taxation are under considera­
tion. The change to a tax oh profits 
would remove the objection felt by in­
vestors at the present tax. The draw­
back to the development of our minerals 
caused by the reluctance of investors 
on account of the tax, cannot be esti­
mated by the revenue received from it

FEARS SPECULATIVE ELEMENT. THE FULL BACKS.

One of the directors of the Milwau­
kee school board objects to the mod­
ern system of education and unburdens 
himself in the following words:

“Within a tew years there has been 
injected into the curriculum of the 
colleges and universities of our coun­
try, oùr own included, a new study, 
based not on Intellect, but upon muscle. 
So completely does this branch of mod­
em high education overshadow air oth­
ers that the titles of A 11. and LL. D. 
are in a fair way to be superseded by 
the title of F. B.—full back." -

The New York Sun objects' to this 
View of the situation and says that 
A. M.’s and LL. D.’s are as common as 
warts; but the world has few great 
full backs. The estimation in which 
the few gifted full backs are held 
proves how difficult their profession is. 
The question is one of supply and de­
mand. There is an imperious need, a 
famine, of great full backs; but of A. 
M.’s and LL. D.'s there are enough 
and to spare. --

THE DEVELOPMENT OF TRANS­
PORTATION ON THE GREAT 

LAKES.

The current issue of the Scientific 
American, which is devoted to Trans­
portation on Land and Sea, contains an 
article by Mr. Waldon Fawcett, from 
which the following extracts have been 
taken:

“The commercial chronicle of the Uni­
ted States records no more remarkable 
evolution than the development of trans­
portation on the Great Lakes, extending 
as it does over little more than half 
a century, yet characterized by a series 
of radical innovations in the types of 
craft employed.

“Unfortunately it has Sever been found 
possible to accurately measure the entire 
water-borne commerce of the 
Lakes, but the statistics compiled by 
the United States government officials 
at the Sault Ste. Marie canal—the water 
gateway connecting Lakes Huron and 
Superior, through which pasges perhaps 
half of the commerce of the unsalted 
seas—indicate how rapid has been its 
growth. In the year 1881 the total am­
ount of freight passing the Sault was 
1,567,741 tons; in 1891 it was 8,888,759 
tons; and in 1901, the last calendar year 
for which statistics are available,* the 
aggregate was 28,403,065 tons. In other 
words, the traffld in 1901 was more thin 
three times that a decade before and 
eighteen times that a score of years 
since.

WASHINGTON, D. C„ Dec. 23.—The 
meeting of the# cabinet was prolonged to 
more than two hours.

It " is 
known that the president and all mem­
bers of his cabinet at first preferred that 
the whole question should be referred to 
The Hague Tribunal. It is understood 
that the president’s plan, if he determines 
to arbitrate, contemplates the appoint­
ment of a board of arbitrators. - He will 
not confide this important undertaking 
to any one man, nor does he feel able 
-himself to share the vast amount of 
time necessary for an examination in 
detail of each of the many claims that 
would be presented against Venezuela.

Necessarily the president’s arbitration 
board would include some member of a 
high order Of legal talent, as well -s 
others thoroughly versed jn the practice 
of international law. It is stated that 
the crulcial point to come before the 
arbitration board is the famous “Calo 
doctrine.” This doctrine, which was laid 
down by the greatest Latin American 
international lawyers, and for very many, 
years has been regarded as beyond ques­
tion by all of the Latin American re­
publics, denies the right of any nation 
to intervene diplomatically in behalf of 
oee'of he subjects where courts of the 
country are open to his application for 
justice. Thus Venezuela has asserted 
that all of these claimants, British, Ger­
man, Italian and French might have 
gone before the Venezuelan courts, and 
if their causes had been just and the same 
decided by the courts the government 
would have paid the judgment.

It appeared that the absence 
of a vertical projection of the Annie 
shaft misled the management, who, 
without particular inquiry, accepted a 
statement in an old report of the esti­
mated distance between the bottom of 
the Annie shaft and the 300 foot level 

■of the Josie. From the verdict of the 
jury it will be seen that the entire blame 
for this has been laid upon 'the shoul­
ders of the company. It was, indeed, 
this very finding, together with the jury’s

A thousand dollars per annum, payable 
strictly in advance, looks like a rather 
steep figure for a liquor license in Ross­
land, bût it is strongly advocated by sev- 
eral leading saloon men, and ,their ar­
guments in favor of the movement are 
backed up by plausible reasons.

It is maintained that under the pre-» 
sent regulations, whereby the applicant 
for a license may obtain one for the 
asking and upon payment of a quarter’s 
fees, has resulted in the establishment 
of twice as many saloons as the' town 
can afford with any margin of profit for 
the people in the business. The circum­
stances are such, however, that every­
one in the trade is hanging on and wait­
ing for brisker times in the hope of reap­
ing a profit from -that branch of their 
business.

The result of the existing overcrowding 
in the saloon business, it is claimed, 'Is 
that none of the saloon men are making

money. A section of the people in the 
business strongly advocate a revision 
of. the license regulations whereby an 
annual fee will be placed at $1000, which 
amount shall be payable strictly in ad­
vance. It is maintained that the city, 
would lose' nothing by the change, for 
sufficient licenses would be taken out 
at the higher figure to compensate for 
the saloons that would be squeezed out 
of existence, that the remaining saloons 
and hotels would have a chance to 
make a profit out of their bar business, 
and that the public would secure bet­
ter service because the people in the busi­
ness, having a greater volume of trade, 
would be to q position to give better 
accommodation.

Saloon people claim that their business 
is entirely overdone, and that there will 
bo no opportunity to turn over a pro­
fit, for years to come unless some steps 
are taken to reduce the number of li­
cense-holders.
