fective during two seasons, and they
certainly find li; efficient in protect-
ing trees from *abbits and mice for
two seasons.”

Grapes may be pruned from the
dropping of the leaves in the fall to
the swelling of the buds in the spring.
Pruning after sap begins to flow is
devitalizing. It 1s seldom advisable
to prune when vines are frozen, as the
brittle canes are easily broken during
handling, Summer pruning ig far
less practiced now than formerly, with
4 tendency to do less and less of it.
It is used to remove surplus shoots
and in heading back canes to keep
them within limits. Very often
shoots grow from weak buds on the
fruiting canes to the detriment of the
fruit-bearing shoots. These weeklings
should be rubbed off. So, too, shoots
often break from arms, spurs, or even
the trunk where they are not wanted.
These should be removed. Second-
ary shoots sometimes appear on fruit-
ing shoots, ervecially in the exits of
the latter; these should be rubbed off.
Here, for the most part, summer prun-
ing should end.

More Towns and a City in Local Option |
Fight

With tne additional towns that
have recently presented local optiou
petitions, accordiag to Mr. Ben Spence
of the Dominion Alliance, between a
fifth and a sixth ot the present licensed
municipalities will be contested by -the
temperance fores on January 3. Mr.
Spence has been notified oi three
additional towns and a city that will
have local option campaigns at the be-
gining ot the new year.,

A strong fight will bs waged in
Niagara-on-the-Lake to have the town
remain dry, During the militia camp
the bars were not allowed to sell
intoxicating liquors. Thursday night
a petition _containing fitteen names
more than the law requires was present-
ed to the Town Council, and orders
were iscued to‘have the necessaty by-
law prepared.

In Sarnia the petition contained
three hundred more names than when
presented three years ago, and in
Belleville there were 880 names more
than were needed on the petition,
In Westport three years ago the
temperance forces endeavored to

Death of William T. Hayes -

The death occurred at Athens, on
Fciday, Nov. 5, 1915, of William T.
Hayee, a lifo-long resident of this vil
lage, in his 66th year. His sickness
was very short in duration—a few
days, with pleurisy and pneumonis,
which rapidly ravaged his none too
robust coustitution.

1t was largely attended by
people of the viliage and by relatives
and friends from out-of-town. Inter-
ment was made in the Hayes plot in
the Athens cemetery.

Keith Moxley Free, Sentence Suspended
The preliminary hearing of Keith
Moxley, charged with unlawtully

Thos. Black, Ross Chapman. Joseph
Donavan and Clifford Turkington, all
agreed on the circumstances in connect-
ion with the shooting, the only differ-
ence being in the number of shots fir-
ed, Sworn statements were also taken
from a young lady who was passing at
the time of the shooting and f{rom
Constable Botham, who seryed the
warrant. After hearing all the evi-
dence. Police Magistrate Deacon com-
mitted the accused for trial. Young
Moxley was then biought up before
Judge Regnolds. Mr. Hutcheson con-
cisely outlined the eyidence, and it
was apparent that there was no
serious motive in the shooting. Mr.
Danby the father of the boy shot

 stated to the Court that he had no
| desire to see young Moxley punished.

Judge Reynolds considered the accused
wae sufficiently punished for his mis
demeanor aud dismisaed him on susp-

ended sentence.

Bow it is Done in Wartime in
Deep and Shaddow Waters,

Cutting submarine cables in wartime
is by no means so easy a job as it
sounas.

Briefly the method 1ig as follows:
The cruiser detailed lor the work
Sceams slowly at right angles to the
cable route, dragging after ner a spec-
1al kind of grapnel, like a five pronged
anchor with snears attached, whicn
81D and cut the cable at the same time,
‘I'ms grapne] ig connected with the
Cable cutting ship by etrong rope
formed of strands of steel and hemp
interwoven, and attached to which is
an Instrument called g dynamoter,
that shows when the cable is hooked.

By steaming -once or twice back-
Ward and forward the cable can be
cut in two places at, say, half a mile
apart, and the severed portion can
then be dragged away by another kind
of noncutting grapnel and left lying
om the ocean bed at some distance
away, where it is, of course, impossible
to locate it, rendering any attempt
to repair the damage a very difficult
and laborious operation.

Such is the usua] method adopted
for destroying an enemy’s cable in
comparatively shallow seas, In the
Case of ocean cableg submerged at
great depths, however, the mode of
brocedure is somewhat different,

A similar five pronged grapnel is
Used, but it js a noncutting one and
simply grips the cable, holding it fast.
The fact that it has been hooked is, of
course, notified to those on board by
the dynamometer, when the ship is
immediately stopped  and the cable
holsted up toward the surface,

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ANCIENT WRITING.

The History of Man Began When
an Alphabet Was Devised.

