projected route of railway, and make up his
estimates for constructing the line from the
data his observation has furnished, the com-
pany should be the last to complain. A
heavy expense will have been saved at the
very outstart, and if the contractor carries
out faithfully the specifications, the com-
pany has every reason to be satisfied. What
now has happened in our case? The Gov-
ernment proposes to construet a Railway in
the Island, and contractors send in their
offers immediately from Canada, the Pro-
vinces, and even from Britain. These men
dispense with a practical survey. Their
knowledge of the geology of our Island is
sufficient, it would seem, to warrant them
in undertaking the construction of a Rail-
way at so much per mile. They know that
we have no hard masses of granite or flint
rock to be cut through, no huge mountains
to tunnel, no deep and rapid rivers to bridge.
They know that the mattock and the spade
will be the tools most in requisition in our
light friable soil, and that the few eleva-
tions of the surface will necessitate cuttings
of the most slender description. And know-
ing all this, what necessity is there for a
survey? True, it might retard the measure
to an indefinite period; it would certainly
lay a heavy and useless expense upon the
country, and above all, it would embarrass
the Gover t. Of all il jons,
this last was. perhaps, the dearest to Mr.
Wightman and his followers.

The Opposition resolution went a step
further; it asked the survey and estimates
to be laid before the people for approval.
Now, let us make the supposition that
minute surveys, with gradients, cuttings,
embarkments and cost of work, were all
laid hefore the Hon. Mr, Wightman, would
ho take upon himself to say that the plans
were the best that could be made, and the
cost reasonable?
