Qur cousins across the line
have resolved not to forget the
memory of the selfish yotng
French nobleman who, in- 1778,
came to the rescue_af the re..
volted colonies, and ¢ontributed"
not merely the prestige “of -his
name, or even' his - personal
courage,but alas his unimpeach-.
able purity —and. integnty. - of
characterto their - canse. " The/
Americans do wellnot to ignors
the chivalrous young man—for
he was-only just.-of age~who,
so soon as, s Governmeinit had
signed the treaty with Franklin
and his fellow-envoys, crossed
the Atlantic at his owmn cost,and
risked his fortunes in the cause
of revolution, Lafiyette was
precisely the man to stand by
the side of Washington, for in
their moral natures they were
closely akin: . The F;enchma.n_’_s
inferiority was displayed in
after years, when his mettle was
sarely tried in the fire on a
grander scale; but in America

- his valour was well approved,

his motives were beyond . re-

_ proach, and his loyalty to the

cause he embraced with so mach:
enthusiasm never faltered.

The moral effects of his adhe-
sion to theAmerican banner was
even of more - importance than
the material or intellectual as-
sistance he brought to_bear.on:
its side. No leader of men him-~
self, as subsequent eyents proyv-
ed, Lafayette, as subordinate to
the American chief, was in his
right place.: Both of them were
generals of strong moral fibre,
and in grace of nanner and cor-
diality of temper theFrenchman
surpassed the American. But
he did not possessWashington’s
prescience, E‘i):»quearying. pa~’
tjence,his strategical skill. ' Yet
this young nobleman. without
experienge of any sort, “was §
tower of strength to the revela=
tinary cause. During that weak
period of discord, when the de:
signs of the great chief were in
danger of being thwarted ' by
jealousy and m}gatlenpe, Lafay~
ette never for a momen} wavers
ed in his ardent attachment to
Washington. . He wasoffered a
rival command by the malcon-
tents, but honour " proved
true as steél; -and: 'so"- remained
until the end. .

He had plunged inta the
struggle with the ardgur of
youth, but also with the firmly-
settled principles which were
his sheet-anchor dyring s lang
career. e ing over nearly
eighty years” 1t was his resolve,
says Bronghan, “never to hold
fellowship with crime.even for
the salvation of his own country
—nerver to do, or to suffer,or so
muchas to witness, evil that
good may cqm,e."

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THE KINGDOM OF SPAIN.

The invstitare of King Alfonso of
Spain, with the “Order of the Gar-
ter” by the Queen of England, a
lengthy accoung of which appears in
another colmmn, once more brings
that coantry prominently before the
cyes of the British people. During
the last four hundred years Spain has
undergone strange vicisitudes of for-
tune. In 1476two monarchies divided
between them the sovereignty of the
Northern Provinces, whilo in the
South there still remained a frag-
ment of the once renowned and mag-
nificent Moorish Empire, which, to
all appearauces, was as strong and
powerfal as either of its neighbours.
In the course of 112 years great and
momentons changes took place, the
Moors were driven ont of Grenada
and the whole of the Peninsula, in-
cluding Portugal, had become con-
solidated under onc Government;
while beyond the Pyrenees. Spain
had-scquired-Artois; ¥ranche Comte,
the Netherlands,the Milanese,Naples,
Sicily, Sardinia and the Balearic Is«
lands. Looking westward, she had
the Canaries, and in the then newly
discovered ‘ hemisphiere lier posses-
sions, overed sixty degrees of latitude
and included both the tropics. Mexi-
co, California, the large portion of the
valley of the Mississippi,Central Am-
erica, Venezuela, Peru, Chili, Cuba,
SanDomingo and Jamaica were hers.
In Atrica she held Centa Menilla,
Bongiah and Tunis and overawed all
Barbary. In Asia she planted a num-
ber ' 'of ‘colonies, owned all the
Spice islands, part of Malacca and
shadowed with her flag the whole of
the magnificent Phillippine Arche~
pellago. Itmight then have been
said of Spain, as it is now =said of
England that ‘Yer morning drum-
beat echoed round the globe.” Her
trade, commerce and manufacturies
were almost equal to that of Venice
and Genoa and were powerfully
stimulated by the demand for goods
to supply the markets of the new
colonies. Her exports were immense
and brought in retarn. a flrod of
mineral richness into the ecountry.
Her_fleets and armies, while they
were a terror t0 her encmies were a
powerful proteclion ~ to friendly
States.

Yet, only acentury later, theSpan-
ish dominion was destroyed inEarope:
Asia and Africa; and so completely
uudermined in America, that, except
in the mere form, it was virtnally
dead. To-day, the feeble remnant of
the mighty power which once‘‘threa-
tened ‘the liberties of the Old World
and invaded the treasures of the
new,” is struggling for the owners
ship of the single island which is all
that is left of the grandest colonial
domions ever ruled by one crown.

The reasons that led to Spains fall-
ing so fast and so far has been traced
to the following causes:—

1st.—~The-extensive emigration to
the New World;

20d.—The relaxation in the indus-
trial habits of the people;

3rd,~The arrogance and despotism
of several of her rulers which em-
broiled the country in wars with the
most powerful S'ates in Earope and
draining the conntry ot its popala-
tion to sunply their armies;

4th,—The expulsion of the Moors
and Jews; =

5th,—The restrictions imposed upon
trade: ' i

6th, —The advance in the price of
labour and the necessaties of life,con-
sequent on the foregoiug .

No sooner was the Cross plaeed
above the Crescent on the walls of the
Albambra, than the Jews were
driven from the soil of Spain. By
this act the country was stripped of
the most intelligent, energetic aud
thrifty class ot ber population. The
best merchants, financiers, physicians
and scholars ‘which the age could
boast, were among the crowd of fug-
itives who then crossed the bounda~
ries of that inhospitable land never
t{o return. The ancestors of the late
Premier of England fled with the
melancholy company and carried to a
toreign shore the germ of those lit-
erary and pelitical abilities which has
since stamped their impress upou
British history. - Following close
upon the heels of this suicidal act,
came auother of the same kind,which
was the banishment of the Moors.
Like the Jews, they were sllowed to
sell their propeity if they could, but
they were not permisted to take any
gold or silver with them. All bat a
comparatively small number gave up
the home they bad occupied for eight
hundred years, and departed friend-
less and desolate into the regions of
North Africa, were thousands died
of hunger and fatigne and the re
mainder scattered far and wide, leav
ing havdly a trace behind them. The
evil effects of these despotic and in-
human acts soon became apparent.
The Moriscoes had been the most
skilful agriculturiste and mechauics

n Spain, They had monopolized the

culture of silk, sugar and cotton, and
the manufacture of cloths,gloves,tools
and weapons. When they went,the
industry and the wealth of Spain
went with them. Vast areas of terri~
tory were left totally desolate.  Man
drid, which at the beginning of the
seventeenth century, had a popula~
tion of 400.000, at the beginning of
the eighteentlh had less than 200,000.
Seville, which daring the sixteenth
century was the emporium of her
colonial commerce, gave employment
to 16,000 looms, in fubrics of wool
and silks and to 130,000 hands to
work them, in the reign of Philip V.
had only 300 looms and only a fourth
of its former population. Toledo,
which in the middle of the sixteenth
century had fifty woollen factories,
ju 1665 had only thirteen. ' The art
of manufacturing silks, for which the
city was once famons, was lost, and
40,000 people were thrown out of
employment - thereby. The glove
business, formerly prosecuted in all
parts ot Spain, was entirely at an end
by the middle of the sixteenth cen
tary. The Southern provinces, once
ro truitful an1 rich, by 1640 had sunk
s0 low that it was impossible to col-
lect even the smallest taxes. Thus
did sure-footed vengeance overtake
the unhappy coutry whose arbitrary
and-dispetie rulers trampled justice,
humanity, and the political rights of
their people in the dust for the sake
ot their own grandieur and agran-~
dizement. As we have already taken
up as mach of ovr space as we can
Spare in thisissue we will have to
defer farther comments for our next
number.

The result of the election in the
Parish of Chatham yesterday, was a
revelation to the few who imagined
they carried the town in their vest
pockets. The day passed oft guietly,
the candidates and their friends
working strenously.  The Chairman
Mr. James F. Connors did his duty
faithfully and conrteously and was
aided by the Parish Clerk, Mr. G. L.
Wilson. The collectors of rates for
the differeut districts were in attend~
ance, and quite a -large amouat of
taxes weroe paid in, The poll clased
at 4 p. m. and the bal'ots were then
counted in prescnce of the candidates
and their representatives. The result
of the voting was:—

T. MclLaughlin, 223
J. Fortheringham, 152

This result was received with loud
cheers,and the candidates were called
upon to speak. Each spoke briefly,
and cheers were given for them and
the Chairman.

In our last issue we called npon the
electors to put an end to the evil sys-
tem which would mix up our Parish
affairs with Dominiox politics.

Mr.McLauglin,too,
received a geuerous support, and yes-
terday’s vote will no doubt teach him
that .n-politics as well as in other
affairs, an honest, straighiforward
course is the one that commends itself
to the public. Mr. Fortheringham
has now learned that it is better to
swand on his own respousibility to
becoming the nominee ot & party and
that no matter, how popular a man
may be personally, yet the peo~
ple like independence. The defeated
candidate is personally popalur and
highly esteemed, aud his defeat. re-
ceives greater significance from these
facts.

EDITORIAL .GLEANINGS.

A RUSSIAN BHAM FIGHT.

Daring the recent sham fight at the
manceuvres in Russia several people were
knocked down and ruu over by the ar-
tillery, two being killed on the spot.
Others were injured by the cavalry, and
Lietensnt-General Timophejew, com-
mander of the-second division of infantry
guards, was thrown from hig horse and
80 dangerously wonnded that his recovs
ery isdoubtful. Imwmediately upon the
conclnsion of the fight General von
Schmidt, commander of the Cqnstantin—
ovian Military School, stung by a report
which the troops under him had received
from Lieutenant-General Machotim, re-
tired to his tent and discharged six
chambers of a revolver at himself. Sev-
eral of the shots struck his head, but he
only died after some hours’ intense suff-
ering. An infantry regiment banged
away into the distance, and the bullets
suddenly began to whizz about the ears of
a regiment of dragoon practising field
movements. The officer in command of
the dragoons seemed oblivious of the fact,
and when bhis attention was pointedly
called to it, he replied, with the utmost
nonchalance, that there was very little
danger, and did not budge from the spot
till one horse bad been shot dead aund
another wounded.

DISAPPEARANCE.

A Germon Jew named MarcusKaliech
arrived in St. John several moaths
ago,and announced he was about to start &
factory at Rimouski for the mannfactare
of agricultural implements and engine
boilers, that would employ trom 150 to
208 men. He was to have branch
offices in St. John and Halifax, 'and he
would carry the factory on after the
German method. The ‘Le Canadien’
stated that the town council of St. Ger
main had given him a bonus of $1,000
payable in debentures three months after
he commenced building, and thiat he had
purchaged tour acres of land, endi was to
establish three large manufactories—a
foundry and a locomotive and an agri-
cultural implemeunt manufactory,of which
his son was to take charge. In the
meantime Kalisch was running a small

junk store on Water Strdet, St. Joba.

Recently he purchased a  property at
Gagetown for the purpose of a grist mill.
On Friday, the Ttk inst., Mr. Kalisch,
left for Fredericton  to transact some
business there in regard to the grist
mill; and said that he would be back on
Saturday night. It has since transpired
that he nad dot gone through to Freder-
icton by train on Friday the 7ih- inst.,
but had stopped off at Fredericton Junc~
tion instend. Friday night he purchas
ed a return ticket to Harvey - Station” at
Fredericton Juaetion, remarkiug at the
same time to the station master at that
point that he might possibly go on
through to Portland, Maive, to make
some arrangements about machiuery : be
was getting there.  Since then Mr.
Kalisch has not been seen and bis
whereabouts and affairs are rather a
mystery. Those who knew him and had
business with him, state that he was not
seriously involved, and can offer no ex
planation of his strange absence.

the dock coping. The execution of
such work in tidal water has been a sty
pendous operation; - extending - Over a
long period.

Qur cousins across the line
have resolved not to forget the
memory of the selfish yoang
French nobleman who, in 1778,
came to the rescue of the re..
volted colonies, and ¢ontributed
not merely the prestige of his
name, or even- his - persona
courage,but alas his unimpeach-
able purity and integrity of
character to their cause.© ~The
Americans do wellnot to ignore
the chivalrous young man—io
he was only just of age—who,
so soon as, his Government had
signed the treaty with Franklir
and his fellow-envoys, crossed
the Atlantic at his own cost,and
risked his fortunes in the cause
of revolution, Lafiyette was
precisely the man to stand b
the side of Washington, for ir
their moral natures they wer
closely akin. The Frenchman’s
inferiority was displayed i1
after years, when his mettle wa
sorely tried in the fire on
grander scale; but in Americ
his valour was well approve
his motives were beyond re
proach, and his loyalty to thg
cause he embraced with so mucl
enthusiasm never faltered.

The moral effects of his adhe
sion to theAmerican banner wa
even of more importance tha
the material or intellectual as
sistance he brought to bear o
its side. No leader of men him
self, as subsequent events prov
ed, Lafayetie, as subordinate t
the American chief, was in hi
right place. Both of them we
generals of strong moral fibre
and in grace of manner and co
diality of temper theFrenchma
surpassed the Amwerican. B
he did not possessWashington
prescience, his unwearying p
tjence,his strategical skill. Y{
this young ngbleman. withot
experience of any sort, was
tower of strength to the revoly
tinary cause. During that wea
period of discord, when the d
signs of the great chief were
danger of being thwarted D
jealousy and impatience, Lafay
ette never for a moment wave!
ed in his ardent attachment
Washington. He was offered
rival command by the malcor
tents, but Mis honour prove
true as steel, and so remaing
until the end.

He had plunged into ti
struggle with the ardgur

youth, but also with the firm
settled principles which w¢
his sheet~anchor during a la

career ex:gling over neay
eighty years” It was his resoly
says Broughan, “never to hg
fellowship with crime,eyen
the salvation of his own cou
—never to do, or to suffer, or
much as to witness, evi] t
good may come.”
