The Rev. Mr. Simpscn  has
assumed the self-imposed task of
replying to my letter of the
twenty-eighth June re the Resolu-
tion proposed by the Rev. Dr.
Cousins at the United
Church Convention in  condenna-
ticn of the Ne Temere Decree.

The *“roan ou the street” would
naturally conciude that were a
reply to'be wade trat letter ol
mine, such should come from Dr
Cousins. It would appear, how-
ever, that Mi. Simpson considers
himself as ALONE competent to
deal satisfactorily with the subjezt.
Dr. Cousins and Mr. Simpson are
at liberty to settlc thewm-
selves this gross breach gocd
breeding.

I will venture to say
the Kev, My. Siwpsou kept quiet
and allowed the Doctor  to look
after his own affairs, Mr. Simpscn
would have ccosulted Lis persoval
reputation as a scholar.

Mr. Simpson is not well
equipped for the task; for he has
dealt, in part at least, with a sub-
jeet which he does not understand.
As an illustraticn, we will take
one or two sentences of his elo-
quent address to ‘the Tabusintac
and Douglastown Orangemen: He
says:—* Father Dixon tells us that
the “Ne Temere” Decree is a mod-
ification of a law already existing,
made by the council of Trent in
the early days of the Reformation.
It bas been promulgated in some
countries &' not in others; at one
time and nc  tanother; and that
it has no effec . where it is not
promulgated. WHAT OF THE PRE:
TENDED INAFFABILITY OF A
CHURCH WHICH CAN IN THIS WAY
MODIFY AND CHANGE ITS DECREES;
WHICH CAN PROMULGATE THEM OR
HOLD THEM IN RETENTIS; AND
WHICH BY DISPENSATION. CAN SUS
PEND OR SET ASIDE ITS RU LES ASPOL-
ICY MAY DEEM DESIRAZLE” [The
capitals are mine.] What will the
intelligent people of Douglastown
think of such stuff as the above?
Were any child of the Catholic Sun-
day School at Douglastown guilty
ofsuch a blunder,
laughed at by the other mewbers
of the class, and ranked among
the stupidly stupid. But we must
not expect too much of an Orange
Chaplamn. Is the Rev. Mr. Simp-
son so devoid of intelligence? Is
his intellectual status so very low
that he is unable to Jdistinguish be-
tween Discipline and Infallibility.
The Infallibility, of the church
comprises dogmas of faith and
morals, as for instance, the truth
of the Trinity, or the Iacarnation
of the Second Person of the Trin-
ity. Discipline changes as con-
ditions of time and place may de-
mand. Thus the liturgy of the
East is, in accidentals, not the
same as 1n the West., The

fore, did not promulgate the
Tametsi in thise provinces which
at the beginning of the Protestant
Reformation  were induced to
alandon Catholicity. Later on,
however many of these provinces
returned to their former allegiance
and professed Catholicity. The
result was more or less confusing
where there was question of mar-
riage. The Pope in order to do
away with this state of affairs
made a special law for the Ger-
manie provinces, affecting all alike.
This was some two years previous
to the .nodlhultx'n of the Tam>tsi,
which was replaged by the Ne
Temere. As no.great legislative
body makes a law to be abrogat,ed
in a few years, the Catholic churcn
in Lier new Decree did not legis-
late ior Germany; made her an
exception, on the priuciple just
mentioned that the laws ot great
legislative bodies are not to be
modified or abrogated every now
and then.

Mr Simpson and his friends
must understand that the Catholic
Church seeks nct permission when
there is question of teaching the
world, converting the nations, or
saving seuls. To her was given
the command:—‘Go, TEACH YE
ALL NATIONS, baptizing them in
the name of the Father and of
the son and of the Holy Gbost;
teaching thew to observe fll things
whatever I have commanded you,
and behold I am with you all
days, even to the consummation of
the world.” To this command she
has listened in reverend obedience.
Her children have gone, and yet
go, forth to teach and preach,
irrespective of econditions. Her
children in the fulfilment of this
mission have suffered and died.
Her missionaries have lived a life
of selt imposed "exile in order to
arry out this divine command.
Futher and mother and all the
comforts of home they left, never
to return, never to renew acquaiu-
tanceship until that final day
when all shall meet and receive
the reward due to the labors.

Mr. Simpson’s references to
“this Protestant country,” to “that
Saint of God, Luther,” are most
refreshing. It is, I think, Horace
who says “risum teneatis, amici”
which I will translate by “For

oodness sake, don’t laugh,” or,
better, please try to look serious.

Is he still moyving about in in-
tellectual swaddling clothes? Did
he never hear of those great men,
the great Catholic Missionaries
who besides converting peoples
from paganism, were great dis-
coverers, that from the Atlantic
to the Pacific, the rivers, the lakes
felt the splash of their oars, and
the wountsins and valleye reechved

the hymns of ‘praise-offered by}

them to the great Creator of them
all? Has he ever read or heard
of the “Jesuit Relations which to
this day are the admiration of

l-edy people? Apparently not
And this country is Protestant.
