BRITISH COLUMBIA.

SaN Francisco; April, 1882—The voy
age by sea fro.n San Francisco to Victoria,
the capital of British Colu.nbia, situated
on Vaucouver’s Island, took four days
and was very pleasent. Of so.ne 222
passengers only eleven stopped in British
possessions.  All the others wore boun
for ports in Washington territory, which
is fast filling up with an industrious,
azricultural people instead of speculative
fortune hunters. Victoria isa pretty little
city, of 5000 'inhnhlta.nt.s, picturesquesy
situated on a lovely harbour, its citizens
extremely well cultivated, theroughly
English in their habits, and of unbound-
ed hospitality to well accredited
strangers. In 1849 it was only an Indian
trading post of the Hudson Bay co.upany,
with only a few houses and a block
house or fort, the whole surrounded by a
stockade. Now it has some beautiful
residences, with streets, fine stores, a pub-
lic library, masonic temple, oddfellows
hall, well appointed hospital, a large semi-
nary, six-churches, five public schools,
solid stone public buildihgs, such as post
office, custo.n house, warehouses, large
machine shops, foundry, two banks, five
docks, (ene stone dry dock in process of
construction, at a cost of $2,000,000, will
be able to float the largest vessel in the
English navy), houses of parlia.nent, all
the streets lighted with gas, fine water
works, a paid fire department with two
steamners ; the streets and roads are
macadamized for twenty-two miles a
round the city and kept in superb order
by a chain gang, consisting of prisoners
convicted of minor offences. The climate
is mild, and although 750 miles to the
northward of ‘Frisco, yet in winter the
ther.nometer is seldom below 40 and in
summer rarely above 70 degrees Fahren-
heit. The business consists chiefly main-
ly in supplying the mainland with sup-
plies and merchandise of various kinds,
and small vessel building. British Co-
lumbia has many resources, such as fine
butuminous ceal and iron mines, wonder-
ful luinber regions on navigable streams,
which are filled with salmon, whiting,
muscalonge, onlahan or candle fish (so
named from being dried and burned
downward like a candle.) The salmon
canneries on the Frazer are eleven in
number, and these caught and shipped
to England 580,000 boxes., containing
48 cane, of one pound each, while on the
Columbia river, in the United States, 32
canneries only made 366,000 boxes of 4
dozen each.” Why is it ? Because in this
country our resources are allowed to be
drawn upon without regulation, while in
the English possessions everything is
well regulated. The lumber districts are
wonderful : the trees commonly are as
straight as an arrow, averging about 100
to 150 feet high, and from two to seven
feet in diameter. The tree called the
Douglas fire, # wood something like our
yellow pine, only lighter, less resinous and
more flexible, furnishes thelarge mills
on the many deep inland bays with
materials and gives employment to
hundreds of Indians.

Exention of Dr. Lamson,

Lonpon, April 28—Dr. Lamson was
hanged this morning for the murder of
Percy John. The execution took place
in the jail at Fandsworth. Only three
reporters were present. The procession
entered the yard of the prison at 8.55
o'clock, when the prison bell was tolling
the death knell. The Chaplain headed
the procession, which was followed by
two officials with wands. The prisoner,
who until the time of starting was calm
and composed, looked awfully pale and
dejected, and was very nervous; he was
supported by warders on either side and
was with difficulty able to descend the
steps to the yard. He was met by Mar-
wood, the executioner, at the foot of the
steps: The prisoner was bareheaded ;
the operation of pinioning him seemed
interminable ; he submitted without a
word and hardly seemed to appreciate
what was going on. The steps were
about sixty yards from the gallows.
Lamson was supported with difficulty
from this point to the scaffold. He
wayed backwards and forwards and
stared wildly around him when placed
under the noose. The Chaplain, who
appeared much affected, then began to
read a portion of the burial service;
Lamson meanwhile, supported by two
gaolers, had his legs strapped. Just
before the cap was adjusted he cast
down his eyes with a look of extreme
despair. When the drop fell death was
instantaneous ; the drop was nine feet.
The Chaplain remained by the gallows
repeating the Lord's prayer. The body
remained hanging for an hour. The
usual formal inquest was held this after-

noon. ;
At the inquest on the body of Lamson,

.. the surgeon testified that the néck was

not dislocated and the fearures wore a
placid expression ; with the exception of
a slight red mark around the neck there
was nothing to indicate a violent death.
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Usefulness in the community should
be the only touchstone aplied to man.
Having said all this, it remains to be said
that a man should not be discriminated
against because he is a Canadian, either
by birth or adoption. It is often charged
that a native Canadian is practically
without acountry. He is a denizen of no
an’s land, an outcast among the nation-
alities. His loyalty is lavished upon
Downing street, which cares nothing for
him, and his patriotism is expected to
expend itself upon Tennyson’s “Hands
Round” or walk round, or whatever may
be the proper title of ‘that peculiar pro-
duction. If the Government wish to
appoint a coinmander of militia he is in-
variably brought froin England, although
there are officers in .Canada quite as
capable of filling the position as the
bumptious Luard. If a good position
talls vacant in a bank or a railway office,
the chances are ten to one that it is filled
from abroad. It may be that Canadians
are such a lot of incapables that they are
nnfitted for anything better than the
hewing of wool and drawing of water,
but we doubt it, because when we er-ss
the lines we find them_holding their own
against their very clever cousins. And
it is partly because so many Canadians
find homes across the border that we
retuse to sympathise with any mere howl
against the employment of Americans on
the C. P. R. Such a cry was started in
the first place by the Globe for party
effect, but it has been lent some excuse
by recent changes upon the road here, as
indicated in the Sun last evening. We
are not prepared to say what cause any or
all of the discharged Canadians may have
given to justify their removal, because we
have no evidence to go upon, but it is a
fact that the feeling exists that the posi-
tion of Canadians in the employ of the
Syndicate are very ingecure, and that there
is a deter.nination to weed thewn out upon
every pretext. It isa pity that such a
position should exist, even though it
should have no foundation in fact. The
effect must be bad, and the superior
officers of the road ought not to give
ground for such a suspicion. Ireland’s
hate of English rule—a hatred that gir-
dles the globe—has been intensified an |
deepened by so small a thing as the “no
Irish need apply” of so.ne English adver
tisers for help. The most cosmopolitan
of Canadians could not be expected to
love a corporation that should write up
the legend, “no Canadians need apply.
Circumstantial evidence to the contrary
notwithstanding, we cannot believe that
the Syndicate have adopted such a policy.

In
former years this place was always open
about the 17th March. Game is very
scarce, only a few dozen having been
shot as yet.

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Mr. Biake on the Irish Question.

Mr: Blake's speech on the Irish ques-
tion haa been published in painphlet
form, andwill be widely ‘circulated. It
containg aR iateresting collection of facts
bearing upon Irish history, some of which
we presemt below. The population of
Ireland in 1726 wag 2,300,000, in 1805 it
was 5,400,000.: In 1841 the population
has increased to 8,200,000. To-day the
population is 5,160,000 or 235,000 less
than it was forty;years ago. In the last
forty years the elnigration from Ireland
has been no less than 2,750,000. Ireland
is not an overarowded country, although
in so.ue places the population is probably
too dense. The number of inhabitants to
the square mile is 161. In France the
number is 180;in Italy 226, in Belgium
421, Flanders; 718, England and Wales
442 and in she whole of Great Britain
333. It.would seen from Mr. Blake's
figures that the reason why Ireland does
not maintain & larger population is be-
cause s0 s.nall & proportion of the soil is
under actual cultivation. The acreage of
Ireland is 20,325,000 acres, of which 17,
465,000 ilpiﬂ'er‘(ara;ble or available for
tillage; but less than one-third, that is
3,200,000 agres are mow cultivated. Yet
the soil and glimgte of Ireland are ex
trewely, .favorable to agriculture. We
quote the following from Mr. Blake's
speech :

It'has Breat guantities of bog land from
which i3 preduced: & very cheap fuel, and
which lands when reclgimed are inferior to
none in the world whether as wheat or as
pasture .land. It has splendid coal fields,
although’ these are hardly used at all. It
has magnificent, perhaps unequalled fisheries
in regacd to the quantities of fish caught,and
harbor and other facilities' in connection
with the industry. It is possessed of valu-
able mines of gypsom, gold,. silver, lead,
copper and sinc. It has, besides, great
facilities for manufacturing both 8s regards
facilities for the tiansport of manufactured
goods, for the supply of raw material, and
for the cheapnesa of the labor to be employ-
ed. It has, moreover, great water power,
encouraging the manufacture of the raw
material into the perfect article. It has a
people counfessedly very free from crime ot
the ordinary kind; a people which, what-
ever their prospects and chances and capa-
cities may hav: peen demo istrated to be in
their owus eonsitry, have shown in every-
other country than Iveland, that they possess
the capacity to rise, and, by their udu try,
their ability,and theig force of charatter to
take their own place in the world, wherever
their lot may be cast. They are also a people
confessedly affectionate and grateful ; and
possessing, in a large degree, the organ of
veneration, are easily impressed by any act
of kindness shown towards them. With
such a people, with such a soil, with such
natural advantpges, how does it come that
we have such a result, with respect to popu-
lation as I have mentioned? How does it
come to pass that the population of Ireland
should have diminished instead of increased,
that the emigration should have been so
great, and that the condition of the country
should be such a8 we know it to be?

The whole is due to .the ehronically
wretched state of Ireland — its miseries,
social, material and political. That is the
reason why. Although there may be, al-
though there has been, as we all rejoice to
know, some improvement in the physical
conditien of some portion of the population
during the last few: years, this is to-day a
pressing question, and no man holds that
the condition of Treland is satisfactory when
viewed:in thbse .aspects to which I have re-
ferred. - The condition of the people mater-
ially, in this-as well as in other respects, is
one which ought to create in all of us who
call ourselves British subjects a feeling of
shame. 1 say that the condition on Ireland
to-day is due largely to the want of security
and contentment, to the want of identifica-
tion with the soil and attachment to the
Constitution, to the want of hope of improve-
ment and of bettering their condition, which
is really the most essential thing to induce
men to labor. I say that it is due to a feel-
ing that their grievances are not redressed,
to the lack of a feeling that their Govern-
ment is conducted accoiding to their needs
and wishes, and to the lack of any machinery
for the management of their local affairs.
There can be no doubt that Ireland, at and
before the time of Union, was subject to
some great political grievances. There can
be no doubt that those grievances were not
of a sentimental character, but were such as
to a large extent are to-day, acknowledged
to be grievances which demand the attention
of legislators, .and should be redressed by
legislation.

Our latest advices fro.n Ottawa are to
the effect that it is generally thought
that the elections for Parliament will be
held so.netime about the last of June.
No definite announcement has yet been
made, and none will probably be, until
Jjust before prorojation. 'The fact that
the work of no.ninating Tory candidates
is proceeding with vigor would indicate
that the rumor that the election is near
at hand is well founded. "There could be
no advantage in Sir John perimitting his
party to prepare for a cawpaign this
suminer and even go so far as to select
their men if he did not intend to bring
the electionson. We shall regret if the
eiections for the Assembly and Parlia-
.uent occur within a short time of each
other; because we would like to see an
expression of opinion squarely upon the
issues involved in local politics; and if
the two contests occur at about the saie
date it will be i.npossible, or next to it,
to keep the local contest from being run
upon Dominion lines. About the result
of such a struggle there can be little
doubt ; but at the sane time the issues
involved in both struggles are so many
and so important that it will be impos-
sible to do theun justice if they beco.ne
sixed, as they will certainly be in such
a case. The people of New Brunswick
have had four years of protection, and
have had their full of it. ~Whatever it
nay mean elsewhere protection in New
Brunswick wieans protection from buying
cheapest and selling in the dearest
warket. One would suppose that the
right to do so is essential to the prosperity
ot any co.nmunity ; but the N. P. tariff
doctors think otherwise, and the people
have had to pay for the nauseous dose
which has been administered, and been
proclasimed as a panacea for all the ills
that business is heir to. The indications
are that we are ofi the eve of a political
struggle which will be short, sharp and
decisive. There can be little doubt that
New Brunswick at least will return the
s une which she did jn .878.

Gerrymandering.

The redistribution o/ seats in Ontario
has been begun by the introduction of a
bill which attects no less than fiityconstitu,
encies. The alterations are al made in the
interest of the Tory party. It is curious
that the Government which boast that
its policy has commended itself to the

- people so universally, are not willing to

run the forthcowing elections under the
samne cond.tions as they did those of
1878. All things are, perhaps, fair in poli-
tics, as they are said to be in love and
war; but ofall the uses to which a ma-
Jjority can be put, that oi arranging the
constituencies on the eve of an election
S0 as to prevent, if possible, a defeat, is
perhaps, the lowest of all. Of course the
bill will pass. Any bill which Sir John
Macdonald can devise will pass through
Parliainent; but-that the people will
per.nit these things to be done wtih im-
pun ty, we do not believe. The consti-
tuencies of New Brunswick are not af-
fected Ly the bill. No doubt the Minis-
ters folt that it would be unsafe to try
any such ga.ne here. The people would
resent any attewpt to legislate represen-
tatives into a seat in Parliament, and
knowing this Sir Leonard Tilley has pro-
bably chosen to prefer the minority he
has fron this Province rather than court
an expression of the people upon tactics
with which the premier hopes to carry
Ontario.

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Is Crime ¥ncreasing.

Jesse James was a strange product for
a christian, civilize { co mry in the latter
quarter of the nineteenth century, and
his life and death are a sad co.nnentary
upon the spirit of the age. A man whose
occupation was robbery and whose re-
creation was murder, living ar: outlaw in
the midat of a settle’l co.nnunity, and
dying by the hands of one little better
than himself, hiredd for the purpose by
the governor of a christian state, where
there are laws for the punishment of
crime, courts to see that they are en
forced and a police establishment to
attead to their execution. The sketch
seems a fancy one; yet it is a simple
state uent of facts. Not the least ‘singu
lar thing about the matter is that the
ozeurrence has dropped out of the
public mind, and although it occurred
only a few days ago, so.ue of onr readers
will think we are behin:d the times in
referring to it now. The whole circu-
stances of the case are so extraordinary
that they warrant . ore thana mere
passing notice as a .natter of news.

The curious
anong the good fo.ks of the city look,

now its political lucnbrations form the
comic side of the “inexpressible con-
flict.” * On Wednesday night it entered
with great zest into a discussion of the
importance of having men of ability in
the Legislature, and called over the roll
of a lot of people, both dead and living,
and one could alinost hear the sigh which
the editor heaved as he sadly thought
that t"e only successors of these men
were to be found in the second flight of
the brick building on the corner of York
and Queen streets and a hard hearted
constituency refused to recognize them.

Our contemporarv’s fancy was so
aroused over the contemplation of the
possible disasters which might come,
not from the lack of areat men, but from
the unwillingness of the public to ap-
preciate their greatness, that when it
tried to gét down to facts it relapsed into
fiction, and informed its readers that Dr.
Vail and Mr. Killam had gone over to
the Government. Probably both of these
gentlemen know what they have done as
well as the Reporfer does, and they say
that they have done nothing of the kind.
In King's neither Dr. Vail nor Mr. Craw-
ford felt like forminz a ticket, the
former becuse he is not inclined to take
upon himself responsibilities of that
kind, the latter probably. because he
wished to follow the example of his col-
leagues in the Execntive and try simply
to save his own bacon. As for Mr.
Killa.n, the Capital, we think it was,
said that he and Mr. Black would be two
of an Opposition ticket of four in West-
morland. Thisis a great deal nearer the
truth than the Reporfer was, although
nothing has yet been decided upon in
“the noble Comnty.” Mr. Killam is, how-
ever, staunch in opposition.

The Quebec Governnent, it is said,
will introduce a measure into the Local
Legislature of that Province to provide
for a systein of direct taxation. The
finances of that Province have been
handled in a most extraordinary way
The beauties of Tory rule were never
better illustrated than they have been in
that Province ; the affairs of which pre-
sent a striking contrast to those of On-
tario where a Liberal government has
been in power. In the latter Province
there is a large surplus, in the former the
dread resort to direct taxation is at hand.
In New Brunswick accessions to the
revenue from several unexpected sources
had enabled the government to maintain
the public service out of the ordinary reve-
nue, but it must strike all observers of
events that the tine is not far distant
when, if a change in the manner in which
affairs are administered does not take
piace, it will becone necessary either to
cut down the appropriations for certain
services or else co.npel the people to
contribute directly to the Provincial re-
venue. Such a result will not be neces-
sary if the electors take matters in their
hands and inaugurate a strong Reform
Government ; but if the Province is to
go along with more legislative machinery
than is necessary, with everything con
ducted on an extravagant basis and a
constantly increasing public debt, direct
taxation must ensue.

—

Tae Capital backs down from its
statemnent that Mr. Burpee wanted Mr.
White to run the local elections on Do-
minion lines, and grows exultant over
the fact that the Refor.n party are will-
ing to support Mr. Glasier. It will be a
poor triumph to the Capital’s friends to
have Mr. Glasier elected, even if he is a
moderate Conservative.

Our contemporary also devotes a little
space to Mr. Fraser. Itis careful not to
deny that he will be a candidate for
Ottawa, and qualifies his candidature for
the local with an “if” It is tremen-
dously taken aback because we said that
Mr. Fraser will only offer for the local for
the purpose of strengthening himself for
the Dominion contest, and hopes that it
will never hear such a suggestion again.

A SERIOUS MATTER.

A gentleman whose business kept him
upon the upper St. John all last winter,
when asked what the news was, the other
day, said, ¢ Nothing, except that all the
people are going away. If there is not a
change soon, there will be no able-bodied
men left in the country.” No doubt this
is an- extreme statement; but there is
altogether too many reasons to warrant
one in going to extremes when speaking
of the exodus. Next week a hundred
and forty people leave Carleton County
for Montana. Every week, and almost
every day, we hear of large parties going
west. It is the same, only worse, in On-
tario, where, it is said, the value of pro-
perty is being unsettled by the great rush
to the west. = We cannot help insisting
that many of those who go away are inak-
ing a great mistake. ¢ Far away hills are
always green,” it is said, and the pros-
pects for making a livelihood in another
country always seem better than they do
at home. We think that an examination
into the real condition of things will con-
vince many of our young people, who con-
template emigrating, that they do not
really better their chances in the west.
In the matter of cli.uate we are certainly
on a par with the people of Manitoba, so
far as advantages go. In all the comforts
which accumulate in a long settled coun-
try we are vastly their superiors. We
have yet a great deal of good land left,
and the example of those who have set-
tled upon similar tracts justifies the as-
sertion that success will crown any well
directed efforts at agriculture here.
Taking man for man, we very much doubt
if the farmers of the west are better off
than those in the east. There is, of course,
a greater “huin” there and more money
moving; but, beyond the fact that he is
tolerably sure of getting sonie sort of
work at reasonable wages, the young man
who leaves this country for the west
stands no better chance than he would at
home. The exodus has really grown to
be a very serious matter. Just what is
to be done to stop it we do not know.
Our contemporary the Farmer thought
if more was done in public works the
country “would be better worth living
in,” and, perhaps, this is one solution to
the difficulty. If it is, we should like to
see it applied. Perhaps another remedy
is, for men who have money to invest it
in enterprises which will employ labor.
There are many industries which ‘might
be carried on profitably in New Bruns-
wick. For instance, there is the manu-
facture of sashes and doors, for which
there is a large market in Europe. A
mill for this purpose employing a hun-
dred hands, located at any suitable point,
would have an appreciable effect upon
the locality in the way of preventing the
departure of the people; because it
would not only emnploy labor but would
add to the business life ot the place ; and
we are satisfied that much of the restless-
ness which our young men feel is due,
not to the fact that they can earn nothing
here, but to the appearance of stagnation
which prevails. There is no politics in
this matter. Every one of us is inter-
ested in preventing a loss of population.

Ba>dizt Leold.

Le Monde says that M. L. N. Dumouchel
has in his possession an old historical
document which relates to the war of
1775. It is the original autograph of a
proclamation of General Arnold addressed
to the inhabitants of Point Levi at the
time of the invasion by the Continental
army in 1775. This doeument is as
follows :—

GENERAL QUARTERS,
PoiNTE Aux TREMBLES,
Nov 28, 1775.

Sirs,—You are by these presents required
to prevent all kinds of provisions or ‘orage
being carried from Point Levi to Quebec, or
from giving any assistance to the garrison
while the overturn of the rights and liberties
of humanity, and of this Colony in particular
is being attempted.

BENEDT. ARNQLD,
Commandant in Chief of the
Continental Army at Pointe
Aux Trembles
To the worthy habitants of Point Levi.
To J. P. Lemonde, Parish of St. Thomas.

This document was discovered by some
notaries among the papers of a grand-
son of Lemonde, who was connected with
the Commissariat of the Continental
Army.

A ) RICULTURE AND THE TARIFF.

ur Ottawa despatch gives an outline

of Mr. Burpee’s evidence before the Com-
injttee on the effects of the tariff upon
iculture. We are confident he has
esented a case which will be assented
to by the people of New Brunswick.
There are some very broad statesman-like
creatures who will say that his views are
sectional ; that it is necessary to take a
wore co.nprehensive view of things; and
we will be treated to some generalities
to the effect that, although this is all true
as respects New Brunswick agriculture,
still on the whole—and there will follow
so.ne observations of the most indefinite
character imaginable. The great recown-
mendation of thesN. P. is the vagueness
of the objects which it is going to bring
about. No inan has ever yet sat down
and with paper and pencil figured out its
benefits!| OQur great statesnen (?) do not
descend to such things as the actualities of
the present. They prefer to soar away
into the realms of the imaginative and
picture what the future has in store.
[he people of New Brunswick have been
fed on this sort of political gruel for fif-
teen years, and have grown very thin on
the unsatisfactory diet. Mr. Burpee has
presented the effects of the tariff upon
the agriculture of New Brunswick, and
in so doing has made out a case which
the upholders of the taxation policy mnust
answer, if they hope to secure a verdict
in their favor from the people. Seeing
that the forty odd thousand farmers in
New Brunswick are confined on every
hand by this tariff, they can hardly be
expected to vote in favor of the men who
have placed it upon them, ana by their
extravagance rendered its reduction al-
most innpossible. It is no comfort to a
New Brunswick farmer to be told that
someborly else is making money out of
the tariff. “The greatest good to the
greatest nnmber” is a sound political
principle, and the greatest number is
No. 1, in this sense, that ‘unless each lo-
cality stands up for its own interests, no
one else will. Mr. Burpee has spoken
out in the best interests of the farmers
of New Brunswick, and in so doing has
discharged his duty as a representative.

THE DAILY HERALD.

We are glad to be able to say that the
sales of Tue Dan.y HeravLp show asteady
increase, although they have not yet
reached anything like what they should
be. However, the progress is in the
right direction and as the merchants
show a disposition to come forward freely
with their advertising, we expect to make
Tre Herarp one of the institutions of
the city. Fredericton ought to maintain
a morning paper and it can do so if the
people will take hold of it in the right
spirit. Itis an enterprise which is of
advantage to the city in many ways. It
is surely worth something to have the
news of the world as early in the day as
people have it in other cities, and we
hope in a day or two to be able to give
despatches up to the hour of going to
press, that is 6 a. m. It is an additional
advantage to the city to have the benefit
of night telegraphing. It is of further
advantage to have the persons employed
in the city which-are necessary to get out
a daily paper. It sounds well on the
street in the morning to hear the call ot
the morning papers. No other people in
the world would be content to wait until
noon for their news. What we want is
that two hundred of our citizens, in
addition to those who already do so,
shall become weekly subscribers to the
Dary Herap. The paper will be
delivered at any place designated in the
city or St. Mary’s at any hour after 6 a.
m. every day, Sunday excepted for ten
cents a week. We ask the citizens to
give this matter a helping hand. Many
towns of less population in Ontario and
the United States support two dailies.
Moncton now supports one and is shortly
to have another. Surely Fredericton can
maintain one. We think 1t can and feel
very much encouraged ; but ask that any
one who can will give their assistance in
making the matter a success.

POLITICAL PRINCIPLES.

The Moncton Times says that there are
no principles at stake in local politics,
and that it is “simply a question of men
and measures.” It would be news to
most people to learn that anything else
than “men and measures ” ever entered
into politics.  Principles underly meas-
ures. Heretofore our public men have
boasted that they have favored measures
not men, but our Moncton friend would

class both these things together and
search for a third element in political

warfare, namely, principle. He ought to
enlighten those of us who do not see the
distinction between measures and prin-
ciples, or rather who think that a prin-
ciple is involved in every measure.

The Committee on the Tariff.

It will be noticed by our Ottawa de-
spatch that Mr.C. Burpee protested in
the House against the omission to place
any of the Maritime Province members
upon the Committee to enquire into the
effects of the tariff upon Agriculture. It
is not a little odd that Sir Leonard Tilley
was unwilling to submit the effect of his
tariff to the judgment of Maritime Prov-
ince farmers, or of Maritime men at all.
It is easy to imagine whatsort of a
report will be prepared by a Committee
composed as this one is.

Mr. King apon the Tariff.

Qur telegraphic su.nmary of Mr. King's
evidence before Dr. Orton's committee
came too late yesterday for us to make
any editorial reference to it. His re-
marks appeared to have been character-
ized by the utmost fairness. The decrease
in the value of real estate, of which both
he and Mr. Burpee spoke, is undeniable,
as is alro the increase in the ratio of
wages. Neither of these is due to the
protective tariff; but it is a good argu-
ment for those who oppose the one-sided
arrangement which the Tories have given
us, that protection has not had any effect
whatever upon the price of real estate.
T4is, we think, is beyond a question. The
increase in wages was due in part to the
fact that many laboring . men have left
the countrv, but was principally owing
to the activity which prevailed in lum-
bering. It is possible that in the future
there will be a public decline in real es-
tate and afurther increase in wagesysboth
of them beinz the results of the large
emigration which is going on from the
Province. Mr. King thinks that New
Brunswick agriculture requires that less
restriction shall be -placed upon foreign
trade. The best market which New
Brunswick can hope to have is found in
New England, and next to that is the
European market, but nothing much can
be hoped from either of these under a
fiscal policy which tends to close our
ports azainst the commerce of the world.
He also said that if protection was to L.e
‘continued the farmer should receive the
same measure of it as the manufacturer.
This would seem to be fair enough, but
it is not in accordance with the funda-
mental principle of the N. P., which is
farmer. To protect the farmer from
foreign co:npetition at the expense of the
to protect the manufacturer against
foreign co npetition at the expense of the
manufacturer is no part of the Tory pro-
gramme.

FREF "RIDGE.

A bridge is to be built across the South
West Miramichi at Nelson. Its estimated
cost is $20,000. The Government is going
to build it out of the great raad grant and
the people of the parishes immediately
benefitted will not be asked to contribute
anything. York County is the only place
in the Province which has the dis-
tingnished honor of being allowed to
choose between the toll bridge and tax-
ation to build a free bridge. Of course
Nelson has a right to its free bridge, and
Victoria to its two free bridges, and Car-
leton to two, and St. John to one. It is
all right that $100,000 should be spent in
securing a bridge to the people of Monc-
ton, and that every other large settle-
ment in the country should be accom-
modated with free bridges. Toll bridges
are a nuisance, so much so that the
people of York would rather tax them-
selves to pav for a free bridge than sub-
nit to the levying of tolls; but again we
ask why is there a distinction made be-
tween York and all other Counties? No
answer has yet been given by the Gov-
ernment organs, hecause no answer is
possible but this, that York’s representa-
tive in the Government, who is the
Premier and the ostensible leader, has
not seen fit to insist that his constituents
should be placed on a level with other
parts of the Province in this respect.
What other localities get as of right is
conceded to York as a favor, and we are
told that we ought to be thankful for
half of what we are entitled to. To judge
by the local Government organs we
should fall down and worship Mr. Han-
ington because he voted for the Parlia-
ment Building here, and shout hip
hurrah for Mr. Fraser because he agreed
that we should have aid fowards a
bridge.

AN ADDRESS 0O | [HE QUEEN.

Forty-five thousand women of Can ad
have signed an address to the Queen ex-
pressive of their loyalty to her. This is all
very well and no doubt will afford an
immense amount of satisfaction to Her
Gracious Majesty who has probably suf-
fered much anxiety as to the exact senti-
ment entertained by the women of
Canada towards her. Now, however,
after she has spelled her way down the
endless string of pages, which the fair
signers tell us “are somewhat disfigured
wi'h blotsand erasures” and covered by
thumb marks caused “by the natural
curiosity of our sex to look over all the
names” she will certainly be able to
sleep soundly. The masculine mind is
cast in too coarse a mould to enable it to
appreciate exactly the necessity for this
address or why, if there was to be one,
only forty-five thousand of the women
should have signed it. There might
have just as well been a half million
names upon it as forty-five thousand. It
may be that the select forty-five thou-
sand have some sinister object in view.
Perhaps they want a new order of knight-
hood instituted. Perhaps they are all

PERSONALIIES IN POLIICS.

We hope the candidates for Legislative
honors all over the Province will -make
the question of local reform a square is-
sue at the polls. Personalities in politics
are unpleasant, though sometimes they
cannot be avoided. When men drag
themselves, their character, or their
achievements up before the public gaze,
it becomes necessary to _discuss such
things with them, but no one enjoys it.
Owing to the s'ipshod way in which local
politics were carried on for some years
after the School Law election,personalities
formed the staple of discussion. This,
happily, is no longer necessary, unless the
candidates themselves make it so. Signs
are not wanting, unfortunately, that on
the Government side a policy of personal
vituperation of the members of the Oppo-
sition is to be adopted whenever it can
be successfully used. The retailing of
scandals is bad enough when there is
some foundation of truth in them; but,
when they are basely false, no language
is too strong to employ in condemnation
of them. An exposure of those who seek
to injure the standing of public men, in
localities where personally they are not
very well known,is the best remnedy for this
political canker, and we recommend oui
friends who co.nplain of such tactics on
the part of their opponents, to resort to
such a plan witheut the slightest hesita-
tion. Public opinion will severely con-
demn such a conte.nptible species of
warfare.

Direcr telegraphic communication hav-
ing been established between the United
States and Germany, the following tele-
gram was sent to the President of the
United States by the Emperor of Ger-
many :— =

I am happy to express to you, Mr. Presi-
dent, by the first telegraphic communication
between Germany and America, my satisfac-
tion on the completion of the work by which
the friendly relations between the two na-
tions will be more closely cemented. -

The President’s reply was as follows :—
ExecuTivE MANSION,
WasHiNeToN, D. C., April 22, 1882.
To His Majesty, William,
Emperor of Germany :

I have received with much satisfaction, as
the first despatch over the new line of tele-
graph between Germany and the United
States, Your Majesty’'s kind message. In
common with all the people of the United
States, so many of whom still speak the Ger-
man tongue in their homes, I share in the
pleasure which Your Majesty expresses at
the opening of this new line of communica-
tion, and in the faith that it will serve to
promote the friendly relations which we de-
sire, and which it will be my aim to preserve

and increase. .
CHESTER A. ARTHUR,

President of the United States.

In this connection it may not be uninter-
esting to reproduce the congratulatory
telegrams which passed between the
Queen and the President on the occasion
of the laying of the first cable in 1858 :—

August 17th, 1858.
To the President of the United States :

The Queen desires to congratulate the Pre-
sident upon the successful completion of the
great international work in which the Queen
has taken the deepestinterest.

The Queen is convinced that the President
will join with her in fervently hoping that
the electric cable which now connects Great
Britain with the United States, will prove
an additional link between the two nations,
whose friendship is founded upon iheir com-
mon iaterest and reciprocal esteem.

The Queen has much pleasure in thus com-
municating with the President and renewing
to him her best wishes for the prosperity of
the United States.

If any one can be said to have been
the incarnation of English love of sport,
that man was the Earl of Wilton, who
died a few days ago. On the turf,asa
yachtsman, and in the hunting field he
was alike famous. With a great name
and a great fortune, which circuinstances
made greater, he inherited a perfect
physical constitution ~ Born in 1789, he
retained till within a few years a degree
of energy and endurance which few men
know past middle life. For quite fifty
years he was in the flower and prime oj
manhood. Abilities he certainly never
had. He showed ability in the manage-
ment of his estate and in his multifarious
d:alings with many classes of able men,
but he never chose to use thew in public

life, as public life is cowmonly under- |

stood. He was content to be the best
gentleman jocky of his tune and to ride
to hounds longer and harder and better
than anybody else. In short, he lived
his life day by day. He was a leader of
fashion, and his Derby dinner, given for I
know not how many successive years at
Grosvenor square, on the eve of. the
great race, was one of the few festivities
to which invitations were really coveted.
It is recorded of Lord Wilton—and like
everything else, with family pride in the
tone of the chronicler—that a great
surgeon was spoiled when he was born to
a title. He used to walk the hospitals,
and it has never been forgotten that it
was Lord Wilton who tied up the great
artery in Mr. Huskisson’s leg when he
was run over by the engine in that me-
morable first railway excursion frow
Liverpool to Manchester in 1830. He
was a musician also, and an author, but
his exploits in art and literature do noc
seemn to be spoken of with enthusiasin.
Why Lord Wilton was called the
wicked earl is a question to which many
people must be capable of giving an
answer, and which for the present re-
mains nevertheless unanswered. A con-
jectural exclamation is offered, of rather
a feeble kind. Lord Wilton was the
owner of a celebrated yacht, the “Karita”
which beat everything else in its time.
It was darkly whispered that this yacht
had been a slaver, which [ believe was
quite untrue. Other stories there are,
perhaps less mysterious and more plaus-
ible, but I ain not going to he the first to
mention them in print. He really be-
longed to the aristrocacy of the past. The
“nay [ not do what I like with mine own”
spirit was strong within him; “mine own”
included not only property, as with the
Duke of Newecastle, but gifts and qual-
ities, and capabilities which he chose to
squander. That, of course, is not the
verdict of his associaties, of which large
classes of English people would render.
1 is enough for them that Lord Wilton
Lved a life of pleasure and sport, and
lived it brilliantly. They weuld think
few eulogies higher than that of the
rough rider Dick Christian: “His Lord-
ship is as good now as he was nigh forty
years since’—and ‘now’ being 1859, when
he was still the centre of the first flight.
When he had to relinquish the honor-
able place, and later when he gave up
hunting, he said himself: “At least if I
can no longer ride to hounds as in days
gone by, I can die at the place I love
best on earth.” He has had his wish.
He died at Melton Mowbray, the head-
quarters of the hunting world—of the
world in which he was perhaps wost hon-
ored and by which he will be longest re-

membered.— London Letier.

Three other
processions - followed the first to the
chapel. In one was the Queen accoun-
panied by Princess Beatrice, in the royal
carriage, which was preceded by three
carriages containing wewbers of the
court. In another was Prince Leopold,
accompanied by the Prince of Wales and
Grand Duke of Hesse, preceded by at
tendants and mewbers ot the household.
The tnird and last procession was for the
Princess Helena, who was a:cowpanie:l
by her father anl the Kingot the Nether-
lands. - Before the carriage in which they
rode were others contaning dignitaries
of the English, Gerinan and Dutch courts.
These processions passed through the
principal parts of the Castie and some
streets of Windsor en route to the chapel,
and were witnessed by large crowds oi
people.

The chapel was filled with a very bril-
liant assemblage of invited guests, among
who.n were Her Majesty's uinisters, with
Gladstone at the head, leading e.nbers
of the Opposition in both Houses of Par-
liament, diplo.natic corps and uulitary
and naval officers in high rank, all in full
uniforin, and wmany of the 4 wearinz de-
corations.

Wednesday, 26th, Mr. F. B. Edgecombe
received a telegram from George Howland
at Keswick, asking him to be on the lookout
for a lad about sixteen years of age, with
very red cheeks and a white spot of hair on
the back of his head, who had stolen money.
Mr. Edgecombe handed the telegram to Mr.
Albert Edgecombe, when he went to dinner,
aud while that gentleman was selling tickets
for the 2.15 train yesterday afternoon, he
noticed the lad in question. The youth
bought a ticket for Bangor, Maine, for which
he paid $5.75. Mr. Edgecombe engaged in
conversation with him, and said that if he
was going to Boston he would suve money
by buying a through ticket. He then paid
$5 extra, and M. Edgecombe saw that he
had plenty of money. He was then asked to
step into the office, was offered a seat. which
he took, and was engaged in conversation
about the people of Haynesville and Spring-
field, where George Howland lives, in the
course of which he was deftly pumped.
About train time he got anxious and began
to smell a.mouse, and said that if his money
was not given back to him he would send fhe
a policeman. Mr. Edgecombe saved him tor
trouble by posting a messenger for Sergeant
Woodward. The youth then * weakened,”
and on being pressed disgorged the ill-gotten
plunder. It appears that he was employed
with Mr. Howland in Springfield; that his
name ig William Farris, and that he belongs
to St. John. About $45 was got from him
altogether in billsand silver (there was some
$15 in silver), and it is believed that he took
some $50 or $60, part of which he spent in
the purchase of boots, & pair of rubbers, and
a silk handkerchief, and the unaccounted
balance in various ways. The money was
contained in two pocket baoks, in one of
which was a note of hand for $376.00 and
several notes for smaller amounts, and some
other papers. He gave everything up, told
a plain and truthful story when cornered;
and was allowed to go by Mr. Edgecombe
before the arrival of Sergt. Woodward, he
considering that the wisest course, as it
doubtless was, after having recovered the
stolen property, and considering the youth
of the offender. He only spent, it is esti-
mated, some $7 or $8. The lad is a bright
faced, intelligent youth.

Sad and Fatsl Accident.

WM. THOMPSON FALLS NDOWN STAIRS AT MOR-
RISON'S MILL, AND FRACTURING HI8 BCULL,
DEATH ENSUES.

A sad accident occurred at Morrison’s
Mill at nine o'clock on Tuesday evening,
which resulted fatally at an early hour yes-
terday morning. Wm. Thompson, 42 years
of age. a married- man with a family of two
children, fell down the stairs leading to his
dwelling apartments, while under the in-
finence of liquor, and received injuries which
caused his death

The facts elicited at the inquest held by
Dr. Brown Wednesday, 26th, are as fol-
lows: Thompson had been working since he
came out of the woods a short time ago, at
the autimony mines. He came down from
the mines on Tuesday in company with Gor-
don Campbell.”: William Haining, Jr.. met
him in ©Qovper” & Pinder's yard or King
street, ‘and ‘on”¢oming through Regent street
some time after, Haining found him with a
strange man,who wag coaxing him to go
home. . Haining got him on his wagon and
started .for home., Thompson was then
drnnk and had to be steadied on the wagon.
Thompson lived over the shop occupied by
Mc. John A. Morrison, Sr., as an office at the
Pheenix Mill. Haining Stopped there and
after helping him out on the platform left
him in charge of William Lowry, who told
him his wife was sick and persuaded him to
goup staics. Mr. John A. Morrison, Sr.,
was in the shop and overheard the conver-
sation. Lowcy helped Thompson up stairs.
Haining stated that Thompson was under
the influence of liquor, and reeled when he
got off his wagon at the mill. Mr. Morrison,
Sr., said he was very drunk and could not
stand to talk 'to Lowry without putting his
back against the wall. George O'Hara, who
was up-stairs with Mrs. Thompson when her
husband acrived home, said he heard Thomp-
son coming up stairs, but that on coming
into one of the rooms he fell and lay on the
floor. He saw him and told his wife. She
said he would probably go to sleep there.
He then ‘cam® down stuirs, and as he passed
throiigh Thotipsoh was still lying on the
floor. <’ O'Hara' joined Mr.” Morcison, Sr..
on the pldtfo'm-in front of theshop. Emily
Macia Thompson, the deceased's wife, says
that hearing bim in the next room, she went
out to him, and found h'm standing in the

.room. She told him to come into the room.

He replied, “Who are you?’ She said.
“You’re not 8o drunk as you make out you
ace,”” and he again replied. “Who are you?
I will'go where T like.”” ~He then went to
move. as she'thought to come into the room,
but staggered’ and fell down stairs.

Thompson threw up- the window and called
for help.” Mr. Morrison, Sr., heard the con-
versation down stairs. The next he heard
was Thompson falling down stairs, He
could hear.him trying to catch at the walls
to save himself, It was a slow slide at first,
then the unfortunate man came down with a
tremendous ‘rush, as if he had no power over
himself at all; and -struck against the door.
There are about sixteen steps to the stairs,
and the staircase is very steep. There is no
hallway, except, enough to allow the door
to open. .. Gearge 0'Hara, who was standing
with My Mocrigon, S:., at the time of the
fall, found.the deceased doubled up against
the. door, and.bad some trouble in getting it
open. Mr. Moriison, Sr., John Morrison, Jr.,
and O'Hara, lifted deceased and carried him
into an adjoining 1oem: Dr. Coulthard was
sent for, and after examining him, gave
directions as to -how he should- be cared for.
There was no siga of life then but stertor-
ous- breathing. The doctor saw him again
yesterday morning, and found him in u state
of collapse. He died at nine o’ clock.

Dr. Brown held an inquest Wednesday morn-
ing, aud empanelled the following jury:

Almost a Drowning Accident.

There was very nea.ly a serious drowning
accident on the other side of the -river, just
above the Gibson ferry landing, Monday
afternoon between five and six o’clock.
Two little boys——aged about eight and ten
vears respectively—children of Mr. Nelson
of Gibson, were playing on some logs float-
ing in the water in the gully above the ferry
landing. While running about on them, the
children accidentally slipped between the
logs and fell into the water, whichis pretty
deep at that spot. Mr. Nelson was near at
the time and hearing their cries ran to help
them. He jumped into the water, which was
over his head, to effect their rescue, but
being unable toswim or float could not do
much. All" three—the father and two sons
—were thus strugglinz about helplessly in
the water, and had it not been that help was
near at hand the probabilities are that all of
them would have béen drowned. The ferry
boat ‘Forest Queen’’ had landed but a
short distanee below the gully and some of

the men on and around her, ran to the res-
cue and extricated the father and sons from
their perilous predicament. The youngest
boy had a very narrow escape from being
drowned as he was pretty far gone when
taken out of the water. Mr. Nelson and the
other lad were also much exhausted with
their struggles.

Tre Car.—Whitby, Ont., April 25.—In
the County Judges’ Criminal Court here to-
day, Joseph Sayers, a shoemaker, was con-
victed of an indecent assault on a little girl
nine years old, in Oshawa, and sentenced to
six months’ hard labor in the Central Prison,
and to receive twenty-five lashes of the cat
at the expiration of his first three months’
confinement.

Dominion Parliament.

(Special to Tug HeraLp.)

Orrawa, April 28.

In the House to-day Sir John introduced
the long expected ‘‘Gerrymandering bill.”
It makes changes in fifty constituencies in
Ontario and five in Manitoba No changes
are made in any of the other Provinces. [In
every case changes are made in the interests
of the Tories. and the bill is an outrageous
and unprincipl'd attempt to advance the
interests of the party now in power. Not-
withstanding they boast of their strength in
the country they ace afiaid to appeal to the
same constituencies that elected them in
1878. i

Several bills of little general interest were
advanced a stage.

Mr. Burpee (St. John) moved following
amendment to go into supply :—

That the Speaker do nat now leave the
chair, but it l_)e resolved that pig, ba ., and
sheet,iron, boiler plate and tubing a.e mate-
rials for a large number of impo:tant Cana-
dian manufactures in extensive use;

That the increased burden of duties now
imposed on such materials enhances the cost
thereof to the damage of both the manufac-
turers and consume:s ; and

That the duties on such materials for
manufacture should be reduced so as to
enable the manufactucers to supply the con-
sumers at a lowe: cost.

An interesting debate followed in which the
iniquities of the dut. in question were shown
up by the Liberal members. Mr. Domville
and Sir Leonard Tilley spoke in opposition
to the wiotion.

The amendment was lost on a division of
47 to 114, after which the House passed the
supplementacy estimates for 1881-82.

Riparian Rights.

(Speciual to Tug Heraro.)
OTTAwa, April 28.

In the Supreme Court to-day judgment
was given in the well knowa New Biuns-
wick case of the Queen vs. Robertson. The
appeal was dismis<ed with costs. ' The effect
of this is to deprive the Marine & Fisheries
Depactment of the right to issue fishiug
licenses on ‘non-navigable streams. The
Court held that if the stream was thiough
granted lands, the right of fishing belongs
to the owner and if through ungranted lands
to the Province.

Loxnpox, April 29 —A race took place on
the Thames to-day between Bushear (an
Englishman). and Gookin, of Boston, Mass.

Murdered by Indiwns

PATR'CKE M'CARTY SHOT THROUGH THE
M.UTH BY INDIANS—A COLD-BLOODED
DRED.

On Saturday e\.nmg, 22nd inst, a
report was circulated at Niagara Falls
that Patrick McCarty, employed by Ben.
Suther.and, a far.er, eight miles east of
Suspension Bridge, New York, had been
murdered by two Indians on the New
York Central Railroad crossing Lockport
road, a mile east of Suspension Bridge,
N. Y. Particulars of the case, given by
Patrick Hogan, swich.nan of the New
York Central at the above crossing, who
witnessed part of the murder, are as
follows :—It seems that the Indians,
whose names are Dennis Pembleton and
Oliver Miller, living on Tuscarora Reser-
vation, about seven miles east of the
Bridge, had promised to pick up Me-
Carty on their way home with their horse
and buggy if he would meet them at the
crossing, which he did, and when talking
to those present, he made the remark,
“Here comes my ride,” and on the
arrival of the Indians after passing over
the crossing a train obscured themn fro.n
the view of Hogan, and on his going
around to turn the switch he found Mec-
Carty struggling with one of the Indians
on the road, the other being in the
buggy, and saw the In lian strike McCarty
twice on the face, when McCarty giabbed
the Indian around the neck and threw
him down on the road, when the Indian
jumped up and ran away. MecCarty had
his coat off, after which so.ne severe
language .passed between them. The
Indian returned, walked up to within ten
feet of McCarty, and drew a revolver
and fired, the bullet entered McCarty's
mouth, in the right corner, killing hin
instantly. The Indian jumnped into the
buggy with his comrade and both drove
offat a rapid raw. Detective James
Travers, of New York County, who hap-
pened to be in easy reach, ran down to
the residence of Frank Rieger, a few
hundred yards from the scene of the
wurder- Mr- Rieger, who had just re
turned with his wife from a buggy rile
and Detective Travers started after the
wmurderer with his horse and buggy, and
overtook the.n just as they were stabling
their horse in Pembleton’s' barn. The
detective anl Mr. Rieger secured their
aen before they could get away, and
took them back to the village lock-up.
Dennis Pemnbleton would not say any
thing in regard to the murder, but
seemed to be uniler the influence of
liquor, and was very boisterous. - His
associate Oliver Miller was .nore calm in
temperament, anl conversed with the
village President, Joen Quick ; and when
asked by that gentlemnan which of them
shot McCarty said it was Pe.nbleton, but
would not say anything further.

" Burraro, April 24.—A Buffulo paper
says ;—['he address on Irish affairs
adopted by the House of Commons o
the Dominion of Canada, last Tuesday
night, is in many respects an important
docuinent. It shows that Canada has
advanced so far towards independence
that public opinion in the province is
not afraid to differ fro.n public opinion
in England on a subject of Imperial in-
terest. [t marks the disposition of the
people of Canada to make known in a
formmal way to the Imperial Government
their opinions, and asks the considera-
tion of their feelings and interest in
shaping the public policy. The colonies
have long exercised the right of minding
their own business. This is a step in the
direction of asserting their right tosaya
word concerning the business of the
nation of which they form a part. The
action of the Dominion House of Coin-
mons is the most telling rebuke yet
administered to the English Ministry for
its coercive policy, and the most effective

protest yet uttered against the atteampt

to govern Ireland through a hostile
public sentiment, which has resulted in
ages of foolish as well as wicked oppres-
sion. The world at large will watch
curiously to sce how the Imperial Gov
ernment will receive this novel remon-
strance, and it may be that the future of
the British Empire will in a iceasure
depend upon how the Mother Countiy
listens to this warning voice from a
colony. The fact that the address was
unanimously adopted gives it unwonted
emphasis. The English public will now
have no difficulty in understanding that
Prof. Goldwin Smith, whatever else he
represented, certainly does not represent
the people of Canada. :

A DisaraceruL. INcipENT.—Short refer-

ences were made in the Ottawa des-
patches to a disgraceful incident which
occurred in the House of Commons on
Wednesday night. We take the follow-
ing particulars from the Globe of the
20th : :

During Hon. Mr. Blake's speech last
night a circumstance occurred which has
caused much comment. Mr. Drinkwater,
Secretary of the Pacific Railway Com-
pany, was on the floor of the House in
full evening dress, and persisted in stand-
ing in a conspicuous place to the left of
the Speaker, nodding his head in appar-
ent assent, or sometimes shaking his
head as if in dissent of what Mr. Blake
was saying.

Mr. Geo. H. Miles was calledto the chair,
Mr. Treadwell Smith acting as secretary
When the contributions were all in they
were.found to aggregate $53 52, which was
presented by the chairman with an address
The reverend recipient made a very affecting
and appropriate reply. It was an enjoyabl«
occasion, and must have been particula:ly
gratifying to Mr. Garrity, who has removed
to Fredericton Junction.

The Provinecial fyod.

Speaking of the meeting of the Synod of
the Ecclesiastical Province of Canada, which
met in Montreal on Thursday last for the
purpose of filling the vacant missionary
bishopric of Algoma, the Toronto Globe of
the 25th inst. has the following :—*It is said
that there will be opposition offered to the
Coadjutor Bishop of Fredericton (Dr. King-
don) taking a seat in the House of Bishops.
The Evangelical Churchman, speaking of this
question, says :—‘The constitution,as it now
stands, may perhaps be ready to cover the
case and give him a seat, but it was evi-
dentiy not intended to give double represen-
tation to any diocese, and we do not imagine
that a bishop, of all men, would take advan-
tage of an ambiguity in the wording of the
constitution to claim a privilege which was
never intended to be conferred.’ The first
paragraph of the constitution of the Synod
which bears upon the question is as follows :
—*The Provincial Synod shall consist of the
Bishops of the United Church of England
and Ireland, having sees within the Province
of Canada, or executing by due authority
the Episcopate as assistant or missionary
bishops therein, and of delegates chosen from
the clergy and from the laity.” "

Another City Council Fiasco

The City Council had another little fiasco
Thursday evening when special meeting of the
Board was called on request of Aldermen
Atherton, Simmons and Thomas, to recon-
sider a resolution passed at the last regular
meeting in reference to a Tax Collector, and
for the purpose of fixing salaries and ap-
pointing officers for the ensuing year. At
7.30 there were present in the City Clerk’s
Room, Alds. Simmons, Thomas, Atherton,
McPherson and Farrell, and shortly after-
ward Ald. Hall came strolling in, smoking
an after tea pipe. A few minutes was spent
in talk, and then the City Clerk, City Mar-
shalland Alds. McPherson and Farrell moved
into the Council Chamber, and took up their
respective seats. They were followed by
Chief Engineer Lipsett, City Auditor Me-
Murray aud two reporters, ‘The time was
killed by free and easy bandinage between
those inside and outside the rail which
hedges in the Aldermen very much after the
fashion of the divinity that doth hedge a
king, or is popularly supposed to.

Ald. Facrell (settling himself comfortably
in his chair)—*I say, John, tell us -some-
thing about water works.”

Ald. McPherson—*1 thought you wanted
to know something about my honesty.”
(Laughter).

Chief Engineer—‘‘This is something like
old times.”” (Referring to the meeting).

City Clerk—“ Do you remember that,
Andy?” i

Chief Engineer—‘‘Oh yes; they used to
stand on the corner.”

City Clerk—*‘That was before my time.”’

Chief Engineer—‘‘They didn’t have a
meeting for four months once.”

City Clerk—“Well, they only paid bills
every three or four months then. and it did
not make much difference.”

Ald. McPherson—‘“City Marshall, put the
Chief Engineer out.”

o City Marshall—¢‘Oh, he’s all right.”

Ald. McPherson—“It's five minates to 8
o'clock.”

Ald. Farrell—*“We'll wait until 8.”

At this juncture Ald. Simmons, Atherton,
Thomas and Hall came in and took their
seats and Ald. McPherson saluted them
thus :

“Well, boys, you didn’t make another
Alderman while you were out there, did

“vou?"’

Ald Simmons—*‘I am sorry to say we did
not”’

General conversation ensued, in which
there was a call for ‘“John’”’ to give an
“oration,” and when themCity Hall clock
began chiming eight, Ald. Thomas jumped
to his feet and began moving out. *

Chorus of voices—‘‘Don’t go, Charlie.”

A voice—“Hang on, Charlie, I have some-
thing to say to you.” ,

Ald Simmons—*Wait until the clock’s
done striking, Charlie.”

Ald. Thomas—‘‘Meet me in the Committee
room.”’

When the clock finished striking the room
was clea -»d, and there was no meeting, for
His Worship the Mayor was not present and
a quorum consists of six Aldermen with His
Worship in the chair.

The meeting, it would seem to be under-
stood, was called to work something prior to
the departure of Ald. Atherton for his new
home in Woodstock, and the other Aldermen
stopped away 8o it couldn’t be worked. It
is rumored, however, that Ald Atherton will
gtay and see it through if it takes all
summer.

Extraordiary Ice Freshet

Under this head the Royal Gazette of April
13, 1831, has the following interesting ac-
count of the flooding of the City of Freder-
icton :—

The breaking up of the ice in our river
has this year been attended with a circum-
stance productive of much inconvenience,
and during some hours threatening Frederic-
ton with even serious injury. -On Saturday
the river was seen flow ng with a smooth and
aninterrupted current, until between five
and six o’clock when it was pereceived that
the surface of icy fragments had become sta-
tionary, their progress being obstructed by
projecting points of the banks three miles
below the town. The channel of the river
capidly filled, the water overflowed, and in
the course of the night several families in the
lower part of the town were under the neces-
sity of quittinitheir houses and taking re-
fuge on the higher ground. On Sunday
morning a large part of the town was found
to be under water, and as it still continued
to rise, many of the inhabitants began to
take measures for removing with their effects
to places of safety ; the churches and chap-
els remained unopened, for none could be
expected to visit them; canoes and boats
were seen plying in ever‘y direction along
the streets, and even the Rifle Brigade
had ocders to hold themselves in readiness

o ascend the hill. At length in the after-
noon the ice was happily perceived to be in
motion and ere long the water began to sub-
side; before evening we had the comfort of
fiading ourselves again on terra firma. We
inderstand  the town was flooded about
thirty vears since but by no means to such a
degree ason the present occasion. The
damage done in the vicinity of the town is
comparatively trifling, with the exception of
the house owned and occunied by Mr. Bul-
lock, and a twostory building belonging to
Mr. Dunn, which was nearly thrown off its
foundation, and is otherwise mnch racked
and injured, both buildings standing in the
greatest jeopacdy of being precipitated
amidst the moving elements. We are sorry
to say, that nearly the whole line of fence
next to the river, forming that beautiful en-
closure laid out by the direction of Sir How-
ard Douglas, and a favorite resort of His
Excellency and family, and which greatly
contributes to the beauty of this section of
the town and the comfort of its inhabitants,
has been laid prostrate by the huge masses
of ice which are everywhere to be seen piled
on the banks of the river.

So far as we can learn no lives have been
lost, but we are fearfully apprehensive that
gerious damage will be sustained  on the
intervale lands above and below this place,
as several barns, and a house belonging to
Mr. GH."OY, of Kingsclear, have been swept
away by the freshet. We consider ourselves
called upon to notice the praiseworthy ex-
ertions of a few individuals who, at the
hazard of their personal safety, emptied the
house and stores of Mr. Balloch of their
valuable contents and conveyed them to a
place of safety, and we have no doubt that
the kindness manifested towards his family
and the care taken of his property during
his absence will be duly appreciated by that
gentleman on his return from the city.

SaLmon.—Mr. A. Mowatt of the Rapid des

Femmes fish hatchery, who is now in St.
John, has just returned from the upper St.
John in the waters of which he placed 300,000
young salmon. The spawn came. from
Colorado last fall.

TELEGRAPHIC.
Dominion Earlia.ment.

OrTawa, April 27.

In the House to-day there was very little
talking, but a good deal of business was
accomplished. In the afternoon the House
went into Committee on the Civil Service
bill and passed the remaining clauses. The
bill will come up for a third reading to-
morrow, when it is understood some amend-
ments will be moved by the Opposition.
Three bills under the charge of the Minister
of Marine—viz., a bill to provide for the im-
provement of the harbor of Three Rivers, a
bill respecting the appointment of harbor
master for Halifax and a bill to amend the
general portwardens act—were advanced a
stage.

DR. ORTON'S COMMITTEE.

‘Messrs. Burpee—;:d King on the
effect of the Tariff on Agri-
culture.

(Special to the HErALD.)
OTrAawa, April 26.

Mr. Trow’s remonstrance as to the in-
justice done to Maritime Province interests
yesterday has induced Mr. Orton’s Com-
mittee on Agriculture to snmmon Mr. Burpre
to give testimony to-day. He gave his
evidence from a Maritime Province stand-
point and said that the duty on corn and
flour was not in the interests of New Bruns-
wick. The duty on hay, potatoes, oats, eggs
and coarse wool was of no benefit to New
Brunswick farmers as they exported these
articles and did not import them. He said
that if we must have a policy of protection
the farmers should not be ignered and thata
duty should be placed on hides and fine wool
which now came in duty free. His experi-
ence was that woolen and cotton goods had
been increased by the tariff, and that
agricultural implements were not higher in
price than they were ten years ago, but the
wachinery was not nearly so substantial o
durable as formerly. He gave it as his
opinion that the United States was the true
market for the lower Province agricultural
exports. - The tariff interrupted this trade
by making exchange difficult and limiting
return freights. The manufactures unde:
the N. P. had not increased the home market
nor increased the price of agricultural pro-
ducts. There was to his knowledge a larg:
emigration going on, principally from Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick. In his locality
real estate had declined during the last
decade about 25 per cent. on an average.

OrTawa, April 27.

This morning Mr. King was examined
He said the duties imposed upon articles of
farm produce that were free under the late
tariff have in no way benefitted” the New
Brunswick farmer. The duty on pork is ar
advantage and should be increased. if a pro-
tective tariff is to be maintained. The in-
creased duties on early green stuff ha-
slightly benefitted market ga'deners. Th
duty imposed on American corn and corn
meal has not materially lessened the iwmpor-
tation. The effect has not been to raise the
price of oats or buckwheat meal. The ad-
vance in oats is caused by the increased de
mand for lumbering purposes. Buckwhea-
meal is not so high as the average value be-
fore the duty was imposed, and compare?
with wheat flour is relatively lower. Th-
price of horses is regulated by the demand fo:
lumbering purposes and sometimes for the
American market. They are not imported
into New Brunswick except for the improve-
ment of stock. The improvoment in the
prices of potatoes, eggs, butter. and poultrv
is entirely due to the advance in foreign
markets, and has in no way been indnced by
the tariff. New Brunswick farmers would
be benefitted by a reciprocity treaty with the
United States, as that country is thei
natural market for surplus products of thei
farms, but he did not think our so-called
retaliatory policy is calculated to secure it.
as reciprocity would be against the interests
of manufacturers fostered by our present
fiscal policy. The present tariff has failed
toexcludeAmerican agricultural implements.
Scythes, rakes. forks and threshing machines
are stilk largely imported and paying 'a 30
per cent. duty, are competing with manufac-
tured articles of the same description. The
consequence is the prices of these articles

are increased to the farmer to the extent of

12} per cent. or the increase in duties im-
posed by the present tariff. There has been
alarger emigration from New Brunswick dur-
ing the past two years than in any similar
period in the history of that provinoe. Very
few have yet returned. While the National
Policy is not the sole cause of the exodus, it
has utterly failed to keep the people in the
country, as was predicted it would. There
is no increased tendency to invest capital
in farm property. The value of real estate
is rapidly declining in u:any sections. The
general condition of the laboring classes is
somewhat improved, in consequence of a
considerable advance in wages. The changes
required to make agriculture a more desir-
able and profitable occupation would be less
restrictions on foreign trade and less taxa-

tion, or, in the event of a protective tariff

being maintained, to give the farmer the
game measure of protection as is afforded to
the manufacturer.

After recess the House again went into
Committee of Supply, and after some discus-
sion passed the items under the head of post
office and miscellanous items.

On his arrival here he did
not seem to be anxious to obtain information,
but requested of Mr. Jack a practical exem-
plification of his interest—that is to say, he
agked Mr. Jack to prepare, head and circu-
late a subscription list to raise funds to
settle . him in some desirable locality un
river. The proposition wa altogether too
cool a one for this time of year, when se
much ice is melting and there is more or
less chilliness in the ai;, and Mr. Jack
politely refused, doib 1+ 8 feelirg that suck
coolness would be very refreshing in the
heat of summer. He left, and we feel sure
that all will agree with us in thinking that
such as this is not the kind of emigrant’ we
need to settle and build -up this snug little
country of ours, and it would seem very
much like an impos’tion to foisthim off on
the Province. It also looks very much like
an imposition on the emigrant in ques-
tion to send him to Mr. Jack con-
sidering the circumstances in which he (the
emigrant) is placed, as that gentleman is
neit r o d mine or a Rothschild, and has
no connection with the emigration depart-
ment and settlement of the country other
than a personal interest iu the latter.

The intending emigrant, however, secms
to have the necersa.y g.it in him for a set-
tler in a new countcy. When last seen ia
this city he bore a new axe, and his face
wore a fixed and determined expression
which augured badly foc the primeval forest
when he is let loose in it with the aforesaid
axe.

THE AMERICAN PRISONERS IN IRELAND.
—The New York Herald's Washington
special says :—The conditions made by
