HAS JAPAN AN

St. Petersburg Paper Believes 
daps Are Making Effort To 

Secure Protectorate.

St. Petersburg, July 24—The Novo 
Vremya today published details of 
an alleged anti-dynastic movement 
in Southern China, ascribing it to 
Japanese instigators who, the paper 
says, arc busily preparing for a Man- 
cliu dynasty in China, the same fate 
which has just overtaken the emper­
or of Corea. Continuing, the paper 
says that in contravention to the 
supplementary provisions of the Chi- 
na-Jipanese treaty of 1905, which 
defined tire regions where foreigners 
including Japanese, shall be permit­
ted to reside, Japanese agents have 
worked their way into tire most re­
mote corners of the empire. The key­
note of the Japanese intrigue is in 
assuring the Chinese that Japan is 
their protector against the nations of 
the west and at the same time reas­
suring the westerners that Japan is 
their vanguard against the Chinese 
peril. The apprehensions of the 
Novo Vremya regarding the reopen­
ing of the far eastern question are 
fully shared in Russian military cir­
cles, where the steady armament of 
China and'Japan is viewed with 
alarm. This movement is regarded 
as primarily menacing to the rem­
nant of Russian possessions on the 
Pacific.

conference, Yÿ Tyjongui and Prince 
Yi TjyLng: Chi, left Southampton to­
day on board the steamer Majestic 
tor New York.

The two Koreans pro­
pose to visit the principal cities of 
the United States before returning tc 
London They have not talked with 
any government officials here.

Mr. Albert Tate, of this city, who 
has spent the last four months at 
Lesser Slave Lake, has returned with 
several bales of fiir.
.-Mr. Tutu confirms 
have come down from the Peace 
River district with respect to the 
ravages of the wolves this season; 
He says the wolves are creating 
havoc anti devastation among the 
live stock and big game to such an 
extent that it is impoverishing the 
country in a most serious way. Mr. 
Tate made a careful estimate of the 
fur losses that came under his own 
personal observation around Lesser 
Slave Lake.

Deveured After Being Trapped.
He kept a note book for a portion 

of the time. He puts the loss during 
that time at $4,800. These were 
animals that were devoured after be­
ing caught in the hunters' traps. Be 
sides this he found the remains of 
three beautiful silver fox skins. The 
Hudson’s Bay factor at Battle river 
told Mr. Tate he, personally, knew 
of $3,000 loss in the same way. A 
similar losg_of $1,200 was reported hy 
a friend of Mr. Tate’s from Sturgeon 
Lake.

These are but examples of the 
dozens that could be told. If the fur 
catch will he less than last year it 
will not be due to scarcity of fur­
bearing fauna,-but to the robbery of 
the traps by the rapacious timber 
wolves.

In a trip from Fort St. John to the 
Battle river, Mr. Tate saw wolves in 
packs about every ten miles. They 
are attacking the moose, which liave 
migrated in great numbers from the 
far northern wilds, killing a great 
many calves and even the cows and 
hulls. The skeletons of the moose 
licked of every vestige of flesh, are 
found everywhere. The hoofs are 
worn indicating the long journey the 
victims have made fleeing from their 
ferocious and hungry enemies. Those 
that have been rescued before falling 
a prey generally show that the hair 
has been worn off the legs, due to 
the long tramps through the deep 
snow caused by the abrasion oi the 
crust. During a 22 days’ tramp, Mr. 
Tate counted the skeleton remains 
of 18 moose. The Indians state that 
there are many hundreds of like 
cases. Oftentimes the Indians have 
found themselves outwitted and. fore­
stalled in the capture of a moose by 
the wolves. Whenever they were. 
ic-rtucito,in capturing a moose they 
had to take it to camp at once lest 
they should be cheated of their prize 
by these bold and vigilant lupine 
marauders.

Treed by Wolves.
Mr. Tate tells some thrilling stor­

ies that came under his notice this 
spring, which recall the adventures 
recorded in the old school books.

The first is the adventure of David 
Tustawitss son of Indian Chief Dun- 
cap, at Peace River Crossing. David 
followed a moose for several hours 
and finally discovered that a pack 
of wolves had intercepted his chase. 
The pack took down the moose and 
when David came up they had their 
victim partially devoured. The pack 
infuriated with the taste of blood, 
chased David, who climbed a tree. 
He had only seven cartridges and it 
looked lika a case of being eaten or 
frozen. He choose the former. From 
the tree he shot lour wolves dead, 

’wounding three others. The remain

der fled and David was able to re 
turn unmolested.

Doubting Thomas Also Treed.
Abram Courloveille, who lives up 

the rnnnrtu Cadotte river, flouted the truth
p of this story when he heard it. But

shortly after'he had an experience 
with the welves. that convinced him 
that there was more than romance in 
David Tustawits’ story. While out 
hunting a moose one evening he was 
forced to take to the trees. He was 
well supplied with cartridges and 
from his place of vantage on the 
branches- of a tall poplar, shot eleven 
wolves.

Shot Twenty-one Wolves.
Paul Clement, the famous rancher 

and trapper of the Hay River coun­
try, has suffered severely from the 
wolves. Three of his horses were in 
the habit of foraging long distances 
from their corral. One evening in 
April they failed to return. Next 
day at noon two of them came gal 
loping up to the corral covered with 
foam and manifesting intense excite­
ment. Paul at once set out alone 
with his rifle and about five miles 
away came upon a pack of wolves 
tearing his horse to pieces. He shot 
21 of them.dead, letting only five get 
away—a brave act for one man 
alone.

Many Horses Victims.
As .many as 240 horses at Fort St 

John alone, have been killed by the 
wolves this winter, and 150 at Dun 
vegan and the Crossing.

Mr. Tate says that the break up of 
the Peace. River this spring was the 
most magnificent scene in years 
The waters were dammed by the im­
mense ice floes until they rose over 
tleeir wonted course into the forests 
.The floating was carried along with 
such force that trees .a foot in dia-/

A Hungary Village Depopulated 
Of Male Residents. Mayor 

Last To Leave.

Not Entirely Barred.
Bulletin Special.

Ottawa, July 24.—In connection 
with the removal of the stars and 
stripes from the decorations for the 
home coming carnival at the city hall 
building to-day, it is explained that 
this was done because of the size and 
prominence given to the flag, which 
was placed at the main entrance. It 
may be stated that the stars and 
stripes are _to he seen along with the 
Union Jack, and the flags of other 
countries on many of the leading busi­
ness establishments and on many pri­
vate residences.

The young man named Charles A.
Wood,whose mysterious dieappearanc 
was reported in The Bulletin yester­
day has not yet been found. The 
last trace of him was between twelve 
and one o’clock on Monday night, 
when he was seen in the Chinese, res­
taurant on the west side of First 
street, facing Clara.

On Tuesday afternoon, about two 
o’clock, a letter was received by Mr.

I 
realize what I am doing and think it 
best. My- body will be found at the 
foot of Fifth street, in the river. I 
am telling you this so you will not 
have much trouble in finding it, etc.

“CHARLES A. WOOD-”
Acting on this le-.er, Mr. Stud­

holme placed the matter in the 
hands of the R.N.W.M.P., and uiey 
decided to make an immediate search 
for the body. On Tuesday evening 
and r.ll day yesterday the river was 
dragged in the part indicated by 
the letter, but without result.

Budapest, July 24—The lure of 
Canada as a land of opportunity and 
wealth to the people of Hungary has 
brought about a curious state of af­
fairs in the little village of Kerisova, 
near Lugos, that at the last census 
had a population of 3,5Cp souls. One 
by one the male residents of Keri­
sova fell to the call across the water, 
and they emigrated in batches until 
such time as the mayor was the only 
adult male.to remain by the village. 
Finally, he too succumbed to the-re­
ports of good wages and golden 
chances in Canada, sent back by his 
fellow townsmen, and packing his 
trunk, he made his way to the emi­
grant ship at Fiume. As a result of 
this exodus of him the women of Ker­
isova have just elected a young wo­
man to the position of mayor and 
other female residents have been el­
ected to fill the remainder of the of­
fices. The statutes in Hungary pro­
vide that no female shall hold pub­
lic office and accordinig to tire letter 
of the law the presence of women in 
office is illegal.

New York.

New York, July 24.—The first of the 
Glidden tourist automobiles reached the 
city hall in Jersey City, the end of 
their 1,550 mile run at noon today, half 
an hour ahead of the scheduled time.

Sutherland fortunately retained his 
blanket, and larder and was able to 
complete the journey without further 
mishaps.

Seoul, July 24—It is understood 
that the proposals of Japan, with 
which Viscount Hayasjii hud charge, 
were presented by Marquis Ito to the 
Korean cabinet, which met at ten 
o’clock this morning under a Japan, 
ese guard. The ministers deliberated 
until 4 o’clock in the afternoon when 
Premier I wan Yung, together with 
the minister of war, presented the 
new plan of government of the state 
to the emperor in the palaee, return­
ing to the cabinet meeting within 
two hours. It is understood that the 
Japanese proposals, though they can. 
not molest the security of the throne, 
are revolutionary, and the fact that 
the audience of the cabinet members 
with the emperor was brief is be­
lieved to be evidence of this.

No Disturbances.
Seoul, May 25:—Last night Seoul 

was apparently calm, but apprehen 
sion oi further disturbances has not 
subsided. It is asserted that court 
spies are busily engaged in efforts to 
ascertain thé attitude of Japan. A 
new press regulation prohibiting the 
publication of diplomatic and mili­
tary secrets or anything injurious to 
the public peace is enforced. The 
Korean premier’s audience on Wed­
nesday morning is believed to have 
been in connection with the demand 
of Japan presented through Marquis 
Ito.

Looking for Information.
Wholesale arrests of subordinates 

leaving the palace began at 4 o’clock 
yesterday afternoon, the object being 
to intercept communications from the 
former emperor, which might throw 
light on alleged plots.

No Action Taken,
Tokio, July 24.-—Marquis Ito’s of­

ficial newspaper expresses satisfac­
tion with the views of some of the 
foreign papers regarding the situation 
in Korea, but says it is surprising the 
impression which appears to prevail 
that Japan has taken action in Korea, 
insisting Japan has not done so.

At the Afternoon Session.
The career of Frank Stuenenburg, 

the murdered ex-governor of Idaho, 
was discussed at length this after­
noon by Darrow. Justifying the ar­
ticles published in the Miners’ Mag­
azine, the official organ of the West­
ern Federation, Mr. Darrow said tho 
action of Steunenburg in asking for 
United States troops to quell the 
iot, and tire establishment of mar­

tial law in 1899, was unjustified and 
properly stirred intense feeling in 
labor circles against the governor.

Mr. Darrow’s argument, unfinish­
ed tonight, turned into an appeal for 
labor as against capital, and a de­
nunciation of opposition to unions. 
He held the audience open-mouthed 
as one after another of the sentiments 
poured from his lips. His attack on 
Orchard was anticipated and in this 
respect he surpassed all expectations. 
Three hours were devoted to an ex. 
conation of Orchard, and it was onlv 
when physical force and words failed 
that Mr. Darrow turned to James H. 
Hawley, the leading counsel for. the 
state, and the Pinkerton detectives, 
for some one on whom to pour a les­
ser volume ef vituperation.

Scored State Too.
The state of Idaho came in for a 

large share of Mr. Darrow’s denunci­
ation for the part it has ple,ycd in 
the prosecution. Culture, education, 
tire constitution of the Supreme court 
and wealth, each in turn, was de­
scribed as constituting a court of a 
combination against the working 
man. Mr. Darrow sneered at univers­
ities.

“And what is a cultured man?” he 
exclaimed, “but a cruel tyrant al­
ways?”

Reaching the climax of his appeal 
for .he working classes and his con­
demnation of the rich, he assailed the 
constitution, crying, “The constitu­
tion is here only to destroy the laws 
made for the benefit of the poor.”

Praises Unions, Condemns Wealth.
Mr. Harrow's defense of labor un­

ions and of union men was passion­
ate and his eulpgy of the Western 
Federation of Miners eloquent. He 
touched on the beauty of self-sacri­
fice found in the struggle for hu-

“I do not mean to insinuate,” he 
declared, “that Senator Borah is any 
more honest than Hawley, but I do 
believe he is slicker,”

Mr. Darrow spoke of those sickly, 
slobbering idiots who talk about 
Orchard's religion and regeneration 
and declared that before Dean Hinks, 
his religious adviser, had persuaded 
him to lay his sins oa ‘Jesus,’ Father 
McPartland, the detective, had per­
suaded him to lay his crimes on Hay­
wood, Moyer and Pettibone. This re­
ligious dodge was on a par with his 
past life, but you might have had 
more faith in this man if he had.not 
confessed to McPartland to save his 
life before he confessed to Dean 
Hinks to save his soul.

Federation Will Not Die.
In a burst of oratory Mr. Darrow 

said presently: “You men of the 
prosecution; you men of the Mine 
Owners’ Association; you men who 
are seeking the life of Bill Haywood, 
not because he is Haywood, but be­
cause he. represents a class, don’t be 
so shortsighted, so foolish as to be­
lieve that you will strangle the West­
ern Federation of Miners when you 
tie a rope around Bill Haywood’s 
neck; don’t be so bljnd as to believe 
that when you make their fresh new 
graves here in Idaho that you have 
killed the labor movement in this 
world. When Bill Haywood is gone 
millions of others will carry on his 
work to victory in the end.”

Discussed the Evidence-
Quitting his tirade against Orch­

ard and McPartland, Mr. Darrow be­
gan to discuss some of the evidence 
ill the case, taking up the trouble of 
the Coeur- d’Alenes region in Idaho 
in 1899. He declared Gov. Steunen­
burg sowed the seeds of more strife 
than was ever sown by the governor 
of any state up to the present time.

“There was ho justification for it,” 
exclaimed the lawyer. “There is not 
a man living who can defend it. 
Doubtless Gov. Steunenburg felt 
wliat he did was the only thing he 
could do. I am not here to discuss 
him or his motives, but I know that 
both inside and outside of labor un­
ions, in all the walks of life, there 
were those who denounced and al­
ways will denounce the acts of Steun- 
enhurg so long as we pretend to have 
a government hy law in this United 
States.

Were State Counsels Asleep?
Darrow denounced the states’ attor­

neys for allowing Wm. Dewey, who 
testified that he took part in the 
mob’s attack on the Bunker Hill and' 
Sullivan mills, to return to Colorado 
unhindered after confessing to mur­
der on the witness stand.

“Were you asleep?” he demanded 
of the attorneys at the council table.

The hay making campaign is the 
real thing now and the preparations 
for that branch' of agriculture, which" 
are being made, indicate another im­
mense put-up. It is only during the 
last few days that. 1906 hay market­
ing has ceased and the amount ship- 
lied from here has been unprecedent­
ed, and from all appearances the 1907 
hay harvest will be as large, possibly 
larger.

The progress of the crops in the 
Olds district continues, ' as recently 
reported, the marvel of everyone. 
Farmers who six weeks ago were 
rather dubious as to the outcome of 
fall wheat are now in excellent 
cheer over the extremely favorable 
outlook. The oats are heading out 
wherever the seeding was done reas­
onably early and some beautiful sam­
ples are shown. This, hflwever, is 
likely to be a season when good farm­
ing will be particularly in evidence. 
In ordinary seasons it has seemed 
that almost anything would grow 
anywhere, anytime, anyhow, but the 
well prepared fields, carefully select­
ed seed and thoroughly planted grains 
and vegetables are going to be to the 
fore without a doubt this gathering-in 
time.

Olds anti district have always been 
great advertisers through the medium 
of personal visits of its inhabitants 
abroad, this season being no excep­
tion.

not be grown for profit it may be 
plowed under for manure in the 
spring. It has served its purpose of 
storing up the .plant food given off by 
the soil after the fall retina, and now 
this food can be gliven back to the 
soil.

“Now let us suppose that a farmer 
has a piece of old sod land, which is 
a favorite breeding ground for the 
wire worms—that is, infested with 
the pests. After the hay is off treat 
the eoil to a short, late summer fal­
low, as just described when a grain 
crop is infested. It will require more 
labor to thoroughly pulverize and 
otherwise -fit the soil for sowing in 
September, but if well done paying 
results in greatly deereasing the rav­
ages of the wire worms will follow. 
Then sow to winter wheat, rye or 
grass. If grass is sown another crop 
of hay tnay be cut .the following sea­
son. As the worms do not thrive as 
well on compact, soil, it is a good 
practice to roll -the infested piece . in 
the spring. No doubt it will require 
several—at least three—years by this 
method of short rotation of crops, to 
render the soil comparatively iree of 
wire worms, as only the pupae and 
adults are killed, while the one-year- 
old and two-year-old larvae will -be 
uninjured. But farmers who practice 
this culture tell us that they are not 
troubled with the pest.

“We earnestly recommend the 
method of short rotation of crops to 
farmers having land badly infested 
by -wire worms, for we believe our ex­
periments show why it will rid the 
soil of them, and the experience oi 
farmers who practice the method is 
that the soil is rendered free from 
the pests in .this way.”

Large quantities of salt or kainit 
fertilizer are recommended by Dr. 
Smith of New Jersey for wire worms, 
but the quantities needful are so great 
as to be impracticable with most 
crops. Both Mr. Singerland and Dr. 
Smith agree that at least 1,000 pounds 
of kainit per acre should be used, but- 
this is not only expensive, but might 
be detrimental to some crops because 
of the extreme saltiness that would 
be in the soil.—H. A. Gossard, Ento­
mologist, Ohio Experiment Station.

Fighting the Wire Worms.
Wire worms are hard to manage. 

They are difficult to starve out, as 
they will remain living for a year on 
liand that is wholly destitute of vege­
tation; however, the -pupae and adult 
insects, which are found near the 
surface of the ground after the middle 
of July each year, aie killed by any 
disturbance of the soil. ' Fall plowing, 
therefore, will destroy the beetles and 
pupae that would appear as adults to 
lay eggs the following summer, and 
only wire worms of one or two years’ 
growth will be left on the field.

Wire worms take years to pass from 
the egg to the adult beetle. Mr. Slin- 
gerland of the Cornell Experiment 
Station, who has perhaps made a 
more extended study of .the wire 
worms than any other entomologist, 
writes as follows regarding fall plow­
ing and rotation of crops :

‘'This experience clearly indicates 
that by fall plowing we On destroy 
the beetles in the soil, and thus pre­
vent their maturing and depositing 
eggs1' the following summer. The 
plowing may be done at any time 
after July 30, for our experiments 
show that by that time all the mature 
wire worms have changed to pupae. 
After plowing the soil should be kept 
well pulverized and stirred up so 
that the little earthen cells of the 
pupae and adults may be destroyed. 
If this thorough cultivation be con­
tinued for three or four weeks, prev­
ious to September 20. in this latitude, 
wheat, rye or grass may be sown. If 
the plowing ie not done until after 
this date, the ground must necessarily 
remain ILh fallow until spring. How­
ever. rwe do not think it generally 
necessary for the fanner to thus lose 
the use of hie land in fighting theee 
peste.

“Suppose, for instance, a wheat or 
other grain crop ie badly infested 
With wire worms. The crop is usually 
harvested before August 15. Plow im­
mediately to e depth df at least 6 
inches, and then thoroughly pulverize 
the eoil and keep it well stirred until 
about September 10 ; or in other words 
prepare the eoil for scaring winter 
wheat or rye. The eoil will not lose 
much of the plantiproducng qualities 
by -being kept w6ll stirred at this sea­
son of the year, for it is before the 
fall ralins when it is.usually dry and 
warm and nitrification does not take 
place to a great extent. Of course 
many live larvae will etill remain in 
the soil, but they will not attack the 
crop'unliil spring’when it has a good 
start, and can -better withstand the 
attacks of the pest. Where rye can

Protecting the Herds From Flies.
In view of the virulence of the fly 

pest this season reported from so 
many districts, the following observa­
tions from the Nor’west Farmer are 
seasonable and necessary:

“With the number of sprays, emul­
sions and various other preparations 
repulsive to the common little black 
flies that swarm on cattle, there is 
very little excuse for the man who 
leaves his stock unprotected.. Refer­
ence of course is made to the/üverage 
farmer’s herd, it being impracticable, 
however desirable it might be, to treat 
cattle On the range or in a large pas­
ture, which hardly come near a corral 
or a stable -all summer.

The question as to whether it will 
pay to protect the animals, where 
some preparation may be regularly 
applied, 1s readily answered in the 
affirmative by noting the average dif­
ference, say for one week, between 
two bunches of cows, one of which 
has been given protection and the 
other has not. The value of protec­
tion is probably most marked in the 
case of the dairy cow, which, if she 
expends her nervous energy in fight­
ing flies will not be able to use it in 
making milk. Because the beef ani­
mal is not so high-strung and so sen­
sitive, the -benefits- of protecting it 
against flies are perhaps not so 
strongly marked; it is also true that 
wc cannot judge of the loss of flesh in 
a beef beast, due to the torments' of 
flies, as we can of the decreased milk- 
flow of a dairy cow from the same 
cause. However, the beef animal lays 
on flesh as a result Of the food it 
eats, just as the dairy cow gives milk 
as a result of the same action, and it 
is a reasonable conclusion that what 
will lessen the milk-flow in one case, 
will also lessen the amount of flesh 
laid on in the other.

A spray recommended by the Nor’­
west Farmer is : One gallon of fish 
oil ; one pint of coal oil and two 
ounces df crude carbolic acid, mixed 
in thiis amount or in this proportion 
as required. It can be handily ap­
plied from a little pail by the use of 
a small white-wash brush, and though 
requiring more tome than spraying, it 
needs only to be repeated two or three 
times a week.

In order to preserve and encourage 
the breeding of horses of the old 
Irish Draught type, the Department 
of Agriculture of that country is 
undertaking to publish a register of 
mares and sires of this class. Only 
animals which conform to the pre­
scribed type will be eligible, and no 
animal will be accepted which is not 
passed on as sound by the Depart­
ment. The general type of animal 
sought is one standing not less than 
fifteen hands high, with short, clean, 
flat legs, with well set joints and good 
feet, having a good head and rein,, 
with well laid back shoulders, and 
displaying ' throughout its conforma­

tion a sufficiency of power to warrant 
it to do general farm and harness 
work. The action should be free and 
light stepping.

The Saskatchewan Live Stock As­
sociation lias expressed itself as favor­
able to the admission of animals from 
outside the province at its annual 
auction sale.

THE TRAVELING DAIRY’S TESTS.

Hon. W. T. Finlay, minister of 
agriculture, returned last evening 
from the Cypress Hill country in the 
southern part of the province. To­
gether with Dairy Commissioner 
Marker, Mr. Finlay was engaged in 
supervising the démonstrations at 
Josephsburg of the government’s tra­
velling dairy. The object of the 
government in conducting these de­
monstrations is to instruct the 
farmers, who are not extensively en­
gaged in butter making and thus not 
in a position to establish a creamery, 
how they can realize the most from 
what butter they do make. Over 40 
people wc re present at the tests in 
Josephsburg on Monday and Tues­
day. They came from the country 
for miles around and evinced great 
interest in the demonstrations. Milk 
tests were made by the travelling 
dairy, to show the farmers how to 
ascertain the amount of butter fat 
containedxft^ milk. Many of those 
who were present brought with them 
samples of milk given by their cows. 
These samples were tested, and iii 
every case showed a good percentage 
of butter fat.

From cream furnished by Mr. Jas. 
Robinson and other settlers thedairy 
gave a demonstration oi butter-mak­
ing. Mr. Finlay explained the great 
necessity of cleanliness in the mak­
ing of butter. He showed how, with 
proper care of the cream and . the 
utensils used ia the making, butter 
which brought 12 cents a pound 
under the methods of manufacture in 
vogue at present, could be made to 
realize 25 cents per pound.

“The farmers in the south appre­
ciate the government’s efforts to 
instruct them in the art of butter 
making,” said Mr. Finlay. “The 
object of the demonstrations is to 
put the farmers on the same footing 
as the creameries in so far as the 
knowledge of how to make good 
butter is concerned.”

MILLION DOLLAR FURNACE 
PLANT.

Port Arthur, July 19—Without cere­
mony and without any of the citizens 
being aware that the, pretentious event 
was to take place, the blast furnaces 
of the Atikokan company, were blown 
yesterday. Fires in the great ovens 
were lighted at three o'clock. This 
has ushered in a new epoch in the 
history of Port Arthur. For the peo­
ple residing at the head of Lake Su­
perior had looked forward to the time 
when the. immense iron ore deposits 
which circle the north west sweep off 
the lake and stretch back from the 
lake, running for a hundred miles or 
more, would be required to supply the 
demands of the Canadian, as repre­
sented by the great northwest.

An idea of the magnitude of the 
Atikokan Iron company’s plant.which 
has been under construcion during 
the past two years, may be gleaned 
from the fact that it involved a capi­
tal expenditure of over a million dol­
lars.

NEW SCHEME TO BREAK TRUSTS.
Washington, July 18—The depart­

ment of justice has embarked upon a 
new and startling policy toward trusts 
violating the Sherman, act, and it is 
expected it will be given a trial in a 
very short time, in an action against 
the tobacco trust.

The department will ask the court, 
if in its judgment the interests and 
the facts as disclosed demand such ac­
tion, that receivers be appointed to 
take charge of the business and ad­
minister it in harmony with law.

Such a course, it is said, if adopted, 
would require the receiver taking 
charge of a corporation with a. view 
t . the gradual disintegration of such 
monopoly, that is to. say, such re­
ceiver, in administering such busi­
ness, would from time to time he ex­
pected to sell and dispose of the dif­
ferent property units composing such 
monopoly in such a way as to pre­
serve all the essential rights of the 
stockholders and at the same time 
ultimately give to the general public 
the benefit of competition between 
separate and independent corpora­
tions or businesses.

The policy was decided upon by 
Attorney-General Bonaparte and Mil- 
ton D. Purdy, -the trust expert, after 
careful and mature deliberation, and 
there is every promise that it will 
shake the trusts as nothing before has 
done. If the views of the attorney 
gepcral and his chief lieutenant are 
realized, the smashing of trusts is a 
certainty in the future, and there will 
be more alarm among the combina­
tions than ever before.

If the department of justice is able 
to show, as it is confident of doing 
ia a number of cases soon to be filed, 
that a combination is doing business, 
in clear violation of the anti-trust 
laws, restraining trade and monopo­
lizing the field, the attorney-general 
believes the courts will find it con­
sistent with law and justice to enjoin 
the trusts from conducting business 
along those lines.

The violation of an injunction is to 
be followed by motions for the ap­
pointment of a receiver to operate the 
business in conformity with the laws 
■oi the land. This receiver would- op­
erate the business of the combination 
aa contemplated with the law", and 
when the business was proceeding in 
harmony with the. statute he would 
proceed, in the regular way, to ask 
his discharge and the return of the 
business to its owners.

Ill; actions against the trusts up to 
this time, little has been aecompliah- 
ed. The payment of fines has no prac-- 
tioal effect, and the trusts have simply 
assessed these losses against the pub­
lic and. gone, on doing business as in 
-the pttot, throttling competition and 
fixing-prices to suit themselves.
- In the case against Standard Oil be­
fore Judge Landis at Chicago, a test 
cannot be made of the latest proposi­
tion, That case involves violation of 
thé rebate laws, and the punishment 
pre scribed for guilt'is a fine in each 
instance. It the Standard Oil is made 
to pay fines ’involving millions of dol­
lars it will assess the loss against 
consumers of the product and con­
tinue ag before, but if it can be caught 
in injunction receiver proceedings and 
put in the «hands of an officer of the 
court, evasion of the laws would be 
out of the question,

The proposition opens up a vast 
field: and will undoubtedly be fought 
on the part of the trusts with a 
fierceness heretofore .unknown. In the 
ease ef. the powder trust, proceedings 
,-igoinst which have been on the eve 
of beginning for some time, it will 
be shown to the courts that this com­

Galt coal is coming out in good 
style from the Lethbridge mine, and 
for the next three months it is expect­
ed that the supply will be good, if 
the cars can be secured to take the 
fuel out. Manager Naysmjth, of the 
Galt mine, however, is of the opinion 
that there must be a lot of coal stored 
iu the cellars of the citizens this- fall 
and summer, or there will be -a short­
age next winter. When it was point­
ed out to him that the people were 
averse to laying in a supply during 
the hot summer months, he merely 
stated that there would be a lot who 
would be sorry they had not got in 
a supply when next winter comes 
around.

INDIAN SWAM FOR NINE HOURS.
Vancouver, July 18.—For niné 

hours lost night, Chief Charlie 
James, of Squamish Indians, swam 
shoreward in Gulf of Georgia, bur­
dened by weight of his daughter anil 
her babe. From three o’clock in the 
afternoon until midnight, he held 
them, one by either arm, but by the 
time he had: reached shore at Point. 
Grey, just west of. Vancouver, both 
the young woman and her child had 
succumbed. The big Indian’s endur­
ance is probably one of the most 
marvellous cases of the kind on rec­
ord..

At three o’clock yesterday after­
noon, six Indians, of whom those 
mentioned were three, were upset 
from a canoe. Seas were running 
high and the boat was swamped. The 
young Indian woman was thrown 
away from the boat with her child 
in her arms. The others clung to 
the craft. Chief Charlie swam to the 
assistance of his daughter and grand­
ie canoe. He struck out for the 
child, but was never able to regain 
shore with his burden and all the. 
time he swam had no support of any 
kind. He is « powerful man, fifty- 
five years old.

Late this afternoon the other 
natives who had lashed themselves to 
the overturned canoe were rescued. 
None were injured seriously.

KOREA'S KING RESIGNS TO-DAY.
Tokio, July 19.—Seoul advices say 

that the abdication ceremony of the 
Emperor of Korea has been arranged, 
to take place to-day.

The emperor convened the eRlei 
statesmen at one o’clock this morn 
nig- The cabinet ministers waited in 
an adjoining room, while the emperor 
conferred with the elder statesmen. 
After a two-hour conference His Ma 
jesty_ finally yielded and made up his 
mind to abdicate.

It was decided to hold the abdica 
tion ceremony at ten o’clock this 
moriiing. Much unrest prevails about 
the palace and at another place a 
crowd of 7,000 is assembled. A por­
tion of -this crowd assaulted the office 
of daily Kokumina, but the mob wa« 
disjiersed beiore heavy damage was- 
inflicted.

TO CHECK LIBELS AGAINST
THE WEST.

Ottawa, July 22.—The Department 
of the Interior is anxious to put a 
stop, if possible, to the frequent 
statements sent out from Canada by 
disgruntled immigrants, unreliable 
newspaper correspondents and others 
to the press of Great Britain the 
United States and other countries, li­
belling Canada in respect to climate, 
the hardship of immigrants, etc.

Some of these stories, particularly 
those sent out last spring as to condi­
tions prevailing in the Canadian 
West, were, weirdly sensational and 
were of the wild woolly variety. They 
were almost totally unsubstantiated 
by writers and were calculated to ser­
iously injure Canada's reputation 
abroad.

The prosecution of these wilful 
slanders will be proceeded with. One 
case has already been reported to the 
department. In January last G. A, 
Hoagland, of Taber, Iowa, had print­
ed in the United States, circulars and 
fraudulent advertisements warning 
Americans that laborers were not 
wanted, in Canada. The matter was 
taken up by Immigration Commis­
sioner J. Obed Smith of Winniueg and 
the Lethbridge Board 6f Trade, and 
prosecution was bègun by the Attor­
ney General of Alberta. As a result 
Hoagland has been fined $200 for "oc­
casioning an injury to a public inter­
est."

Chained to .a bed: in a small,.upstairs 
room, in Wilson’s, restaurant . here, 
John Kay hqs been a close prisoner 
since Sundey afternoon. Hie crime 
is. tile same as that of thirty Bus-: 
siens w.hq were arrested three weeks 
ago, namely deserting the employ­
ment of Chandler &. McRae, railway 
contractors, at McDougaU Chute, 
some seventy odd miles north on the 
T. & N. O. railway. When seen yes­
terday evening he was lying on the 
bod, his right band locked, close to,it, 
by means of a pair of handcuffs. He 
could not stand upright nor take a 
single step jn any. direction., Con­
stable McDonald, who had. him in 
charge, adopted this method of se­
curing his prisoner and at the same 
time relieving himself of the neces­
sity of keeping his eyes on him all 
the time.

With tears in his eyes the boy, who 
is only twenty, years of age, told his 
side of the story , He said between 
sobs : “I am a Lancashire lad and 
came out to Canada two years ago, 
I worked with the Montreal Steel 
company for a time but quit to en­
gage in railroad work, as I was told 
I could make more money. I. signed 
a contract with an employment agent 
in Montreal to go to work at Mc- 
Dougall's Chute.”

“Did you agree to stay for any 
stipulated time?” he was asked.

"No,” tie replied, but I was to pay 
my railway fare out of my wages. I 
was to have thirty-five dollars a 
month and my board.”

"How long did you work?"
“Two weeks. The foreman seemed 

to have his knife -in me and one day 
told me not to come back to work 
with him any more. I took this for 
my discharge, and so left camp and 
made my way down to Swanson’s 
camp and went to work there.”

“How long did you work?”
"Only one day and then I was ar­

rested.”
“Did the constable show you this 

warrant or tell you he had one for 
your arrest?”

"No; he just arrested me for quit­
ting work. Men are leaving all the 
time and it is hàrd to fill their places. 
He is. going to take me back tomor­
row, he says, but I don’t want to go. 
I have worked long enough to pay 
my railway fare, but I suppose they 
want to make me work, whether or 
no; to frighten others from quit­
ting."

CUBANS READ THE COCO SIGNS.
Havana, July 21.—Upon what tick­

lish terms the bond oi Cuban’ pacifi­
cation is occasionally conducted is 
shown by the particulars which have 
just leaked out, of a projected up­
rising in the Orient, which recently 
gave Governor Magoon some hours 
of anxiety. At the palace absolute 
ignorance is professed of anything 
in the shape of disturbance, but the 
interesting fact remaille that an up­
rising was set for- July 12, and. -it 
would doubtless have been started 
had it not been for the vigilance of 
the United States army officers de­
tailed on secret service. Nothing 
could better illustrate the irritability 
of some of the Cuban leaders than 
the triviality of incident.

All the trouble arose from the ef­
forts of Captain Robert Alexender, 
Eleventh United States infantry 
quartermaster of the American garri­
son in Morro Castle, Santiago, to 
beautify the grounds about the old 
fortress by setting out trees. Unluck­
ily he selected cocoanut palms, and 
having obtained from an acquain­
tance a hundred young trees he lmd 
them properly planted. While the 
captain was congratulating himself 
on his efforts to improve Cuban pro­
perty without cost, for all the plant­
ing was done by the garrison, the 
rumor, went flying through the pro­
vince that the Americans were plant­
ing “cocos” on the Morro, and since 
it takes six years for a “coco" to 
bear, it was obvious that tlie Ameri­
cans intended to remain for at least 
That period.

Patriots met in secret and decided 
to invoke the counsel of General Ley­
as Delcastillo, of Havana, who is in 
a- condition of chronic agitation over 
the question of tlie duration of tlie 
American occupation, and that war­
rior despatched two emissaries to 
Santiago to investigate. They visit­
ed the Morro, and with their own 
eyes saw Captain Alexander’s "coco.” 
There they were, and nothing could 
be plainer than that the Americans 
were determined to remain forever.

The excitement increased ; more 
meetings were held; arms were dis­
tributed, to the number it is said of 
75 rifles and ammunition, and a rue 
ing was get for July 12, under the 
leadership of one, Rodriguez, of San­
tiago, and General Camacho, oi San 
-Luis. The plan was to “ rush ” 
small isolated posts of rural guards, 
massacre the men, and then as the 
msurgent ranks increased, attack 
Santiago itself, and is possible wipe 
out the American garrison.

That there was trouble in the air 
was soon evident and Lieut, Dought- 
ery, the American officer in cha>ge 
of the. rural guards of Santiago, 
made ready to meet it, and sent a 
requisition to Havana for a big lot 
of cartridges. The secret service of­
ficers also went to- work and exposed 
the. whole plot several days before the 
date set for the uprising, They read 
the leaders a lecture on arboriculture

swept along witli great rapidity. For 
a time it looked as if the whole north- 
ern .porfieji yt the oily would be de­
stroyed.

.political ..offenders recently sentenced 
by the. courts of Guatemala, many 
have been pardoned and liberated 
during the past ten days, and. it is 
believed, that those under sentence oi 
death also will be pardoned. Condi­
tions in the republic are quiet.

Intimidation Charged.
Montreal, July 23.—Serious charges 

of intimidation are made in connec­
tion with the strike of the structur­
al iron, workers here. In one instance 
an iron pin was removed from a der­
rick w.ith the result that chance only 
prevented several men from being 
killed when the derrick crashed down 
as tlie machine started. At another 
place the strike breakers held at re­
volvers’ points, men from going to 
the rescue of a foreman who was be­
ing beaten by roughs. The old em­
ployees of the Dominion Bridge Com­
pany are oil strike for higher wages 
and. the .sympathizers are blamed ior. 
these. acts of intimidation., Officials 
of the union have issued a detailed 
end, brief denial.

MOTHS ON TRACK
STOP C.N.R. TRAIN.

Port Arthur, July 23.—The Ontario 
legislators who were up in the Rainy 
River district two weeks ago, met 
with several unusual experiences. 
The first incident Oi the journey oc­
curred on the Canadian Northern 
line, when the trainmen were obliged 
to stop owing to the track ahead be­
ing covered for several hundred 
yards with moths, causing the 
wheels to slip. After sweeping the 
track the engineer opened the sand 
box and got the train under way 
again.

GERMANY AGAINST
DISARMAMENT.

The Hague, July 23.—Baron Mare- 
chall Von Bieberetain, one of the Ger­
man delegates to the peace confer­
ence, has received instructions from 
Berlin to oppose, the wording of the 
British proposition regarding the 
limitation of armaments. Germany 
does not admit that this question is 
more urgent today than it was in 
1899, when the first peace conference 
was in session, and she contends that 
it is impossible to acknowledge the 
urgency of -disarmament when no 
practical scheme has yet been de­
vised for the reduction of military 
burdens.

aired extermination of the Western 
Federation of Miners. Mr. Richard­
son declared that. Orchard was a man 
r assessed with a lust for murder, a 
desire to glut a disordered brain with 
the blood of his fellowmen, and the 
attorney told the jury that the de­
fense was ready and willing to ad­
mit that Orchard accomplished the 
taking off of Governor. Stuensnberg 
in the manner described by him on 
the witness stand,. Orchard was 
painted as a man who fancied that 
there was glory in spectacular crime, 
Day after day opportunity was re­
sented to kill Stuenenberg, in com­
parative safety, to -himself, but rath­
er than shoot a man whose giant 
stature, the attorney said, offered a 
target “as big as the side ofa barn,” 
Oichtid planted a bomb and plan­
ned ithe deed so that it might attract 
the greatest amount of attention. 
Richardson asserted that Orchard had 
a motive against Stuenenberg for tlie 
real or fancied loss of his interests in 
the Hercules mines through being 
driven out of the Coeur D’Alenes.

Orchard’s Story Absurd.
Of Orchard’s story of his many at­

tempts upon the lives of men said to 
have been , marked, for death by the 
Federation, Mr. Richardson said it 
was the most absurd thing on the 
face of the earth. He declared that 
it would he along time before the law 
would sanction a conviction on such 
testimony as had been produced 
against Haywood and pleaded with 
the jury not to put a halter about the 
neck of his client, “at the behest of 
the Mine Owners’ Association and 
its representatives."

Explained Simpkins’ Flight.
As to the disappearance of Jack 

Simpkins, following the death of Gov­
ernor Bicbavdson, he said he too 
would have fled to hiding under simi­
lar circumstances, although there 
was not an iota of evidence to connect 
him (Simpkins) with the crime. Simp­
kins had had one experience in an 
Idaho “bull pen” and his only safety 
was in flight. *

Darrow to Plead.
Clarence Darrow will commence his 

argument in Haywood’s behalf when 
the court resumes. tomorrow morning. 
It is expected that he will require 
two days to close for the defense.

Dr. I. L; McGee, the witness for 
the defense, who was arrested on the 
charge of ’ perjury, was discharged 
froth custody today by the magistrate 
before the preliminary hearing was 
held. The justice ruled that the. evid­
ence brought by tlie prosecution was 
insufficient to warrant him in holding 
McGee, Orchard was on the stand 
this afternoon as a witness in the 
McGee case.

PREPARING TO STUDY THE SUN.
Ottawa, July 23—Yesterday Dr, Ot­

to Klotz, of the government scientific 
staff in Canada, speaking of our re­
markable spring; with its heavy snow­
fall early in May and some snow late 
in the month, explained the ordinary 
weather phenomena and told, how it is 
that the weather bureaus can predict 
from what has begun to happen to 
what is going to happen. He referred 
to the area of “high barometer,” or 
high atmospheric pressure, that was 
persistent in the Northwest last spring 
as a place where, the heavy air was 
piled up like mountain ranges and 
kept pouring down the slope toward 
the valley of light air or low pressure, 
bringing with it the cold air of the 
upper regions, which was distributed 
far and wide over the continent; 
but lie added, that we do not. knew 
why this air persisted in piling itself 
up skyhigh in the Northwest. Weather 
science has gone just so far that we 
know fairly well what. the weather 
will be tomorrow, but why it is not 
•the same as last year we do not know.

Sun the Mystery.
The mystery involved in the work­

ings ot the great furnace, the sun; 
and Dr. Klotz. said that until we un­
derstand its iflser. operations we eau- 
not hope to Jzive a satisfactory ex­
planation asjjp the “why” of weather. 
The trouble u- that though we know 
much about, the sun there is a great 
deal more we dp not know. The fur­
nace does not seem to be fed regu. 
tarly. We do not know how it is run 
or what kind of heating material, is 
used, but we are not yet able to meas­
ure the amount of heat poured out on 
a given area.

There are among the problems of 
solar physics that are now being vig­
orously attacked ; and the most prom­
ising and comprehensive investiga­
tion is that in progress 'at Mount 
Wilson, Cal., under the auspices of 
the Carnegie institution. In his re­
port for 1905 President Woodward said 
that among all the projects of the in- 
■*t tin lion the solar observatory it was 
establishing, at Mount .Wilson ranked, 
first in cost of. construction and 
equipment; but the Tbst was no more 
-.an commensurate with the magni­
tude of the problem, which -was that 
of the physical constitution of the sun 
and rts role in the solar and stellar 
systems of the visible universe.

Mount Wilson, in southern Califor­
nia, 5,886 feet high, attracted atten­
tion a few years ago as offering re­
markably favorable, conditions- fur as­
tronomical work because of the great 
amount of clear weather and the low 
humidity and- wind:. movement. In 
the summer of 1904 132 days out ot 
136 were perfectly suitable for obser­
vations. The Carnegie institution se­
cured a lease of this mountain for 
ninety-nine years, and a number of 
buildings were erected for the staff 
of observers. It would not do to trans­
port delicate instruments coating 
many thousands of dollars over the 
rough trail, and so $15,000 was ex­
pended in building a good road to the 
summit. Up to September 30 last the 
sum of $150,OCf) had been expended 
from the institution funds for the con­
struction and. maintenance of the 
solar observatory. The work is under 
the direction of Professor George E. 
Hale.

Attacking Solar Problem'.
The. attack on the. solar problem is 

new in full progress along three con­
verging lines. The sun is being stud­
ied as a typical star; the stars and 
nebulae are being investigated, both 
to learn more of them and to ascer­
tain their relationship to the sun 
and to. one another ; and interpreta­
tions of both solar, and stellar phe­
nomena are being sought through 
carefully chosen laboratory experi­
ments,. The probability has been 
emphasized that the quantity of rad­
iant heat received from the sun by 
the outer layer of the earth’s atmos­
phere ip- a unit ok time is not con­
stant. Last year the physical labor­
atory was completed, and by its 
means many phenomena observed in 
the sun may be produced artificially 
and thus studied, deliberately and 
repeatedly.

The observatory is to have this 
year great additions to its apparatus; 
For many months . artificers have, 
been engaged in. perfecting the 
mountings, and telescope, which will 
greatly arid to tlie efficiency of ob­
servation ; and Mr. John D. Hooker, 
of Los Angeles has contributed $45,- 
000 tp meet the cost uf a mirror- of 
fifty feet focal length and one hun­
dred inches aperture which will col­
lect 2;7 times as much: light as the 
sixty inch,, reflector and permit the 
work of the observatory to be vastly 
extended. It will be possible, for ex­
ample, to $>holograph iimmenkfe. 
number of nebulae and other objects 
so large” and clearly that they mly 
lie satisfactorily studied.

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THE UNPATRIOTIC INDIFFER­
ENCE OF THE CANADIAN 

MANUFACTURER.
The Canadian Grocer of Montreal 

gives the Canadian manufacturer 
some good plain advicé regarding 
Western Canada and the opportunity 
he is neglecting in not establishing 
factories in the prairies.

The Grocer says: “Western Can- 
“ada is calling now for industries and 
“with as much reason as for the last 
“th:rty years she-has been calling lor 
"settlers, to cultivate 1er fertile 
“prairies. For years the call for set- 
“tlers went unheeded, but recently it 
“has been answered by an influx of 
“huridreds of thousands df sturdy till- 
“ers of the soil who have thus creat- 
"ed a new and rapidly expanding 
"market for manufactures of all 
“kinds. Industries are urgently 
“needed at the present time and the 
“business men in the Western Prov­
inces, being on the spot, are quick 
“to recognize the opportunities offer- 
“ed. Unfortunately, they have not 
“themselves the capital necessary to 
“establish manufacturing industries 
“on a sure foundation and the West 
“must therefore look to the East for 
“assistance. Golden opportunities 
“are presented to the manufacturers 
“who are first on the ground and the 
“commercial history of the next five 
“or ten years will determine whether 
“Canadian business men have that 
“faith in the possibilities of their own 
“country that will induce them to 
"grasp for themselves the business 
“opportunities offered them in the 
"newer Canada beyond the Great 
“Lakes. It will decide whether West- 
“ern Canada is to be developed by 
“capital, owned or controlled bv 
“Canadians, or whether the choicest 
“business opportunities will be grasp- 
“ed by outside capitalists."

While Western business men are do­
ing more than perhaps these sentences 
would indicate to seize the opportu­
nities about* them, the general tenor of 
the paragraph reflects the situation to 
a nicety and the Canadian manufac­
turers are a singularly short-sighted 
set of industrial captains if they can­
not see in it two things: First, an 
opportunity open today, and second, 
an opportunity that will not be open 
tomorrow.

These conditions should indeed have 
occurred to the manufacturers of 
F.astern Canada long ago, and without 
any elaboration and argument from 
the public press, month by month, 
that gentleman in his Eastern office 
has been receiving larger and still 
larger orders for his goods from the 
Western provinces, and year after 
year his aggregate shipments to the 
West have been doubling and trebling 
in a manner that has kept his factory 
running day and night and confronted 
him with the ever-present problems of 
more room: more plant and more em­
ployees.

Every consignment of goods which 
has left his wareroom for the West 
was doomed to add the cost of 
thousand miles of more of railway 
carriage to the price the consumer 
would have to pay for it. Added to 
this was the equally unsatisfactory 
circumstance that the consumer never 
knew how many weeks or months 
would elapse before the goods would 
reach him. And not infrequently his 
patience and persistent inquiry was 
rewarded in the course of time by 
the not very gratifying information 
that tiie consignment had been de 
stroyed in a wreck, but that the rail­
way company had not yet untangled 
the red tape sufficieitly to pay him 
for it.

This condition hgs been , a matter 
not of weeks or months, but of years 

Xlt is well known to the Eastern manu­
facturer, though not so impressively 
a? to his Western consumer. It sure­
ly requires no unusual genius on the 
part^of the manufacturer to under 
stand that this condition cannot last 
T<. suppose that the biggest half of the 
Dominion will forever await the con 
you enoe of the Ontario manufacturer 
and the pleasure of the railway com­
panies and then pay a thousand miles 
carriage charges on goods that could 
and should be made on the ground 
to oseanlt the business acumen of the 
pecile of the West

More than this, if there is competi­
tion among the Canadian manufac­
turers. and we are assured on their 
own authority there is, it should oc­
cur to some of these astute gentle­
men that the factory located in the 
West should securg the business of 
the West against Eastern competition. 
The power of “local patriotism" to 
secure trade for “home industries" is 
a factor well understood by the propri­
etors of industrial concerns, and no 
manufacturer ever had so good an op­
portunity to enlist this factor in the 
development of titeir concerns as 
those starting enterprises in Western 
Canada, where delay in freight and 
excessive charges join the “local pat­
riotism" of the consumer in urging 
him to buy the products of the home 
factory, the conditions should surely 
bi iceal for the home manufacturer.

Despite these apparent facts the 
Canadian manufacturer has sb 1 •:> 
wholesome and unwavering indiffer­
ence toward the opportunities await­
ing him in Western Canada. His fac­
tory is still located in Ontario and his 
business is still found in the West. 
He shows practically no inclination 
to “branch out”, much less to remove 
his headquarters to the scene of ac­
tion. When he shows any concern in 
in this country it is concern to keep 
American goods from coming into it 
and lêssening his profits. When he 
takes a trip it is not to look out fac­
tory sites in Western cities, but to 
Ottawa to threaten the Government 
with sure destruction if they do not 
raise the tariff. Aside from the period­
ical visits of his travellers- the West 
knows and sees nothing of him; and 
aside from their hotel bills receives 
no benefit from the existence of the 
factory which it supports.

The opportunity which -the Cana­
dian manufacturer neglects today he 
will lament tomorrow. Premier Rob- 
lin to the contrary, the farmers of this 
country are growing very very, tired 
of being told that it is their patriotic 
duty to pay more for their goods in 
order to support “home industries" 
two thousand miles away and to make 
home markets" for the farmers of 

York county, Ontario. One of thés.- 
days the Canadian manufacturer's 
orders from the West will begin to frli 
off and when he investigates he will 
find the field occupied by “heme 
factories erected by American capital 
and directed by American enterprise. 
When this occurs the Canadian manu­
facturer will be entitled to devote his
unrestrained malediction to his own 
unpatriotic indifference.

If under the present low tariff the 
Canadian manufacturer can make 
goods in Eastern Canada and sell 
them in the West against the compe­
tition of American goods, what would 
he not be able to do under the “ade­
quate tariff formulated by nimself 
and propagated by the Opposition 
which he elects and dominates?

THE SILENCE OF MR. AMES.
Mr, Foster thinks he has been too 

everely censured by the press and 
n Parliament for jus dealings with 
he Union Trust Company's funds, 
md argues in defence:

First—that the money put into the 
loncern by the Foresters ceased to 
>e trust funds when-it got 'into the 
coffers of the Union Trust Co.;

And second—that the Union Trust 
ompany earned large dividends on 

Is operations under his management.
The plaint of Mr. Foster is badly 

aken, for if blameable at all. the 
ault of his opponents ties rather in 
heir indulgence than their severity 
>ver the troubles which the honor 
ible gentleman has brought upon 
lhnself. The publicity which his of 
ences have received was in the first 
nstance due to the fact tliot they be 
onged to a species of which no hon 
irable man would be guilty, and 
heir criticism has been invited and 
:ourted by the attempt of Mr. Foster 
o defend himself by an ohslaught on 
lie judicial commission which 
iroq^ht his record to the light. If 
«his publicity is displeasing to Mr 
Foster he -has himself to thank, first 
.or oomitting the offences and sec­
ondly for his impudent and venom­
ous attack on the public tribunal 
which revealed his operations. In 
both these respects he shares the po­
sition, end doubtless the sentiments, 
of the late manager of the Ontario 
Bank.

And supposing hie critics to have 
been animated by the grossest poli­
tical bias, it -is difficult to see how 
or in what respect it would have 
been possible for them to censure too 
severely the conduct of which Mr. 
Foster was guilty. If there is one 
class of funds in this country about 
which should be thrown every pro­
tection of the law, and safeguarded 
by the most conservative methods 
of investment, that class is the funds 
of insurance companies. These mon

eys are contributed alike by the rich 
and the poor, in the great proportion 
by the poor, and they are designed 
f-or the maintenance and welfare of 
the helpless and dependent when 
death has removed the bread-win­
ners. Surely, whatever safeguards 
are thrown about ordinary funds 
should be doubled and trebled for 
the security of these. Yet it was 
such funds that Mr. Foster handled 
in a way he would never have been 
permitted to handle the money of a 
private corporation. What species 
of degree of censure could over-reach 
the deserts of such conduct 

If Mr. Foster has been severely 
criticised, it has been because he 
had no defence to offer for the of­
fences with which he was charged. 
Gifted with unquestioned eloquence, 
with rare lii ancial acumen and ex 
perience, with a place in Parliament 
in which to defend himself, and a 
party press yearning to exonerate 
him, Mr. Foster only succeeded in 
providing whatever may have been 
lacking in his own arraignment. Not 
only did he not explain or throw in 
any bettor1, light any single shady 
transaction in which he was concern­
ed, but with a hardihood rarely equal­
led, he produced as his only extenua­
tion the bald declaration that trie 
funds were not trust funds, and the 
specious plea that his operations, 
however indefensible, had returned a 
profit to the Union Trust. If he had 
not been convicted before he con­
victed himself beyond the power or 
hope of his bitterest opponent by 
this unblushing avowal.

Suppose the funds of -the Union 
Trust Co. were not trust funds, wlmt 
were they? Whence did they come? 
Who provided them, and for what 
purpose? And ff this company , was 
not handling “trust” funds, why 
was it called a Trust Co.? If it was 
handling “trust" funds it was a 
Trust Company, - if not, it was not 
a Trust Company. Either Mr. Foster 
was handling trust moneys or he 
was doing business under the false 
pretence that he was handling them 

Suppose that these funds ceased to 
be impressed by any trust when 
turned into the coffers of the Union 
Trust. Then any insurance company 
in Canada can evade the legal re 
strictions which surround the invest­
ment of its funds by simply forming 
a trust company and turning the 
money over to this subsidiary con­
cern.. And once in the hands ol 
this vehicle, the money may be in 
vested in any species of speculation 
hat promises to yield rich rewards 

to its manager and his associates.
On his own contention, then, Mr. 

Foster was : a party, and an interested 
party, in the evasion of the insurance 
law, and on his admission he sees 
nothing reprehensible in such con­
duct. Unfortunately for him, but 
fortunately for the country at large, 
other people regard such matters dif- 
erently.

But, says Mr. Foster, the Union 
Trust earned dividends. It was for­
tunate for him it was so. -Managers 
of financial concerns have gone to 
unpleasant places for operations very 
similar to his. but which did not 
turn out profitable. Speculation 
with one’s own money is a man’s -pri­
vate affairs; but speculation with the 
money of other -people is the busi­
ness of the owners. Had Mr. Fos­
ter’s speculations turned out wrong 
he might have learned the difference 
in a very impressive but unpleasant 
fashion.

It was unfortunate for Mr. Fostei 
that while he was telling the House 
of Gommons" how. large these di-vi 
dends were, he could not catch the 
eye of Mr. Ames, who sat behind 
tom. Mr. Ames lias had experience 
with trust companies. He knew that 
such dividends could only mean that 
the Union Trust had been navigat. 
ing the dangerous sea of speculation, 
and that in boasting the dividends 
he had earned, Mr. Foster was only 
confessing to the course he had steer­
ed. No approving applause, and no 
commending language came from Mr. 
Ames. Mr. Foster should have drawn 
a moral from the silence of Mr. 
Ames—the moral that the first busi­
ness of a trust company is not to 
earn large dividends, but to keep the 
money entrusted to its care secure 
lor the owners.

tion of this character throughout 
“Canada is, comparatively speaking, 
“of recent date, and the object of it 
"was to enforce what is; called the 
“early closing movement as regard 
“retail stores and places of business, 
“and to assure that all persons in 
“business of the character specified 
"in the bylaw should alike be eom- 
"pelled to keep their places of busi* 
“ness closed, so that one man should 
“not keep -his place of business closed 
“during the prescribed hours and an- 
“other keep liis place open. If a per- 
"son is allowed to keep -his place of 
“business open during the prescribed 
“hours and is only liable when he 
“sells, the difficulty of enforcing the 
“law -would be very greatly increased, 
“and the temptation to evade the law 
“or defy it would also be greatly in­
creased.”

Mr. Foster accepted commissions or 
reductions or drawbacks or rebates or 
whatever particular name he prefers 
to call them by, from the money of 
the Foresters being paid out by the 
Union Trust Company. If the "con­
verted” trust funds of the Foresters 
were susceptible to such discounts on 
behalf of and for the benefit of the 
manager, why shoultj not diverted 
funds from the Dominion treasury be 
subject to the same rake-offs if man­
aged by the same gentleman and 
along the same lines?

The investments of the "converted" 
trust funds of the Foresters were 
made in such manner that the lion’s 
share of their earnings went not into 
the treasury of the company, but into 
the pockets of Mr. Foster and his fin­
ancial and political associates. Why 
would not the diverted trust funds of 
the Dominion be invested for the same 
purpose and with the same result if 
handled under the same auspices’

The Foresters were mulcted of the 
bonus stock granted in consideration 
that an enterprise for the benefit of 
Mr. Foster and his friends be financ­
ed by their “converted" funds. Why 
would not the Dominion be similarly 
deprived of any share, beyond the 
bare usury, in the profits earned bÿ 
its perverted funds?

Mr. Foster’s defence for his method 
handling the “converted" funds of 

the Foresters was that dividends were 
returned to the owners. Would tho 
people of Canada be prepared to have 
their funds perverted to finance a sim­
ilar institution, conducted along sim­
ilar lines, under the same management 
and for similar ends, on condition 
that they should receive their own 
and usury if the speculations should 
prove successful

A DEFECTIVE BY-LAW.
As Edmonton has been trying to 

inaugurate an early closing by-law 
off and on for many months, the de 
cision in the recent Calgary case is 
interesting.

BY HIS OWN STANDARD.
According to Mr. Foster it is im­

possible to “separate altogether pri­
vate character and public position," 
and having laid dowm this standard 
for the measurement of another man 
he should have no objection to its 
being applied to himself.

We are invited thus to see in the 
motives and purposes of his private 
life the aims and ends toward which 
Mr. Fester works in public life. And 
in the rules of action that have gov­
erned the conduct of his private busi 
ness we are invited1 'to discern pre- 
lumab'y the coarse lye would like to 
pursue in the broader field of con­
ducting the affairs of the country.

Fortunately it' is riot necessary to 
accept this implied invitation of Mr. 
Foster to probe into his personal con­
cerns and investigate the character 
of his private transactions. For there 
is another class of transactions in 
which he was concerned, which were 
in essence and nature matters of pub. 
lie interest and concern, and about 
which we have ample knowledge. As 
Mr. Foster persists in designating 
these affairs as “private” his implied 
invitation may be taken as extending 
to them as fully as though they were 
private in reality.

By his own standard of judgment 
therefore we are left to suppose that 
he aims and motives which governed 

Mr. Foster in the management of the 
Union Trust Co. are the aims and mo­
tives oi his public life; that his meth 
ads of handling the funds of the 
Union Trust Co. are the methods 
which he would like to apply in hand 
ling the funds of the Dominion of 
Canada; and that the reasons which 
îe considers sufficient excuse for his 
operations in connection with the 
Trust Company he would consider 
justification for pursuing a similar 
cours! in the broader field which 
would be opened to him if the re­
sources of the Dominion were at his 
disposal.

Let us see how this works out along 
the line of Mr. Foster’s reasoning 
and practising. He argues that trust 
unds cease to be trust funds when 
passed into a trust company. If this 
be so what a grand opportunity 
would be afforded for the application 
of the doctrine by his elevation to the 
treasury benches. For if the Forest­
er’s money when dumped into the cof­
fers of the Union Trust ceased to be 
impressed with any trust, why would 
not the funds of the Dominion under­
go the same transformation if placed 
in the vaults of a similar concern?

Both the preaching And the practis­
ing of Mr. Foster uphold the theory 
that once trust funds have been freed 
from this restriction by filtering 
through a trust company they may 
be launched in any exploit however 
venturesome, and that the real own. 
ers of the money have no say in the 
matter. If this rule was applied to 
the “converted” trust funds of the 
Foresters why would it not be equally 
applicable to trust funds diverted 
from the national treasury?

COMMISSIONER SYSTEM PRO­
POSED.

Prince Albert aldermen are begin­
ning to complain of the demands 
made on their time and attention by 
the ' increasing volume of city busi­
ness, and the suggestion is made by 
the Times that the commission sys­
tem be adopted. This system of city

public favor and will probably be the 
rule rather than the exception among 
western cities a few years hence. The 
reason generally is that which sug­
gests the change in Prince Albert— 
the over-burdening of the city council.

The cities now adopting the plan 
have the opportunity to avoid most 
of the difficulties found by the pion­
eers. In Edmonton the most of these 
have originated in the lack of a clear 
understanding of the commissioners’ 
duties and powers.

cerning the manner in which the im­
migration policy of the present gov­
ernment works out. I shall take a 
few moments of the time of the 
House then to discuss the conditions 
as they work out in the province of 
Alberta, as far as my practical ex­
perience goes. A great deal has been 
said that would .lead one to believe 
that in the western provinces our 
population is made up mainly of the 
foreign elements with a small per­
centage of British and Canadian peo­
ple to leaven the whole lump. I have 
to hand statistics which I do not 
think can be questioned, which are 
based on a census taken no longer 
since than June, 1906, which will 
show that nothing could be further 
from the truth than the statement 
made by an-hon. member in this 
House, that in the western province^ 
four-friths of the people are of for­
eign origin. Nothing could be furth­
er from the truth, and I resent with 
all the energy that is in me, any 
imputation that my constituents and 
my fellow citizens in the province of 
Alberta constitute the scum of the 
earth.

“The exact words used are “Can­
ada is becoming the land of the scums 
of all other nations.’ I resent any 
such statement; it has not one soli­
tary foundation in fact. The much 
discussed Galician who is so often 
referred to in this House, has been 
a surprise to every man who is a 
citizen and takes an interest in pub­
lic affairs in that country. He is a 
wonderful pioneer in the remote sec­
tions of the country, a man who be­
gins with the smallest amount of 
capital, and, working and earning as 
best he can to improve his surround­
ings, looks about him and sees his 
fellow countrymen improving, and 
whatever surplus money he acquires 
he invests in improvements. The Gal­
ician becomes one of the very best, 
one of the most industrious citizens 
we have. On his arrival in Canada 
he does not appear to be the most 
desirable person to look at; his social 
laws are somewhat different than 
ours, his habits are different from 
ours, but when you assimilate a class 
of people such as that and make 
them what they have become in the 
west, I say that they are a desirable 
class of citiz-ns to have in the coun­
try, notwithstanding how they may 
appear on their arrival in this coun 
try.

We have heard something of Am­
erican immigration, it has been, so 
to speak, discounted greatly in this 
House this afternoon. I want to tell 
this House one fact, if they have not 
already learned it, that the great 
proportion of the American immigra­
tion that comes to this country con 
sists of repatriated Canadians. Do 
you mean to tell me that a man who 
has had to live in exile ten, twenty 
or thirty years, will not retain the 
tenderest loyalism towards the coun­
try from which he was exiled Do 
you mean to tell me that he will not 
raise his children with the tenderest 
loyalism? Do you mean to tell me 
that- these men are annexationists? 
I deny it, and declare that there 
fcould be nothing further from th< 
truth. Take the American born citi 
zen, if you will. They are certainty 
not lawyers as stated by the hon 
member for Labelle (Mr. Bourassa) 
but they are men who look into the 
political machinery of government in 
a peculiar way, they are men who 
have been taught from their birth 
that they have the full right of man 
hood. Therefore they take upon 
themselves the duties oi citizenship 
arid the responsible of a citizen, and

enquire into all the machinery of 
government, and what do they find? 
They find that they have left a demo­
cratic country at home to come to a 
niore democratic country here; they , 
find that our institutions are above 
their own, they find with us almost 
their ideal of responsible government 
in every particular, whether munici­
pal or otherwise.

“I say it ill becomes any citizen of 
Canada with the capital that has 
come into the western country to rise 
in this House and, so to speak, damn 
the whole population that comes 
from the United States. It ill be­
comes us. I want to tell the House 
that the American farmer has done 
something for us in the west. He lias 
taught us a great deal in the prov­
inces of Saskatchewan and Alberta. 
The American farmer, the dry farmer, 
as lie is sometimes called, has taughi 
us to bring under cultivation land 
that we had concluded was semi-arid, 
and with these facts before us it ill be­
comes any loyal citizen in this coun­
try to stand up and with one sweep! 
ing phrase damn the whole popula 
tion.

“In that census of Alberta, taken 
last June,, we find that- there is a 
population in the province of 185,412 
souls. We have 111,138 British born 
people in the province of Alberta, out 
of a total of 185,000 disregarding the 
other immigrants. Take also into 
consideration the facts that there are 
an additipnal 43,000 immigrants com­
ing in from the United States, which 
I have accounted for in the 154,000. 
Yet they tell us that the foreign in­
vasion is upsetting us, they tell us 
that we must look our, or four-fifths 
of the population will be foreigners.
I can see no justification for such 
fears. Now you must take out of the 
account of 30,000 those who come in 
from France and Belgium, these must 
be reserved as sacred, these are the 
ideal citizens, according to tin- him. 
member who moved this motion tMr. 
Armand Lavergne). There are some 
5,000 coming from Norway and Swed­
en who go to make up the so-called 
northern European immigration, 
which every hon. gentleman on both 
sides of this House will admit are 
most desirable immigrants. -People 
from Norway, Sweden, Denmark, 
France, Belgium, Switzerland, are 
known to be most admirable settlers, 
whose civilization is as high as our 
own. I exclude those and I have a 
very small residuum of foreign popu­
lation.

“Now with regard to the increase 
in population. Take the increase of 
population between 1901 and 1906 in 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alber­
ta, which are the three provinces we 
are told will be four-fifths foreign 
born. The increase between these 
two years in each of which the cen­
sus was taken, I find to be 389,351 ; of 
this increase 239,044 were British 
born, which is sixty-two per cent, of 
the people in these three provinces. 
That is the way the foreign popula­
tion is coming in. The foreign-born 
portion showed an increase of 38 per 
cent., of which the United States 
furnished eighteen per cent. Bel­
gium, Denmark, Holland, Iceland, 
Norway, Sweden, France and Ger­
many contributed seven and two- 
fifths per cent., leaving of so-called, 
undesirable immigrants, so defined 
time and again by the hon. member 
for Labelle and the hon. member for 
Montmagny, twelve and a half per 
cent. Do you think that with that 
percentage of good, loyal Canadians, 
there is any danger from the so-call­
ed foreign population Even if they 
were not assimilable, even if they 
were hard to assimilate, do you think 
there is any danger of a foreign in­
vasion when there are only twelve 
and a half per cent.' of these people 
out of the whole population?

“Now, Mr. Speaker, I want to say 
that the fact that these people come 
from inferior surroundings, from a 
civilization perhaps inferior to ours, 
is no argument that they will not ap" 
preciate their new surroundings and 
will not for msentimentnl ties for this 
country even stronger than we appre­
ciate ourselves? I will cite one little 
eircumsance that came to my own 
knowledge to illustrate what I mean.
A certain Galician came’ to my office 
one day, and in speaking of the coun­
try of his adoption, and com­
paring it with the country of 
his birth, he said : Do you
know that my little boy twelve years 
of age can take up an English news­
paper and read it so that we can 
all understand it in our own lan­
guage? You may think that is a 
mere passing whim, you may think 
it does not amount to much. But 
when I heard him say: My little boy 
of welve years of age can read these 
books that have always been closed 
to me, lie can read all the English 
papers—he was almost overwhelmed, 
and tears of gratitude stood in this 
mans’ eyes. It is these little senti­
mental things that go to make up a 
strong national spirit; it is these 
things that tie the so-called foreign­
er to the country.

“Imagine the hon. member for La­
belle (Mr. Bourassa) telling us that 
this House would be dominated by 
a foreign population ! Does not the 
lion, gentleman know that every man 
who comes into Canada and gets a 
homestead, must take the oath of al­
legiance? And I claim that no man 
who has taken the oath of allegiance 
should be termed ,a foreigner. What 
language which he used is that of the 
Highlands of Scotland, or of sunny 
France or of Galicia. If lie is a good 
citizen, if he he an honest and indus­
trious man, contributing to the 
wealth of this country lie should have 
the sentimental protection of not be­
ing called a foreigner.”

In conclusion Dr.Ll^cIntyre said: 
“When the time of tnisHouse is tak­
en up with discussion as to whether 
the departments of the government 
have their proper quota of deputy 
ministers who speak French., when 
the time of the House is taken up 
with discussing what* kind of lan­
guage shall be printed on a postage 
stamp; I say that when we have men 
of that class here, when we have men 
who will raise a question as to wheth­
er at the simultaneous moment one 
page of the French statutes shall be 
printed with a page of the English 
statutes; when we have men in this 
House who would devote the time of 
parliament to that sort of thing. I 
say they need a proper national sen­
timent just ns much as any Doukh" 
bur or Galician.”
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THE CITY COUNCIL
A short meeting developing no business of great importance. Alderman 

Macaulay was present but took no part in the discussions. Engin­
eer reported on Syndicate avenue sewer petition.

The feature of the regular meeting 
of the City Council Tuesday night 
was Its brevity. The motion for ad­
journment was made at exactly 9.5C 
o’clock. This constitutes a record. 
Of the 41 meetings held this yeai 
every .meeting has reached the timi 
limit, 11 o’clock, and in the greatei 
number of cases an extension o! 
time has been necessary. Commis­
sioner Kinnaird cannot remembei 
when any meeting of Council wa; 
adjourned as early as that of Tues 
day. There was no business of par­
ticular moment, but what busines1 
there was, Was expeditiously ban 
died. The Aldermen were kept talk 
ing to the point.

There was only one Alderman ab 
sent, Aid. Smith. His failure to be 
present was due to the fact that he 
is somewhere in the vieinity of Japan 
witnessing the antics of the pugnac 
ions inhabitants of that kingdom il 
using the slipper on Korea, and talk 
ing of pulling feathers from the Am 
eriean eagle’s tail. Aid. Macauley. 
although present, took no part in the 
discussions. He voted when occas 
ion demanded.

The Communications.
S. Edwards, manager Government 

Telephone System, wre>te offering t<. 
purchase from tin; city the telephone 
line owned by the city between 
Strathcona anti Leduc for $300. The 
offer was accepted.

Westward Ho Chapter, Daughter; 
of the Empire, have presented the 
city with an ambulance. The gift 
was gratefully accepted. Certain re 
strictions in the use of the ambul 
ance were included in the letter an 
nouncing the gift. These were that 
no contagious disease should be 
moved in the ambulance nor auj 
patient in a condition to use a cab <n 
other conveyance.

May Sharpe Construction Co 
made application for a water con 
nection of the J. Y. Griffith Co.’i 
new packing plant. The applicatioi 
was granted on condition that th< 
applicants assume the cost of the ill 
stallation of the connection.

The residents of the Groat estate 
made a second application for a side­
walk in that residential section o. 
the city. The original petition liar 
been - in since March. The mattei 
was referred to the Commissioners 
This walk is an extension of tht 
Jasper avenue walk up St. Jame; 
street.

Ernest Fleischman drew the Coun 
cil’s attention to the crying need of a 
walk on the east side of 14th street 
from Jasper avenue to Athabasca 
avenue. This walk was petitioned 
for last year, and it was understood 
it was to have been laid early thif 
spring. The communication was re 
ferred to the Commissioners.

St. Albert Trail Improvement.
The city will not ‘ undertake nny 

improvement of the St. Albert trail 
as suggested by the Council of Local 
Improvement District 27—S—4. Tht 
Commissioners reported, recommend 
ing no action, and at the same time 
asked to be empowered to provide 
an outlet should the trail at any tim< 
he closed, by reason of the fact that 
it now runs through private prop­
erty. The report was as follows :

The request of the Local Improve­
ment District 27-8-4, in regard to 
the gravelling of the road between 
Edmonton and St. Albert has been 
duly considered and we are of opin­
ion that it will be inadvisable foi 
the city of Edmonton to spend anj 
money in the improvement of roads 
outside of the city, especially at this 
time, when we have the greatest 
need to conserve the whole of our 
resources for civic improvements 
within the city. The Commissioners 
think, however, that the city ought 
to provide a reasonably good road tc 
connect with the surveyed trail at 
the point where it touches the city 
limits and after going over the 
ground we are satisfied that this con­
nection should be by way of Jaspei 
avenue, St. James street, Stoney 
Plain road and Park street. Thetse 
streets are already opened up and a 
little expenditure would put them in 
a fairly good condition and for this 
purpose some of the gravel which 
was originally intended for street 
railway ballasting, might be used tc 
good advantage.

If we are authorized to proceed 
with this, as far and as quickly as 
our means and opportunity will per­
mit, we have no doubt that a fairly 
good road will thus be provided in 
so far as this road lies within the 
city limits.

Mr. Stocks, Deputy Minister of 
Public Works, informs us that the 
Government will not undertake any 
expenditure in gravelling, but prob­
ably the Local Improvement Dis-f 
trict and private enterprise will put 
the road in fairly good shape beyond 
the city limits.

Aid. Daly gave the opinion in dis 
cussing the report that the St. Al­
bert trail was not in particularly bad 
shape, and he was not in favor of 
gravelling it even within the city 
limits.

The Mayor stated that the road 
was, as a matter of fact, legally 
closed against the city,, and conse­
quently the opening of the new out­
let might be required at any mo 
ment, and with this in mind the 
Commissioners recommended the 
Jasper' avenue, St. James street, 
Stoney Plain road and Park street 
route.

Aid. Anderson advised opening 
Vermillion avenue between the St 
Albert trail and First street.

Aid. Gariepy considered there was 
no immediate need for action and 
the report was laid on the table.

Electric Power Supply.
The Commissioners submitted an 

important report dealing with the 
electric %ower supply and the most 
feasible methods of augmenting it. 
The report, which was as follows, 
was approved, and the Commission­
ers empowered to make further in­
vestigations and arrangements.

It has been quite evident to the 
Commissioners for some time that 
the proposed gas producer plant 
could not be installed in time to 
meet our requirements this fall end 
the heavy expenditures entailed was 
likely to impose an excessive burden 
upon the city, more especially as 
immediate results could not have 
been obtained this season 

We have acordingly been in corre­
spondence with the contractors and 
have secured their consent to/a post­
ponement of delivery of this plant 
until next year. This will also per­
mit of arranging for its location upon 
a permanent site, which will answer 
purposes of fuel supply. In this 
connection we may state that our 
investigations in regard to the coal 
prospects upon the Gibbons property 
are almost complete and we hope to 
be in a position to definitely report 
at next week’s meeting.

We have been endeavoring to make 
adequate arrangements to have the 
assurance of ability to handle all the 
light and power demands that may 
be made upon us during the coming 
.all and winter and with your con­
sent and approval we are ready to 
jomplete arrangements which will 
convey this assurance without occas­
ioning any great expense. For this 
purpose we propose to enter into an 
irrangement with Mr. John Walker 
to hire steam power from him and 
;rect on his premises at the new 
iaw mill our old 150 K.W.-S.K.G.
Utermotor, to which we propose to 
ittach the West-end residential 
ighting circuit by an exension of 
ead wires from the power house to 
lie mill. The expense entailed in 
loing this will not be heavy. Mr. 
Walter is quite agreeable to enter in­
to a contract, but the full, details oi 
imposed agreement have not yet 
oeen definitely arrived at. We were 
iwaiting Mr. McNaughton’s return 
from Calgary before we could go into 
conditions fully and unfortunately 
Mr. W’alter is now absent at his lum- 
>er camps. There is ample time, 
however, to enter into details as nec- 
'essary arrangements to complete 
the transaction should not occupy 
one month at most, and we have Mr. 
Walter’s assurances of his willing­
ness to meet our wishes and at rea­
sonable cost.

To obtain a further assurance of 
in ample supply of electrical power 
-ve have taken up negotiations with 
the city of Strathcona and have theii 
assurances that they are ready and 
willing to transmit their surplus 
power, which should not gt any 
time be less than 100 kilo-watts.

The carrying out of these arrange­
ments will place at our disposal an 
additional 250 kilo-watts of electrical 
snergy, which is more than sufficient 
to meet all the demands that we have 
in prospect for the winter, even at 
the present very rapid rate of expan­
sion.

Turn Down Petitions.
The Council does not purpose mak­

ing fish of one and flesh, of anothei 
in regard to petitions for local im- 
provemnts. Having decided to cur­
tail public expenditures no local im 
provement will be gone on with ex­
cept in cases of absolute necessity. 
With this object in mind the Com­
missioners submitted a report re­
commending the Council not to un­
dertake the laying of three plank 
walks recently petitioned for. The 
report was :

1. Six-foot plank sidewalk north
side Norwood Boulevard from cornei
Nam ay o avenue to corner of Kirk- 
ness street

2. Six-foot plank sidewalk south 
side Clark street from Syndicate tc 
Ottawa.

3. Six-foot plank sidewalk north
side Isabella street from Syndicate
to Ottawa.

Under existing conditions we beg 
to report that it is at present im­
practicable if not impossible to un 
dertake the work called for by these 
petitions during the present season. 
We beg to suggest that it would be 
advisable to fix a date, say not later 
than Mar. 31 in each year, when pe­
titions for local improvements to be 
executed in any season should be 
presented and that all petitions com­
ing in after that date might be held 
over and dealt with in the following 
season, having priority only by 
reason of date or extreme necessity.

If such a rule were established and 
followed a great deal of trouble at 
present in evidence might be avoided 
and the amount of work to be under­
taken in one season definitely ascer 
tained at a time when it could be 
adequately arranged for.

In this connection the mayor an 
nounced that the commissioners pur­
posed taking up all the work out 
standing, and would recommend tc 
the Council what work should be un 
dertaken. In this the commissioners 
would take into consideration not ne 
cesarily priority of petition, but the 
actual need oi the different works 
petitioned for.

Replies to Queries.
The mayor submittéd the following 

replies to Queries propounded by the 
Aldermen at the last meeting :

Aid. Picard—What has been done 
re petition for grading Christibellc 
street?

Answer—This petition was granted 
by the council, but thg commissioner; 
did not deem it advisable to com­
mence this work until the sewer which 
was contemplated, had been laid 
down through that thoroughfare

Aid. Daly—Why was Richard street 
graded without petition? The peti 
tion was for Christi belle street.

Answer—It was intended to adver 
tise this street and grade it as a large 
number of persons who do not reside 
on this'street, but who have occasion 
to use it, had complained to the com 
miesioners of the unsatisfactory state 
of the street. Owing to an oversight 
it was not advertised, hut work has 
been done, and the advertisement will 
now be published.

Aid. Anderson—What are the names 
of the parties who asked to have the 
lane east of Namayo avenue filled up 
with the clay taken from Namayo 
avenue?

Answer—The water-haulers, scaven­
gers and other teamsters requested 
that the mud-boles in ■this lane be 
filled up.

At the council meeting last Tues­
day night a petition was presented 
asking that certain portions of Roe- 
land and Stewart streets, together 
with Syndicate avenue, be provided 
with a sewer outlet. At this time, I 
made the statement that this section 
could be provided for at a probable 
cost of $10,000. In going into this 
question more fully, I find that while 
$10,000 would provide lor this scheme 
it would not be advisable to attempt 
it for the reason that the work, when 
completed, would not work in with 
the general system for this section 
of the city, ajid therefore next season, 
when the work is going forward, this 
section would have to be paralleled 
with the large trunk system, which 
would in a great measure he made 
useless. Under these circumstances 

cannot recommend this temporary 
arrangement being proceeded with.

Running a concrete main of suffi-» 
cient size for this section from the 
corner of Syndicate and Jasper south 
to Roeland, on Roeland from Syndi­
cate to Government, and thence

Aid. Gariepy, chairman of the com 
mittee on by-laws and special legisla­
tion, reported that tour by-laws 
which were to have been submitted 
would have to be held over. These 
were :

A by-law providing for the exemp 
tion from taxation of the cold storage 
plant which the Edmonton Produce 
Company proposes to establish ; a by­
law amending the charges to be le­
vied on circuses ; a by-law fixing the 
license fees and rates of oab and ex­
press hire, and the new building by­
law. The city solicitor had not yet 
prepared the first three named, and 
the fourth was held over to allow cop­
ies of it to be placed in the hands 
of each of the aldermen.

Queries To Be Answered.
The aldermen were in a somewhat 

inquisitive mood and among the 
questions to which the mayor will 
present replies are the following :

Aid. Gariepy—xs the First street 
sidewalk to be built?

Aid. Daly—At whose expense is the 
cutting and trimming of boulevards 
in the west end being done?

Aid. Picard—Why were the cross­
ings on McKay avenue at Fourth 
Fifth and Sixth streets not made 
flush with the walks?

Aid. Walker—Has anything been 
heard from the Telephone Company 
in Toronto, in reference to the re 
ceipt of the new phones?

Aid. Daly asked if work on the in 
cinerator was being proceeded with 
Engineer Keeley replied that it was.

Aid. Picard said his attention had 
been called to a mudhole in front of 
the St. James hotel. He considered 
that a couple of loads of gravel would 
be well placed at this point. The 
commissioners noted the complaint.

Aid. Manson advised that in the 
construction of the two foot plank 
walk in the east side of First street, 
it should be widened in front of the 
immigration hall to 10 or 15 feet. This 
the commissioners will also consider.

East End Sewer.
While urgently needed, the sewer 

petitioned for by the residents of Syn 
dicate avenue and other east end 
■streets, will not be undertaken at 
present, owing to the large expendi­
ture it would entail, as well as re­
quiring also, the paralleling of 
with the trunk sewer for this section 
when the work of constructing the 
latter is underaken. Enginner Keeley 
presented a comprehensive report on 
the subject, and a deputation repre 
senting the petitions expressed itself 
is content to allow the work to stand 
for the present. The report by the 
city engineer was as follows :

“In May of the present year I was 
asked to prepare for the council an 
pstifate of the cost of a sewer system 
diverting the present Namayo avenue 
outlet eastward to a new outlet furth 
sr down the river, and to provide sew 
irage accommodation for Jasper ave 
nue extension; also certain portions 
if Government, Syndicate and Otta­
wa avenues north of Jasper avenue 
extension, which, because of the na­
tural ground conditions, would not 
drain into the large trunk sewer ays-

Craig will proceed to Manitoba
the outlet—the limited section repre­
sented by the petitioners—could be 
provided for at a cost of $19,000, but 
when the city goes to this expense, 
Jasper avenue extension, Government 
Ottawa and Syndicate avenues south 
of the railway tracks should be pro­
vided for; also certain of the cross 
streets 'between avenues named, which 
if extended to the proper limits, 
would bring the total cost up to my 
estimate <yi $66,275. However, certain 
streets in this area that are not thick­
ly populated could be postponed for 
the present, so that we can put in 
the trunk on this section at a cost 
of $26,500, and such laterals as are 
most urgently required at a cost of 
$15,500.

Summarizing the above, I would 
recommend that in case the council 
see fit to provide for this section of 
the city, that the trunk sewer be built 
—diverting Namayo avenue to its new 
outlet and providing for the sewering 
of Roeland and Stewart streets, Chris­
ti belle and Richard avenues, Jasper 
avenue extension and the southern 
portion of Ottawa and Syndicate ave­
nues, and Clara and Boyle streets, at 
a total cost of $40,000. This system 
will provide for extension in the fu­
ture to include all this section of the 
city that is not included in Rat Creek 
trunk sewer system.

DROWNED WHILE ON
LONELY TRAMP.

While on a weary pilgrimage on 
foot, west from Wetaskiwin to British 
Columbia, by way of the Jasper pass, 
in an attempt to cross the North Sas­
katchewan river, a Swede whose name 
has not yet been learned, but whose 
initials are M. V. P., was drowned 
near Brick Creek, one hundred and 
fifty miles up the river from Edmon­

When he was manager for P. Burns 
& Co. at Wetaskiwin, he never heard 
of any attempt to combine to raise 
prices.

Last year the price of pork was 12 
1-2, and 15 cents this year. The in­
crease was due to increase in price of 
live stock, from 5 1-2 to 7 l-2c.

‘Now that pork is back to 5 l-2c, 
have you reduced your prices?” asked 
Mr. Nolan.

“Not yet.”
“Why?”
“We were not making anything— 

dropping money. We will not re­
duce for a month yet in order to re. 
cover a little of our loss and uirth 
we get some grass cattle.”

When beef was costing 8 l-2c dre ss­
ed, last winter he raised the best cuts 
to 18c, and lowered the other cuts. 
Parts of briskets, necks and shanks 
sold at 2 to 3c per pound. For dressed 
beef he was paying 8c up to ten days 
ago. Witness stated it paid better 
to buy dressed meats than to main­
tain a slaughter house.

Mutton was costing 15c, dressed, at 
present. The best cuts were sold for 
20c. Stewing mutton was sold at 8 to 
10c.

"There’s nothing in mutton,” said 
the witness.

On a steer dressing 600 lbs. he es­
timated that a side would cut up as 
follows :—

At these figures the total selling 
price of the eat would be $54.94.

Some cuts were sold higher to small 
customers for 18c. These prices were 
those quoted to hotels and restaur­
ants, where so much trimming was 
not required.

“Counting th ecost of collection,” 
said Mr. Williamson, “these high 
prices do not average as much as the 
smaller prices, when meat is sold in 
large quantities.”

Would Cost $35.10 Net.
This steer would cost $40 as the 

prices ruled now. The hide and offal 
would realize $4.90, reducing the price 
■to $35.10, and making the gross profit 
$19.84. From this must be taken 
the cost of keeping the shop open 
labor and other expenses.

Mr. Williamson objected that this 
comparison was not fair as no butcher 
could cut up a carcass and sell it as 
figured in the diagram submitted to 
him. In retailing the carcass a de­
duction of 15 pounds to the hundred 
should be made.

“What is your objection to my fig­
uring?” asked Mr. Nolan.

“No man can do it in practice, not 
even if you take off the 15 per cent.”

“Your competitors can do it. Gainer 
does it.”

“They can’t. I defy Gainer or any 
other man to do it.”

Secy. Stevens on Stang Again.
W. F. Stevens, secretary of the 

Central Alberta Farmers’ association, 
was recalled again today. He took 
exception to the statement of Mr. 
Gainer, who said in his evidence when 
the Commission sat in _ Edmonton last 
Monday, that a hog only dressel two- 
thirds of its live weight. He said 
thatit might be true if the hog were 
allowed to run and fatten as it could, 
but a well fed hog would shrink not 
more than 25 per cent. In his experi­
ence he found hogs that frequently 
dressed 80 per cent. Farmers claimed 
that the dealers did not pay any more 
for well fed hogs than for poorly fed 
animals.

With regard to the resolutions he 
submitted when before the Commis­
sion last week, Mr. Stevens stated 
that none of them was the result of 
agitation or canvass of the members 
of the A. F. A. In July, 1906, he sent 
a circular letter to the secretaries of 
the different brahehes of the associa­
tion in Alberta requesting each branch 
to put its position with respect to a 
government pork packing house on 
record. He received in response 20 
resolutions in favor of the government 
undertaking the scheme. These reso­
lutions were all sent to the minister 
of Agriculture. Backed up by these 
resolutions the central association 
passed a resolution strongly support, 
ing the proposal at its late meeting.

97 MISSING IN THE 
COLUMBIA DISASTER

The Death RoJI In The Columbia--San Pedro 
Collision Is Not Materially Reduced. Ex­

perience Of A Girl Passenger. Cap­
tain Went Down With His Ship.

San Francisco, Cal., July 23.—Six­
teen names were added to the list of 
survivors of the Columbia-San Pedro 
collision, which occurred Sunday 
morning. These sixteen passengers 
were in a boat which landed at Shel­
ter Cove. The boat also contained 
two dead bodies, that of Mrs. O. V 
Lewis, of Pasadena. California, and 
an unknown man. presumably a 
sailor- The list of survivors now in­
cludes 160 names, out of a reported 
total of 257 persona on board. Three 
dead bodies have been recovered. 
Ninety-seven persons are unaccounted 
for. Those added to the list o 
survivors today were B. B. Kriever, 
of Prescott, Iowa; Jacob Kuro, Cold- 
water, Kas. ; A. Armand- Cardoott. 
New Bedford, Mess.; Ô. A. Lewis, 
Pasadena, Cal,; Edwin Wallin, Sail 
Francisco; Mrs. Winekie Block Dunn, 
Poplar Bluff, Mo.; Mi’s. Angles, Oak­
land, Cal.; Misa Blanche W, Musser, 
Salt Lake City; Miss Ruby Cooper 
Fayette, Mo.; Macbel. Redman, San 
Francisco, Cal. ; W. B. Graham. Port­
land, Oregon ; crew of Columbia-

The 
extreme range of lighthouse lamps is 
only ttventy miles, and masters must 
be within that range to get theii 
bearings especially in foggy weather. 
As for criticism against the Columbia 
on the score of improper- construc­
tion, it is net supported by facts 
The Columbia, had five water-tight 
compartments and a collision bulk­
head. It is an impossibility to build 
an unsinkable ship for practicable 
usq, put in as many water-tight 
bulkheads as you please. A collision 
may occur at the i>oint where a bulk­
head joins the ship's side, and the 
ship may be So crushed that the 
ship’s side be broken down. Then 
you have the two compartments 
flooded, for a glancing broadside col­
lision may break down two or three 
bulkhead walls and the resultant 
number of watertight compartments 
are quickly flooded.”

Steward's Presence of Mind.
The cool headiness of Second Ste­

ward A. Marx, of the. Columbia, 
saved many lives when, the Columbia 
sank. As soon as the ship struck 
the steward ran into the “ glory 
hole,” where his men slept, and or , 
de red them to their posts. The men 
were well drilled, and they proceed­
ed to awaken the passengers. They 
ran through hte cabins assigned t* 
them, dragging the people out of bed 
and adjusting their life preservers foi 
them. This accounts for the fact 
that all those who were on deck had: 
life preservers on. When the waiters 
were about half through their work 
on the starboard side the vessel gave 
a heavy list, and those who still re 
mained in their staterooms on that 
side of the boat were doomed. The- 
vessel filled to the deck, and th< 
doors of their cabins were jammed an 
that they were unable to get out. 
The starboard deck was filled with 
undressed people When the fatal lis/ 
came. Thosq who were already on 
the deck were able to climb to the 
port side and cling there until |lie 
last plunge was made. The vessel 
went down without noticeable suc­
tion, but the passengers found, that 
they were unable to remain on the 
surface of the water although held 
up by the life preservers. Many as 
sert that they sank as deep as thirty 
feet before they began to rise.

General Manager’s Statement.
Vice-preeident and General Man­

ager Schwerin, of the San Francisco 
and Portland Steamship Company, 
was asked today for an official state 
ment regarding the Columbia-San 
Pedro disaster. He said: "I do not 
see that there is anything I can say 
except to express my heartfelt sor­
row over the event, and my deep 
sympathy with those who have suffer­
ed by it.”

LAST SESSION IN ALBERTA OF 
BEEF COMMISSION.

From Tuesday's Bulletin.
The Beef Commission finished its 

work in ' Alberta yesterday afternoon 
with the evidence of A. R. Turner, of 
the J.. Y. Griffin Co., dealers in cured 
meats.

"HUve you Any competition?” ask­
ed Mr. Nolan, when Mr. Turner took 
the stand.

“Oh, yes', from American firms and 
from the local manufacturers,” re­
plied the Witness.

“Where do you get your cured 
meats?"

“From Winnipeg.”
In answer to a number of questions 

by Counsel Nolan, the witness said 
the freight cost 79 cents per hundred­
weight, cartage cost three cents more 
and delivery 25 cents up to 800 
pounds. The local manufacturers 
were generally from one to one and a 
half cents below the imported article. 
During the last six months, Mt. Tur­
ner stated, his firm had handled in 
the neighborhood of 200,000 pounds 
of cured meats. He stated that the 
American cured meats were the only 
kind that was in demand for the 
Northern trade as it would keep much 
better than the home cured product. 
The Northern trapper could not af­
ford to have one pound of an article, 
which cost so much, go to waste.

As to Packing Plant.
Counsel Nolan- desired particulars 

of the new packing plant which is 
being erected in Edmonton by the J. 
Y. Griffin Company this summer.

Mr. Turner stated it would be the 
largest in Canada. It was estimated 
that its capacity when fully going 
would be 3,000 hogs a day, besides 
dealing wholesale in the dressed beef 
and mutton. At present Mr. Turner 
stated there were not enough hogs in 
the district to run the plant at its ca­
pacity, but the demand would soon 
create a sufficient supply. The coun­
try was well adapted for hog raising 
and its possibilities in this direction 
were unlimited.

After a few closing words by the 
chairman of» the committee, A. Mid­
dleton, the commission adjourned to 
meet in Winnipeg the first week in 
August.

Held 14 Meetings; 300 Witnesses.
The Commission held meetings at 

fourteen places in Alberta and exam­
ined over 300 witnesses representing 
the large ranchers in the south— 
wine of them with from 12,000 to 18.- 
000 cattle—and it, was interesting to 
note the modesty with which some of 
them, confessed to the query of .Coun­
sel Nolan:

“How many cattle have you, Mr.
X?”

“Oh, about 16,000 or so."
Then there was the* small rancher 

iVitli from 15Q to 200 head turning off 
20 to 30 each year,; And finally the 
mixed farmer with a cattle question 
skid a hog quqstion on his hands, 
«withering whether it is going to pay 
better to grow oats at 22 cents or 
Ppffc at 3y2 cents.

The result of the Commission’s, in­
vestigations have given publicity to 
the grievances of. the producer in this 
>rov»nce. That in itself is a satisfac­

tion to him and a warning to his op­
pressor whether he is the small mid­
dleman scalping for liis chiefs, P. 
Burns and Gordon & Ironsides. or-Ahe 
railway corporation that discriminates 
against him in rates and running fa­
cilities over the road to the markets 
where his produce is to be sold. The 
publicity of the facts is the first step 
to reform.

The evidence "adduced would seem 
to show unmistakably the producer 
gets no square deal. The producers 
ire such a large, disintegrated, cum­
bersome body without any organiza­
tion for concentration or defence that 
:hey Have become in the eyes of. cor­
porations and monopolists their legiti­
mate prey upon which they fatten and 
flourish. They must do more than 
produce the products of the farm or 
the ranch. They must act the part of 
policemen as well. To that duty the 
Commission, has stimulated them.

A Review of the Evidence.
From a. review of the evidence the 

grievances from which the producers 
tuffer may be classified into the 
grievances of the large ranchers of the 
youth, those of the small producer in 
the centre and the north of the prov­
ince and those peculiar to the north.

The large rancher being principally 
located in the sotithern country and 
raising, as he does, from 300 to 2,000 
read per year should be placed in a 
position to ship with fewer difficul­
ties en route. Some of his difficul­
ties as-e the delays on the railway 
which cause inconvenience and loss of 
money; the difficulty of securing cars 
in a reasonable length of time after 
ordering ; the difficulty in securing 
stock cars; the absence of feeding and 
watering facilities in the cars; the 
rough treatment of animals by engi­
neers ; the exhorbitant price paid for 
Hay at unloading stations; inability 
to secure room hi Winnipeg stock- 
yards on certain occasions; the dis­
honesty of commission merchants ; the 
difficulties in connectioii with ship 
space; the uncertainty of the British 
market ; the extremely long train 
haul which necessarily abuses the ani­
mals so that the meat appears in a 
bruised and deteriorated condition on 
the hooks in the British market.

Evil of Discrimination.
The grievances of the small produc­

er are discrimination against him in 
shipping. He has no guarantee of 
safe and expeditious passage over the 
road upon which he ships. Dealers 
often do not think it worth while to 
buy a small isolated bunch and many 
small men have been forced out of 
the cattle raising business in conse­
quence.

In the northern part of the province, 
where farmers have difficulty in dis­
posing of their surplus dairy cattle 
ind other rough animals they are agi­
tating for a canning factory. In or­
der to create a steady and certain mar­
ket for hogs they are calling for a 
government pork packing plant.

The farmers complain of the fluc­
tuations in the pork market, some­
times receiving as high as eight cents 
per pound, live weight, and at other 
times starvation prices. The evidence 
goes to show that the price is set by 
P. Burns. The country is admirably 
adapted to the raising of oats and 
barley, which are 'suitable feeds for 
hogs and yet people are afraid to enter 
the business extensively on account 
of the uncertainty of the market.

The evidence further shows that 
there are several conditions that rhay 
he regarded as general complaints, 
equally applicable^, the whole prov­
ince, which may be enumerated as 
follows :— -

(1) —The moriopqiiçtic condition of 
the whole meat industry.

(2) —Entire lack'1 of competition 
amongst buyers. ’

(3) —The belief that buyers have the 
province divided iiito districts.

(3) -^-Cohti-act system which prevents 
competition amongst buyers.

(4) —The abuse of the shrinkage 
system.

(5) —The inefficiency of brand in­
spection. o..

(6) - The inefficiéîtcy of hide inspec­
tion.

The Commissioners have conducted 
their investigations honestly and fear­
lessly, without malice and without 
apology. The Commission was fortu­
nate in retaining P. J. Nolan of Cal- 
?Ary. as counsel. His ability as a 
cross-èxamlner is well known and 
liis success in the courts has been 
styled phenomenal.' He succeeded in 
extracting, without extorting, a mass 
cf useful information that is calculat­
ed to have a wholesome influence 
upon public opinion in this province.

It is hoped that the investigation in 
Manitoba will be as successful as it 
has been in Alberta.

BIG SEIZURE OF FURS.

Four Hundred Beaver Skins Impound­
ed—On Way to Montreal.

Ottawa, July 22. Four hundred 
beaver skins were seized by Provin­
cial Inspector Loveday on Saturday 
at Hull station. The skins had been 
shipped from Maniwaki and were 
bound for Montreal when the govern­
ment men made the seizure. The fur 
which is' very valuable, is now in 
cold storage.

CAR SHORTAGE AT COLEMAN.
Bulletin Special.

Coleman, Alta., July 23.—The car 
shortage has once more reached an 
acute stage in the Pass, and, unless a 
permanent remedy is found, and that 
without great delay, the west is likely 
to find itself up against as had con­
ditions this winter as last.

The car shortage situation extended 
over nearly the. whole of last year, but 
became acute about this time time 
and continued so throughout the 
year. Canada knows the conse­
quence.

Thils season the C. P. R., let it he 
known that there was going to be no 
car shortage at the coal mines, and 
led the mining companies of this dis­
trict into making preparations for a 
continuous capacity run for the sea­
son. Notable among the companies 
that have gone to large expense in 
anticipation of an adequate ear ser­
vice, is the Ipternational Goal and 
Coke Company of this place. This 
company double-shifted its mine, in­
curring a very large expense to meet 
the demands for coal, on the strength 
of the representations of the C. P. R. 
that it would provide the cars and 
move them when loaded. But the 
mine has been closed the last three 
days for want of cars, and for some 
time previous has had only a meagre 
supply. In addition, when cars were 
provided the loans were not moved 
witii sufficient expedition to keep the 
yards clear. In one notable insti i-c 
300 loads stood between Frank and 
Coleman waiting for motive power to 
move them_ while the yards of the 
companies were clogged.

The other companies of the district 
have suffered proportionately with 
the International company in the 
matter of want of cars, and, as said, 
unless a solution of the difficulty is 
found, the hardships of last winter 
are bound to he repeated, and are 
very likely to be seriously augmented.

For F ve Hours. Precarious Position 
of Engineer of C.N.R. Wreck

»aij warrant the said Macauley en- 
tere. ■ into seven houses of ill fame, 
some of which were not situated with­
in Norwood, and, by representations 
to the effect that he had been speci­
ally sent by the authority of the muni­
cipality to. examine the inmates for 
venereal disease, compelled a large 
number of- the inmates of the said 
houses to submit unwiilingy to exam­
ination by him for venereal disease, 
and made such examination in an im­
proper manner and while he was in­
toxicated, and also demanded and re­
ceived payment frofn sucli inmates 
for his services in examining them ; 
and that the said Macauley in order 
to appear to possess the authority to 
Miter into houses not situate in Nor­
wood, altered the wording of the said 
warrant by inserting therein words in­
dicating that his authority extended 
to houses situated in the north, east 
and west portions of the city and by 
striking out the word three which ap­
peared therein.

And. that the city solicitor be re­
tained to represent the city in this 
investigation.

The Committee’s Report.
4 This motion was passed at the meet­
ing of tlie city council Thursday even­
ing as a result of the following report 
from the special committee composed 
of Aid. Gariepy, Manson and Picard, 
appointed to consider the report of 
the medical health officer containing 
the charges against Aid. Macauley.

1 The committee beg to report as fol­
lows: The said report of Dr. Tertian 
contains charges of a very serious 
nature against Aid. Macauley. We 
did not deem it our busings to decide 
Whetlier these charges are absolutely 
well founded or not. We did not sit 
as a judge or jury bound to pass on 
the guilt or innocence of an accused ;

and Aid. Macauley was not present 
nor was he represented at our delib­
erations, which were strictly private.

We have understood our duty to be 
to inquire as to whether or not the 
charges as made deserve a careful 
investigation. Although the charges 
are of such a character that they 
cannot pass unnoticed, we were to 
see if the facts leading to said com­
plaints are sufficient to warrant the 
same, and if Dr.. Ternan’s report is at 
all justifiable. In other words, we 
have understood tlie task of this com­
mittee to be to examine and decide 
whether or not there is a prima facie 
case made out in this matter against 
Aid. Macauley.

We made a careful perusal of the 
report of Dr. Ternan in this matter, 
and also read the report of Detective 
Griffith in connection with this mat­
ter; we also hod the benefit of the ver­
bal explanations of both Dr. Ternan 
and Detective Griffith.

Without fear or favor and regretting 
that a fellow member of this council 
is connected with this ease, tha un­
animous opinion of this committee is 
that a prima facie case is made out 
against Dr. Macauley., Unless the 
facts brought to our knowledge are 
disproved by Dr. Macauley, this is a 
case of misconduct derogatory to all 
rules of honor, good citizenship and 
proper exercise of a profession.

In justice to Dr. Macauley and to 
save the good reputation of this coun­
cil and this city,* we submit that this 
matter should be referred to a judge 
for complete inquiry.

The Effect of the Report.
Both the report of the committee 

and the motion arising from, the re­
port were passed without comment. 
Aid. Macauley, who was present, did 
not make any statement.

The effect of the report is to take 
the investigation out of . the hands of 
the council, insofar as adjudging Aid. 
Macauley guilty or innocent of the 
charges preferred against him, and to 
formally request a judge to- make me 
investigation.

Disapprove of Reduction of Army.

Paris, July 23.It is reported that 
General L. F- H. Metzinger and 
Gen. N. C. C L. Michael, members 
of the general staff, will follow the ex­
ample of Gen, Hagron who last week 
resigned as commander in chief of the 
French army because lie disapproved 
the proposed reduction of the strength 
of the army.

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MORE THAN 100 PERISH IN
APPALLING MARINE DISASTER

Two Steamers Collide In Fog At Midnight Off Coast Of California. Lum­
ber Schooner San Pedro Rams Steamer Columbia, The Latter 

Sinking In Five Minutes. Four Life Boats And Two Rafts 
.Launched. Men Took To These And Women All 

Lost, According To Passenger On Steamer 
Which Arrived On Scene After 

% Collision.
San Francisco, Cal., July 22.—In —f

of thM'wofsf 'iimribICVdisasters ,n Jj,,
history of the California coast, be 
tween 100 and 150 lives were lost, a: 
far as has lieen learned, by the mid, 
r.iglit collision between the steame 
Columbia and the steam lumbei 
schooner San Pedro in Shelter Cave, 1: 
miles sonthwest of Mendocino, Humboli 
county line, between " twelve and on. 
o’clock yesterday morning. Only meagn 
details of the tragedy have been receiv 
ed, though every effort has been madi 
to get the facts. Scores of telegram, 
to Eureka, the nearest point of import 
ance remain unanswered. The few de 
tails known here were brought by tin 
steamer Roanoke and the steam Dais; 
Mitchell which arrived in San Fran 
cisco this forenoon.7 The Columbia, t 
three hundred foot steel vessel of Sat 
Francisco and Portland Steamship Co 
while bound from San Francisco fo 
Portland. Ore., with 180 passenger 
and a crew of sixty, collided with, ant" 
was rammed by the San Pedro a 171 
foot wooden steamer south bound foi 
this city.

Sank in Five Minutes.
The sea was smooth but the weathe: 

was foggy. The San Pedro looming 
out of the mist a few ship lengthf 
away, bore down on the Columbia ai 
high speed despite frantic efforts fa 
clear. With a grinding crash the Sar 
Pedro sank her stem fully ten fee’ 
into the Columbia’s port. Nearly all o 
the Columbia’s passengers and many oi 
her crew were asleep when the colli 
sion occurred. As the San Pedro back 
ed away the sea poured in through 
the ragged hole in the Columbia’s bow 
above and below the water line and -r 
five minutes she sank. According fa 
J. I. Flynn, a passenger on the Rcan 
oke, Captain Doran of the Columbia 
succeeded in launching four life boat! 
and two rafts before the Columbia 
sank. ,,

Women Passengers all Lost.
Flynn, in an interview, is créditée" 

with saying that the passengers, al" 
men, got away in that manner anc 
were all saved, and that Capt. Dorai 
acted with great coolness in the fact 
of death, and went down with hit 
ship. Flynn is, however, credited 
with saying that none of the hundred 
odd women passengers were saved.

Shortly after the collision the steam 
ers Roanoke and. George W. Elder 
and the steam schooner Daisy Mitch, 
ell, ill southbound^ «feme .on the| 
scene and stood by. The’ Elder took 
the San Pedro in tow and the latest 
reports announce their arrival in 
Eureka. The steel of the San Pedrc 
was smashed to splinters, one of the 
masts Was snapped off at the deck. 
She was settling and she had a heavy 
list when taken in tow, Capt. Han. 
sen remained, on board. The Daisy 
Mitchell offered assistance to the Eldei 
but this was declined. She picked up 
a lifeboat and a raft of the Columbia 
and brought them to this city. Neai 
the scene of the wreck the Roanoke 
picked up a life raft and found un­
derneath it the dead body of a pas­
senger supposed to be Edward But­
ler, of Portsmouth,, N.H.

Meagre Details Only.
The offices of the Merchants’ ex­

change. in his city, and of the various 
newspapers have been besieged since 
early morning by relatives and friends 
of the Columbia’s passengers, but the 
insistent and tearful requests for in­
formation of the victims and the res­
cued remained unsatisfied. Beyond 
the reported facts that Butler was 
drowned and that Capt. Doran went 
down with his ship, few details of cas­
ualties have been received. Presi­
dent Frey, of the steamship com­
pany, said this afternoon that the 
Columbia lies in deep water and fif­
teen miles off shore, and that for the 
present at least no attempt will be 
made to raise her. Capt. Doran was 
regarded by the officials of the San 
Francisco and Portland Steamship Co. 
as one of the ablest seamen who ever 
operated a vessel on the coast. His 
career had been free from accidents 
and this was the first disaster that 
had befallen any. vessel over which 
he held command.
Rescued .Passengers Arrived at Eureka

Eureka, Cal., July 22—Of the 249 
I>ersons on the steamer Columbia 
which was run into and sunk early 
Sundry morning by the lumber-laden

chooner, San Pedro, one hundred and 
' irty-four were brought here today. 4>y 

.ie steamer Elder. Of these 107 were 
assengers and 37 members of the 
rew ow the .Columbia. Besides this 
iur lifeboats are reported to have 
>een picked up, one containing. 13 
eople, another 18 and the third 15. 
he number in the fourth boat is not 
iven.
All oi the passengers and crew who 
ere landed here are from far western 
ates or the interior of the country, 
he saved passengers include women 
a well as men. The recapitulation 
f the saved and the lost from pres- 
nt information, is as follows: Colum- 
ia, crew saved 37, crew missing 83, 
>tal 190; saved in lifeboats 49, re­
aring tire total missing to 56, al- 
iough some confusion prevails as to 
ie exact number.
Of the four lifeboats picked up in 
îelter Cove, the first contained 26 
ersons, three seamen and 13 passeng- 
«e, of which two were dead. F. O. 
eurs, of Passadena, was in the boat 
ith the body of his wife. She died 
om exposure. He lost his boy of 
ine years and his girl of twelve 
ears. The other dead person in the 
•oat was a man dressed only in an 
ndershirt.

Oakland, Cal., July 22—P. C. Walk-

Till 
ian Pedro's after mast had been 
jroken off even with the smokestack. 
She was badly listed and waterlogged 
nd so low down at the stem that the 
ea swept the after deck.
“While we drifted across the bows 

if the Elder several members of the 
:rew ot the San Pedro and Columbia 
■vho had been rescued by the Elder, 
equested us to report to their fam- 
lies and friends that they were sale. 
>Ve noticed the shipwrecked passeng- 
■rs of the Columbia on the deck of 
he Elder, clothed in table cloths and 
ither temporary covering and a large 
tier on the upper deck on which the 
bodies recovered from the sea were 
riled and covered with an American 
lag.

Empty Lifeboat Found.
As the Roanoke could be of no ser­

vice she resumed her course south­
ward.

“After we had proceeded several 
miles from the scene of the wreck wc 
sighted two life crafts and two boats. 
Neither had any living tiring aboard. 
One of the life rafts was secured. The 
water keg had been wrenched from 
the deck and the bolts which held the 
deck to the hull and had been drawn 
and bent, showing that the raft had 
been damaged as it was launched 
from the boat. When the raft was 
being raised to the Roanoke's deck 
the brdy of a man floated from un­
der it. This was secured and pulled 
a beard. A life preserver encircled the 
body and the horrified expression on 
the face indicated that death was not 
•lue from drowning but fright. He 
w is fall# dressed, save for the head 
covering. He had evidently dressed 
himself hurriedly for his vest was put 
on inside out. They searched the 
body for something to identify him 
and found a letter in one of his pock­
ets addressed to Butler, Portland. The 
initials I have forgotten.”

Rammed in a Heavy Running Sea.
"Everything about the scene of the 

disaster and the condition of the San 
Pedro indicated that the San Pedro 
had struck the Columbia squarely 
amidships and the San Pedro’s stem 
lmd suffered no damage while the sea 
was lit/tered with the wreckage of the 
lower cabins of the foundered steam­
er. No effort was made to transfer 
any of the survivors of the disaster 
from the decks of the Elder to the 
toanoke. Perhaps this was due to 

the fact that the wind was blowing 
strongly and a heavy sea was running 
at the time. We presumed that the 
Elder would carry the living and 
dead and tow the water-logged San 
Pedro to Humboldt Bay.”

Coroner Cotton has decided 
to take expert evidence on the ques­
tion of gasoline and secure all infor­
mation concerning it, as an explosive 
and its power.

FOUGHT PITCHED BATTLE.

English and Canadian Girls in Cotton 
Mill Have Trouble.

Kingston, July 22—The correspond­
ent of the Toronto World sent a de­
spatch to the effect that the branch 
of the Dominion cotton mills here 
has been receiving additions to its 
working force from English immi­
grants, and that the newcomers were 
engaged at lower wages tnan those 
given natives, and that this fact has 
a tendency toward crowding the lat­
ter out-. Ill-feeling was engendered 
and this culminated in a pitched 
battle between English and Canadian

girls. The fight was earnest and 
soon got beyond the ability of the 
management to stop.

A few min- 
ites afterwards, while the nurse’s at­
tention was taken away, he jumped 
leadlong from the second storey win- 
low and was instantly killed, his 
teck being broken. His name was 
Jugh McArthur, and he was on his 
.ay from Paisley, Ont-, to Edmonton. 
Ie was about 60 years of age.

AWFUL ACT OF CRAZED ’MAN.
Muncie, Mich., July 21.—Henry 

Scutcheon, a- farmer about 50 ye4rs 
old, living near this, village, ran 
amuck with an axe today, killing his 
invalid son, his wife and her foster- 
father. Ccutcheon was aiterwards 
shot by Henry McClellan, a neighbor, 
whom the crazed murderer attacked. 
The Scutcheon h-ome had apparently 
always been a happy one, except for 
the cloud which the son’s invalidism 
cast over the family.

To-day, with no walrning so far as 
known. Scutcheon murderously at­
tacked his son with an axe. He 
crashed the boy’s head frightfully. 
When his wife interfered he turned 
on her and pursued the screaming 
woman from their house to the road, 
where he knocked her down with the 
implement. He then rushed back to 
the house and murdered Anning. 
Next he tried to destroy himself. 
He gashed his throat and wrists with 
a razor and took Paris green. His 
wounds did not weaken him and the 
poison did not take immediate effect. 
Axe in hand he ireturned to the 
road, where lie had felled his wife a 
few moments before. The: blow did 
not kill her, atid she had been carried 
into the house of Henry McClellan, 
nearby. McClellagi rushed to an­
other neighbor’s house for help. When 
Scutcheon found his wi.e was in the. 
McClellan home alive he smashed in 
a window withi the axe, jumped 
through it and again attacked her. 
This time he crushed her skull. He 
left the McClellan home and returned 
to his own home. When McClellan 
returned from his seairch for help 
the crazed man came out and started 
toward him saying “ I want you, too.”

“I will shoot if you come across the 
road,” replied McClellan, who had 
armed himself with a shot gun.

Despite the warning. Scutcheon, 
came across the road with murder ill 
his glace. Thereupon McClellan 
shot him dead.

BAD FIRE IN FRAME BUILDING.
The collection of shops, offices and 

play-houses on the corner of Jasper 
and Third street» narrowly escaped 
being wiped out completely yesterday 
morning by one of the most destruc­
tive fires that has visited the city 
for some time. As it is, the Morton 
Cafe is destroyed, and serious damage 
has been caused to tlie grocery store 
of R. Bruce Inglis, Lewis’ Bakery, 
Parisian Millinery and Ireland 
Brothers’ jewellery store. The two 
theatres, the Kevin and the Edmon­
ton Opera House, under the manage­
ment of A. W. Cameron, are badly 
gutted and damaged by water.

About. 6.30 yesterday morning, Con­
stable Hugh Steele observed smoke 
issuing from the building occupied by 
M«rton’s Cafe. Without a moment’s 
loss of time he immediately rang in 
an alarm, and in four minutes the 
brigade wore on the scene.

By this time the entire structure 
was in flames, and the chemical en­
gine was useless. In a few moments 
four streams of water were playing on 
the fire, but it' was almost an hour 

-before it was got under control.
In the meantime, every possible 

effort was being made to remove the 
furniture and fittings in the fire 
zone. While this work was in pro­
gress a tank to the rear of the stage 
in the Kevin Theatre, which was used 
to generate the gas for the calcium 
light, exploded, throwing backwards 
almost every chair in the room and 
giving a severe- shock to some of the 
firemen. Fortunately no one was in- 
lured.

Part of the contents of the Opera 
House were carried to an adjoining 
lot. In Lewis’ bakery almost all the 
stock, with the exception of a newly- 
installed soda water fountain and 
some counters, was ruined. From 
the Parisian Millinery a large part 
of the stock was removed, and a 
small part from Ireland Brothers’ 
jewellery store. Almost the entire 
stook of R. Bruce Inglis & Co. is a 
total loss, oa. is Morton’s Cafe, from 
which nothing was removed.

Lease» are estimated as follows: R. 
Bruce Inglis & Co., $5,000 1ms, with 
small insurance; Morion's Cafe, en­
tire loss, $200 insurance; Kevin Thea­
tre, not bady damaged, $2,000 insur- 
anoe; Lewis' bakery, $5,000 lose, with 
small insurance; Ireland Brothers 
$2.000 loss, partly covctrcd by in­
surance ; Parisian Millinery, total loss, 
with small insurance.

The owner of the buildings, J. II. 
Watts, considers that the part of the 
block east of the Opera House, with 
tiie exception of the Kevin The a tire,' 
is an entire loes amounting, it is 
understood, to about $5)000.

The cause, of the fire is not de­
finitely known, but it is supposed to 
have started from an explosion of the 
kerosene, used in heating the water 
tanka oi. Morton's Cafe.

The brigade made a good fight of 
the fire, and that it was confined to 
the area mentioned is largely due to 
the fact that the fire waa well hand­
led. Had their been a wind Mowing 
the fire would undoubtedly have 
spread to other buildings. The 
water pressure was maintained at 80 
pounds throughout. Five lines of 
hose were used.

The insurance adjustors are ap­
praising the losses today.

ON INDIAN’S TRACK.

W. M. P. at Fort Saskatchewan, last 
night to the effect that Mikokis, the 
Indian, who «soaped from the guard 
houe at the Fort on July 7, was head­
ing north from Vegreville.

EXTENSIVE ALTERATIONS.
From Tuesday’s Bulletin.

, The. Gallagher Hull Meat Co. have 
Completely overhauled their meat 
jtore on Jasper avenue. The work 
*f renovation has been in progress the 
last month. A new glass and marble 
iront has replaced tlie old one.

The most modern methods and ap­
pliances have been introduced for the 
storing and preservation of dressed 
Wheats. At the rear of the shop on 
the ground floor is a large beef cooler, 
18 feet by 36 feet with a capacity of 
$8 beef carcases. A constant tempera­
ture of 30 degrees Fahrenheit is main­
tained. A refrigerator counter with 
glass and sides has been installed 
lor the storage of butter and vege­
tables.

In the cellar, which is lighted by 
gleans of luxifer prisms, is situated 
an ammonia freezing plant operated 
by a five horsepower electric motor, 
which is used for reducing the tem­
perature in the refrigerators, cooling 
*nd freezing rooms. Two freezing 
apartments, 12 feet by 13 feet, have 
been fitted up in the cellar with a 
Constant temperature of 20 degrees 
Fahrenheit below zero. In one of 
these apartments, the supplies of fish 
are kept in a frozen state, while the 
other, is similarly utilized for freezing 
Inutton, veal and poultry.
; The walls of thefoisin shop or sales­
room have been fitted with white por­
celain tiling and g$ve the shop an 
sir of freshness and cleanliness.

THE ATTEMPTED MURDER CASE.
From Tuesday’s Bulletin.

At the police court this tnorning, 
before Magistrate Wilson, the pre­
liminary investigation into the charge 
against Frank Mikota, of attemptng 
to murder by shooting Charles V. 
Semerad was begun.

Little progress was made this morn­
ing, and the indications are that the 
ease will be' proKnged for a week or 
more if it proceeds at its present rate-

The case lor the Grown iis being 
conducted by H. H. Robertson, in vue 
absence of Crown Prosecutor Cogs­
well, and C. F. Newell is acting for 
the defendant.

The first witness was the victim of 
the shooting, Charles Semerad. He 
testified that he had known the ac­
cused, Frank Mikota, for five years. 
On the evening of the 4th of July, 
between eleven and twelve, he was in 
his cellar, at the corner of Rowland 
street and Syndicate avenue. There 
were several persons there at the 
time, including Albert Tatik/Y-Mar 
Dolejsy, Bemjil Mis, Albert Lavachek 
and J. L. Smith. He said the cellar 
was lighted during the day with win­
dows, one of which faced on the street 
and wae used as a coal chute.

The witness here gave a detailed 
description, and drew a plan of the 
house, with the windows in the cel­
lar and other points that tjre con­
nected with the shooing.

The petty were celebrating the 4th 
of July that evening, and prior to 
the rain were setting off fireworks. 
They then went into the cellar, partly 
because of the rain and partly to get 
some drinks ont of a keg of beer.

The clothes the witness wore at the 
time ware produced and marked for 
identification, after which the further 
hearing of the evidence of Semerad 
was postponed till the afternoon.

Before the court adjourned Ser­
geant Munroe, of the R.N.W.M.P., 
produced the window through which 
the shot was fired, which he stated 
he had taken from Semerad’s house 
the night of the shooting.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may be home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at the office of the local Agent 
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may, 
however, be made on certain condi­
tions by the father,, mother, son, 
daughter, brother, or sister of an in­
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub­
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent by the Subagent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

In cose of "personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An application for inspection must 
be made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
and 0I,ly one application for inspec­
tion will be received from an indivi­
dual until that application has been 
disposed Of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing, and not liable to can­
cellation, may, subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
of father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but to 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.
. Where an entry Is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of concellation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion -Will be entitled to prior right of 
entry. ^

Applicants for inspection must 
state in what particulars the home- 
ctcader is in default, and if subse­
quently the statement is found to be 
incorrect in material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of 
re-entry, shouki the land become 
vacant, or if entry has been granted 

, It may be summarily cancelled.
Duties.—A settler is required to 

perform the conditions under one of 
’ the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
resides u-pon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by sueli home­
steader the requirement as to resi 
dence may be satisfied, by such per­
son residing with the father or 
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned 
by him in the vicinity of- bis home­
stead ,the requirement may be satis­
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application for 
patent the settler must give six 

■ months’ notice in writing to he Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot­
tawa, of hia intention to do so, 
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period on twenty-one 
years at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
company. A royalty at the rate oi 
live cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz,—A person eighteen years of 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,560 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to. the 
milling recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, end upon complying with other 
requirenfsnts, purchase Lue land at, 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay­
ment (of a royalty of 2 12 per cent, on 
tlie sale. ■ >
