The LAW MUST BE CHANGED.

Toronto Globe—No one will be dis- |
posed to quarrel with ‘Judge Winches- |
ter's statement that Colonel Munro, |
president of the defunct. Farmer's,
Bank, “was deceived as to the condi- |
tion of‘the bank, and intentionally so,
by both Travers and Fitzgibbon,”” and
that he was entirely innocent of any
knowledge of wrongdoing, In the pre-
sent state of the law Judge Win-
chester holds that Colonel Munro is
not guilty of unlawfully and willfully
making false and deceptive returns ofl
the condition of the bank to . the'
Government.

But if this is the law the people!
of Canada will see to it that the law .
of the adoption of some amendment |
is changed. They are strongly in favor
to.the Banking Act, such as that pro--
posed by Mr. Fielding, which will
place the responsibility for the cor-
rectness of returns made to the Gov-
ernment—the official figures upon
which rest the very foundations of
banking in Canada—on the shoulders
of the men signing them.

This, of course, involves the sweep-
ing away of the amateur Presidents,
who have in large measure heretofore
been the ° figureheads of Canadian
banks, and the placing in Presidential
positions of men who will not be
able to escape punishment for crim-
inal negligence upon the plea that
they are. not sufficlently skilled in the
details of the business to know when
looters are at work.

It is conctded that Travers was
clever enough t*o uoodwink Colonel
Munro, even had:the latter been suf-
ficiently  suspicious personally to in-
spect and verify the list of alleged
securities held by the bank.

Increased. Land Values.

Real estate has become quite active

during the last seven months at the:

Athabasca Landing. A. A. Greer, of
the Real Estate Exchange states that
five monitus ago he sold property for
$850, and that new the owner has had
the pleasure of refusing $3,000. The
first acreage to change hands was pro-
perty that sold on St. Patrick’s day,
1911, for $62.50 an acre and now the
owner has refused for it $100 an acre.
Another instance is quoted of a lady
who bought a lot for $659 and inside
of five weeks sold it for $2,000.

Isaac Gagnon has a farm of 140
acres close to town and another 120
acres about €ix miles north-east. Al-
together’ he has about 250 acres 1n
crop this year.,, In 1910 he had a good
crop; his oats yvielded 68 bushels per

acre.- He has been raising grain for
four years and has had no frost. Two
vears ago on June 10th he sowed oats
which yielded about- 70 bushels of fine
oats to the acre,

J. Tobbaty has a pretty farm 1 1-2
miles west of the Landing. Last year
he raised 100 bushels oats to the acre
and it was first-¢lass seed sold locally
at 75 cents per ‘bushel. He came here
fifteen years ago. He went. to Lesser
Slave Lake and Grande Prairie, bui
came back to the Landing. He says
Feace River district is all right, but
it is just as goud here at the Landing.
He has just refused .an offer of $8,009.

Ed. Shank'-has ‘a farm“about’'% 1-2
miles south-east of the Landing and
-has 30 ‘acre§ . in crop. 'His ''oats last
year yielded 61 bushels to the acre,
and barley on spring breaking was
so heavy that it fell down but yielde:dl
50 bushels to the acre, If the binder
he thinks it
would have yielded 100 bushels to the
acre. He sowed bushels of seed po-
tatoes and raised 400 bushels in the
fall. Wild hay was a good crop, he
cut 3 ton of blue joint to the acre.

Homesteaders are settled for about
15 miles north of the Landing across
the Athabasca river. They just come
this spring. About 100 claims were
filed on last winter in this district
and settlers are just beginning to
settle this summer and begin peepar-
ing for a crop next year.

In the settlement around Athabasca
Landing; the creps are looking first-
class for mearly all the grain is now
up and growing green, covering the
black fields. Tuaere is a larger acre-
age than last year because more new
settlers, .and the olu settlers, have
been working some.

One - settler estimates this year’s
acreage in six townships south-east
of the Landing will be double that in
crop last year. These townships are
settled . with principally English-
speaRing people from Eastern Can-
ada, the United States, an. the Brit-
:sh Isles, with a few settlers from Eu-
ropean countries. The settlers are en-
gaged in mixed farming producing
hay, oats. wheat, barley, potatoes and
other vegetables. The freighters and
the new'settlers create a market for
the grain crops raised for feed or seed

These six townships are not open
prairie and while the brush and tim-
ber is a hindrance to cultivation, still
it is a help for cheap fuel, fencing
and building material. The settlers
deserve more creait for their increas-
ed crop acreage than in an open prai-
rie country. Farmers are paying $5
an acre for clearing and grubbing an:l
from $4 up for breaking.

The soil is black, leam: with a clay
subsoi* -Its fertility is shown by the
growth of bush. Wild peavine grows
from 2 to 5 feet high during a sum-
mer. Blue joint grows wild to an
average height of two feet. Timothy
can be seeded in the spring and a
gocd cutting secured the first year.
In this distriet = last year the oats
averaged better than 50 bushels to
tne acre. wheat yieluc. from 25 to
30 busunels to the acre. Barley also
does well.

There is no lack of moisture for
the growing crops. Creeks are
plentiful, and good soft well water
can easily be secured at an average
of from 10 to 20 feet ‘deep, with a few
¢xceptions as deep as 40 to 50 feet.

-ne %ettlements west of the Landing
and norith were not .visited by the
Bulletin’s correspondent though en-
lar"mg progress is reportod in these
districts as well. -in a mile or 2
along the north—west s'nore is a fine
field of fall wheat growing thriftly in
a -farm.

Among the settlers in the district
south east of the Landing a few sam-
ples might be mentioned: Thomas
Watson and Sons have three quarters
south of Canoe lake with considerable
cultivated land and a fine herd of re-
gistered shorthorns. Bill Day and
Sons own 800 acres anu have a, school
section leased for pasture. Fred Un-
derwoou has 640 acres 10 miles south-
east of the Landing. Last year he had
10 acres crop on his homestead and
rented 50 acres. The crop was fine;
it was so satisfactory that nhe bought

If
the army of imimgrants continue to
arrive at the same rapid rate, it will
not be long till Athabasca Landing
will be in the centre of a large settle-
ment rather than at the gateway of
the north.

The coming -of the .. N. ‘R. this
year to Athabaseca Landing will -con-
nect the Saskatchewan Triver route,
the raijlways of Alberta and the Great
Waterways of the McKenzie river
system#and this should mean much <o
Edmonton’s younger sister at the
Landing in the Athabasea.

Wading ponds of this kind are now
kept with great success in the parks
of many of the liarge cities of Ameri-
ca. During the last weék, the open
grounds at the west side of the park
have been well rolled. These
grounds are intended for a playing
common, where the youth of the
city may disport themseclves at what-
ever games they choose. No re-
servations are made for athletic clubs
or city leagues, as the intention of
the management is to have the com-
mons left open for lads who cannot
afford to’rent grounds for their
games. ‘