Perhaps the most valuable
tion after the making of languages
was that of writing, says a writer ir
“Students’ Investigations.” Picture
writing was the first used by primi-
tive men, such as was and still is used
by the Indian tribes of the new world.
The characters in this system of writ-

inven-

ing were pictures of objects very crude
in art, as for instance the picture of
the eye, to indicate the orqan, of sight,
and then again symbols for ideas were
drawn, such as a picture of an
representing the sky and wavy lines
This
system of representing ideas and ob-
jects, which is the most natural to
man, is known as ideographic, and the
signs are called ideograms.

When the picture writer used sym-
bols to represent the sounds of the
human voice—that words and not
objects or ideas—he took a great step
in perfecting the system of writing.
When symbols are used to represent
words the ideogram becomes a phono-
gram, and the writing is called pho-
netic or sound writing. The Babyloni-
ans and A ‘rians usea conaracters to
represent syllables instead of words,
thus reducing the number of signs
used in their writing to a few hun-
dred. When characters or symhols are
used to represent syjlables they are
called syllabic phonograms, and a col-
lection of such signs is called a syl-
labary.

But still this system clumsy,
and a final step was taken in the mak-
ing of an alphabet, the s:ibols being
used fo represent elementary sounds
of the human voice instead of sylla-
bles. The symbols then became true
letters, a collection of which is called
the alphabet, the writing alphabet,

AUSTRIAN LOSS

Heavy Fighting Around Czar-
torysh Ended in Disastrous
Defeat to the Enemy.

London Cable.—Hsving checked
the German offensive along the whole
eastern front except directly west of,
Riga, where the nature of the ground
makes an advance difficult, the Rus-
slans have started a counter-offensive
at three points—west of Dvinsk, on the
Styr in Volhynia, and on the Stripa in
Galicia.

In the fighting on the Styr it is stat-
ed that the whole area of a forest in
the region of Czartorysk, into which
the Teutons had succeeded In pene-
trating deeply, was covered with en-
emy dead at the conclusion of a
counter-attack. .lere the Russians
are said to have saved a very desper-
ate situation only *“by united efforts
of all grades of the forces.” Eight
officers and 400 men were taken pris-
oner out of an army corps made up.
according to to-nignt's Austrian offi-
cial statement, of mixed units of the
Teutonie allles. The Austrians, on
their side claim a large number of
prisoners in the same fighting.

Vienna contradicts Petrograd as
to the situation in the Stripa River,
both eides claiming success. An Aus-
trian counter-attack near the village
of Sienikowce, recently captured by
the Russians, is sald in the Petrograd
report to have resulted in the storm-
ing parties being driven back to their
trenches. The Vienna report asserts
that most of the village was regained
in this action.

The Russians are advancing on the
Dvinsk front, and have reached the
outskirts of Illoukst, a place which
has changed hands several times late-
ly. Beiow Dvinsk, on the Dvina, the
Germans failed in an attempt to cross
the river. Further south, in the Lake
Sventon region, the Germans claim tu
have regained some of the ground
they lost a counle of days ago. This
Is denied by Petrograd, which says
the Russian advance continues with
enormous losses to the enemy.

RUSSIAN REPORT.

Petrograd, Nov. —The official
communication issued to-day says:

“In the region of Shlok, near Rag-
gatzem, we repulsed an offensive of
the enemy, who was beginning to en-
trench himself west of Raggatzem
To the south of Lake Babit our de-
tachments have made progress. To-
ward the southwest and south of
Auchane the enemy is making stub-
born resistance.

“Near Glaudan, on the Dvina below
Dvinsk, the Germans unsuccessfully
tried to cross the Dvina. In the region
of Dvinsk we have advanced south-
east as far as the outskirts of Illoukst.
Near the village of Platonovka, south
of Lake Sventon, the Germans re-
peatedly launched counter-attacks
without success. We captured five
officers and 531 men and four machine
guns. The German losses on this
sector were erormous, We
our advance.

Paris Cable.—A despatch to the
Havas ‘Agency from Saloniki, dated
last Saturday and delayed in transmis-
glon, says:

“Two inhabitants of the Bulgarian
Port of Dedeaghatch, who have ar-
rived here, declare that contrary to
Bulgarian reports, the residential
quarters of Dedeaghatch were not
damaged by the recent bombardment
by the warships of the Entente pow-
ers and that the number of civilians
killed was insignificant.

They captured
Nish-Kavola, a small town two hours
march northeast of Nish.

INVADERS' ADVANCE IS SLOW.

Saloniki Cable via Paris Cable—
(Delayed in transmission)—French
headquarters admits that Austro-Ger-

.man cavalry has effect®d a junction

with the Bulgars in the Deli-Jovan
region, near Negotin, but asserts the
country in this district is so difficult
it is doubtful whether thhe union of
forces will serve any practical end.

An officer of the Serbian general
staff, discussing the situation, said
to-day:
